HILETTWILL CASE.

ItWas Argued intbe Supreme Court
Yesterday.

An interesting and totally new point, so far
as Minnesota is concerned, was argued in the
supreme court yesterday in the case of the
estate of Nehemiah Hulett, of Duluth. Itis
whether a man's marriage invalidates a will
made prior to that marriage.

Mr. Hulett, who was supposed to be a
bachelor, left an estate valued at nearly half
a million, which he bequeathed to his broth-
ers and sisters. Shortly after his decease,
however, a Mrs. Pomeroy, whom Mr. Hulett
had employed as housekeeper, produced a
written contract, signed by herself and Hu-
lett. establishing a common law marriage.

Mrs. Pomeroy, or Mrs. Hulett, as she calls
herself, contested the will and won in the
lower court, although Hulett's relatives
claimed that the marriage contract was a
forgery, and that even if it were a valid
document, the widow would only be entitled
to her rights of dower.

Mrs. Hulett. however, claimed that not only
was she entitled to her rights of dower, but,
inasmuch as there were no children as a re-
sult of the marriage, that she was entitled to
the residue of the estate, which, would other-
wise have gone to them, as against the col-
lateral relatives.

Several loyal citizens of St. Paul, am-
bitious to serve the people in their local
legislature, fancy they would become,
If not adorn, the chairs in the council
chamber at present occupied by Dis-
trict Judge-Elect O. B. Lewis and
Register of Deeds-Elect E. G. Krah-
mer, when the assembly is in session
many have been named, as told in the
Globe the other day, but two will be
chosen. At the present writing the
aspirants for one of these honorable
places have their eyes on the central
chair of the chamber directly under the
pendant chandelier, where Mr. Lewis
has sat and defied fate and the chan-
delier for two years and six months.
For Mr. Lewis will resign that lucky
chair tomorrow night. Hence the
pressing anxiety to fillit.

That it willbe so snugly occupied by

the successor of Mr. Lewis is extremely
doubtful, in view of the comparatively
slender proportions of the Sixth ward
candidate nearest to it. Ifhe fillsItas
capably, however, he will be forgiven
for his latitudinal short comings. Inci-
dentally Ithas been remarked that Mr.
Lewis will find the woolsack a comfort-
ing substitute for the vulcanized rub-
ber chair seats that are doubtless at
the bottom of the Hon. Timothy Rear-
don's wrathy explosions from time to
time.

There are four residents of the Sixth
ward, whose names receive mention
whenever "the vacant chair" is talked
of.

Figures Frotu Tbree Wards Said to
Have Been About the Same as

The county canvassing- board began
the work of canvassing the vote of the
late election in the office of the county-
auditor yesterday morning. The law
says the members of the board shall
put in eight hours per day at the task
until the same is completed, and the
members thereof came very near liv-
ing up to the letter of the law. The
board is composed of the mayor, as
chairman of the board of county com-
missioners, the county auditor and two
justices of the peace." Mayor Doran
had a few loads of wood to sell early
in the day, an official decapitation to
attend to at midday and a council com-
mittee meeting to attend during the
afternoon, but he was present most of
the time to see that the wicked Demo-
cratic justice of the peace did not rob
the Republican officials elect. Auditor
Sullivan had nothing to do but attend
to business, so that he lived up to the
requirements of the law. Justice Black-
well, the Republican justice, had little
to do, as did also Justice Hoyt, the
only Democratic justice in the county.
They were present by grace of the
county auditor—and the law.

But there were others not- present
—

in spite of the law. There were some
candiates and several newspaper re-
porters who were anxious to be pres-
ent when the. canvass was made. The
reporters, particularly, had business
with the canvassing board and its
work. But the county auditor, who in
this instance, at least is a law unto
himself regardless of the instructions
of the election law, declined to admit
the reporters. For fear some of them
would enter the sacred precincts where
the only mayor and the only Demo-
cratic justice ot the peace were swap-
ping stories, Auditor Sullivan left word
in the outer office that the newspaper
people were to be given the coldest
kind of a shake; and then he estab-
lished a barricade in the person of a
fierce-browed clerk who took up his
station at the entrance of the auditor's
private office, where the mysterious
rites were being perfunctorily ob-
served. "I was put here to see to it
that you fellows didn't get in," said
the guardian to a reporter.

Auditor Sullivan is the autocrat of
his private office and can admit whom
he chooses, he says. But in this par-
ticular instance the election law. says:" * * *

and on or before the U»V d&y
after election said board shall proceed, after
taking the usual oath of office, to openly and
publicly canvass the returns made to the
auditor's office." (Section 164, page 73, Gen-
eral Election Laws of Minnesota.!
It was given out last evening that

the reason that the doors were kept
guarded was that the work of can-
vassing the vote might be expedited.
It was claimed by one of the clerks
who assisted in the work that a crowd j
would have been about the board and
the work delayed owing to the con-
fusion that would naturally arise. The
reporters were kept out on general
principles, it would seem, as the clerk
did not have any reason to assign why
the press was excluded, except, maybe, |
it was at the suggestion of the wicked !
Democratic member of the board. IMayor Doran is known to have a hish

'

regard for newspaper workers. He i
himself has saM it on numerous oc- j
easions -when some inquisitive reporter j
insisted on asking why some faithful !
city employe had been decapitated. !
The mayor has a standing order at the j
station, at the city hall and at his i
home to admit reporters at all hours i
of the day and night.

HAINES IS IN JAIL.

lowa Farmer Charged With a Big
Forgery.

F. A. Haines, thirty years old, a
farmer by occupation, and. livingon a
farm near Altoona, 10., was arrested
yesterday morning by Patrolman Mil-
ler on a charge of attempting to pass
a forged check. Haines some two
years ago entered into an agreement
with Harold J. Lohrbauer.a land agent
at 187 East Third street, to purchase
a farm in Barron county, Wis. Haines
gave notes for the property, whichwere secured by a mortgage. Haines
concluded that he had been given the
worst of the bargain, and conceived a
plan by which he could even up with
Lohrbauer, and also get enough money
for himself to start in business again.
The first step was to write to the St.
Paul Savings bank and inquire wheth-
er Lohrbauer's check would be good.
The bank officials informed him that
Lohrbauer's check was "as good aa
gold," This settled the business, and
Haines started for St.. Paul, arriving
here yesterday morning at 7 o'clock.
The bank was not open, so he waited
around until after 9 o'clock, and then
drew out a check for $1,285, payable to
F. R. Robb or bearer, and signed itH.
J. Lohrbauer. He presented it at the
cashier's window, but the work was so
coai-se that Cashier Meier tumbled at
once. Asked where he got the check,
Haines said he wrote it himself. He
was told he could get no money on it,
but interrupted the cashier by asking
if in a letter the cashier had not told
him Lohrbauer's check was as good as
gold. Patrolman Miller was notified of
the fellow' actions, and took him to
the central station. In his possession
was found $S in cash and an old re-
volver. Haines either has had experi-
ence with police officers or else he had I
been posted by some one, for on his I
arrival at the station he offered to j
give up the money he had on his per-
son and the revolver as well if the of-
ficers would let him go. Seeing this
offer had no effect, he agreed to throw
in his bicycle, which was at the union
depot. Haines claims to have a wife
and daughter on the farm near Al-
toona, 10. The prisoner was arraigned
in the police court yesterday afternoon
and had his case continued to Wednes-
day. In default of bail, he was re-
manded to jail. From his actions, the
police are of the opinion that Haines
is slightly demented. He says he has
been in a hospital for treatment at
Dcs Moines, and that his head has
troubled him for several years. The
revolver which was found in his pos-
sesion he says he had to shoot at dogs
which bothered him while riding his
bike in lowa.

REVIVE THERESCUE WORK.

Mrs. F. B. Doran Back of a Sew
Movement.

As before stated in the Globe,
there is some prospect that the rescue
work, recently discontinued by Mrs. S.
V. Root because she was not support-
ed financially, wil!be resumed, and the
women agitating the question of re-
suming are Mrs. F. B. Doran. the wife
of the mayor of the city, and Mrs.
A. N. Bartell. Both of these women
are West side residents, and so active
have they been in their canvass of that
portion of the city that Friday Mrs.
DdVan sent to Mrs. Root a pledge of a
fair amount of money and no end of
aid along other lines than those finan-
cial. Mrs. Doran says that she is not
sure they will be successful, and has
not seen any one in other parts of the
city, but intends to keep talking and
working for this cause, and hopes to
get all the women interested and gain
their aid. Members of the different
local unions were seen in regard to the
matter, and ail expressed themselves
as in sympathy with the work, and as
feeling that such a home as the Refuge
is sadly needed in St. Paul.

"Ican't entertain your motion," re-
plied Mr. Arosin adopting mayor
Doran's meth<xl of ignoring the exis-
tence of the b^ard of public works.

The other reports were then received,
Capt. Gorman left his on the table and
the conference commitjtee adjourned.

FEAR fl BEItT ItlflE
ASSEMBLYMEN WHO FAVOR THE

BROADWAY LOOP ARE GUESS-
INGNOW.

EXCEPT TIMOTHY REARDON.

HE THINKS A DEPOT CONNECTION
WOULD BE MORE BENEFIT TO

THE CITY

AND STAVES OFF THE COMMITTEE.

Street Railway Switch Tracks on
Smith Avenue to Be Ordered

Removed.

Assemblyman Reardon blocked the
proposed action of the assembly com-
mittee on streets yesterday in the
Broadway loop matter. The other
members of the committee were anx-
ious to take some action on the ordi-
nance, but Mr. Reardon wasn't and
Insisted on a continuance, which he se-
cured.

Every member of the committee was
present except the chairman, Mr.
Lewis, In his absence Mr. Thompson
presided. None of the interested prop-
erty owners and business men were
there. When the loop ordinance was
reached, in the regular course of busi-
ness, Mr.Reardon objected to the com-
mittee's taking any action upon it at
the time, as he understood that it was
to be laid over until the special joint

committee of the council had reported
on the matter of the proposed union
depot belt line.

"Oh, no," replied Chairman Thomp-
son, "1 never understood that the union
depot belt line had anything to do with
the Broadway loop. It's time we acted
on this matter."

The approving nods and looks of
Assemblymen Daly and Krahmer and
Assemblyman Arosin indicated their
sympathy with the Broadway loop.

"This committee has nothing to do
with that other committee," said Mr.
Arosin. "Moreover, that special com-
mittee is not a legal committee, as the
resolution providing for its appoint-
ment was amended by the board of al-
dermen, so as to include four alder-
men on the committee instead of three,
and the assembly has never concurred
in the amendment."

Mr. Daly then moved that the com-
mittee recommend the ordinance ex-
tending the loop to Broadway, for pas-
sage.

Mr Arosin thereupon assured the^
committee that he was confident that
the belt line scheme was proposed, not
in good faith, but for the sole purpose
of killingthe Broadway loop ordinance.

Mr Reardon took issue with this
statement of opinion. "I don't agree
with you in that," said Mr. Reardon,

"Iknow that when the belt line propo-
sition was first broached to me, no such
motive aa you say is back of it even
suggested Itself to me. IfIthought

that was the case, Iwould vote right
now for the Broadway loop, for Iam
in favor of it, if we can't get the belt
line. But Iwould rather have the
union depot belt line. Iam convinced
it would be much greater benefit to the
people and the city than the Broadway
loop, which, the more Ithink of it, be-
gins to look iike a real estate scheme."

Mr. Arosin and Mr. Thompson has-
tened to express their indignation at
the bare suggestion of a real estatt
scheme being at the bottom of the
Broadway loop movement. Exclaimed
Mr. Arosln:
"Iwould never vote for a real estate

scheme.
"Nor I," chimed in Mr. Thompson

with eciual spirit.
"But this belt line," repeated Mr.

Arosin, "is a scheme to defeat the
Broadway loop. That's what it is, and
nothing else. Isay the belt line is

impracticable."
"The engineer don't say so," re-

marked Mr. Reardon.
Mr. Craig took occasion at this junc-

ture to declare that he was opposed
to the extension of the loop. Itwould
work an injury to the retail trade, by
depriving it of its present favorable
conditions simply to transfer all those
conditions to the lower part of town

—
that is to the wholesale district.

Mr.Reardon reiterated his suggestion
that the matter be laid over until the
outcome of the union depot belt Urn
proposition had been determined.
Messrs. Thompson, Daly and Arosin
objected to further delay, but Mr.Rear-
con said he would not vote for tlu
crdihance then and there. He feared
itwas a real estate scheme and believed
that the belt line was a more desirable
improvement.

Mr. Krahmer moved that the ordi-
nance be laid over until Wednesday
to give Mr. Reardon time to further
consider the matter, but Mr. Reardor.
would not agree to such an under-
standing. The committee accordingly
adjourned, without naming any dal-
for the next meeting.

Prior to the consideration of the loop
ordinance, the committee recommended
the adoption of a resolution directing
the street railway company to perma-
nently discontinue and tear up it:-'
switch tracks on Thompson and Smith
b venues north of Ramsey street and to
abandon the use of its tracks on

Ramsey street for the purpose of stor-
ing and repairing its cars. This action
was taken at the request of the prop-
city owners and residents of the vi
cinity, who complained of the noise
and the blocking of the streets named

The resolution from the board ol
aldermen vacating that portion of the
Dodd road in West St. Paul which cuts
through blocks 98 and 104 Mas recom
mended for adoption.

BODY OF CHARLES SMITH.

Possession of It to Be Contested In
Snpreme Conrt.

Goss. chief of police. This is the action

Illinois. Smith, through his attorney, J. \Y\

FREEZE OUT THE CAR FERRY.

Railroads Look Hopefully to Jack
Frost's Approach.

The Chicago-St. Paul roads are not
very likelyto pay any attention to the
action of the Lake Michigan Car Ferry
company in reducing the tariff on soil
coal from $1.50 to $1.30, South Chicago
to St. Paul, for two reasons, the chit-f
of which is that the lake season is
very nearly over, and at best the ferry
company has a short day of grace of
the lakes, owing to the approach «i
\u25a0winter. Itis not expected that in the
limited time the boats of the company
can run, that their traffic in coal at
the reduced rates will be sufficient to
cut any figure. The other reason is that
the Chicago-St. Paul lines are not anx-
