Isaac M. Seligman addressed the com- j
pany briefly upon the situation which !
led to the gathering. He especially em- j
phasized the necessity for joint action
In the future by the Republicans and
National Democrats upon currency
matters. He then called upon Mr.
Hanna. who spoke at unusual length
for him.

Mr. Hanna said that he felt that he
was addressing an important body of
New York bankers, and he spoke of
the general work of the campaign.
The present organization of the Re-
publican party and also of the Nation-
al Democrat party, he understood.
Would remain in the field to further the
good work so auspiciously begun. Mr.
Hanna said also that the new admin-
istration would begin its work without
any pledges and wholly untrammeled
In the selection of a cabinet, a state-
ment which was heartily applauded.

The Republican club of New York,
c-V.ebrated the election of McKinlev and
Hob-art tonight. Hon. Cornelius N.
Bliss presided, and Mark Hanna, Gen.
Horace Porter and Gen. Tremaine were
the speakers. When Mr. Hanna was in-
troduced he said:

MAKES A FINE SHOWING.

New Yorlt Paper Praises St. PanPs ]
Financial Condition.

The Commercial and Financial
Chronicle, of New York city, in its last .
week's issue, devotes nearly a column !

to the recent statement of the debt of
the city of St. Paul as issued by Comp-
troller J. J. McCardy. It says:

"The statement shows that since Jan. ;
1, 1892, the interest bearing debt of the !

city has been reduced by the payment
of bonds to the amount of $1,876,926
and that the net debt has been further
reduced by accummulations in the
sinking fund amounting to $371,597. No
bonds have been issued so that the
total debt reduction has been $2,248,523.
The total amount of city bonds out-
standing at present is $5,872.1000. The
water bonds amount to $2,460,000, and
the certificates of indebtedness issued
in anticipation of the collection of
taxes are $1,055,000, making a gross in-
debtedness of $9,387,100. The sinking
fund holds assets amounting to $371,-
--000."

but the official count willshow positive-
ly who is elected to the stite otfiees in
South Dakota, but from the best in-
formation obtainable from all sources
here today, the indications are that the
Bryan electors will have a majority in
the neighborhood of 100. The whole
Republican state ticket with the pos-
sible exception of the governor, will be
elected by small majorities. Itis unfor-

tunate that the state is so close, as
both sides will claim fraud on the part
of the other to secure the result, and,

as there are always questionable votes
cast at every election, each side will
accuse the other of profiting thereby.

Th's willbreed a bitterness which would
have been avoided if either side had
scored a decisive victory.

The state canvassing board does not
meet until the Tuesday following the

fourth Monday after the day of elec-
tion, which, this year, is Dec. 3, and if
the returns by counties are not definite
enough to settle the question before
that date, there will be a great deal of
anxiety in this state for the next
month. The question of who is really

elected is so close that the small vote
in the unorganized counties may turn
the scale completely.

The close election will breed num-
berless contests, if close elections in
the past are to be taken as an indi-
cation, and the courts are likely to
have plenty of work to do on election
cases. These contests may not be con-
fined to minor offices alone, but may

SOME FREE SILVER RESOLUTIONS

Referred Wlthont Action to the Com-
mittee of Which Ha) s, of Minne-

sota, Is a Member.

INDIANAPOLIS, Nov. 10.—The six-
teenth annual session of the
Farmers' National congress be-
gan at 10:30 a. m. today in
the Indiana hall of the house of

There were about 70
per cent present, but the later sittings
are expected to show a larger attend-
ance. The general opinion of those in-
terested in the congress was that themeetings should have been held before
rather than after the presidential elec-
tion, and that had this been the case
the attendance would have numbered
several hundred. The members pres-
ent were representative men and lead-
ers in the cause of agriculture. The
congress was called to order by the
president, B. F. Clayton, of Indianola,
lowa. Mayor Taggart delivered an ad-
dress of welcome.

Response was made by the secretary,
J. M. Stahl, of Chicago. He said that
upon one occasion, the proposition had
been made to throw him out on the as-
sumption that there were no farmers
inCook county, Illinois, as that county
is Chicago. He said he kept his place
by showing that the farm products of
Chicago exceed those of each or more
than twenty counties in Illinois.

"We came here," said the secretary,
"to labor for the farmer and yet we do
not forget the men in the mine or in
the shop or in the banks. We realize the
interdependence of all industries and
that when the industries of the cities
languish, our agricultur* industries
fail."

J. G. Kingsbury, of Indiana, spoke a
welcome on behalf of the press. He-
gave figures to show the agricultural
standing of Indiana, and that she
stands sixth incorn and in 1592 ranked
second in wheat.

J. G. Offum gave a welcome on be-
half of the farmers of Indiana. He
said:

"We are looking forward to this con-
gfiress with a great deal of anxiety
p.nd doubt. We farmers find ourselves
in a very straightened condition; w;

fnd many farms plastered over with
mortgages.". L. F. Coffin, of lowa, said that tha:
state is more largely agricultural than
almost any other state. He did not

come to the congress with a doleful
voice. lowa farmers were out of debt
as a rule, he said, and but a very small
percentage of lowa farms are mort-
gaged. Gov. Matthews then welcomed
the congress on behalf of the state.

President Clayton was then intro-
duced and delivered his annual ad-
dress as follows:

PRESIDENTS ADDRESS.
The farmer, as a 3lass, gives less attention

to his own Interest
;

n legislation affecting
him, and to the extortion practiced than any-
other class of American people.

By legislation and by the courts we have
settled the great principles that the public
have a right to control these trusts, and cor-
porations have accepted the principle. What
we want Is for the national and state execu-
tives to lose no time in layingbefore congress
and the legislative bodies the evils com-
plained of. and to suggest such remedies as
will check their future growth. We should
say to these combinations, thus far and no
farther shalt thou come. We should ask for
no eiaes legislation. We should demand no
favors beyond a legitimate protection to the
farm interests, and we should be satisfied
with nothing short of the same recognition
accorded to all other American industries.

Successful farming is a trade of national
and international relationship to all other
trades. There Is no industry so sensitive to
spasmodic action of social or commercial up-
hevals as our productive industries. What I
said in my last annual addresa Inow em-
phasize. It is granted that labor has equal
right with capital to organize: but the right
of either or of any organization to disturb
the channels of trade and to destroy the busi-
ness interests of the country is denied, and
Itis hoped that the action of the president,
and the federal courts will drive the agitator
and the anarchist Into legitimate channels to
settle fancied grievances.

Gentleman of the congress! Your constitu-
tion makes it my duty as your president, to
give you the object of this organization. Its
object is contained in one short sentence of
the first section of our constitution, which
says: "Its object shall be to advance the
agricultural interests of the union. We seek
to do this in two ways, first, to mould and
shape such legislation as the interests of the
farmer require, and to present it to the state
and national legislative bodies for their ac-
tion. Second, we have a literary programme
by which we seek to elevate the great ma*se3
now engaged in agricultural pursuits to a
position In keeping with that occupation.

Let me beg of each Individual member of
this congress, that you will give the congress
the full benefit of your experience, and that
you will early in the session introduce any
resolution covering needed legislation that
you may deem advisable, and have itreferred
to the committee on resolutions, when ap-
pointed.

There are many questions, some of which
Involve the highest interest of our Industry
upon which we might ask congressional con-
sideration. Among them Is to be found the
readjustment of our tariff laws affecting agri-

Whereas, The price of the farm products
is below the cost of production.

Resolved, That the farmers' national con-
gress is in favor of the equal use of both
gold and silver coin as money of ultimate re-
demption and that we do request the incom-
ing president of the United States to call a
conference of nations that are willingfor the
use of both gold and silver as money with
the free and unlimited coinage of both gold
and silver in a ratio to be agreed upon.
