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ARBITRATION IT IS

DETAILS 0F THE TREATY COVER-
ING THE VENEZUELAN BOUND-
ARY DISPUTE.

KING OSCAR AN ARBITER.

DECISIVE VOTE WILL BE CAST BY
THE MONARCH OF
SWEDEN.

LIMIT FIXED AT FIFTY YEARS.

Where Possession for That Time Can
Be Shown It Carries Conclusive
Proef of Title.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 10.—The king
of Sweden and Norway, Oscar II., has
been chosen by treaty between the
United States and Great Britain as the
fifth official arbitrator of the Vene-
zuelan boundary question. The other
four arbitrators are to be designated,
two by the lord chief justice of Eng-
land and two by the chief ijustice of
the United States. This is the final and
most important feature of the treaty
for the complete adjustment of the
long pending Venezuelan controversy.
The treaty was concluded in Washing-
ton last night at the British embassy,
Sir Julian Pauncefote representing her
Britannic majesty and Secretary Olney
the United States.

Since the return of Sir Julian from
London three weeks ago negotiations
toward a final settlement have been
proceeding. Most of the meetings were
of such an important character that
they were held either at Mr. Olney’'s
residence or at the British embassy,
the two houses being but two blocks
separated. It happened that the con-
cluding meeting was at the embassy
vesterday, and special interest was
given to it from the fact that Lord
Salisbury, the British premier, was to
make a speech at Guild hall, London,
in the evening. It is the annual event
at which the premier usually takes oc-
casion to review the status of the most
important international questions. For
this reason it was desired, if possible,
to acquaint Lord Salisbury of the final
and satisfactory adjustment of the
Venezuelan question, in order that he
might make such announcement as he
thought fit concem'}ng it

When Secretary Olney and Sir Julian
reached their final conclusion, a cable-
gram was at once dispatched to Lord
Salisbury, notifying him of the result.
It reached him within one hour of the
time when he went on the platform at
Guild hall, and it was the basis of his
announcement to England and to the
entire world that the Venezuelan con-
troversy was settled. It was a general
announcement without detail and with-
out any reference to the personnel of
the court of arbitration.

Thus Washingion and London par-
ticipated in this eventful scene, by
which the two leading English-speak-
ing nations reach an amicable means of
adjusting the most troublesome inter-
national question of recent years. Al-
though Lord Salisbury's statement was
without details, it is possible to give
all of the essential featurge of the
treaty concluded in Washington last
night. It was deemed best to make
the choice of King Oscar II. as the
fifth or decisive arbitrator, rather
than to leave it to the selection of
the other four arbitrafors.

The other essential feature of the
treaty is that fifty years’ actual pos-
session is to constitute title. With this
limitation as to the settled districts,
the entire sweep of the Venezuela
boundary is placed in the hands of the
court of arbitration. The treaty cov-
ers only Venezuela and the question of
general agbitration between the United
States and Great Britain is left to fu-
ture negotiations.

It is not expected that King Oscar
will go outside of Sweden for the
arbitrators, and the ecourt, therefore,
is likely to sit in Stockholm, the capi-
tal of that country. Among the mon-
archs of Europe King Oscar II. is
probably the most popular, as he goes
freely among the people, and is thor-
oughly democratic in his ways, besides
being universaly regarded as a man of
great attainments and eminent fair-
ness. The feeling entertained for him
is shown by the fact that the Scandl-
navian residents of the United States
are raising a large sum with which to
buy him a present on the celebration
of his sixty-fifth birthday. He is
known as “The Giant King,” as he
stands six feet three inches in height.
He has long shown a most cordial sen-
timent toward the United States, and
this doubtless had a part in his se-
lection. While most cordial towards
the United States King Oscar is not
the less friendly toward Great Britain.
Although there are no ties of immedi-
ate kinship with the British royal
family, he is a warm personal friend
of the Prince of Wales. The general
feeling is that King Oscar II. is pre-
eminently qualified for the responsi-
bility involved in his present choice by
the United States and Great Britain.

FINAL CORRESPONDENCE.

The two notes passing between Sec-
retary Olney and Lord Salisbury, which
rarrowed down to an agreement the
cnly important issue remaining to be
decided, namely, that of the disposition
of British vested rights through settle
raent. hear date of July last and are
as follows:

(No. 171.) Foreign Office, July 3. 1896.—Sir:
T have to acknowledge your excellency's dis-
patch No. 200 of June 15. inclosing a note
from Mr. Olney in which he explains the rea-
sons that induce the government of the
United States to withhold their assent from
the proposals with respect to the Venezuelan
frontier contained in my dispatch of the 22d
of May.

The arguments by which Mr. Olney sup-
ports this view will receive the careful con-
sideration of her mafjesty's government. T
am not now writing to you for the purpose
of discussing them. My object in addressing
vour excellency is to point out that in a
matter of some importance, Mr. Olney, ow-
ing doubtless to the inadeaquacy of my own
explanation, has misapprehended the purport
of the pronosal which I had thke honor to
make to him. He states that “It appears to
be a fundamental conditicn that the boundary
line to be decided to be the true one by the
arbitrators shall not operate upon territory

bona fide occupied by a British subject—
shall be reflected in every such case so as
to make such territory part of British

Guiana.”” This was not the intention of my
proposals, and the language of my dispatch
of 22d May dees not, I think. fairly bear
this construction. T proposed that “‘the tri-
bunal should not have power to include such
iztricts as the territory of Venezuela.”

But I did not propose that thev should neec-
essarily be assumed w'thout further proof
to be part of British Guiana. T only stipu-
Jated that the cwnershin of them was not to
be decided by tke tribumal, which in cur

judgment was inadequate for this purpose,
though it was adesuate for the assignement
of the unsettled district. The settled dis-
trict, shown to be Iin dispute by the in-
quiries of the comm'ssion, were to be dis-
posed of by subsequent negotiation. The
claim of Venezuela is so far-reaching
that it brings finto guestion interests and
rights which eannect properiy by disposed of
by an unrestricted arbitration. Tt extends as
far as the Escauibo; it covers two-thirds of
the colony of British Guiana: is impeaches
titles whiel have been uncuestioned for
many generations. T¥ districts must be

treated separately, and 1 ! further fnquiry
has thrown more light upon the mwatter, it 1s
only by reserving the settied districts gea-
erally that this can be dcne.

The view of her majesty’s government is
that where rightz” which beleng to a con-
siderable population and are deenly cherished

by them, special precautions any
miscarriage of justice are of which
I have indicated the general character in this
corr , but which are not required
where a title to unoecupied territory is alone
in issue. It is for this reason that her
majesty’s government proposed to except
ihese districts from the jurisdiction of the
arbitral tribunal, though it could deal ade-
quately with the disputed claims to territory
that is not occupied. But they did not in-
tend by that stipulation to ask the govern-
ment of the United States to prejudice any
questions which had been raised or might be
raised, with respect to the ownership of set-
tled districts. This part of the subject, con-
fessedly the most difficult part, would have
been reserved for ceparate examinations. I
should wish you to offer this explanation to
Mr. Olney when you have an opportunity, and
if he desires it, give him a copy of this
dispatch. I will reserve for another occa-
sion the observations which, after considera-
tion, T may have to make in reply to the
general argument of his note. —Salisbury.
OLNEY'S REPLY.

Department of State, Washington, D. C.,
July 13, 1896: I have the honor to acknowledge
the receipt from you of a copy of Lord Salis-
bury’'s dispatch. Its object is to explain
that his lordship in his previous dispatch of
May 22, did not intend that the boundary line
fixed by tke prcposed arbitral tribunal should
include in British Guiana any territory bona
fide occupied by a British subject Jan. 1, 1887.
But as such territory must fall upon one side
or the other of any complete boundary line
and was certainly not in any event to be
assigned to Venezuela, all the pre:zent ex-
planation would seem to show that Lord
Salisbury’s proposals of May 22 contemplated,
not a complete boundary line, but a part or
parts of such line, namely, such part or
parts as might divide uninhabited or unset-
tled territory. Such a conclusion requires a
somewhat heroic construction of a paper
which in terms proposes ‘‘the following basis
of settlement of the Venezuelan boundary dis-
pute,” by which the two governments are to
endeavor to agree ‘“‘to a boundary line,”
upon the basis of a certain report, and by
which, in absence of such an agreement an
arbitral tribunal is to “‘fix the boundary lne
upon the basis of such report.”” Nothing in
this language intimates that anything less
than a complete boundary line is to be the
outcome of the plan suggested.

The discussion is, however, hardly worth
pursuing. If Lord Saiisbury did not make his
meaning clear in the dispatch of May 22, he
certainly is entitled to make it clear now.
There is another part of the dispatch which
seems to me of more importance and upon
which I wish to base an inquiry. “Tkes
claim of Venezuela,” it is sald, “is so far-
reaching that it brings into question inter-
ests and rights which cannot properly be dis-
posed of by an unrestricted arbitration. It
extends so far as the Esequibo; it covers two-
thirds of the colony of Briish Guiana; it im-
peaches titles which have been unguestioned
for many generations.”

That Venezuela claims territory extending
to the Esequibo, or covering two-thirds of the
colony of British Guiana, cannot be regayded
as being of itself an insuperable obstacle to
unrestricted arbitration. But the objection
that the Venezuelan claims impeach titles,
which have been unquestioned for many gen-
erations, is undoubtedly of the most weighty
character. The inguiry I desire to put, there-
fore, is this: Can it be assumed that her
majesty’s government would submit to un-
restricted arbitration the whole of the terri-
tory in dispute, provided it be a rule of the
arbitration, embodied in the arbitral agree-
ment, that territory which has been in the
exclusive, notorious and actual use and occu-
pation of either party for even two genera-
tions, or say for sixty years, shall be held by
the arbitrators to be the territory of such
party? In other words, will her majesty’s
government assent to unrestricted arbitration
of all the territory in controversy with the
period for the acquisition of title by pre-
scription fixed by agreement of the parties in
advance at sixty years?

I enclose copy of the dispatch for Lord
Salisbury’s use. I should be glad to have its
substance transmitted by cable that it may
be published with the other correspondence
on the 18th inst. —Richard Olney.

COMMISSION WILL NOT REPORT.

The meeting of the Venezuelan com-
mission today was one of more than
ordinary interest on account of the
significant statement of Lord Salis-
bury’s speech last evening announc-
ing that the boundary dispute was
practically ended. All the members of
the commission were present, but Jus-
tice Brewer did not remain until the
close of the meeting, as he had to take
his place at the supreme court to at-
tend the Berliner patent case argument.
During the early part of the meeting
the address of Lord Salisbury was
generally discussed and the papers con-
taining the speech and comments upon
it were 3 z

The commission authorized the fol-
lowing official statement:

The statements of Lard Salisbury as re-
ported in the morning papers make it prob-
able that the boundary dispute now pending
between Great Britain and Venezuela will be
settled by arbitration at an early day. Under
these circumstances the commission, while
continuing its deliberations in the prepara-
tion and orderly arrangement of many val-
uable maps, reports and documents which
have been procured and used in the course
of its labors, does not propose to formulate
any decision for the present on the matters
subject to its examination. It will continue
its session from time to time, but with the
hope and expectation that a friendly and just
settlement of all pending differences between
the nations interested will make any final de-
cision eon its part unnecessary.

It -does not follow that all of the
work accomplished by the United
States commission in the collection
of evidence touching the boundary dis-
pute will go for nothing, but on the
contrary this matter may he utilized
to great advantage by the agent or
agents selected to represent the claims
of the governments of Great Britain
and Venezuela befcre the arbitration
commission. Introduced in this man-
ner, the evidence the United States has
collected will be of great value, com-
ing as it does, not as an ex-parte pre-
sentation, but as evidence collected by
the commission and its special experts,
under rigorous instructions to obtain
all pertinent evidence without regard
to which side it affected.

SOME DETAILS REMAIN.

There is some likelihood that Lord
Salisbury’s statement last night will
be given a broader meaning tham it
was calculated to convey, and this
doubtless occasioned the reservation in
the commission’s announcement. It is
to be noted that Lord Salisbury did
not make the positive statement that
the controversy was settled. Seeretary
Olney today refused to make any state-
ment whatever touching the boundary
dispute, but it is known that certain
details yet remain to be adjusted be-
fore the arbitration treaty can be re-
garded as an accomplished fact. More-
over, it must be borne in mind that
any such treaty, before becoming ef-
fective, must be submitted to the
United States senate for its approval,
and this at least involves a delay ot
weeks, aside from the possibility ot
amendments. If, by common under-
standing, the limitations to be placed
upon the arbitration in the considera-
tion of vested British claims have been
agreed upon, it is probable the more
important of the details remaining to
be adjusted relate to the personnel of
the arbitration commission, and par-
ticularly to the means to be adopted
to give effect to the decisions.

The latter has always proved a dif-
ficult phase in these negotiations of
arbitration treaties, and may be ex-
pected to require especially delicate
handling in a controversy involving
the fortunes of many individuals, as
well as important corporate interests
and the nationality of subjects. While
Lord Salisbury’s statement is general
and lacking in details, the negotiations
which have preceded permit a ready
application of the general principles he
lays down as to settled districts.

From the Venezuelan standpoint, the
final agreement for any kind of ar-
bitration is in itself a distinct victory.
Venezuela has asked arbitration for
forty vears. Great Britain’s reply has
been uniform, viz., that while arbitra-
tion was desired, yet the settled dis-
tricts, which were regarded as ‘“‘sover-
eign British soil” were not open to
arbitration By Lord Salisbury's state.
ment last night, the arbitration will
proceed in acceptance of the old com-
mon law rule of “prescription.”

The understanding here is that the
entire Venezuelan boundary will be
thrown open to arbitration. It remams
for Great Britain to show that certaia
pcrtions have been occupied by her
subjects so long, peacefully, uninfer-
ruptedly and puablicly as to make a
cenclusive territorial presumption.

Lord Salisbury’s acceptance of the
common law doctrine of prescription
as applicable to an international dis
rute, is said to be in line with th2
views laid down by international writ-
ers, who have differed only as to the
length of occupancy essential to es-
tablish title. Most of our states have
adopted from ten to twenty years. The
original English rule was that the oc-
cupancy should be so long that “the
memory of man runneth not to the
contrary.” The international writers
Lave fixed twenty, thirty and in some
cases as high as 100 years as the
period necessary to establish title. No
international writer has placed the pe-
riod below twenty years.

Among diplomats it is felt that thc
efforts of the Venezuelan commission
have not been in vain. It is regarde?
as the moral force which has helped
toward the present result. Moreover,
the commission has accumulated a
mass of evidence bearing directly on

is now the test of settlement. The full
ress of this information gained by the
commission leads to some general com-
ment as to the probable choice of Jus-
tice Brewer or others of the commis
sion as arbitrators, but this is purely
speculative.

Frederic R. Coudert, a member of
the commission, sald today that it
would be much better for the boundary
t0 be determined by arbitration than
by a decision of the commission. Mr.
Coudert, when asked concerning the
subject of the statutes of limitationa
referred to in Lord Salisbury's address,
said that the statement was not suf-
ficiently definite to enable one to say
what length of time would be fixed
as giving a good title. He was of the
opinion that the circumstances of in-
c¢ividual cases will be taken into con-
sideration. Mr. Coudert expressed the
cpinion that moral as well as legal
claims would be recognized in any
arbitration. When asked if the com-
mission had been apprised beforehand
