MARKETS SHOWED WEAKNESS.

Corn nad Out* Loat FractioßH, and
Provfftlons Closed With Quota-

tions IDchanged,

CHICAGO. Nov. 11.—Wheat showed a radical
reversal of form today, the December option
declining l%c. Liverpool cables were a great
disappointment and greatly influenced the
trading. Other markets generally showed
weakness, corn closing %c lower, oats %c
lower and provisions unchanged to 5c lower.
A disagreeable surprise was given wheat spec-
ulators at the opening. Although an advance
of t%c per bu was chronicled in the local
market yesterday, all the response Liverpool
made to this was an advance of from %d
to %d. The consequence was that large quan-
tities of wheat were offered for sale imme-
diately. December opening from 79%cto 80c,
against yesterday's closing price of 80%c.
Strong features, however, were not lacking.
California reported three more cargoes taken
for Australian account, and local Northwest
receipts were very light, though in the latter
case this was partly due to stormy weather.
Minneapolis and Duluth receipts were 411
oars, compared with 1,112 on the corresponding
day of the jmx before. Chicago got only 40
carloads, against 325 on the similar day of the
year before. Flour and wheat exports from
Atlantic ports amounted to 330,000 bu, and a
good cash inquiry was reported. After the
apening decline, a gradual recovery to 80% c
occurred. But when the second cable came,
reporting a break in Liverpool of %d, equal to
La4c, the liquidation became more urgent and
the price slumped, selling down to 78% cfor
in instant. By 10 o'clock the bulls had tem-
porarily recovered from their fright and had
loisted December to SO^c by 12.15 p. m., which |
ludden rise, however, brought out enough
wheat to knock it back again to 79% cin an
squally hurried manner. Toward the end of
the session, rumors of heavy selling by a
New York syndicate were influential enough
to cause another break to 79c, and that was
the price at the close. Corn was dull, and,
notwithstanding that receipts were the small-
est in a very long time, the market could not
resist the influence of the sudden weakness In
wheat. At the close, the day's decline was
9ic per bu. May opened about %c lower at
89^®29%c, and declined to 29c, where itclosed.
Oats were fairlyactive, and lower. Especially
on the near futures was the weakness prom-
inent. Sympathy wtth wheat was the prin-
cipal cause for the heaviness, yet liberal offer-
Ings assisted materially in lowering prices.
May started about %c lower at 27%cto 23c, de-
clined to 22 5/sC and closed easy at 22%@22%c
bid. Provisions, without the support which
they have been credited with the necessity of,
did not show the extreme weakness which
should have resulted had that theory been
quite correct. Opening prices were at a
decline, due to the weak hob market, but
quotations changed little during the rest of
the session. January pork closed 5c lower;
January lard about 2%c lower; January ribs,
unchanged. Estimates: Wheat, 57 cars; corn,
118; oats, 157; hogs, 40,000 head.

A bid of 2%c over was
made on 100,000 bu lot and was refused.

The market opened at 81%c, sold
down to So%c, rallied to 81%c, and sold off
again, dosing at 80% cbid.

"PYRAMID BUYING" BLAMED.

rl'K VDKRS OUf SMAI^L.MARGINS HAVE
BEEN MAKING TOO MUCH

MONEY.

THE N. P. SHOWED STRENGTH.

For the General Lint the Closing
Waa Weak at the Lowest of

the Day.

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.— The volume of
business in stocks was somewhat below the
recent average today, and the railroad list
still maintained its leadership in point of
activity as a group, although the banner
record was made in American Spirits. The
course of prices evidenced clearly a con-
tinued disposition on the part of leading op-
erators, until recently prominent in the up-
ward movement, to force a reaction. Their
argument is that the rise has progressed in a
fashion and to an extent that has encour-
aged what is technically termed "pyramid"
buying by operators on small margins. In
other words, speculators with a little money
have used their profits as margins for fur-
ther purchases, and have endeavored to pro-
tect themselves by stop orders. Conserva-
tive traders always regard this element in
the speculation as a menace to the market,
and usually apply heroic treatment to bring
out the weakly held stocks. The gossip and
news furnished the street was Conducive to
a moderate reaction, and, in addition, the
market was depressed late in the day by
unfounded reports of the death, or at least
the serious illness, of Cornelius Vander-
bllt. London prices were lower, to the ex-
tent of sharp fractions, and arbitrage
houses offered stocks for foreign account.

A number of traffic reports for the first
week in November were unfavorable, in-cluding that of the St. Paul, showing a de-
crease in gross earnings of $190,000. The
annual report of the Manhattan railroad was
fully as discouraging as had been expected,
and the stock was the weak feature of the
market, the publication of the report being
anticipated by a decline of 3*4 per cent. Some
disappointment was also expressed over the
disproval of recent circumstantial theories
and rumors in connection with the election of
the new board of directors. The stock sub-
sequently rallied 2 per cent, but closed with-
in a fraction of the lowest price. In view
of the temper of the street, the declaration
of the regular quarterly dividend on Burling-
ton, the formal agreement of the representa-
tives of the Ohio soft coal railroads to forma new organization for three years, and re-
vived indefinite rumors of a settlement in
the Tobacco fight, failed to affect prices.
On the other hand, a sufficient number of
outside buying orders appeared, especially in
the low priced stocks, to moderate the down-
ward movement in the general list.
In some stocks, notably American Spirits,

Chicago Gas and Northern Pacifice preferred,
strength was displayed at intervals. Sugar
was the especial point of attack in the late
session, and yielded 1% per cent, despite
favorable trade news. There was a fair ac-
tivity in the specialites, with Flint and Pere
Marquette making the widest fluctuations.
The closing was weak at about the lowest
prices, with net concession of I@l% per cent
in the active stocks. Railroad' bonds were
fairly firm on lessened dealings. The usu-
ally inactive issues scored material gains.
Sales were $2,318,000. Governments were
dull, but firm, on sales of $5,000.
