#Skoog can testify to this, for notwith-
“standing that the committee on police
of the board of aldermen recommended
that the mayor's action in removing
Mr. Skoog be mnot concurred in, the
board of aldermen at its meeting last
night turned down the report, and by
“a vote of six to three decided to sus-
tain the action of the mayor.

. When the report of the police com-
mittee was submitted, Ald. Lindahl,

_in the absence of Ald. Bell, the chair-

man of the committee, acquainted the
board with the proceedings of the com-
mittee in the afternoon, which are re-
ported elsewhere. Ald. Lindahl said
that according to the testimony of Pa-
trolman Skoog's superior officers,
Skoog used to be a good officer. He was
all right, Ald. Lindahl explained, un-
til about three months ago when a new
sergeant came and made things un-
pleasant for Skoog. Ald. Lindahl add-
ed that Mayor Doran had expressed his
pleasure because the committee had
seen fit to investigate the matter and
asceriain the facts, as his honor had
heard only one side of the case.

Ald. Kaldunski did not approve of
the action of the committee. “I don’'t
think we ought to interfere with the
action of the mayecr,” said Ald. Kal-
dunski. “The mayor is responsible for
the conduct of the police force and
should not be hampered by the coun-
cil. T move that the action of the
mayor be sustained.” The motion was
seconded by Ald. Larson, who said:

“When the mayor and chief of po-
lice see fit to remove any officer from

, ,the police force, it is the duty of this

council to sustain them.”

At this juncture, Ald. Donahower,
who, as a member of the committee on
police, had voted in the committee not
to concur with the mayor, arose and
explained his reason for so voting,
which, he said, was based on the tes-
timony.

“But since then,” continued Ald.
I'onahcwer, “it has occurred to me
that the better plan for the council
to adopt is to uphold the mayor in
these cases. He is better able to judge,
and is in a position to obtain all the
rvecessary information, so, while I fa-
vored the committee’s report, I think,
perhaps, we ought to vote it down.”

Thercupon the aldermen did so by
the following vote: To adopt the re-
pert, ayves, Allard, Bigelow, Lindahl:
nays, Donahower, Kaldunski, -Shepard,
{stmzman, Larsen, President Mark-
lam.

Ald. Kaldunski’s motion to concur in
the action of the mayor was then car-
ried by -the same vote, Alds. Allard
Ingelow and Lindahl casting the nega-
tive votes. President Markham re-
marked after it was all over that a re-
fusal to concur with the action of the
mayor in removing police officels
would, he feared, bring about a condi-
;nn of insubordination on the police

cree.,

The question of the future policy of
the ecommon council regarding the issu-
ing of saloon licenses bids fair to bpe
hung up for some time. When the
1esolution adopted by the assembly on
Wednesday night, providing that not
more than one license shall be issued
to one person or corporation, and thal
21l licenses be posted in the saloons,
was reached. the aldermen promptly
killed it by a vote of six to three. There
was no discussion whatever. Those
voting against the resolution were
Alds. Bigelow, Donahower, Kaldunski,
l.arson, Shepard and Stutzman. Alds.
Allard and Lindahl and Presideni
Markham voted for it. Those opposea
to the resolution object to the clause
providing that not more than one li-
cense chall be issued to a single per-
s0on or corporation.

The board concurred with the as-
sembly in adopting the report of the
special joint committee on election
bills fixing the rate of compensation of
the judges and clerks of election at $20
for those who served four days and
$§6 for those who officiated on election
day and night. The recommendation
that the claims of the constables be not
allowed was also adopted.

The ordinance from the assembly
regulating hotel runners, was passed.
The distinguishing feature of this or-
dinance is a section requiring every ap-
plicant for a license to do business as
a ‘“runner” to first obtain from the
clerk of the municipal court a certifi-
cate showing that he has never been
convicted of violating any ordinance of
the city of St. Paul.

The resolution from the assembly, di-
recting the street railway company to
tear up its tracks on Smith and Thomp-
son avenues, north of Ramsey street,
and to discontinue the use of its tracks
on Ramsey street for storing and re-
pairing its cars, was referred to the
committee on streets.

“The committee on police submitted an
adverse report on the resolution
authorizing the mayor to appoint four
dog catchers and three assistants for
a period not to exceed two months.
The adverse report was adopted unani-
mously. The adverse report of the
same eommittee rejecting the bid of the
Northwestern Fuel company for fur-
nishing 150 tons of coal at $8.35 per
ton, to the police department, was like-
wise -adopted.

The bill of the garbage contractors
for September as audited by the comp-
troller was allowed.

By insisting upon amending the as-
gembly resolution approving the speci-
fications and form of bid for the gaso-
line lighting during the year 1897, the
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board delayed the matter a week. The
original resolution reserved to the
council the right to reject all “unreas-
onable bids.” The amendment offered
by Ald. Bigelow, substituted for the
word ‘‘un able,” the words ‘“‘any
and all.” Assistant City Attorney Phil-
lips said that the amendment
wholly unnecessary as the charter
makes all necessary reservations. But
five of the nine aldermen present did
not coincide with this view and they
accordingly insisted on the amendment,
those voting for it being Ald. Bigelow,
Larson, Lindahl, Stutzman and Kal-
dunski, while Ald. Allard, Donahower,
Skepard and President Markham voted
in the negative.

HIS TRIUMPH EPHEMERAL.

Patrolman Skoog Upheld by a Com-
mittee, But Removed Withal,

For the first time in the history of
the present city administration one of
the council committees on police has
recommended non-concurrence in the
action of the mayor in removing a
patrolman from the police force. The
officer thus sustained by the committee
cn police of the board of aldermen is
Fatrolman Oscar Skoog, who was re-
moved by the mayor Oct. 20 last for
alleged neglect of duty.

The hearing in Skoog’s case, which
began Wednesday afternoon, was re-
sumed before the committee yesterday
afternoon, when Capt. Pottgieser,
Jieut. William Hanft and  Sergeant
William Ryan, of the Margaret streel
station, were present to substantiate
the charges of neglect of duty which
caused the removal of Officer Skoog.
The members of the police committee
present were Ald. Bell, the chairman.
and Ald. Donahower, Lindahl and
Digelow. Officer Skoog and his wit-
Le€sses were also on hand, and so was
S. A. Anderson, who appeared on be-
half of Skoog.

The committee first interrogated
Skoog’s superior officers, Capt. Pott-
gieser, Lieut. Hanft and Sergeant

Ryan, who were each of them sworn
in turn. According to their testimony,
Skoog had been inattentive to duty for
three or four months past, had been
reported therefor and reprimanded
His neglect of duty, according to the
cflicers, consisted in omitting to pull
his patrol box on two or three occa-
sions, and his failure to answer the
sergeant’s whistle on two or three oth-
e1 occasions. Once Sergeant Ryan said
he saw Skoog step inside a saloon; but
ne emerged therefrom within such a
short space of time as to preclude the
possibility, in Sergeant Ryan's judg-
ment, of his having taken.a drink. It
was not charged, however, that Skoog
was intemperate.

Since July 11 last four charges of
neglect of duty had been preferred
against Skoog. On the date named he
had neglected to pull his patrol box
at 12:30 a. m. Skoog’s excuse was that
he had gone to a drug store to get
some medicine and take it to his sick
brother-in-law. He was taken before
the chief and reprimanded for not
sr-nding word to the station before he
ottendéd to private matters,

In August Sergeant Ryan whistled
in vain for Skoog, and spent an hour
locking for him, but at last ran across
him returning from the Northern Pa-
cific yards. Mr. Skoog said that he
kad been down at the boiler house
eating his midnight lunch. On a sub-
sequent night Mr. Skoog was eating
Lis lunch down near Swede hollow,
under the Seventh street bridge, when
he failed to hear the sergeant’s whistle

The specific complaint that caused
Skoog's dismissal was that Oct. 19,
Sergt. Ryan found him, while on duty,
sitting in a Mississippi street barber
shop reading a newspaper. Skoog's
explanation of this was that, he had
stepped into the barber shop to get
warm, as it was a chilly day, and the
police had not then been provided with
overcoats. The barber was called and
he testified that Skoog did not remain
in his shop for three minutes.

The testimony concluded, Capt. Pott-
gieser and Lieut, Hanft, in response to
questions said that Skoog was a good
officer a year ago, but that during the
past few months he had become care-
less and reckless, and was addicted to
running around day times, instead of
getting the proper amount of sleep.

Ald. Lindahl wanted to know if, in
presenting the charges before the
mayor, it was urged as a reason for
Skoog’s removal, that his relatives
were Democrats. Capt. Pottgieser re-
plied in the negative.

The committee then retired and after
a few moment’s consultation decided by
a unanimous vote to recommend that
the action of the mayor in removing
Skoog be not concurred in.

The committee submitted its report
to the board of aldermen in the even-
ing. The board turned it down and by
a vote of six to three, decided to con-
cur with the action of the mayor as re-
lated elsewhere in the account of the
proceedings.

DEPOT CONNECTION AT LAST.

The Street Railway Makes an Aec-
ceptable Proposition.

Street railway connection with the
union depot will be made by means of
the Grand avenue line if the council
epproves of the recommendation of the
committee considering it. The proposi-
tion which the committee has favor-
abkly received, and will recommend to
the coumncil, was submitted by Vice
President Goodrich yesterday. It is to
have the Grand avenue cars continue
cown Fifth street to Sibley and run
Gown Sibley to the levee, turn on a
short loop in front of the depot and
run back up the same route, continu-
ing on Fifth street to Wabasha and
thence to Seventh, and out west, in-
siead of running around the Robert
sireet 100p. These cars now run every
ten minutes, and Mr. Goodrich said
that if additional cars were found
necessary to accommodate the depot
traffic those of some other line would
te run there also. The Lafayette and
Mississippi street lines run up TFifth
street now, and transfers will be given
from these and all other lines to the
depot line, double transfers if neces-
sary, so that all sections of the city can
be accommodated. If necessary to im-
prove the accommodations to the de-
pot from the eastern portion of the
city, the Maria avenue line will be ru:.
down Breadway to Fifth street, anc
thence up to Wabasha, instead of fol-
lowing Seventh street all the way.

This arrangement is on the condition
that the Union Depot company will per-
mit the loop on the levee to extend
over onto its property in front of the
depot, as there is not sufficient roon.
ctherwise.

THEY THINK HE WOULD BE A
CREDIT TO THE POSI-
TION,

POSTOFFICE EMPLOYES HELP,

They Will Strongly Favor the Ap-
pointment of St. Paul’s Popular
Ex-Postmaster.

The friends of Capt. H. A. Castle,
ex-postmaster of St. Paul, have de-
cided to urge his appointment as first
assistant postmaster general, when
President-elect McKinley gets around
to making selections for the positiong.
he has to fill other than those in the
cabinet. It is a question whether or
not Capt. Castle himself is aware of |
it, but there is a strong movement on
foot in his interest and in a quarter
that is complimentary and which the
next president may feel inclined to
favor. :

‘While postmaster of St. Paul, Capt.
Castle gained a national reputation
among postoffice employes as one of
the best men in the service, fair so far
as the employes went and painstaking
and businesslike in the administration
of the-affairs of his office and an ar-
dent supporter of civil service rules.
He became generally known through
his address to the National Association
of Postoffice Clerks held in St. Paul
two years ago, and became personally
known to all the delegates. After his
address at the capitol to the associa-
tion, President Parkhurst, the national
president and an employe in the de-
partment at Washington, proposed
“three cheers for the grandest man in
the service.” It wss not only a com-
pliment to the St. Paul man, but Presi-
dent Parkhurst said afterwards that
it was a deserved compliment. While
postmaster Capt. Castle was frequently
honored by the postoffice clerks, and
the letter carriers’ associations, and
these are the people, who with his
other friends, are going to ask Presi-
dent McKinley to place the captain in
the position of first assistant postmas-
ter general. With the possible excep-
tion of an appointment of President
Hayes, who selected a New York post-
master for postmaster general, neither
that position nor the first assistant
has ever been filled by a man with a
practical knowledge of the work. Those
now in the service think it would be
an immense benefit to the department
in general and to the army of em-
ployes generally to have a man like
Capt. Castle succeed Mr. Jones.

Under President Cleveland’s first ad-
ministration the position of first as-
sistant postmaster general was a po-
litical office pure and simple. The same
was true of President Harrison's ad-
ministration. It was in this position
that Stevens, under the former and
Clarkson under the latter, wielded the
official ax so vigorously. But all thar
is changed and it is now up to the
fourth assistant postmaster general to
do that part of the work. The duties
of the first assistant postmaster gen-
eral are administrative. He has charge
©of the distribution of supplies, the dead
letter office and affairs generally per-
taining to the first and second class
postoffices of the country.

It is believed by these in the service
who know the captain that he is just
the man for the place and for the
service and they hope to be able to
convince President McKinley of the
fact. President Moroney, of the local
postoffice clerks’ association, is in com-
munication with the various branches
of the association and the local letter
carriers’ association is prepared to try
and seek his appointment through of-
ficial channels.

The movement on behalf of Capt
Castle is not confined to members of
the service. One of his fricnds saic
yvesterday that they were preparing tc
urge his appointment and that such
men as J. J. McCardy, Albert Scheffer
and others had the matter in hand. 1r
President McKinley should fail to offer
the ex-postmaster the position, it will
not be because a proper presentation of
his qualifications have not been made
to him.

SHERIFF WAS VEXED.

He Publicly Upbraids Henry Man-
dehr.

Henry Mandehr and Joseph Sansome
were standing in the court house cor-
ridor yesterday morning, when Sheriff
Chapel walked up to the pair and, shak-
ing his fist in Mandehr’'s face, declared
he had an opinion of that gentleman
which he proposed to express then and
there. The sheriff was in an angry
mood and the way he went at Mandehr
was anything but complimentary. He
told Mandehr that he was a coward, a
rascal, and several other things which
did not reflect to the credit of the man
to whom the remarks were addressed.
Mandehr stood the tongue-lashing so
meekly as to amuse those who had
been attracted to the scene by the loud
words of the sheriff. Sheriff Chapel
took no notice of Sansome, and when he
had finished with Mandehr, walked into
his office.

The funeral of the late Willlam
Rodger will be held Sunday afternoon
at 2:30 o'clock from Masonic hall. The
services will be under the auspices of
Landmark Lodge No. 5, of which the
decease® was a member. Mr. Rodger
was a Knight Templar, a Shriner and
an active member of B. P. O. E. Lodge
No. 59. At a meeting of the Elks last
night it was decided to attend the
funeral in a body and all members of
the order will meet at Elks’ hall Sun-
day afternoon at 2 o'clock.

William Rodger was born at Islay,
Argyleshire, Scotland, in 1848. He
came to the United States in 1868, and
visited St. Paul in 1882. At the time
he was acting as boiler inspector for
the Hartford Insurance company, of
Connecticut. He was so impressed
with the city that he resigned his po-
sition and started in business here
under the firm name of Rodger &
Davis. In 1890 the firm was dissolved,
Mr. Rodger continuing in business with
J. D. Roberts, under the firm name of
Willlam Rodger & Co. Mr. Rodger re-
tired from the firm in 1834, and in the
fall of that year was selected as justice
of the peace to fill out the term made
vacant by the resignation of Justice
Shields. During his residence in the
city Mr. Rodger was a member of the
board of school inspectors and for a
term representative in the legislature
from the Eighth ward.

SOME GOOD JOBS AT THE CAPITOL.

The Present Incumbents Wounld Each
Like Another Term. But There Are
: Others in Minnesota.

While it is semi-officially given out
at the governor’s office that there will
be few changes at the capitol, there is
still a feeling of some unrest, as the
terms of practically all the appointive
officers save the bank examiner and
his assistants expire this year.

though Cel. Joseph Bobleter, Col. Soren
Listoe and Gen. J. M. Diment have
all been mentioned as possible succes-
sors to the place. - Gen. Muehlberg is
credited with an economical adminis-
tration, too, which may count in his
favor.

Pendergast it is expected will ber e-
appointed.

The office of insurance commissioner
has been vacant for several months,
and & number of the candidates who
were once in the field for it have grown
tired and given it up. Deputy Com-
missioner Lightbourn, who has been in
charge for two years, practically, is
strongly favored by the insurance men.
W. S. Tupper, of Minneapolis, has been
strongly backed by political influence,

Rev. A. Le Grand Powers, the labor
commissioner, will probably be reap-
pointed, as he was an aggressive work-
er on the stump this fall, fighting the
free silverites in Minneapolis on their
own ground. He is not open to the
charge of political apathy made against
Dairy Commissioner Berndt Ander-
son, who may be succeeded by some
more persistent worker. Warren J,
Ives, of Hutchinson, has been men-
tioned, but the fact that he has for-
merly held the office, as well as that
Hutchinson is already represented in
the governor’s cabinet in the person of
Supt. Pendergast, may count against
him.

Few changes have been customary
in the state library, and it is expected
that C. A. Gilman will be reappointed.

John Zelch will probably get in again
as boiler inspector, his administration
having been inoffensive.

There are a number of possible
changes in the boards. Col. William
M Liggett’s term as a member of
the state railroad and warehouse com-
mission expires, and it is reported that
he will hereafter give his entire time
to the State Aegricultural college, of
which he is dean. It is believed that
Col. Liggett will be reappointed if he
wants to be. The commission elects
its secretary and other employes.

A. C. Clausen might retire soon met

In the other boards a number of va-
cancies will occur. ‘Three members of
the board of regents of the university,
besides the ex-officio members, will be
out Jan 1—Joel P. Heatwole, of North-
field; L. S. Swenson, of Albert Lea, and
William M. Liggett, of Benson.

There are four expirations on the
board of managers of the state normal
schools—W. H. Mitchell, of St. Cloud;
A. E. Engstrom, of Cannon Falls; C. A,
Morey, of Winona, and George H.
Clark, of Mankato.

The terms of C. P. Maginnis, of Du-
luth, and J. B. Wakefield, of Blue
Earth City, on the state board of cor-
rections and charities, expire this year.
It is expected that Secretary Hart will
be left in office.

President C. H. Pettit, of the state re-
form school board, is another whose
term expires, as is also President
Robert A. Smith, of the reformatory
board. The latter is a Democrat, but
the law constituting the board pro-
vides that different political parties
shall be represented, and he may re-
main. Frank Temple, of Blue Earth
City, will not be a member of the state
prison board after Jan. 1, unless re-
appointed.

T. H. Titus, of Rochester, and T. D.
O'Brien, of St. Paul, are members of
the insane hospitals board whose terms
expire. Mr. O’'Brien could, no doubt,
be permitted to step out on grounds of
offensive partisanship for his conduct
of the recent Democratic campaign.

Other board positions will be vacated
by the expiration of the terms of O.
W. Shaw, of Austin, on the Red Wing
training school bo; ; Anthony Kelly,
of Minneapolis, on the managers of the
school for defectives; ex-Gov. L. F.
Hubbard and W. P. Dunnington, of
Redwood Falls, on the soldiers’ home
board; Dr. C. N. Hewitt, of Red Wing,
Dr. Franklin Staples, of Winona, and
Dr. Perry H. Millard, on the board of
health; Drs. J. B. McGaughey, of Wi-
nona, E. Y. Chilton, of Howard Lake,
and C. B. Pillsbury, of Duluth, on the
state board of medical examiners; H.
G. Webster, of Minneapolis, on the
state board of pharmacy; C. A. Van
Duzee, of St. Paul and E. K. Clement,
of Faribault, on the board of dental
examiners; all five members  of the
veterinary examiners’ board, and W,
S. Timberlake, of St. Paul, and C. 8.
Bensgon, of St. Cloud, on the game and
fish commission. The latter has only
been in a few months, filling A. F. Fer-
ris’ unexpired term, and will, no doubt,
be favored with reappointment.
