Gov. Clough is having a careful in-
quiry made into the recent election in

Roseau county. Roseau is a new coun-
ty, and election comparisons are diifl-i
cult as it comprises territory that at
the time of the last election was partly
inKittson and partly in Beltrami coun-
ties. In- 4894, out of a registration of
1,955, Kittson county cast 1,619 votes.
This year Kittson and Roseau counties
cast nearly 2,200 votes, according to
the official returns which were received
from Roseau county by the secretary

of state; and the complete returns from
Kittson county which have been pub-
lished, although not officially received
as yet. The increase in the vote is not
attributed to the addition to Roseau
county of a number of townships ini

what was Beltrami county, as these
Wire near Lake of the Woods, and in
a sparsely settled neighborhood. It is
the remarkable preponderance of the
vote for Lind in the new county that is
looked at askance. Whereas, Nelson
in 1894 received 610 votes in Kittson
county, the two present counties, com-
prising a little more territory, only
gave Clough this time 747 votes. On
tbe other hand, where Owen and Becker
together in 1894 received only 901 votes,

Lind alone receives 1,445. Thus while the
increase in the Republican vote has
been less than 20 per cent, the Demo-
cratic-Populist vote has increased near-
ly 60 per cent.

As yet no charges of dishonesty in
returns have been made against any of
the officials of Roseau county, but it
is thought possible that there may have
been a mistake in reporting the unor-
ganized territory belonging to Roseau.
The eastern boundary of Roseau is
irregular, notching into Beltrami coun-
ty in such a way that one or more
townships could with a slight error, be
counted in the wrong county. This in
view of the fact that the country to the
southeast of the new county of Roseau
has been fillingup quite rapidly, would
account for the increase in vote. Roseau
county, according to the census of 1895,
had 1,041 legal voters, while the whole
of Beltrami county had but 477, making
a total of 1,458 for the two counties.

NEEDS OF RE<APPORTIOX3IE\T.

Lhangcd Conditions Which Have
Taken Place in the State.

When the legislature of Minnesota
meets in January, it has already been
intimated by the members from the
•northern counties that they will de-.mand a reapportionment of the legis-
lative represenation. Some of them
have been conducting a quiet campaign
in this connection, and at least one
member, who for the present is name-
less, proposes to filibuster against any
legislation, unless the Southern part
of the state admits the justice of a re-
apportionment at this time and evi-
dences an honest intention to give thenewer counties their fair share in the
government of the state as prescribed
under the constitution.

The constitution of Minnesota seems
to intend that there should be a re-
apportionment after every census. Thiswas clearly the reason for a state cen-
sus in the five-year period between the
national census; otherwise there is no
special object in counting the people,
and expending the large amount which
this enumeration costs.

The early apportionment shows how
from the start the southeastern part of
the state has had the population, and
dominated the legislation and adminis-
tration of the state. The center of
population, naturalh , was in the dis-
trict whicli can be roughly described as
that including the settlements of Still-
water, St. Paul and what is now Alin-
neapolis. The country along: the Mis-
sissippi to the south, and including
that section of the state which Is cut off
by the Minnesota river to the north
and west and the Mississippi to the
east, going west as far as Mankato
and including all the counties to the
lowa line, embracing- about a seventh
of the area, filled up first, and it has
always had more than half of the rep-
resentation, including that territory the
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cities of Minneapolis and St. Paul,
which areTiorth of the Minnesota, but
practically upon the line.

This one-seventh of the area of the
state to this day has over half of the
representation, and, it is but fair to
add. much more than half the wealth
of the state. But legislative apportion-
ments are not based uipon wealth, but
upon population, and since the laßt ap-
portionment the growth of the north-
ern counties has been very great, while

j the southern counties have increased
Iat a much smaller rate, thus making a
man in Rice county three times as po-
tential in state legislation as another
in St. Liouis. This condition of affairs
applies quite generally, although not to
such an extent. But it Is this con-
dition that suggests the necessity of
action at the coining legislature.

A PROMISE OF A LIVELY FIGHT

When tbe Two Force* Are Actually
Brought in Conflict by tbe Car-

ters' Ararressions.

Complaints are being made this year
about the enforcement of the game
laws, or the over zealous enforcement
of the laws, by the deputy srame war-
dens. There has been some gossip
lately tending toward charging these
officials with too obtrusive work in the
freight houses and cold storage ware-
houses, it being narrated that in some
cases they had overstepped the bounds
of the law.

The game laws of the state are very
plainin the premises and are supposed
to protect the lawful shipper as well
as the interests of the state. The V o-

pie are supposed to have some rights

in the matter, otherwise the killingof
deer would naturally b3 entirely sup-
pressed by law. Friday a warden ap-
peared at the union depot claiming ihat
he had information that a quantity of
venison had been received iad that
the same was supposed to be consigned

to the commisison houses. However,

he did not find the venison, neither did
he exhibit any warrant for the intend-
ed seizure. The matter stirr ••! the ex-
press companies up, and an investiga-

tion was forthcoming. The result of
the matter is that all companies will
hereafter refuse to surrender consign-

ments unless the necessary Ifgal
papers are shown.

The law allows a shipper to send not
more than five saddles of venison to
any point within the state, to any
private individual. The shipment cf
venison to wholesale houses or to com-
mission men is prohibited, as 's rlso
the shipment of venison without the
state. Itis claimed, however, a1 the
other hand, that the law nas be* r> cir-
cumvented by shippers by consigning

venison to fictitious addresses. The ex-
press receipts for the same are then
sent by mail to the commission men,

iwho send a disinterested party to
claim the consignument at the depot
and get it away before the state au-
thorities can make a seizure. The
venison is supposed to turn up anon
afterward at the commission houses
|contrary to law. This practice is what
gives the game wardens their basis of
action, but the wardens are said to
have used arbitrary methods to gain
possession of these consignments. Tlat
a large number of saddles have been
received in the city the past few wee*a
cannot be denied, and it is admitted
by some express officials that some of
it has found its way outside of the
state limits.

A general manager of one of the larg-
est companies doing business in the
state said yesterday that the only way
to bring the question to an issue «as
to resist a seizure and cause an action
to be brought by the state * "nst the
company, and then the issue as to
whether a seizure could be made with-
out the necessary papers could be set-
tled by the courts. This plan will very
likely be resorted to.

Concerning the slaughter of deer, an-
other official said: "The whole trouble
lies with the law in my estimation.
Very little precaution is taken to pre-
vent the killingof deer, but all kinds
of precautions are taken by the state
to prevent the shipments of the venison
to commission houses or outside of the
state. Ihave no doubt but that thous-
ands of deers are killed every year by
sportsmen who do not take the trouble
to recover thpir quarry, leaving the

ideer to rot in the woods. Itwould seem
j to me that it would be far wiser to
Iprotect the game before instead of
{ after they are killed. The game laws
j of Minnesota are like those of Illinois,
Iand, as a result of the Illinois law,

there is no game of any kind left in
the latter state. Itwill be the same in
Minnesota in ten years or less.

"Of course the state makes a pre-
j tense of protecting the express com-
!panics by signing papers relieving the
j companies of all responsibility and
!trouble which might arise from a sei-j zure, and Ibelieve that two-thirds of
ithe seizures are illegally made."

A commission man believed the game
wardens were discriminating against

: the rich hunters, the men who kill
game with imported guns, and that the
professional hunters in the woods are
never interfered with in their ship-
ments.

There have also been a good many
seizures of venison owing to careless-
ness on the part of the consignors. The
law plainly provides that shipments
to private parties shall be plainly

| marked with the names of consignor
and consignee, also that the nature of
the game contained in any package

ishall be designated in the address. In'
the majority of cases this feature of

!the law is overlooked, and packages
j are sent away with merely the name
of the consignee on a card.

Executive Agent Pullerton, of the
state game and fish commission, is not
in the city, but the president of thecommission, W. S. Timberlake, 1b con-
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nected with the St. Paul Fire and
Marine Insurance company and is easy
of access from th>e railroad and com-
mission districts. Mr. Timberlake
averred yesterday that he had received
no complaints, and he was of the
opinion mat If any Injustice was be-
ing done In the name of the state, he
would be apt to »hear of it. He said
there was only one deputy warden en-
gaged In this, city now, F. W. Farn-
ham, and he did not think that the
latter had exceeded his authority In
any case.

'
Just at present the deer seem to be

causing the trouble, Ifthe reporta of
trouble are, indeed, well founded. The
law is very strict as to deer, however.
Section 11 of the igame and fish laws
provides:

"No person'^ sh^ll catch, take, kill,
or have in possession, or under oontroi
for any purpose whatever, any fawn at
any time, nqr any elk. caribou, or
moose before Jan. 1, 1898 ;nor any va-
riety of deer at any time between the
20th of November and the Ist day of
November following, except that when
the same have been lawfully caught,
taken or killed, they may be had in
possession or under control for five
days after the time herein limited for
use In the manner and for the purpose
herein allowed.

"No person shall take, catch or kill
more than five deer during any one
open season.

"All carcasses, saddles, or parts o£
venison; all game, birds, and protected
fish enclosed In any covering, wheri
stopped or transported by any com-
mon carrier, public or private convey-
ances shall be marked in plain let-
tors in the English language the kind
cf game, with the full name of the
owner, to whom shipped, and the des-
tination of such shipment.

"Provided that it shall be unlawful
for any person to consign by common
carrier to any commission merchant or
sale market at any time any elk, moose,

caribou, or deer, or any part thereof
except the skin or head.

"This provision shall also apply to
any agent of any common carrier so
consigning or handling such game."

The lemainder of the law provider
remalties, prohibits shooting- the game

named except with a gun held to the
shoulder of the hunter, forbidding
Vuntins with dogs, traps, etc.
It will be seen considerable latitude

is given the game wardens in the seiz-
ure of game supposed to be contra-
band. The mere discovery of a saddle
of venison In shipment to a commis-
sion merchant or public meat dealer
warrants its confiscation. The con-
signment of birds in boxes labeled
"rag carpets" or "window shades," as
has sometimes been done, is also a
notable violation of the law.

The law goes further, however, and
provides that the possession of any
dead game prohibited by it shall be
prima facie evidence that it was the
property of the state of Minnesota at
the time it was caught, taken or killed,
and the accused shall disprove that as-
sumption by competent testimony.
Common carriers are reaulred to re-
port at onoe Bso the commission all
offers of game made to them for trans-
portation out of the state, and all reg-
ularly constituted wardens, constables,
police officers, sheriffs and their depu-
ties, are authorized, to arrest violators
in of the law caught in the act without
securing warrants. Seizures of the
contraband game may also be made
without a wan-ant, and provision is
made for the insurance of search war-
rants to inspect pjaces where it may
be suspected that contraband game is
being concealed. \u0084

In spite of the vigilance of the war-
dens, there is very little doubt that
large amounts-of deer meat are being
shipped with .success from Northern
points. The trunk racket is being
worked with a great deal of success
from some localities, and it is difficult
to arrest the progress of a traveling
man with three large sample cases en
rcute to Chicago. There are also im-
mense numbers of deer being shipped
from far northern points into Oanada
and thence East over the Canadian Pa-
cific. That the market hunter is re-
duced to such straits, however, seems
to indicate plainly that he is pretty
hard pressed. Mr. Fullerton is satis-
fied that the situation is being handled
in Minneapolis and St. Paul better than
it has ever been in the past, and mar-
ket hunting will be discouraged by the
stringent regulations at present being
put into force.

In Minneapolis yesterday, Warden
Jcmes Nash procured a batch of war-
rants covering the Central market from
end to end, made a systematic exami-
nation of the storerooms in that local-
ity and confiscated a large amount of
game. Seven saddles were taken from
the premises of one firm, three from
another, and one from another.

He Telia the Members What the
Council Is Doing; in the Matter

of Saloon Licenses.

The Christian Citizenship League of
St. Paul held its annual meeting: last
evening at House of Hope church -with
a small attendance. Those present were
for the most part ministers, although
there was a small sprinkling of ladies
on hand.

The objects of the society are what
the name indicates, viz.the enforcement
of the laws ofthe city and state, and the
election to office of men whose prin-
ciples are above question.

The question of an amendment to
the constitution was postponed until
another meeting. The election of a
president for the ensuing year, also a
recording secretary, was left to the ex-
ecutive committee with power to act.
The vice presidents elected are as fol-
lows:

G. W. Lewis, Rev. E. P. Ingersoll,
Rev. H. Hart, Rev. A. J. D. Haupt,

Associated Charities, city Y. P. S. C. E.,
Baptist union, Lutheran league, Epworth,
league, Magdalen society.

For corresponding secretary, Dr.
Jeannette McLaren was chosen; treas-
urer, T. 6. Walthers; recording secre-
tary to be elected.

The society was reported out of debt
and in a sound financial condition.

Rev. David Morgan brought up the
matter of the proposed change in the
system of issuing licenses in the city
council and disapproved the stand taken
by the board of aldermen in allowing
the brewing companies to take out as
many licenses as they desired, and leas-
ing the saloons to irresponsible parties.
The speaker said the system was per-
nicious and was doing incalculable
harm for the reason that the lessees of
the saloons had few responsibilities and
became very slack in the observance
of the law. Mr. Morgan also censured
the city council for the loose manner
in which bonds were approved, assert-
ing that half of the bondsmen were
absolutely penniless. He cited one or
two instances in which men admitted
having been signers of saloon bonds
for twelve or thirteen yoars without
a cent to their name. Some of the straw
bondsmen are so ignorant of the law
that- they were very surprised to learn
that they were supposed to swear be-
fore a notary public that they were
possessed of property.

Rev. Mr. Morgan also reported the
success of the good citizenship move-
ment in the recent election in Minne-
apolis, in which all of the candidates
indorsed by the league had been elected
in the face of an active saloon oppo-
sition, in many cases.

The
company demurred, and, failing to re- j
turn the photographs, Mrs. McKenzie
had the three agents who, at odd times
had called at her house, arrested for
larceny. The case was tried before a
jury ten days ago and the result was
a disagreement. Yesterday this course
was prevented by Judge Orr taking the Jcase from the jury as soon as the cvi- I
dence for the prosecution was in, and I
dismissing the three defendants. ItI
was brought out that a man named
Hamburger, livingin Minneapolis, was
the manager of the company, and that
the agents did not have possession of
the photographs. On this showing
Judge Orr dismissed the case, sug- i
gesting that a complaint against Ham-
burger would be the correct thing in
the case. Itdeveloped during the for-
mer trial that the art company made
their money on the frames which were
sold and the sale of frames was so
profitable that enlarged crayons were
made free. •

SHOT VS THE EYE.

A Glencoe Man Meets With a Serious
Accident.

Henry Bruskoff, twenty-two years
old, living near Glencoe, was taken to
St. Joseph's hospital yesterday morn-
ing. Bruskoff was accidentally shot
by his brother Wednesday morning, a
bullet from a 22-caliber revolver en-
tering his right eye. Drs. Fulton and
Rogers operated on the patient yes-
terday afternoon, removing his hight
eye, which had been shattered by the
bullet. Bruskoff was kneeling on the
floor when the shot was discharged I
and the bullet passed through the eye- I
lid and eye down past the nose and
has been located by the surgeons in
the left side of the neck. Bruskoff
recovered from the effects of the opera-
tion and today if well enough the bul-
let will be extracted.
