FINAL SESSION OF THE MAGNATES
DEVOID OF ANY SENSA-
TIONS,

TEMPLE CUP GAMES STAY.

MOTION TO ABOLISH THE SERIES
BEATEN ON A CLOSE
VOTE,

CAPT. TEBEAU'S CASE DROPPED.

Fine Remitted and the League Will
Pay the Expenses of the Liti-
sation Inveolved,

CHICAGO, Nov. 13.—The quiet that
follows a storm reigned at the Na-
tional League convention today. Dur-
ing the forenoon, the magnates loitered
about the corridors and seemed to be
in no hurry to take up the routine
business of the final session. About
the only deals that went through were |
with the minor league teams. St. Louis |
drafted Hartman from Milwaukee and‘
gave in exchange Bert Meyers; Crooks
was sold by the Louisville- team to
Columbus. Other deals were rumored
but were not substantiated. !

Shortly after 1 o'clock the members
settled down for the final session,
which was devipd of anything like the

pyrotechnics that have characterized
the earlier sesslons. The first thing
done was to pass an amendment to
section 24 of the national agreement

reading as follows: This agreement
may be altered at any time by the
National league and American associa-
tion of professional baseball clubs.”

Mr. Hart, of Chicago, then introduced
a resolution to abolish the Temple Cup |
series which was lost by a vote of 7
to 5. -A motion was passed to create a
committeee of which President Young |
should be the chairman, to devise bet-

ter means for controlling umpires.
This committee will report at the
spring meeting. The question of sea-
sOon passes was next broached. Presi-
dent Freedman related some of the

abuses of the system in New York
and favored their abolishment, which
was brought about upon the motion of

Mr. Robinson. The following were
then passed:
Whereas, Oliver Tebeau, a player of the

Cleveland baseball club, was fined $200, June
29, 1896, apparently by the board of directors,
although in reality the resolution of the
board was merely in the form of a sugges-
tion to the president by the league to im-
pose such fine under authority of section 22
of the constitution, and

Whereas, A court of common pleas of
Cuyahoga county, of Ohio, has decided that
said fine was irregular and not in accord with

the league constitution and therefore null |
and void. {
Resolved, That without reflecting on the |

action of the board, or deciding anything on
the merits of the case, the president of the
league be directed to instruct the attorneys
retained by him to defend the suit brought
by Tebeau to discontinue any further de-
fense and pay the costs charged against this
league as defendants in the suit.

In commenting on this action Presi-
dent Young said that the imposition |
of the fine was a mistake for which no |
one was responsible and the league |
deemed it only right to settle the mat-
ter without further trouble. Over two
hours were consumed in discussing the
Amos Rusie case and the effect a ver-
dict of the court in his favor would
have on the reservation clause. A
strong inclination to make some con-
cessions to. Rusie was manifested, it
being tacitly acknowledged that should
he win his case no club would be able
to hold players over.

President Andrew Freedman, of the
New York baseball club, accuses other
presidents of the National league clubs
of instigating the suits brought by
Pitcher Rusie against the New York
club. He lays his troubles at the door
of John T. Brush and F. De H. Robin-
son, and at the final meeting of the
league session this afternoon created
a sensation by making statements to
that effect before the members of the
lecague. For a moment they sat dazed
by the accusation made by the Gotham
magnate, and then speedily Mr. Freed-
nian was calmed down and an exciting
seene narrowly averted.

The business of the session being all |
transacted, the league adjourned to
meet in Baltimore the last Thursday
in February, 1897.

MADE MONEY IN WHEAT.

Forger Had a Scheme That Beat
Bucket Shop Gambling.

JAMESTOWN, N. D.,, Nov. 13.—A
smooth scheme was worked on a Du-
luth commission firm a short time ageo
by which $2,600 was secured as advance
upon wheat which was never shipped
from North Dakota. A man at Buf-
falo wired a prominent firm in Duluth
asking what advance they would give
him on a shipment of ten ecars of
wheat from @ station in Cass county.
The reply was, 80 per cent of the mar-
ket price. A few days afterward the
man appeared at the First National
bank in Moorhead with bills of lading
and a draft attached for $2,500 on the
Duluth firm. The bank satisfied itself
of the man’s identity by telephoning
to the Dakota town and getting a re-
ply that the man was all right. It ap-
pears that his name was the same as
that of a good farmer. The Duluth
firm paid the draft and since has been
anxiously looking for the wheat. The
bills of lading were forgeries and the
whereabouts of the swindler is un-
known.

RAT PORTAGE ON GOLD BASIS,

Rush of Prospectors Causes a Boom
in the Town.

DULUTH, Nov. 13.—John MecAuliff,
of this city, returned today from the
g#old mines of the Rainy Lake and
feine river regions, and he brings re-
ports of a boom that has been little
suspected by the people of Minnesota,
owing to the distance of the gold dig-
gings from ecivilization and the lax
conditions the mails have been allowed
to fall into.

WHAT MR, LOWRY SAYS

About a Report of a Reduction in
Wages,

et gy

Am article recently appeared in a
Minneapolis evening paper to the effect
that the street railway company had
reduced the wages of its employes the
day after election, and it has occasion-
ed many inquiries of the company as
to its correctness. ;. Thomas. Lowry,
president of the company, says:

“Our company regularly employs in
the operating department a force of
1,200 men, exclusive of the track force,
which during the past summer has
numbered over 600 men, and to whom
has been paid over $70,000 in wages. In
addition to this we have paid over $100,-
000 for paving, a large portion of which
gees for labor. Included in the track
force are a number of foremen, who,
during the summer months, occupy
responsible positions as assistants to
the read master. To men of this class
we have in the past furnished employ-
ment during the winter months by as-
signing them positions of minor im-
portance, and at slightly reduced wages.
Active work in the road master's de-
partment usually ends in the latter
part of October and changes, such as
are above described, are effective Nov.
1. This plan has been in operation
for more than five years past. The
change this year was made Nov. 1, as
in former years.

“With the exception of the above
mentioned ‘men, who number about 36,
and who are receiving an average of
$40 per month, there has been no re-
duction in any department, and none
is contemplated. The track laborers
still in our employ, of whom we will
have quite a large number for some
time to come, are receiving exactly the
same wages that were paid them during
July and August. All changes were
prior to the election, and politics had
absolutely nothing to do with the mat-
ter. Hence the published statement
after election was as false as many
made before election. At no time be-
fore election did any officer or other
person connected with the company
request, suggest, or intimate to an em-
ploye of the road a desire or preference
calculated to influence his vote, or de-
tract from his rights as an American
citizen. And further, no employe of the
company has been discharged on ac-
count of his advoeacy. of free silver.
Every employe is absolutely free in his
pclitical and religious views from any
interference on the part of our com-
pany.” ‘

MORE STANDING ROOM.

New Interurban Cars Have Ome Ad-
vantage at Least.

The cars of the new model mentioned
in the Globe, were placed in service
on the Interurban line yesterday after-
noon. The cars are of the same dimen-
sions as the ones now in use, the only
innovation being that the seats are on
the sides of the car instead of the
double railroad seats. The employes
of the company say that the new cars
will seat comfortably forty-five persons,
which is two more than the ones now
in use will accommodate. Nothing was
said about the increased accommoda-
tions for standing room, but it is =a
fact that about thirty more passengers
can be crowded into ‘each new car than
in the old ones.

M'KINLEYISW'S TRIUMPH.

What a Correspondent Sees im the
Election of Nov. 3.

To the Editor of the Globe.

In your editorial of Nov. 7, referring to the
sound money Demeocrats, under the head-
ing, “The Work of Our Hands,” you say
many true things, but when you ask the Re-
publican party to go back on the first prin-
ciples of McKinleyism and favor lower tar-
iffs you are requesting something that no
one has a right to expect. Every Democrat
who voted for McKinley or Palmer did so
with the full knowledge that he was voting
for exactly what he had always voted and
fought against every time he had cast a
Democratic vote. These McKinley and Palm-
er Democrats doubtless acted honestly and
patriotically, for they knew that they could
hope for no recegnition from the Republicans
in case McKinley was elected; they also knew
that if “‘Bryamism’” triumphed they would
have no part in that, so in either case they
would be out in the cold, without home or
party, and with the probability that they
might not be able to get into any fold dur-
ing the present generation.

I have the highest respect for every Dem-
ocrat who, understanding this, disregarded
all hope of personal gain and rose above
partisanship to such a degree that he could
vote for McKinley or Palmer.

It seems to me plain that it was McKin-
leyism that has triumphed in this contest;
while nothing can be said against Mr. Mc-
Kinley personally, he is certalnly not a
‘““magnetic’”” nor an elogquent man. He did
not try to use the methods of “The Bey Ora-
tor of the Platte’” to influence men to vote
for him from sympathy, and against their
sober judgment. The people that supported
Mr. McKinley did so because they believed
in “protection.”” One great ecause of the
“‘silver craze” getting so many Republican
votes was that the Republiean voters had
been educated to believe in paternalism from
their childhood; and many of them looked at
the free silver idea as not much different
from the ‘‘protective’’ theories that their
own party had always taught them. They
saw that ‘‘free’” silver was really protected
silver, and they argued that if the govern-
ment could raise the price of wool or any
other kind of merchandise by its flat, it
could also ‘‘regulate’’ and raise or lower the
real value of money by the same means.
They reasoned logically, but they started
from wrong premises.

Now the Republican party is pledged to re-
store McKinleyism. In his letter of accept-
ence Mr. McKinley himself speaks of the
tariff as ‘‘a supreme issue,’”’ and in most of
his speeches he keeps that idea constantly in
view. Now Is it wise or patriotic for any
of us who are defeated to try to thwart the
clearly expressed will of the majority of our
countrymen, and obstruct legislation as the
Republican party did in 1898? 1Is it not our
duty to cheerfully submit to what we are
compelled to emdure, and not sit down and
whine because we were out-voted?

It is no excuse at all to say that the Re-
publicans did just this thing, and that they
continued to sulk until Nov. 4, 1896 It is
true that they did just that, but we as Demo-
crats should scorn to follow so childish and
unpatriotic example.

We must never forget that In a republic or
a democracy the majority must rule, right or
wrong; any other course is anarchy and
will surely end in the destruction of free
government.

If the Republicans had been sincere in their
professions of faith in a gold standard they
would have told the Democrats that if they
would throw aside party tles for once and
vote for McKinley and save the country from
the disgrace of repudiation, the Republicans
would meet themr half way and allow the
present tariff to stand as it is during the next
four years, subject only to such changes as
the two parties might mutually agree on
as necessary and beneficial to the country at

The gold Democrats eleeted McKinley, and

they voted for him or Palmer knowing that
their votes were cast not only for ‘‘honest
money,” but for another period of MeKin-
leyism, for another period. of recklessness
in public affairs and in private; another
period of the rule of trusts and monopolies.
They voted for all these things, because
they believed that the triumph of free sil-
ver would have been worse.

It is useless for us to shut our eyes to
the fact that the country has decided in
favor of a ‘‘protective” policy, and it has
given its decision in so emphatic a manner
that it means somethin'i.

We are to have another period of McKin-
leyism which may last twenty years or more
and is sure to end in a panic worse than
that of 1893.

It is useless to ask the Republican party to
give up the main object for which it fought
the battle. They will not listen to the humble
suplications of a few gold standard Demo-
crats. The cause of ‘‘honest money’” has
no further use for the men who so un-
selfishly and patriotically helped win the
battle with no hope of reward only the
consciousness of having done their duty. The
National Democrats may have been misguided
as to what their duty was, but no one can
deny that they are honest In thelr convic-
tiens. Which ever side gained the victory
these men saw no hope of personal gain.
They were branded as traitors by the free
silver party, and now they are laughed at
as dupes by the ‘‘honest money’’ men. The
Republican monkey has again induced the
cat to allow him to use her paws to rake
his chestnuts out of the fire.

We Democrats of all kinds are beaten, and
we may as well own it, and not make our-
selves ridiculeus by begging on our knees for
a few crumbs from ‘‘our master’s table.”” The
only relief the Republicans promised us was
that they would ‘‘restore confidence’” as soon
as McKinley was elected, and that then
European money loaners would ‘‘flood this
country with money.” Then, In order to give
this money a chance to work and also “‘pro-
tect American labor from the competitiop of
European pauper labor,”” they solemnly prom-
ised to give us the highest kind of a tariff.

If the gold Democrats keep up the ‘‘agita-
tion”’ for free trade and the silver lunatics
in the senate obstruct legislation to such an
extent that McKinley cannot protect the poor
laboring man, the Republicans will haye a
good excuse for failing to furnmish those ‘‘good
times’’ they have so long promised.

The working men who voted for McKinley
must be patient and remember that there will
be no revival of business until there is a gen-
eral rise in prices, and also that prices must
rise faster than wages. We must submit to
what is really a cut down in wages, which will
be partly offset by more opportunities for
labor and therefore less idleness.

Under the present circumstances, any de-
mands for an increase of wages will only re-
sult in a delay of that ‘‘revival of business"
which our Republican friends have sat down
and waited for during these long four years.
Wages are always the last thing to rise, and
it is true, as our honest money friends so
often-told us, that wages never follow an ap-
parent rise in values caused by a depreciatfon
in the real value of the currency, at least
wages never rise as much as other things.
This is also true when a fletitious rise in
prices is caused by any special I on.
A sudden sharp rise or fall in prices is bene-
ficial to mo man only to the extemt that he
is at the time a speculator in the things that
The man who has a ton of coal
on hand is benefited by a rise if the sells the
coal, otherwise it does not affect him.

A raise of tariff rates puts money in the
pockets of every man who has a stock of the
articles that are affecteds in price, and takes
from the poekets of those who buy the goods
as much money as the first party makes by
the rise. Is neot any tariff as dishonest and
immoral in its nature and effects, as a dis-

| turbance in values caused by a change in the

currency laws? Of course, any great change
in the value of the money of a country is
more far-reaching and unjust than a chanurfe
fn value in a few articles caused by .4

legislation; but is not the moral
involved the same in either case?

There is no tariff on men. Labor is sub-
ject to free trade. A tariff is never ‘‘pro-
tective” unless it raises the price of the com-
modity to be protected. McKinleyism tells
us thac a high tariff lowers prices by in-
creasing home production. This is true in
some cases after a time, but whenever the
value is reduced below the price at which an
article can be imported, there is no longer
any protection against the ‘‘pauper labor” of
foreign ecountries. They tell us that under
a protective tariff ‘‘the foreigmer pays the
tax"” imposed on the consumer by the in-
creased price, but I notice that the domestic
dealer always collects that tax, and enough
additienal to pay him a percentage on the
tax collected, as well as his legitimate profit
on the original cost. After that the consum-
er is allowed to get back the extra monei
he has paid out, if he can. His only metho
of deing this is to take it out in the ‘“‘gen-
eral prosperity of the country’ caused by

principle

~protection.”

"%oPmS to think of it, the RepubHcans did
promise us bimetallism, as soon as it could
be breught about by international agreement.
Perhaps the gold Democrats might be al-
Jowed to modestly suggest that ‘‘the present
period of little or no tariff’’ be allowed to
contthue until such time as ‘‘the leading
nations of Europe’’ are willing to give us a
higher tariff by “International agreement.”

One more suggestion and I am done. It is
generally admitted that we gold Democrats,
silver fanatics, prohibitionists, etc., includ-
ing a few straight McKinley Republicans,
spend eight or ten times as much money for
liguors and taobacco as FEurope, and the
“money power’’ robs us of means of ‘‘the
present gold standard.” How long would it
fake us if we saved this money to get enough
ahead to pay all the shylocks both interest
and principle?

There being, then, no debts to pay, no one
would be clamoring for a “‘fifty-cent @ollar’
and the ghost of “‘free silver’” would be .for-
ever laid. —One of the Workingmen.

RECOGNIZED BY BOLIVIA.

Crumb of Comfort for the Insure
gents in Cuba.

LIMA, Peru, Nov. 13.—Something of a
sensation has been caused her by the news
received yesterday from Sucre, Bolivia, of
favorable report made by the committee on
foreign affairs of the Bolivian chamber of
deputies on a resolution to recognize the
Cuban Insurgents as Dbelligerents. Upon
hearing the news, the Spanish envoy to Peru,
Senor de Vamello, who is also acredited to
Bolivia, immediately set out for Sucre to look
after Spanish interests at that capital, and
presumably to lodge a protest on behalf of
his government against the proposed action.
Further advices received today from Sucre
show that the congress had held an exciting
and stormy session to consider the resolution.
The president of the chamber declared the
resolution adopted and the senate proceeded
to approve it in the midst of loud protests
from excited senators, and great confusion
in the senate chamber, =o that the session had
finally to be suspended.
