Hugh De Moss, the colored man who
fired a bullet into the leg of Conductor
Wheelon, an employe of the City Rail-
way company, on the night of Aug.
10 last, was found guilty,of assault in
the second degree by a jury yesterday
and sentenced to the state prison on
the reformatory plan. The jury occu-
pied less than an hour in arriving at a
verdict, but also returned a recom-
mendation to the court for mercy,
which undoubtedly saved the defendant
from the imposition of a heavier sen-
tence.

The testimony in the case showed
that De Moss and two companions had
been up to Minneapolis to a dance and
that in returning to St. Paul about 11
o'clock at night, had had some dis-
agreement with Wheelon, the conduc-
tor of an Int.erurban car. DeMoss had
been carrying a loaded revolver all
evening which, at one time, his com-
panions had taken away from him, but
which he regained possession of on the
car. The men finally left the car at I
Raymond avenue, when De Moss pulled j
the revolver and fired into the car.
William J. Schneider swore that he saw
De Moss fire the shot and that he de-
liberately raised the revolver toward
the car before shooting. Officer James
Finn, who arrested De Moss and who
was standing near the car when the
shot was fired, also testified to seeing
De Moss point the weapon directly at
the rear platform of the car, which
was crowded with passengers.

Only two witnesses were introduced
by the defense, De Moss swore he had |
been drunk and that the revolver had
been discharged by accident. He had
no intention of injuring the conductor
or any one else. The gun was a self-
acting affair and had been discharged
as he drew it from his pocket.

Charles Goddard, who had been with
the defendant in Minneapolis and on
the car, told of the evening's doings
of the trio of revelers and of taking
the revolver from De Moss for fear that
he would hurt some one.

SUPREME COURT CASES.

Three Important Ones on the Calen-
dar for Monday.

The case of the state against Charles

5, 1895, and a motion was made for an
arrest of judgment on the grounds that j
the indictment failed to allege sum"- j
cient facts to constitute either the crime j
of murder in the third degree or man-

slaughter in the second degree or any I
criminal or public offense. The motion |
was denied and an appeal taken.

An argument will also be made in !
the Charles W. Smith habeas corpus i
proceedings. The claim is made that j
Smith is being unlawfully imprisoned !
by Chief of Police Goss. The prisoner j
was arrested on the strength of a re-
quisition made by the governor of Illi-
nois on which a letter or warrant of
extradition was issued by the governor
of Minnesota. The crime charged was
that Smith, under false representations, i
secured certain personal property from
Milton Layton, of Lewiston, 111.

On the first proceeding, Judge Kelly
denied the motion for the discharge of
the petitioner and an appeal was taken.
Release is asked on the grounds that j
the petitioner is not guilty of the al-
leged offense; that the requisition was
not accompanied by an affidavit or in-
dictment; that the complaint is void on
its face; that the requisition is not au-

A committee of three was appointed by the

president to push along the boycott against |
two local firms.

Delegate Nash took occasion to call atten-
tion to the report of the last meeting as pub-
lished In an evening paper, In which hi8 per- I
sonal appearance was dilated on at length. !
He stated that he was in favor of open meet-
Ing of the trades and labor assembly, and
was of the opinion that if reporters were al- j
lowed to atend they should represent, and
not misrepresent, speakers and matters diß-
cussed.

Delegate Valesh called attention to the fact
that the cigarmakers union had contributed
$10 toward a fund to be used in lobbying for
and against measures which would be Intro-
duced at the coming meeting of the legis-
lature. This gave rise to considerable dis-
cussion. One of the delegates stated that so
far as he had observed, all legislation which
benefited the worklngman, when It reached
the supreme court was thrown in the waste
basket. The only thing he could recall at
this time where the laboring man was ben-
efited by legislation was when the bill re-
quiring the vestibuling of street cars waapassed. Nearly all the good of this measure !was taken out by the subsequent discharge
of all the union men employed on the lines
and the employment of new men. Anotherdelegate was of the opinion that confidencehaving been restored, there was no need oflobbying, and in addition to the restoration
of confidence, only friends of the laboring
men had been elected to office. For these
reasons there was no need of lobbyists. Del-
egate Hammond, secretary of the state fed-
eration of labor, said about $200 had been
spent at the last session of the legislature,
and he was of the opinion that the next con-
vention of the organization would order the
work continued. There was not much done
in the way of passing measures, but good
work had been done in preventing the pass-
age of laws which were detrimental to the
wage-earners. The matter was referred to
the various local bodies for discussion and
action.

The secretaries of the local unions were
directed to write Manager Scott of the Met-ropolitan with a view to having the stage
employes formed into a union and the union
scale of wages paid.

Delegate Nash called attention to a tele-
gram published in the Chicago Tribune lastFriday bearing a St. Paul date which stated
that three factories employing fifteen hundred
men each would be Immediately started in
St. Paul. He requested the secretary to as-
certain where the factories were located and
advise the local unions as scon as this was
ascertained.

Michael Raphael, business agent of the
cigarmakers' union of New York, addressed
the meeting on the matter of the position
taken toward the union he represented by
Kerbs, Fertheim & Schiffer, cigar manufac-
turers of New York. The firm, he said, was
opposed to union organizations an-d had dis-
charged employes who attempted to organize.
A large part of their stock, he claimed, was
made in tenement houses and it was to the
interests of organized labor to induce dealers J
and jobbers not to patronize the firm. The
matter was referred to the label league, and
letters will be written the firm from the local
unions of this city.

MIXISTERS TAKE HOLD.

Episcopal Churches Will Aid the
Rescue Home.

Mrs. F. B. Doran is not alone in the
matter of pushing the rescue work.
The ministers of the city are beginning
to see the need of this work and some
of them are taking hold in earnest and
propose to assist Mrs. Root and enable
her, if possible, to re-open the little
home which she closed so sadly a short
time ago. This week Rev. Dr. Pope,
of the Church of the Good Shepherd,
and Rev. Charl^ E. Haupt, of the
Church of the Messiah, both called
upon Mrs. Root and expressed them-
selves as in sympathy with the work.
The women of the Church of the Good
Shepherd have pledged an encouraging
sum to be paid monthly toward the
Rescue home, and the Church of the
Messiah has doubled its former pledge.

'NEWSPAPERS

NO LONGER SEEN IN ST. PAUL

HAS BEES COMMITTED TO THE
HOSPITAB FOR THE INSANE

AT-ROCHESTER.

GRAPHIC SKETCH OF THE WOMAN.

.Possessed Considerable Abilityand
Based Her Faith on the United

States Constitution.

Pedestrians hurrying home from bus-
iness In the chill winter evenings will
no longer see the figure of a thin, poor-
ly dressed woman on the street cor-
ners offering for sale the daily papers
for Mrs. Lydia B. Angler, the woman
who has eked out a livingfor the past
f;ix months as a news vender, was yes-
terday committed to the Rochester
asylum for the m^ane. The case of the
pged woman presents a pathetic aspect,
and, while two physicians certify to
her mental disability, she is, from let-
ters introduced in the probate court,
evidently something of an intellectual
genius.

The woman's son died about two
years ago and since that time she has
been in a sense a charge upon the city.
She formerly conducted a small news
F.tand at No. 885 Marion sitreet, whick
fche lost on a mortgage foreclosure and
then she began selling papers on the
streets.. Her age and forlorn aspect
made her an object of pity to paSsers-
hy and she generally disposed of her
stock, though unable to realize suf-
ficient funds to keep her- comfortable.
Recently Mrs. Angier moved out to
the corner of I>ale and Topping streets,
vhere she has lived in direct want. Sho
has frequently applied to Secretary
Hutchins, of the Relief society, for aid,
and also to Secretary Jackson, of the
Associated Charities, through whose
agency she was taken before the pro-
bate court.

When arraigned before Judge Will-r!ch, Mrs. Angier was not aware that
the probable outcome of the proceed-
ings would be her commitment to the
insance asylum, and when it was so
decided she completely broke down
and begged the court not to send heraway. Among the woman's posses-
sions is an old horse, which she hasmanaged to keep despite her adver-sities, and when she was led away by
a deputy sheriff she begged the court
to see that the animal did not suffer
from hunger. In telling- her story to
the court the woman said her dead" son
had appeared to her in a dream in the
center of three golden horse shoes and
had bidden her to take up her abode
in the little house on Topping and Dale
street, and that she could not disre-
gard the visional mandate. Her boy,
she said, often appeared to her in
dreams and advised her as to the ways
of life. Her only creed, the woman de-clared, was the Constitution of the
United States and by that document
she conducted her life.

In several letters which Mrs. Angier
had written to different persons, shedisplayed no small intellectual ability
both as to her construction of the Eng- j
lish language and to the subjects which j
she discussed. Organization, said one
of the letters, bred corruption and then
it went on to discuss political policy in
general, concluding- with an arraign-
ment of the organized charitable insti-
tutions from which she had sought as-
sistance. Before being taken from the
court room the old lady asked to be al-
lowed to make a statement and then
proceeded to administer a rich, brown
roast to Secretary Hutchins. She said
he had sent her food, but that she had
fed the meal given her to her horse and
that she had sold some bacon on ac-
count of Its poor quality. Mr. Hutch-
ins had on one occasion, she said,
sent her three dozen eggs and every
one of the thirty-six were spoiled. The I
woman claims to be descended from the
early settlers of the United States and
traces her ancestry back to the of-
ficers of Washington's army.

HAL,!,WAS NO NOVICE.

The Fruitdale Incident Was yot His. First.

John Hardcastle Hall, who is in a
Mankato hospital claiming to have
completely lost his memory, appears to
have had an interesting and varied
career according to facts which are
coming to light regarding his past life.

D. H. McMullen. the Eastern travel-
ing representative of the Atlas Lum-
ber company, of Seattle, met Hall at
the union depot a few days before the
man without a. memory showed up in
Mankato. McMullen recognized in him
a man who, iti3alleged, had swindled
a Seattle bank out of $7,000, and also
given several trusting natures in the
coast city cause to mourn. In other
words, there is little doubt that the J.
H. Hall, of Seattle, and the J. H. Hall,
of Chicago and Alabama, are one and
the same with J. H. Hall, at Mankato.
The Mississippi Valley Lumberman
says of Hall's appearance in Seattle:

"Some time along in 1892, when the Puget |
Sound country was on the boom, there
showed up in Seattle, Wash., a rather pious
and sanctimonious looking individual,
neatly dressed, but without any money. He
had a fertile brain, however, and shortly
after his arrival in town he learned that
President S. D. Silver, of the Skookum Man-
ufacturing company, large manufacturers of
boxes, wished to dispose of his interest In
the concern. The stranger, who gave his
name as John H. Hall, by his agreeable man-
ners, secured the i^onfldence- of a bank cash-
ier, who advanced him some $7,000 or more,
with which he purchased Mr. Silver's inter-
est in the Skookutn Manufacturing company,
and from that time on became a full-fledged
box manufacturer. He went in the best of
society and prospered for a time. Things
went along this way for some months, and
then between two days he disappeared, and
so did the money that was loaned him. The
institution was placed in the hands of a
receiver, and paid but a few cents on the
dollar. After he had left Seattle his past
record was looked up some, and the re-
ports received did not add to the esteem In
which the former box manufacturer was held:
It was thought he had come to Seattle from
California, where his record was not the best.
Nothing more was heard of him in Seattle or
on the Puget Sound."

The story of the Fruitdale swindle
is told by the New Orleans Times-Dem-
ocrat as follows:

The Times-Democrat would state that there
is only too much truth in the statement that
Mr. Hall mysteriously disappeared, leaving
behind him debts due Mobile merchants and |
mill supply men to the amount of about I
$10,000. Hall went to Chicago and there
purchased from -J. W. Blanchard a plant for
a mill to be erected in Fruitdale. Hall not
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only purchased the plant on credit, but bor-
rowed $1,000 in cash. The machinery required
some overhauling, which was done In Mobile,
and never paid for. Hall then leased two
other mills. Log carts and cattle were pur-
chaspd on credit and the mills put In oper-
ation. Hall opened accounts with merchants
in Mobile, purchasing heavily. A number of
Northern men had lately settled about Fruit-
dale, and these Hall employed in hia mill,
and in almost every Instance borrowed money
from them, which he forgot to pay, as well
as the wages. It is remarkable how a small,
scrawny, ugly-looking fellow, but with a
slick tongue, could come into a community
and build, equip and run a mill, lease two
others, purchase supplies and run three
months without the outlay of a single dollar,
sell the product of the mills for cash, pocket
the proceeds, and, owing Tils board at the
Frultdale hotel for five months, skip out
and leave the creditors to hold the bag.
