Oiliciiil Inquiry.

Raymond C. Pierce, fourteen years
old, was drowned at Owasso lake yes-
terday afternoon. The lad, accom-
panied by Walter Kahn, a youth about
the same age, went out to the lake
yesterday on what they called a hunt-
ing trip. A muskcat was started out
of its hiding place by the boys and
ran out on the ice. Both followed the
animal, and the ice broke through pre-
cipitating them into the water. Pierce
was farther from the shore than his
companion, and unfortunately dropped
into a deep hole. Kahn managed to
reach the shore and by his cries sum-
moned help from a mill near by. As
soon as possible Pierce was brought to

jthe shore, and attempts made to re-
!suscitate him, but without success.
Coroner Whitcomb was notified, and
after hearing the sad story decided
an inquest unnecessary. The remains
were brought to the city by Under-
taker Dampier.

The lad, who was remarkably bright
and intelligent, came to St. Paul last
spring from Buffalo, N. Y. His health
v.as poor and a change of air was ad-
vised by the doctors. He has been vis-
iting his uncle, Charles A. Christian,
of 234 West Fifth street, and the
funeral services .willbe held from there
probably on Tuesday. His mother was
notified of her son's death last even-
ing, and the funeral will not occur un-
til she reaches the city.

HAS ANOTHER REFERENCE}.

Application for n Francliine for the
Proposed Electric.

The application of E. E. McDonald
and others for a fra-ncMse to construct
terminal facilities within the city lim-
its for a proposed electric railway line
to West Superior, was again consid-
ered by the committee on streets of the
board of aldermen yesterday afternoon.
The proposed line within the city is
to run from Second and Cedar streets
out Cedar to Central avenue, west on
Central to Martin street, west on Mar-
tin to Virginia, north on Virginia ave-
nue to Thomas, thence west to Oxford
street, thence north to McKenty street
and thence to Snelling- avenue and the
city limits. A freight line is also con-
templated entering the city through
the Eleventh and Fifth wards and run-
ning to the foot of Chestnut.

The committee did not take final ac-
tion on the proposed ordinance, as it
is desired to ascertain the views of
the owners of property abutting on the
proposed route. Aid. Kaldunski said
that he was unwilling to vote to grant
a franchise to operate freight cars on
the line running out Cedar street and
through the Eighth ward.

The matter was at last disposed of
by referring it to the aldermen of the
five wards through which itis proposed
to run the cars, namely. Aid. Dona-
hower, of the Fourth ward; Aid. Bige-
low, of the Fifth; Aid. Kaldunski, of
the Eighth; Aid. Allard, of the Tenth,
and Aid. Shepard, of the Eleventh.
This subcommittee will meet at 7:30
p. m. next Friday.

The committee also considered the
resolution adopted by the assembly di-
recting the street railway company to
tear up and discontinue the use of
its tracks on Smith and Thompson ave-
nues north of Ramsey street "and to
cease using the tracks on Ramsey street
for storing and repairing its tracks.
Superintendent Smith, of the street
railway company, was present. Mr.
Smith said that there was only one
track on Thompson and one on Smith
avenue, and that they were used to
gain access toand egress from the barn,
and that none of the tracks were now
used for storing or repairing the cars.

TRANSFER.- OF THE ENTIRE STOCK.

Petition Alleges That an Attempt
Was Made to Defraud Some of

the Creditors,

On an application for the appoint-
ment of a receiver for the jewelry firm
of Topliff & Co., filed by Richard G.
De Puy and heard before Judge Kelly
at the special term of the district court
yesterday, the details of an intricate
business transaction were brought to
light. Itwa,s claimed by the petitioner
that certain creditors had been given
preference by the firm.

The petition sets forth that Topliff&
Co. conducted a retail jewelry estab-
lishment in this city and carried a
stock valued at about $40,000, including
the fixtures of the store and book ac-
counts of the firm. It is alleged that
prior to April, 1896, Topliff & Co. were
insolvent and should have made an as-
signment for the benefit of their cred-
itors, but that instead, of so doing they
delayed the paying of obligations and
"devised and consummated" a scheme
by which the entire stock of the firm
was transferred to outside parties
without any monetary consideration.

According to the allegations of the
petition Lit B. Hooker, a young man
scarcely itwehty-one years of age and
who w*&at one time a student in the
state university at Mineapolis, receiv-
ed a bill of sale for the valuable stock
of jewelry of the Topliff concern. It j
is claimed that Booker is a relative of!
Frederick TtfplifY, and that the trans-
fer to him was but a part of the alleg-
ed scheme to defraud the legitimate
creditors of the firm. In payment for
the stock young Booker gave eight
promissory notes, each for $2,242.44,
which were also signed by his father,
L.E. Booker.- George R. Topliff is then
alleged to have indorsed the notes and
turned tfiem over to his attorney, who
subsequently called a meeting of the
creditors* of the firm and explained
what had been done. The creditors
were surprised and indignant, but upon I
the alleged assurance that he would
hold the notes for collection as they
matured and divide the money thus
realized pro rata among those to
matter was for a time dropped.

The claim is now made that the at-
torney broke faith with the creditors
and turned the notes over to George R.
Topliff, who has since left the state
and jurisdiction of the Minnesota court,
and that L. E. Booker has bought
claims against Tcpliff & Co., aggregat-
ing $15,000, for 25 per cent of their value,
which he now proposes to urge at their
full value for the alleged indebtedness

.of the firm to him on the notes indorsed
by him in payment for the transfer of.
slock to- his son. This course, it is
claimed, simply means that the other
creditors of lie firm will realize noth-
ing on the, payment of notes, and that
L.E. Booker will be constituted a pre- J
ftrred creditor. In support of this j
claim it is cited that several of the |
notes have fallen due and have not
been paid.

In further support of his allegations
the petitioner shows that the firm
of Topliff & Co. is still doing business
just the same as before the alleged
fraudulent sale, with the exception that
Frederick Topliff, who is in charge of
the business, claims to simply be in the
employ of L.E. Booker, the indorser rf
the promissory notes and holder of the
largest share of Topliff & Co.'s obliga-
tions. The petitioner, R. G. E>e Puy, al-
leges that he is a creditor of Topliff &
Co. in the sum of $9,000, secured by
promissory notes.

Frederick Topliff was examined by
Ambrose Tighe, the attorney for Mr.
De Puy, and denied the alleged con-
spiracy; also that he was a member of
the firm at the time the transfer of
sicck wae made. He had previously
sold out his interest to his father,
George TvpUffj He denied any knowl-
edge of the consideration of the sale,
but admitted "taking an inventory of
the stock before the sale. Mr. t ..h<a

submitted Mr. Topliff to a severe eroas-
examination.

L. E. B,9okeir was also examined and
denied having attempted to buy out the
claims against Topiiff & Co., but Mr.
Tighe produced a telegram to a New
York creditor' of the firm, signed by
him, soliciting their claim at £5 per
cent of its fullvalue. Mr.Booker final-
ly admitted that he controlled $35,000
worth of agains-t Topliff & Co.,
which he had purchased after the sale
of stock.

At the conclusion of the argument
concerning the application for a receiv-
er, the court took the matter under
advisement. .
