SHE TOOK MORPHINE.

Mrs. Alice Herman Tries to End Her
Life.

Mrs. Alice Herman, better known to
the police as Alice Gray, is at the city
hospital in a dangerous condition from
morphine poisoning. Mrs. Herman
was cne of a quartette gathered in by
the police at 4:30 o'clock yesterday
morning. The party was found at the
shanty on the upper flats occupied by
Mose Sanders. At the time the police,
headed by Sergeant Davls, raided the
house, they were in search of Frank
Bell, an Italian, who had attempted
to kill Rufus Carroll, a colored man,
two hours previous. Bell was found
asleep in the house, and Mose Sanders,
Mrs. Herman, Randolph Benz and
Frank Markart, who were also in the
place, were gathered in on a charge
of disorderly conduct.

Yesterday morning when the matron
went to arouse Mrs. Herman, the pris-
oner was found to be in an unconscious
condition. On the floor of the cell was
a pink paper, such as is used by drug-
gists, and the idea suggested to the
matron by these ‘circumstances was
that the woman had taken poison. Dr.
Hesselgrave was summoned, pending
the arrival of the city physician, and
to his timely efforts.-the woman owes
her life. Shortly afterward she was
removed to the city hospital and last
evening was reported much better, al-
though in a serious condition.

DAILY A DOZEN LITTLE FOLK

Are Sheltered Iin the Day Home
Which Has Become a Permanent
Institution,

One of the most satisfactory organe.
izations in St. Paul is that of the Day
nursery, which is located in the relief
rooms on Ninth street and which does
work along lines of charity covered by
no other institution. The Day nursery
was organized about six years ago
with Mrs. C. B. Thurston as president.
The first rooms occupied by the nursery
were in the Rellef rooms, though fol-
lowing that rooms were used on
Twelfth street and on Ninth street,
across from the present quarters. Just
one year ago the nursery was removed
to the rooms now occupied with the
Relief association, though the formal
opening did not take place till later,
in December. The object of the or-
ganization is a worthy one. For the
small sum of flve cents a day any poor
mother may take her little one to the
nursery and leave it to be cared for
all day while she occupies herself with
whatever work the day may have
brought her. If the woman is unable
to pay the amount asked and can give
sufficient reason why this be so, then
her baby is cared for free of charge.
Some times as many as twenty-five
children whose ages range from five
weeks to twelve years of age, are left
at the nursery in one day, though the
average is about twelve children each
day. When the new quarters were
opened Miss Florence Smith was act-
ing as matron. Miss Smith has since
that time accepted a position with an-
other local organization, and during
January her place was filled by Mrs,
Mable Sutton, who came to St. Paul
from Chicago to take charge of the
work. Mrs. Sutton is particularly well
fitted to the position she occuples and,
having a small son of her own, can
appreciate the needs of the little ones
left in her care/each day as an un-
married woman would not. She is
young and bright and not only cares
for the children but teaches them many
things they would never learn were
they left at home. For one thing she
requires as perfect discipline as it is
possible to have with such small peo-
ple. And during the dinner hour the
youthful company about the long, low
tables, is as quiet and orderly as one
wculd desire. There is no pounding
on the table, throwing of food about,
or other childish capers so often seen
in more pretentious families. But all
are quiet and polite, and when leayving
ithe table ask nicely to be excused. The
rooms of the nursery are as pleasant
as any suite of down town rooms to be
found. There is plenty of sunlight and
everything is as clean as soap and
water and paint and varnish can make
it. The sleeping room is on the west
side of the building, and is fitted out
with nine little white beds and a white
cradle, The beds are of iron and are
all in white. The cradle is a swinging
cne and In it is sorae times to be found
a tiny bit of humanity whose tightly
clenched hands and wondering big
eyes tell of its short residence in this
world. This is the five weeks old baby
whose advent into the nursery is an
occurrence, not a regular event. In
fact it is not always the same baby,
but it looks just the same and has just
the same objections to bathing and
cries just as hard and sleeps just as
little as the one which came a month
In the play room are long, low
tables which are used to play on dur-
ing the day time, and are used to eat
on at meal time. About them are
placed small red chairs, and during
play time the room Is scattered over
with toys of various kinds, most of
which are at present in the last stages
of demoralization. But Santa Claus is
good to the babies and will not forget
the little ones at the Day nursery. Be-
tween the two rooms just mentioned
is the bath room which is all in
white and affords many of the children
a luxury they are not accusiomed to—
a bath. The kitchen is a large one in
charge of Mrs. Sutton’s able assistant,
Mrs. Hanson, who has a small bhoy
is both pretty and mischievous.

Mrs. Hanson was procured for the nur- |

sery by Mrs. Sutton and is very ef-
ficlent. There is also a reception room
prettily furnished, and, at the rear of
the building, is a long veranda for play,
and in the summer a big pile of sand
cecupies a prominent place in the back
yard and keeps many a restless little
hand out of mischief. The rooms are
all hung with pictures, chains, etc., of
kindergarten make. The kindergarten
work has not yet begun this year. This
work is carried on by young women
interested in the institution, who come
each week and teach the children the
use of the needle, the names of colors,
and other kindergarten lore.

The nursery is opened to recelve chil-
dren at 6:30 o'clock each morning. As
far as possible each Infant is provided
with a feeding bottle, also with a sepa-
wash cloth, comb, bowl,
ring plate and spoon. When the chil-
dren are admitted in the morning they
are washed and dressed in clothing be-
longing to the nursery, their own being
put to air. The greatest care is exer-
cised in receiving children each day
that no case of infectious skin disease
shall be admitted. At 10 o’clock in the
morning the babies are put to bed. At
12 o'clock dinner is served, and at 1
o'clock in the afternoon young children
are put to bed. At 4 o’clock lunch is
served and at 5:30 all are washed and
made ready to go home. At 7 o’clock
the nursery is closed and necessary
preparations for the following day’s
work made.

The work is indeed a noble one, and
many a hard-working mother’'s burden
is lightened by the assistance given her
through the day nursery. The officers
of the board of the nursery are: Pres-
ident, Mrs. John Baker; vice president,
Mrs. C. B. Thurston; treasuerer, Mrs.
George Raney; secretary, Miss Ruth
Stickney; corresponding secretary, Miss
Kate Wright. The board holds meet-
ings every first Tuesday of the month.
