MANITOBA SCHOOLS,

Terms on Which Compromise Is Said |
to Be Made.

WINNIPEG, Man., Nov. 14.—The out- |
line of the school settlement is said to
be as follows: School will remain na-
tional and under the control of the
province; uniform inspection and uni-
form certification of teachers will be
provided; in schools where the average
attendance of Catholic children ls‘
twenty-five or over a Catholic teacher
will be employed if available. This is
for the purpose of having Catholic
teachers to give Catholic instruction
during the half hour from 3:30 to 4 p.
m., which 18 set aside for religious in-
During thig half hour, any
denomination is to have the privilege
of entering the schools and imparting
religious instruction to children belong-
ing to their denomination. The chil-
dren may be taken into separate rooms,
and in schools where there is only one
room denominations may take alternate
days for religious exercises, so that all
may be treated alike. All regulations
regarding religious exercises must
originate by petition from the people to
the trustees. One clause provides for
text books in the bilingual system, so
that in districts where children do not
speak English they may be taught to
do so by the use of other languages.

Its Progress Fraught With Great
Importance to the Granaries of
the Northwest,

The general belief among railroad
men is that the Great Northern is fig-
uring upon a very:important piece of
railroad building early next summer,
the construction comprising the exten-
sion of the Fosston bragch in a south-
easterly direction about 125 miles, to a
point near Deer river, the present ter-
minus of the Duluth, Superior & West-
ern.

A glance at the map will immediately
show the great importance of such an
extension.
down into a very fertile and produc-
tive territory, but the line is practically
a dead end, as all the produce is re-
quired to be hauled back to the main
line, and thence come down via B8t.
Cloud, Hinckley and other common
points on its way to the head of the
line. This entails a haul of say 300
miles, perhaps somewhat less, whereas
the construction of the proposed Foss-
ton extension would cut the distance
one-half and would make a direct cross
country line to Duluth, via the Du-
luth, Superior & Western.

The mere fact that the extension
would furnish a more direct outlet for
Minnesota products is only half the
advantage gained to the Great North-
ern, for the reason that the proposed
extension would enable that road to
haul its cargoes from the Pacific coast
direct to the head of the lakes with-
out necessitating the circuitous route
via St. Cloud. It would mean a tre-
mendous saving in time and operating
expenses. Another advantage would
be that the proposed extension would
furnish another direct route to a point
connecting with the Soo and the Du-
luth, South Shore & Atlantic, to the
great advantage of eastbound ship-
ments. It would create a new trans-
continental system, practically speak-
ing, by the mere uniting of the two
ends in the northern part of the state.

It is sald that the Great Northern
already has a large force of surveyors
in the field, 'and that these engineers
have gone over .the entire route and
are now rapidly approaching Deer
river with their lines. It is not known
whether the proposed extension will be
run to the north or the south of Lake
Winnebigoshish, Which ever way the
line is run, it wil traverse the Indian
regervation by the same name. It is
not unlikely that the road if built will
be run between Leech lake and Lake
Winnebigoshish. Deer river is in town
145, range 27 and section 85.

The country thereabouts and along
the line of the proposed extension is
timbered with valudable pine in a num-
ber of places, and much of the country
is in the wheat section. The extension
would afford a valuable outlet to the
great Dakota fields. It is estimated
that the road can be built for $15,000
a mile,

NEW SIBERIAN ROAD.

James J, Hill Watches Its Progress
With Interest.

President Hill of the Great Northern is
a close student of the growth of trans-
portation facilities in foreign countries,
especially in Asia, Siberia and Russia.
The reason for this is that he shrewdly
sees that every mile of railroad buiilt
on the continent of Asia means éither
an increase or a decrease in shipments
from and to the ports of the United
States, especially to the ports of the
North Pacific ¢oast: Mr. Hill is a
very thorough student of the geogra-
phy of the continent. He can pro-
nounce the names /of the most difficult
and unheard of Chinese cities and
provinces, and all the mountain ranges,
rivers and lakes of Siberia. He is in-
timately acquainted ;with the Russian
cities, and can tell just where the work
of building the” great trans-Siberian
rcad to the Pacific is at almost any
stage of the game.

“They are at Tomsk now,” said Mr.
Hill in a chat with the G1ob e yester-
day. Mr. Hill placed his finger on a
may of Asia and sald that the route
to the sca had not 'yet been decided
upon. He predicted, however, that a
route would be selected toward the
south of the Great Siberian lake, and
after working down through the moun-
tains, the terminus would be fixed at
Port Arthur, where there is a fine
harbor. Speaking of the result of the
building of the road upon the export
of American grain, Mr. Hill said: “It
is all foolishness to talk about the Rus-
sian grain driving the American grain
out of the Chinese and Japanese mar-
kets. Now how many people do you
suppose there are in this strip of land
along the southern .coast of China and
back a few hundred miles into the in-
terior, who are dependent upon flour
for their sustenance? There are over
80,000,000 of them, and all the grain
raised on the Pacific coast in the Unit-
ed States would only give each man
and womem in that 80,060,000 but a lit-
tle over seven pounds in a year.

“We will continue to ship all the
grain over there that we have on the
coast.

He is
a graduate of the Japanese naval acad-
emy and took a prominent part in the
Japanese war with China. Admiral
Mayaocka declined to be interviewed.

INTERCHANGEABLE TICKET,

lay Action.

CHICAGO, Nov. 14.—The roads of the
Western Passenger association have
for some time been considering the ad-
visability of placing on the market a
5,000-mile interchangeable ticket, and
at the last meeting of the association
in this city the matter was discussed
in a very thorough manner. To meet
some of the objections that were urged
against the ticket it was suggested
that the sale of the tickets be placed
entirely in the hands of the chairman
of the association, each road to be paid
for whatever portions of the ticket it
might turn in. At the end of the year
if it be found that the aggregate col-
lection of slips does not call for the en-
tire amount of receipts of the associa-
tion from the sale of the tickets, the
balance remaining in the hands of the
chairman to be divided among the
roads in proportion to the amount of
mileage shown on the slips turned in.
After a long discussion {t was decided
that it would be the better policy to de-
fer action until after the meeting of
the Eastern lines, which has been
called for this city on Thursday of
next week for the purpose of consider-
ing the interchangeable ticket plan
suggested by General Passenger Agent
Ford, of the Pennsylvania lines. If no
action is taken by the Eastern lines,
the Western roads will take up the
matter themselves.

BEEF TRUST CASE.,

Federal Grand Jury Expected- to
Take It Up.

CHICAGO, Nov. 14.—It is said that in
addition to the trial of ex-President
Reinhart, and ex-Traffic Manager Han-
ley, of the Atchison road, which is set
for the coming session of the federal
court in this city, there will be other
action taken by the federal grand jury
that will be of interest to railroad men.
It is alleged that there will be, on the
part of the Interstate Commerce com-
mission an investigation into the re-
lations of the roads with the alleged
beef trust, and some interesting pro-
ceedings are looked for.
