List
your property; choose the best broker
you can, and you are bound to come
out a gainer in the long run.

Real estate men feel confident of a
decided improvement in the market as
the result of the election. Capital has
been timid. The scarcity of money has
delayed negotiations and made them
impossible under existing conditions.
Rents have been well maintained under
the circumstances, but have been re-
duced to me-ot the condition of gen-
eral business. Since the election there
is a noticeable improvement in the de-
mand for loans, residence and business
property.

is «ot expected by the agents that
there will be any decided increase in
thu1 volume or extent of transactions
for so?^i time to come, as real estate
is the \first to feel the bad effects of
dullnesfcMn the commercial world and
last to rY^ver from its depression. It
is predicted that the improvement will
be gradual from now on and that in
thp spring the market will resume its
activity.

Another result of the election will be
the renewed demand on the part of
email investors for building lots and
homes. Owing to the dullness in all
Industries, the little demand for skilled
labor and the reduced wages paid
mechanics and laboring men, the de-
mand-JM- this class of property has
been uiMjually small. With the return
of prosperity, renewed activity in the
Industrial and manufacturing centers,
which must follow as the result of the
late election, labor will be better em-
ployed and at fair wages, thus enabling
the mechanic and laboring man to pur-
chase a home. While the result may
not be felt at once, as it takes time
for these people to accumulate, yet it
is sure to follow, and encourage parties
who make subdivisions and retailing of
lots a specialty to invest in outlying
acres even now, which will-create a dc-
lv.and for this class of property.

Building operations will be resumed,
giving employment to thousands of
mechanics and laboring men and creat-
ing a demand for buildingmaterials of
fill kinds. No part of our business,
however, will feel the immediate ef-
fects of the. election more than the loan
market.

The regular meeting of the Real Es-
tate exchange was held Friday, when
the improved realty situation was dis-
tressed among other things. The mem-
bership of the exchange is now forty.

Insisted on Reforms.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. li.-Signor

Pansa, the Italian ambassador, had an aud-
ience last evening with the sultan, lie strong-
ly insisted upon the execution of the proposedreforms, and the sultan declared that they
would be executed. Signor Pansa pointed out
that it was not sufficient to publish reforms,
it was necessary, he declared, to carry them
out. The Italian ambassador also strongly
insisted upon the punishment by no mere
court martial, of Col. Magellan Bey, who is
held to be responsible for the murder of
Father Salvator.

Yukon Miners AVish to Ise Them sis

Draft Horses.

Rev. She'don Jackson, United State's
government agent of education in Alas-
ka, returned to Seattle recently. Mr.
Jackson left Sitka June 1 for Point |
Barrow, but it was not until the latter !
part of July that he arrived there, |
owing to the ice, which was unusually
kite in melting this season, says the !
New York Mail and Express.

The revenue cutter Bear made four
'

attempts to reach Point Barrow and
firally tied up at a point five miles
from the settlement to an ice floe six
miles long and two miles wide that had
grounded in October of the previous
year. One whaler was crushed by the
ice and totally wrecked. Her crew was
brought down by the Bear. The steam
tender Jennie was crushed by the ice,
but not wrecked.

The reindeer at the four stations
were found to have largely increased
in numbers. They are in splendid con-
dition.

CENTRISTS IX OPEN REBEiLXIOX.

May Side With the Opposition When
tlie MilitaryProcedure Reforms

Bill Cornea Up.

BERLIN, Nov. 14.—The reichstag
met on Tuesday after a recess of nearly
four months. The reassembling of the
house was a very quiet affair, the at-
tendance was thin, there was no en-
thusiasm and even the customary call
for cheers for the emperor was omitted
by the president.

The immediate work before the
reichstag is of a humble character ex-
cept the bill providing- for reform in

|miltary procedure, which will cause
!sharp debates, aa the Radicals and So-
!cialists have collected a mass of cvi-
Idence, showing that the projected re-

form is only a hen-hearted measure
which ought to be more thorough and
liberal. The bills to increase the navy
and for rearming the artillery may
also lead to lively scenes, and there I
are unmistakable indications that the j
Centrists, Mho furnished the govern-
ment with its necessary majority last
winter and spring, will not be so docile
this session. They cktim that the gov-
ernment has not kept its promises,
made to them a year ago, and the tone
of the Centrist press is again almost
hostile to the government, so much so
that the editor of the Centrist Tage-
blatt, of Treves, has been arrested for
lese majeste, and the paper has been
seized. On the other hand, a union
of all the Radical and Liberal factions
including- the Socialist wing, for par-
liamentary purposes is being attempt-
ed. Prof. Quidde, of Munich, is now
making- a tour of Germany with this
object, and meetings with Herren Rich-
ter, Bamburger, Sonnemann, Singer
and Rickert have occurred.

The interpellations of the government
on Monday next are expected to create
much excitement in the reichstag. The
Centrists attack upon Prince Bis-
marck, headed by Herr Lieber, will be I
fierce, and the Radical interpellation !
on duelling and the Bruzwitz affair j
will also stir up considerable feeling,
as militarism in high circles and undue
military prerogatives willbe fully ven-
tilated. Herren Richter, Bebel and
Singer intend to speak, and Prince
Hohenlohe, the imperial chancellor, is
expected back from his estate at Posen
in order to reply. The government will
also shortly be asked to give a distinct
statement of Germany's position in re-
gard to the Turkish question and as to
whether she is In accord with the other
powers.

Throughout the semi-official and Con-
servative press runs an advocacy of
the so-called Zampfsoll, or war tariff,
empowering the federal government to
apply the tariff whenever another na-
tion adopts a distinctly unfavorable
tariff towards Germany. This mat-
ter willalso come up in the reichstag
this session.

The German blmetallists, under
Count yon Kurdoff, held a meeting on
Friday and decided not to drop the
fight, in spite of the defeat of the
silver party in the United States.

Emperor William's order to arm all
the modern vessels of the German
navy with 15, 21 and 24 centimeter
Krupp quick firingguns, has given im-
mense satisfaction to naval men. These
guns are said by experts to place the
German ships ahead in fighting power
of those of any foreign navy. In fact,
they are declared to be six times more
powerful than other vessels of the
same size. Orders amounting to many
millions of marks have already been
placed with Herr Krupp, who hopes
soon to be able to apply his latest in-
ventions to the 2S centimetre guns. For
the army artillery a similar new equip-
ment will be made and the cavalry
will get a new Mauser self-loading 1 re-
volver which is said to ha an. ideal

\u25a0weapon at close quarters, while it also
carries up to a thousand metres. The
breech can be lengthened mechieani-
cally and adjusted to the shoulder for
aiming. The emperor hopes to effect
these gigantic changes without serious
opposition in the reichstag.

Another bill which will be presented
provides for an increase in the pay
of army officers, from first lieutenant
upwards by fifty to one hundred per

cent; colonels, if this measure becomeslaw, will receive 9,000 marks; majors
will get 6,000; captains will draw
and lieutenants willbe paid 1,800 marksper year.

A royal decree just issued makes theprovincial colors of Posen identical
with those of Poland, white, black andwhite, instead of white, red and white.
This is intended to check Polish imita-
tion.

The Berlin anarchists called a mass-
meeting to commemorate the Chicago
"martyrs," but the police prevented
the assembling of the "reds."

Arthur Van Wick, of Milwaukee, thebaritone, gave a concert here on Tues-day last to a large and fashionable at-
tendance. The members of the Ameri-can colony of this city are arranging
for a Thanksgiving celebration on Nov.
26. There willbe a dinner at the Kai-
serhof and speeches followed by a ball.
The United States ambassador, Edwin
F. Uhl, will preside, and will hold a
reception in his own house prior to
the celebration proper. The commit-
tee consists of Messrs. Uhl. Krismann,
McGee, Meller, Griscom, Zimmerman,
Boies and McFarden.
