GOV ALLIN MOVED TO MERCY BY
JUDGE M'CONNELL-S INTER.

CESSION.

TWICE SENTENCED TO BE HANGED

Legsil Battle Now Ended the Most

Remarkable in the Annals of
the West.

Special to the Globe.
BISMARCK, N. D., Nov. 17.—After

probably the most remarkable legal
fight in the annals of the Northwest or
even the whole country, the life of
Myron R.- Kent

—
twice ordered taken

by a jury for the murder of his wife at
Mandan, in March, 1894— has been
spared, and he willpass ihe remainder
of his days in the state penitentiary at
Bismarck, where is also lodged Tom
Swidensky, the Ignorant Bohemian,
who pleaded guilty to the actual mur-
der, and accused Kent of being the
promoter and instigator of the crime.
This decision was reached by Gov.
Allin tonight, after two days of ex-
haustive argument, ln which Judge W.
B. MeConnell, If.A. Hildreth. attorney
for Kent, and H. Q. Voss, attorney for
Morton county, where the crime was
committed, participated, and to Me-
Connell, who. as trial judge in the
case, appeared before the governor and
made a special plea for the condemned
man, Kent owes the fact that he will
not have to walk to the gallows on
Thursday morning.

The intercession of MeConnell in the
manner related is one of the most re-
markable procedures known in the
legal history of the state. At the last
hour, after the governor had passed
upon the applications and petitions for
mercy, denying the request, Judge Me-
Connell stepped in and pointed out the
reasons upon which he based a possi-

ble doubt of the guilt of Kent, and
asked fhat executive clemency be ex-
ercised. He sent several telegrams em-
bodying his ideas in brief and finally
appeared in person at the request of
the governor, and occupied a part of
the day in making a detailed state-
ment which doubtless earned Kent his
life.

Early this morning arguments in the
case were resumed, M. A. Hildreth
speaking at some length and urging
the weight of McConnell's request. He
was followed by County Attorney
Voss, who protested against executive
interference with the verdict of the
jury.He held Judge McConnell's state-
ment to be no good ground for clem-
ency and argued that Kent was either
guilty or innocent; if the first, he
should hang, and if the latter, he
should go free; there was no middle
ground. All day long the arguments
continued, and it was not until 5
o'clock that the end was reached. At
about 7 o'clock the governor sent for
the deputy secretary of state to at-
test his signature to the commuted
sentence, and Myron R. Kent was
snatched a second time from the very
grasp of the hangman's noose.

When Attorney Hildreth was inform-
ed of the governor's action he was
nearly overcome, so intense was his
excitement. He said in relation to the
matter:

This is good news, and it proves that, as
Kent has always _aid, the Almighty will not
permit him to be hanged. 1have labored for
two years in this case without reward of hope
of reward. Ispent $1,400 from my own pocket
in defense of Kent, and would gladly have
spent as much more to accomplish what has
been done tonight. Ihave followed this
case because J felt from the beginning that
the verdict was an injustice and could not pre-
vail. The deeper Igo into the case the more
firmlyIwas impressed. Kent has always told
me he would not be hanged; that some power
would intervene. On Tuesday, Nov. 10, twodays before the date set for his execution, he
wrote me his farewell letter, and in that
he evidenced the first shaking of this belief.
On Wednesday a reprieve was granted, and
when Isaw him again he said that after the
letter was written he felt that he was wrong
in doubting. He told my clerk after the gal-
lows was erected and ready for execution:"They'll have to tear that down and put it
away, for it will never be used for me". I
have had the same confidence, and thank God
for the result.

You may say that one of tho grandest
things that has happened has been the writ- j
ing of that letter by Detective Ehrllchman. j
Read that between the lines, and it is the out- 1
burst of a man whose conscience is gnawing
at hie vitals. It is one of the grandest things
that could have happened for Kent.

Hildreth telegraphed Kent: "Right
and justice prevail. Sentence commut-
ed."

Gov. Allin was seen at his residence
and said the commutation was based
altogether upon the statements pre-
sented, the reasons set forth and the
request made by William B. MeCon-
nell, presiding judge at the trial of
Kent. No other statement has beengiven out.

This case is one of most remarkable
in criminal annals. It was tried first
at Mandan and a verdict of guilty was
found and a sentence of death imposed.
Itwas taken to the supreme court and
a new trial ordered. Itwas tried again
at Fargo and the same judgment ren-
dered. Again taken to the supreme
court, the sentence was affirmed.

On Oct. 8 last, application was made
to the governor for a commutation of
sentence and it was refused. Another
appeal was taken to the supreme court
on the ground of an error of the trial
judge in passing sentence. The appeal
was dismissed and a stay of execution
refused. Again appeal was made to
the governor, and a reprieve of one
week granted, on the representation of
Judge MeConnell. The case was again
argued yesterday and today, and now
comes final

SALVATION FOR KENT.
A peculiar feature of the case has

b.en the intense interest taken by
people in all parts of the state in the
condemned man. Telegrams and let-
ters asking commutation have been re-
ceived from United States Senator H.
C. Hansbrough, Congressman Martin
M. Johnson, E. C. Cooper, of the Repub-
lican central committee; John P. Bray,
Alexander MoKenzle and other state
notables. The governor has been oc-
cupied with the consideration of the
case to the exclusion of practically
everything else. The official order to
Sheriff Barnes ls as follows:

Whereas, William Wiley Pancoast, Informedagainst as Myron. R. Kent, was, on the 6th
day of August, 1896, convicted cf the crime
of murder in the first degree, committed on
the 15th day of March, 1894. near the city ofMandan, in the county of Morton, state of
North Dakota, and was therefore sentenced by
Hon. William B. MeConnell, in the district
court of Cas-s, in tlie Third judicial district,
to suffer the extreme penalty of death by
hanging and the date of the execution of
-aid sentence being finally fixed for the 12th
day of November, 1896, which execution
was by m-e, on the 11th day of November
lE.G, _tay_d by granting to tho said William

Wiley Pancoast, a reprieve until the 19th
day of November, 1896; and,

Whereas, There has -personally appeared
before me Hon. William B. MeConnell, Judge
of the Third Judicial district, before whom the
said William Wiley Pancoaet was tried, and
by whom the said Pancoast was sentenced,
and asked for a commutation of the sentence
of death by hanging, to imprisonment ln the
North Dakota penitentiary for the period of
his natural life, and,

Whereas, It ls stated by Hon. William B.
MeConnell that his reasons for asking for the
commutation of the sentence pronounced upon
the said Pancoast, ln brief, are as follows:
That Exhibit C, known as the "Black Book,"
could be so minutely and accurately prepared
before the homicide seems incredible; that the
absence from trial of persons who had been
instrumental in obtaining the confession from
Swidensky, and they not being called to testi-
fy, has been by him construed as favorable
to the said William Wiley Pancoast; that the
motive for homicide was not clear; that the
publicity given the case by reason of the
first trial operated against the defendant,
and that certain things occurring during the
trial were prejudicial to the defendant, and.Whereas, as Hon. William B. MeConnell
presided at the trial at which said WilliamWiley Pancoast was convicted and had op-
portunity for knowing, Judging and determin-
ing the statements above set forth, now,

Therefore, I,Roger Allin, governor of the
state of North Dakota, by virtue of the au-thority and power in me vested, by the con-
stitution and laws of the state of NorthDakota, do, by these presents, commute the
sentence of death by hanging pronounced upon
the said William Wiley Pancoast, and of
which he stands reprieved until the 19th day
of November, 1896, to Imprisonment in the
North Dakota penitentiary for the term ofhis natural life at hard labor, for the reasons
above set forth and do direct you, O. O.Barnes, sheriff of the county of Cass, state
of North Dakota, charged with the executionof the sentence of the court, to deliver thesaid William Wiley Pancoast to the authori-ties of the North Dakota penitentiary to beby them held and restrained of his liberty

Iduring the period of his natural life andagreeable to the provisions of law in suchcases, made and provided, and such Im-prisonment shall be in lieu of any sentence
heretofore pronounced upon the said WilliamWiley Pancoast, and further, upon the pres-
entation of this order, which Ihave exe-
cuted in duplicate, the authorities of the
North Dakota penitentiary will receive the
said William Wiley Pancoast agreeable tothe terms of this order.

KENT THANKS GOD
That He Has a Chance to Prove His

Innocence.
Special to the Globe.FARGO, N. D., Nov. 17.-Th_ newsof the commutation of his sentencewas delivered to Kent by Judge Bar-nett one of his attorneys. Kent shook
the Judge and the newspaper reporters
present heartily by the hand, and said-Please convey my heartfelt gratitude
to Gov. Allin, say 'God bless him.'

Hewas next asked If he had anything

to say for publication. Kent replied:
"Yes, Iwant you to express the grat-

itude Ifeel to all the kind friends in.North Dakota, who have done so muchfor me in my trouble. Ithas given me
another opportunity to vindicate my-
self in the eyes of all, and Iknow thatjustice and truth must prevail. I
want to thank that grand man, Judge
MeConnell, who, in the pureness of hisheart, and with a feeling such as im-bued the Good Samaritan, has brought
his errand of mercy to a successful ter-mination, and has saved the fair name
of our state from the stigma of hav-ing committed a judicial murder. And
M. A. Hildreth, that friend of friends;
he has his faults, but he has been true
to me through my two years of terribletrouble, and the feelingIhave for him
cannot be expressed ln words.

"The news of Judge McConnell's in-
tercession in my behalf was entirely
unexpected, and it almost seemed as

and, now that opportunity is offered,
Iknow that all will come right ln the
end. Were it not that Ifelt that ln

of physical fear. Through It all I

As soon as the jury was selected
County Attorney E_L C. Gottry opened
the case for the state and, on conclud-
ing, Brakeman Caldwell was placed on
the stand. He told about the hold-up
of the freight train between Hugo and
Wyoming and of the struggle he had
with the three men on the top of tlie
car. His evidence was practically the
same as that given in the Johnson
case and was not shaken by cross ex-
amination. The Interest in the trial of
Kelly is much greater than that of
Johnson last week. J. C. Nethaway,
who has been appointed by the state
to defend the accused, Is making a
strong fight in his behalf.

The advertisement gave its
readers to understand that tife Wash-
ington Farming Land company, of Se-
attle had strings on a large tract of
valuable land, and that If a person
desired to take up a homestead the
land company would "locate" him for

SOVEREIGN STAYS IN.

Re-elected Master Workman by the
Knights of Labor.

ROCHESTER, N. V.. Nov. 17.—At today's
session of the general assembly of the Knights
of Labor, the principal business was the re-
port of the committee on appeals and griev-
ances on the case of the Washington Times
and Its editor, C. G. Conn, ex-congressman
from the Thirteenth Indiana district. He was
expelled from the order and placed on the
unfair list.

The principal business this afternoon was
the election of officers. James R. Sovereign,
present general master workman, was re-
elected without opposition. For the office of
general worthy foreman there were but two
candidates, Philip L. Amon, master work-
man of district 197, Jersey City, and Thomas

ter being elected. General Secretary-Treasurer

: ed without opposition. For the general ex-
ecutive board, consisting of three members,
there were eight nominations. Henry B. Mar-
tin, of Minneapolis, at present member of the
board, Andrew Best, of Brooklyn, and Daniel
Brown, of Butte City, Mont., were elected.

It was voted by the general asst-mbly to
Irefuse to recognize or sustain organizations
Iof any men who have taken the places of
| men on strikes. This action was taken be-
! cause in the past some of the organizations

have been careless as to who were admitted
to membership.

Daniel Brown, of Montana, member of the
new executive board and presidential elector
from Montana on the Bryan-Watson ticket,
tonight, in speaking of the re-election of Gen-
eral Master Workman Sovereign, said: "I
think by the re-election of Sovereign at the
present time, the Knights of Labor will gain
membership in the West, South and East
fully60 per cent, in the coming year, due to
the active part Mr. Sovereign has taken in
the past campaign on the side of free silver,
and he is certainly one of the ablest labor
leaders we have in the United States."

Mr. Brown also stated that there had been
some talk in an informal way of Introducing
a proposition to the convention, having as its
object the making of Chicago a clearing house
for the West and South instead of having the
business done in New York, as that would
give Wall street to understand that the peo-
ple of the West were determined to do all
that they possibly can to protect tieir own
interests. He also stated that negotiations
had been started between Southern and
Northwestern interests for the purpose of
constructing a railroad line from Montana to
New Orleans throughout the agricultural belt
with the view of diverting the large ship-
ments of wheat and other products from
their present channel to New Orleans.

Some Tilts Between the Court and
the Defendant's Attorney—State

About Ready to Rest.

Two episodes, trivial in themselves,
relieved the monotony of the proceed-
ings ln the Hull case, on trial before
Judge Egan, yesterday. Both were
brought about by Attorney Pierce for
the defense. The first occurred ln the
forenoon, when the attorney, incensed
at the rulings of the court, threatened
to withdraw from the case, and the

latter, during the afternoon, when
Blanche, the little daughter of the ac-
cused, was in the witness box, and was
harried into tears by Mr. Pierce. His
cross-examination of the child called
forth a rebuke from the court, but the
attorney declared nothing was further
from his intention, and allowed the wit-
ness to go without further question-
ing.

As on the previous day, the court
was crowded. There was the throng of
morbidly curious women in the gal-
lery, who roused to excited interest
every time the name of Bertha Matth-
ews was mentioned. On the main floor,
and inside the railing, there were at-
torneys, Witnesses and curious specta-
tors, who hung 9ver the words of the
witness, and gloated with apparent de-
light at the slightest promise of sala-
cious testimony. But in this respect,
at least, the crowd was disappointed
yesterday. Judge-elect O. B. Lewis was
present not only to get points, but as
a friend of Mrs. Hull. Attorney A. S.
Anderson and his assistant, Fred Zoll-
man, also were in attendance, while
there were a score of the best known
lawyers in the city present and watch-
ing the outcome with more or less in-
terest during the day.

Mrs. Hull, accompanied by friends
and witnesses from the West side,
came early. Her little daughter,
Blanche, was also present during the
entire day. At times the child glanced
furtively at her father and seemed ex-
cited with suppressed emotion. While
on the witness stand she was cool and
gave her testimony in the most direct
and convincing manner. While on the
stand she never glanced at her father,
who sat with bowed head, and ap-
peared more dejected than at any time
during the day. Both the accused and
the witness seemed to feel keenly their
changed relations. Mr. Hull watched
closely the testimony and made fre-
quent suggestions to his counsel.

Mrs. Hull was on the stand being
cross-examined by Mr. Pierce when
court opened. The attorney, referring
to the time mentioned by the witness,
when as she testified, pains seized
her soon after taking the medicine
from her husband, asked: "Did you
think at that time that your husbandwas trying to poison you%"

"
'BJeck,"

said Mr. Butler, and the court sus-
tained him, remarking that the ques-
tion was hardly proper. Mr. Pierce In-
sisted, saying that the question was of
greatest importance to the defense.
Then he said impressively: "Icannot
sacrifice the interests of my client to
allowing this question to go unan-
swered. Iam willing to withdraw
from the case. Mr. Pierce then sug-
gested an adjournment for a short
time, but this the court would not
agree to. An argument followed be-
tween the court and the attorney in
which the court referred to the doubt-
ful bravery of a soldier who would
run away in the middle of a fight. "It
is not my disposition to run away from
a fight," said the court. "It is some-
times to the credit of the soldier toretire," said Mr. Pierce.

Finally the court allowed the ques-
tion and the witness replied that when
she felt the pains and remembered
the peculiar taste of the medicine she
thought her husband was trying to
poison her.
"Itried to put the thought away from

me?" said Mrs. Hull, "as the suspicion
was too horrible? Itook everthing he
brought to me, but Ididn't mention to
Dr. Hawkins my suspicion. Itried to
make myself believe that Iwas mis-
taken, and took everything he brought
to me."

Referring to the trunk episode, Mrs.
Hull said: "Ithought it was peculiar
that he should go to the trunk while
he was preparing me that lemonade,
and asked him why he did so.

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he did and that Ihad seen him. He
then took the lemonade into the kitchen
and threw itout. Isaw him rinse, theglass afterward. He said he would

When the afternoon session opened
Mrs. Hull resumed 'the witness stand.
Mr. Pierce sought to learn from the
witness where Bertha Mathews ls at
present. By various questions he learn-
ed that the girl was last at the Hull
heme ln September last. Mr. Butler
for the state offered objections to the
method of cross examination and was
sustained by the court. "We don't cart
anything about Bertha now," saidJudge Egan, but Mr. Pierce insisted
that he proposed to prove that Bertha
