DAD WASHOUTS IN THE FAR WEST

Are Making Trouble for the Trans-
continental Lines in the Moun-
tain Reglons.

The first circulars from the new
Western Freight assoclation were re-
ceived In St. Paul yesterday, the cir-
culars containing the result of the ini-
tial day’s work of the new board of ad-
ministration. As usual, the circulars
bear the signature of Chairman J. W.
Midgley. The board opened its exis-
tence with a full membership present,
viz.: J. W. Midgley, C. A. Parker, H.
H. Courtright, ¢. L. Wellington, and
H. L. Shute. Mr. Parker was elected
vice president, to act as chairman in
the absence of Mr. Midgley. R. F. Wil-
son was selected secretary of the board.
The first day’s business was not of an
extensive nature. Practically the only
thing of importance transacted was
the appointment of a new rate commit-
tee, from among the traffic and general
freight officials of lines which have
become members of the new associ-
ation. The new committee will have a
big job before it as soon as the work
of rechecking is commenced. The new
ccmmittee is composed of the follow-
ing members:

COMMERCE CASES,

Important Aetions Pending Before
the Interstate Commisssion.

WASHINGTON, Nov.17.—There are a
number of important cases pending be-
fore the interstate commerce commjs-
sion, some of which may be decided
soon, while others are yet being inves-
tigated by the commission. The Ar-
kansas and Kansas grain rate cases,
which grew out of a complaint of minor
importance, have developed until many
questions and various lines in the
West are now involved. The Kansas
board of railroad commissioners are
among the complainants and the sub-
ject of rates from Missouri river points
and milling in transit are affected. The
export rate cases are still being in-
vestigated by the commission. Dif-
ferent roads are complained against, it
being asserted that they have issued
from time to time tariffs on exports
to Liverpool and other points abroad
in which the trans-Atlantic share of
the rates was less than the rates to
the seashore.

One of the most important cases be-
fore the commission is the complaint
made by the New York produce ex-

New York, and in favor of Boston.
Philadelphia, Baltimore and Newport
A similar question was decided
a quarter of a century ago by a com-
mission
Judge Cooley, Senator Thurman and
Elihu B. Washburne. In the South-

west there are several complications
| and one class which is considered im-
portant is that of the Texas common
point rate from various points on the
i Missouri and Mississippi rivers. It
involves rates on carvload and less than
carload lots to distributing points in
Texas. Nearly all these distributing
centers in Texas get the same rates
from all points. Galveston and other
seaboard points generally are not in-
cluded. The complaint is made by the
business men’s league of St. Louis,
which wants a rate on less than car-
load lots on central points outside of
the distributing centers the same as
on carload lots. It is claimed by them
that by reason of the carload lot rate
being less than rates on broken ecar-
load lots the distributing points are
able to compete with St. Louis and
other larze wholesale centers. The
Dallas people, in the same cases, com-
plain against this Texas common point
rate and want a lower rate where the
haul is much longer.

Another case comes from Texas,
which has behind it the entire cattle
shipping interest, is the terminal
charge on cars of livestock shipped
into Chicago. Formerly the roads en-
tering Chicago charged a rate to that
city which included delivery of the
car at the stock vards. In 1894, the
roads established a terminal charge of
$2 per car on livestock, in addition to
the rate to Chicago. It is of this addi-
tional charge that the cattlemen now
complain. The importance of the case
is increased by reason of the fact that
in a decision about two years ago,
Judge Grosscup, of Chicago, held that
charges in a case of this nature were
illegal. Since then, however, the court
of appeals has reversed that decision.
But the complaint of the cattle men
is predicated upon grounds differing in
some respects from those in the case
decided by Judge Grosscup.

From the Southern Atlantic seaboard
comes a case before the commission
upon complaint of "the Savannah
Freight association, in which it is
charged that. the fertilizer rates from
Charleston to points in Georgia, Ala-
bama and Florida, discriminate against
Savannah. It is asserted that the roads
make the same rate from Charleston
as from Savannah over a longer haul,
and where the haul is made over sever-
al different lines, while the haul from
Savannah is made over only one or two
roads.

RECEIVERS DISCHARGED,

But Only So Far the N. P. Is Directly
Concerned.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, Nov., 17.—The
receivership proceedings of the North-
ern Pacific railroad company, so far as
the railroad itself is concerned, came
to an end in the United States court
this morning, Judge Jenkins discharg-
ing Frank G. Bigelow and Edwin H.
McHenry as receivers in the consoli-
dated action and they and their sureties
are released from all labilities on
their bonds. The order of the court,
however, does not terminate the re-
ceivership against the company or the
offices of Mr, Bigelow and Mr. Mec-

enry, as receivérs, there being noth-
ing in the order that in any way
affects the receivership, and the ap-
pointments of the receivers under the
supplemental bills of complaint filed
last May. The discharge of the bond,
however, leaves the receivers without

The order discharging the receiver-
ship so far as the railroad property
is concerned, however, does not remove
the property from the jurisdiction of
the court. The foreclosure decree, un-
der which the Northern Pacific railway
company, the new corporation and pres-
ent owner, purchased, imposes upon it
the obligation to pay all indebtedness,
incurred or contracted by the receivers
and makes such liabilities a lien upon
all the property that passed under the
decree. The court, by virtue of the de-
cree, reserves the right to at any time
retake and resell the property for the
purpose of satisfying any indebtedness
or liability of the receivership.

In the order discharging Receivers
Bigelow and McHenry, there is no men-
tion of compensation. Receivers Payne,
Oakes and Rouse, pending an order of
the court drew salaries at the rate of
$18,000 per annum each, and in addition
to this amount, each received $36,250.

BOUGHT BY BONDHOLDERS,

Chicago & Northern Pacific Sold
Under the Hammer.

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.—The Chicago &
Northern Pacific railroad, with all its
properties, was sold at neon today at
the east door of the court house for
$8,000,000. W. Allen Butler, Jr., pur-
chased the road, at master in chan-
cery’s sale, for himself and J. Edward
Simons, Henry Budge, Robert C. Mar-
tin, Simon Sterne, William Mertens
and A. 8. Heidelbach. The sale was in
charge of Henry W. Bishop, master in
chancery, appointed by Judge Jenkins,
of the United States circuit court, at
Milwaukee. Its effect is to place the
insolvent road and all its resources in
the possession of the bondholders’ com-
mittee. There was no contest, Mr. But-
ler’s single bid of $8,000,000 being the
only response that greeted the master
as he completed reading his order of
sale. There was no opposition tq the
plan and no rivalry in the bidding, and
it is ynderstood that the confilcting
interests of the Wisconsin Central and
the Northern Pacific companies ve
been harmonized.

The sale today was over-due. There
was a bonded debt of $29,000,000, $650,-
009 due Chicago for the ground on
which the station stands and $394,000
owing to Edwin H. Abbott and John
A. Stuart, trustees of the Wisconsin
Central company. The juagments pre-
sented by the deputy sheriff at the sale
today were land damage verdicts se-
cured in the superior court in favor of .1,
J. Plerson, June 20,1896. The company
had issued bonds to the amount of
$28,000,000. Of this amount, the re-or-
ganization committee holds all but
$194,000 of the issue. Attending the
sale were Messrs. Sterne, Budge, Mar-
tin and Butler, of the re-organization
committee, attorneys representing the
Trust company, and the receiver, Law-
rence Hopkins.

The complications of the Chicago &
Northern Pacific, with the Northern
Pacific and the Wisconsin Central have
formed the most puzzling variety of
legal confusion. No such tangle was
ever dreamed of before, even by the
wildest of visionary rallroad men. It
is the perfection of corporate criss-
cross. In its fundamentals there are
but a few things which are safe and
sure. But beyond them there is 2
labyrinth of leases, re-leases, sub-
leases, contracts and guaranties that
few men can follow without inviting
nervous prostration. The purchasers
would give no intimation in which
manner they intend to manage the
property.

READING REORGANIZED,

Terms of the Plan Formally Put
Into Effect,

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 17. — The
Philadelphia & Reading railroad com-
pany reorganized today by the elec-
tion of a president, a secretary and
six directors. By the terms of an act
of May, 1887, known as the ‘‘railroad
law,” the change of the name of the
railroad, which was sold under fore-
ciosure proceedings, in this city, on
Sept. 23, was made imperative. Un-
der the plan of reorganization, there
will be three companies, the Philadel-
phia & Reading Railway company, the
Philadelphia & Reading Coal and Iron
company, and the Reading company.
The latter is known as the Nadllonal
company, but an application has been
made in court to have this title
changed. This latter company, which
was the parent organization of the
Philadelphia & Reading Railway com-
pany, will have supervision and con-
trol of the other companies. The meet-
ing today, held in accordance with a
notice signed by C. H. Coster and Fran-
cis Lynde Stetson, of New York, the
accredited purchasers of the property
o the Philadelphia & Reading com-
pany, and the Philadelphia & Read-
ing Coal and Iron company, at the
recent sale. These officers were elect-
ed: President, Joseph Harris; secre-
tary, Willlam R. Taylor; directors,
George F. Baer, of Reading, Charles
H. Coster and Francis Lynde Stetson,
of New York; George C. Thomas, Thom-
as McKean and John Lowber, of Phil-
adelphia. The capital stock of the
company was fixed at $20,000,000, to be
issued in 400,000 shares of $50 each.

It was ordered that a certificate of
organization be prepared and executed
under the seal of the company by Pres-
ident Harrls and Secretary Taylor, and
filed in the office of the secretary of
state at Harrisburg. The deed of con-
veyance requires the directors of the
company to hand over to the purchas-
ers, the entire capital stock, with the
exception of seven shares, one share
each to be retained by the president
and board of directors; also a bond of
the company for $20,000,000, dated Nov.
18, 1895, payable on Jan. 1, 1897, with
interest from date at the rate of 6 per
cent, payable semi-annually on the
first davs of January and July, each
vear. The deed was accepted. The
officers elected will serve until the
first Monday in May, 1897.

NEW MILEAGE TICKET,

Western Roads Are Considering an
Improved Form,

CHICAGO, Nov. 17.—The roads of the
Western Passenger association are now
considering g new form of a mileage
ticket, which will, they think, meet all
the requirements of the case. It Is
proposed to charge all purchasers of
tickets 3 cents per mile at the time of
the purchase of the ticket, and when
the ticket is used up, the holder is to
be granted a rebate of 1 cent per mile
if his use of the ticket has been satis-
factory to the roads. When the ticket
is first presented for transportation, the
conductor punches in the portion of the
ticket he tears off, a description of the
holder, and requires him to ocertify that
the description is fairly accurate. This
description and the gignature of t
holder are turned in to the Westerm
Passenger assoclation, and when the
demand for the rebate is made, it will
be refused unless the descriptions cor-
respond in all essentials. -

WATER VERY HIGH

ROUGH ON SCALPERS,

Cannot Handle the 2,000-Mile

Books to Advantage.

The ticket scalpers have had a long
time to test the scheme of Chairman
Caldwell, of the Western Passenger
aesociation, which he concocted to pre-
vent the manipulation of the covers of
2,000-mile books, and have concluded
that the scheme is an admirable one,
that is, for the railroad companies.
It is a scheme which cannot be beaten,
and they have about given up trying it.

Nowadays, the cover of a 2,000-mile
bcok is turned in to the chairman
of the association, who gives the holder
a rebate of $10 thereon, upon the lat-
ter golng through a rigid examination
to prove his identity and rightful own-
ership of the cover. The original price
of the book is $50, but the rebate of
$10 makes the price $40, or 2 cents a
mile. The scalpers have been unable
to break the combination. All efforts
to get around the stringent red tape
regulations provided to prevent fraud,
have been_  foiled so completely that
scalpers have given up the deal, and
admit themselves beaten for once.
There is no profit in the sale and
traffic of sealped 1,000-mile books un-
der the identification system, so the
traffic in both the 2,000 and the 1,000-
mile books'is about stopped.

STEEL RAILS FOR JAPAN.,

Pittsburg Firm Closes a Contraect
‘2 for 6,500 Tons.

District Freight Agent John H. Mc-
Adoo, of the Great Northern, with
headquarters at Pittsburg, recently
closed a c¢ontract with the Carnegie
Steel company to ship from Pittsburg
to the Japanese government, at Yoko-
hama, 6,500 tons of steel rails, the ship-
ment going via Cleveland, the North-
ern Steamship company, and from Du-
luth via the great Northern, thence
from Seattle via the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha steamship company to Japan.
The rails are sald to have been sold
by a combination to the Japs for $22
a ton, whereas the prices to American
purchasers is about $26 in Eastern, and
$29 from Western mills. The tariff law
is said to be responsible for the high
prices to home consumers, and the
low price to foreign buyvers.

. Back to Its Own Depot.

OSKALOOSA, Kan., Nov. 17.—In the Santa
Fe receivership case, opened in Judge Meyer's
court this afternoon, Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Goddard, for the railroad company,
raised tke point that the district court has
no right to convene at this time, the term
having closed. The question at once caused
a warm discussion by the lawyers on both
sides of the controversy. The fight on this
point will likely be long drawn out.

“BLOOMER” BIBLE CONDEMNED,

Leaders of the Temperance Move-
ment Refuse to Accept Respon-
sibility for the Worlk.

ST. LOUIS, Nov. 17.—This, the next
to the last day’s session of the 23d an-
nual convention of the National W. C.
T. U., was the most important of any
yet held, as officers for the ensuing
year were elected. The usual early
morning prayer meeting at Schuyler
Memorial house was followed by the
convention in Music hall, which was
promptly cailed to order at 9 o’clock by
President Willard. The minutes of yes-
terday’s meeting were read and ap-
prcved, and the report of the execu-
tive committee which followed was
adopted with slight changes. As adopt-
ed, it provided that the field fund be
placed in the hands of the superintend-
ent of organization to be used for field
work and organization under the di-
rection of the superintendent of organ-
ization and general officers; that state
presidents and national superintendents
shall not be listed as national organ-
izers; that the maitter of an appropria-
tion for the national organ be referred
to the superintendents of organization
in connection with the general officers,
and recommends that the Loyal Tem-
perance legion be made a branch de-
partment on the payment of the usual
dues with the superintendent and gen-
eral secretary. The following resolution
was adopted without much debate:

Resolved, That while we recognize the right
of women to make commentaries on the
Bible, as men have done from the beginning
until now, we regret that the name ‘“Wom-
an’s Bible” has been given to any volume,
and we further deplore the misapprehension
of the press, secular and religious in styling
this commentary on those parts of the Bible
only relating to women, as a new version of
the Scriptures.

We further disclaim any conception what-
ever of our soclety, or of our national presi-
dent with this work.

A number of letters and messages of
greeting were read, one being from
Clara Barton of the Red Cross society.

The final report of the credentials
committee showed that forty-five
states were represented in the conven-
tion with 395 delegates and officers,
consgisting of all of the general -officers,
many of the department superintend-
ents, vice presidents, state organizers,
national organizers. and evangelists
and’ editors of state papers, etc.

A delegate here arose and announced
that it was reported that the house in
Washington in which Abraham Lincoln
died was to be turned into a saloon.
This caused a flutter of excitement
and a protest from many present. As
a result a resolution was adopted de-
nouncing this and memorializing con-
gress to take the necessary action to
prevent it. %

The next order of business was the
election of general officers for the en-
suing {ear, Mrs, Stevens, vice presi-
dent at large, taking thé charge.

While the ballots were being dis-
tributed and collected, Rev. Wilbur
Crafts, of Washington, made a short
characteristic address to the “ladies.
There being no opposition, all the offi-
cers were re-elected as follows, with
headquarters in Chicago:

President, Frances E. Willard; vice
president at large, Mrs. Lillian M. N.
Stevens, Maine; corresponding secre-
tary, Mrs. Katharine Lente Stevenson,
Massachusetts; recording secretary,
Mrs. Clara C. Hoffman, Missouri;
tre'a,surer, Mrs. Helen M. Barker, Illi-
nois.

Miss Williard reappolnted Mrs. Lil-
lian M. Stevens, of Maine, vice presi-
dent at large and the appointment was
ratified by the convention, as was that
of Mrs. Frances E. Beauchamp, of
Kentucky, as assistant recording secre-
tary. All the officers received an ova-
tion when the result of the balloting
was made known, and Miss Willard
was the recipient of several immense
bouquets. On behalf of the superin- |
tendent of the World’s Flower mission, l
of Australia, Miss Agnes Slack, of |
England, presented Miss Willard with
& beautiful floral picture.

It was announced that Georgia had
won, for having the largest delegation
present, the prize of a visit by Miss
Willard to its annual state conven-
tion. The evangelistic hour, which
closed the forenoon session, was led by
Miss Slack.

At the afternoon session, the reports
of affiliated interests, which were laid
over from yesterday, were made. They

INTEREST IN JUDAISM.

Problem of Arousing It Discussed
by Jewish Women.

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—Promptly at
the appointed hour, the third session
of the first annual convention of the
‘Natilonal Council of Jewish Women
cpened today with Mrs. Hanna G. Solo-
mon in the chair. The session was
given over to three of the more im-
portant standing committees, reports
from which were read by their chair-
men. First was the report of Miss
Julia Felsenthal, of @hicago, chairman
of the committee on religion. One
purpose of the council, the report said,
“was to arouse the interest of Ameri-
can Jewesses in Judaism, its literature,
Lkistory and the Bible. ‘“We have lost,”
it continued, ‘‘the reverential spirit
that pervades the every action of our
ancestors. That spirit cannot be re-
stored, but it may be substituted by a
nobler pride. We belleve especially that
the central plan of our work must be
to strengthen the pivotal point of our

ous actlvity, to help to energize
the waning Interest in divine worship.
We are endeavoring to change a dor-
mant spirit of apathy into a desire for
knowledge.”

The national committee on religion
in school work, Miss Julia Richman,
of New York, chal was the second
to submit its repo “I claim for our
committee,” said Miss Richman, ‘“not
only the key to the permanent useful-
ness of the National Council of Jewish
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of all true, earnest spiritual Judaism.”
Chief among the defects of the present
Sunday school system, according to
Miss Richman, are the improperly
trained teachers, a complicated plan ot
work, lack of cooperation between par-
ents and the school, and absence of
spiritual alms at home. She recom-
mended, among other things, the for-
mation of infant and post-confirma-
tion classes, the establishment of nor-
mal classes for the training of teachers,
and in the introduction of a more
spiritual tone in the Sabbath schools.

MISSION ALLOTMENTS,

Various Sums Appropriated by the
« Methodist Board.

DETROIT, Mich.,, Nov. 17.—The total
appropriations for Indian missions-in
the United States were fixed today by
the general missionary committee of
the Methodist Episcopal church at $8,-
937. The committee then proceeded
with the allotment of sums for mission
work in various conferences of the
United States. The results were as fol-

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GERMAN CODE OF HONOR.

Dueling No Longer in Favor in the
Empire.

BERLIN, Nov. 17.—The chancellor
Prince Hohenlohe, replying to the in-

people’s party, on the Brusewitz inci-
dent of October 13, last, when a lieu-
tenant ran a sword through a work-
man named Siebemann, who had acci-
dentally pushed against the officer's
chair while entering a cafe, stated that
the military department was preparing
new regulations with the object of lim-
iting dueling as much as possible. A
commission of officers, he added, would
meet within a few days for the pur-
pese of considering and reporting on
the regulations proposed.

Continuing, the chancellor sald that
the chief change in the regulations, as
proposed, was that if an officer in-
sulted another, the matter should be
left to the decision of a court of honor,
but the judgment of the court should
never be worded in such a way as to
make a duel a necessity, or even to im-
ply the recognition of such means of
settling a dispute.

The government, Prince Hohenlohe
added, was also considering an amend-
ment to the civil law, and in the prep-
aration of the measure, had met with
ccnsiderable difficulties. But it was
hoped that these would be overcome
with the help of parliament.

The prerogative of mercy, the chan-
cellor further stated, appertains to the
crown, and, therefore, is not subject to
the judgment of the reichstag.

Gen. Von Gossler, the minister of
war, then addressed the house, dealing
directly with the Brusewitz a.f_fa.ir.
Lieut. Brusewitz, it was alleged, killed
the civilian because he believed that
the honor of his uniform had been tar-
nished by the accidental pushing
against his chair by the unfortunate
workman. The officer was court-mar-
tialed and sentenced to four years' im-
prisonment and dismissal from the
army.

Ge}n Gossler, amid constant interrup-

‘tions, then went on to announce that

the judgment of the court martial had
been pronounced, but had not yet been
sanctioned. Therefore, he explained, it
had no force in law. Continuing, the
minister for war said that the docu-
ments bearing on the affair were to re
submitted by imperial command to
the minister of war, and so soon as this
was done, the sentence would be pub-
lished, together with the reasons which
prompted it. Gen. Gossler then alluded
to Herr Munckle’'s “firebrand speech,”
which caused a great uproar in the
house. The minister then cited cases
of officers who had been grossly in-
sulted by unknown persons, and he de-
clared that officers who had not a prop-
er feeling of military honor and a be-
coming sense of the dignity of their
person deserve to be gotten rid of,
“for on those sentiments depends the
martial efficiency of the army.” The
general further said: ‘The honor at-
taching to wearing the king’s uniform
and respect for the colors are mili-
tary sentiments that we shall never
abandon. The right of self-defense
must never be taken from officers.”
(Loud applause.)

When the tumult subsided, the min-
ister of war remarked: “I regret
the attack made upon officers and 1
hope the house will judge the circum-
stances without bias.”

A lively debate followed the remarke
of the minister for war and the presi-
dent of the house, Baron von Buol-
Berenberger, declared that the expres-
gion, ‘“class baiting,” with which Gen.
von Gossler had characterized Herr
Munckel's speech, was regrettable, add-
ing, that if it had been used by a
simple . deputy, the latter would hawve
been called to order. Herr Bebel, the
Soclalist leader, then criticised Gen.
von Gossler’s remarks in referring to
the death of Siebman, describing them
as not gentlemanliike, and blaming him
for using English words. Herr Bebel
