THAT THE STATE COURTS HAVE
JURISDICTION OVER COMMON

CARRIERS.

SMITH RETURNS TO ILLINOIS.

Hlm Application for a Writ of Ha-
beas Corpus Was Denied Yes-

terday I>> Judge Colling.

Judge Collins has sustained the or-
der of Judge Egan in the mandamus
proceedings in the case of the State
ex re]., The Railroad and Warehouse
Commission, respondents, against the
Adams Express Company, appellant,

and remanded the case to the lower
court.

This is a very important decision,
as bringing the express companies

within the meaning of common carriers
and making them subject to the re-
quirements of the provisions of the act
of the legislature approved April,1895,
entitled an act requiring express com-
panies to file with the railroad and
warehouse commission copies of their
schedules of classifications of rates,

| fares and charges.
May 3, '95, and again July 27, '95, the

commission demanded of the Adams
Express company that it make such
filings in conformity with the law, and
the company refused.

A writ of mandamus was then is-
sued against the company, commanding

it to file a copy of its schedule, show-
ing rates in force and charges by it
between points in Minnesota on and
over the line of the St. Paul & Duluth
road, or to show cause why it should
not do so.

The alternative writ was signed by
Judge Otis, and the matter came on
for hearing before Judge Egan at a
special term of the district court, Dec.
21, '95, upon defendant's motion to
quash the writ.

The motion the court denied. In a
memorandum attached to his decision,
Judge Egan stated that the general
laws of 1895/ chap. 152, defined what
constituted a common carrier, and em-
powered, the commission to assume the
same powers with reference to ex-
press companies that it now exercises
in the case of common carriers. As
suming to act in pursuance of such
authority, the commission sued out an
alternative writ of mandamus against
the respondent which was ordered serv-
ed on J. W. Owens, the general agent of
the respondent company, then conduct-
ing its business in this state. The re-
spondent appeared and filed affidavits
showing that the respondent is a joint
stcck association, that its members are
non-residents, and therefore without
the jurisdiction of the state law.

The question presented, according to
Judge Egan, was one of great public
importance, in view of the fact that
the greater part of the express busi-
ness of the country, especially of this
state, is carried on by such associations.
Ifthe contention of the respondent wa3
sound, it would follow that the act of
1595 would prove ineffective in every
attempt at the regulation of such bus-iness, when carried on in this state by
non-residents.

In the opinion of the lower court,
the service was sufficient to give the
court jurisdiction, an express author-
ity for such being found in the general
laws of 1891, chap. 106, and in this con-
tention he is sustained by the supreme
court. The defendant appealed from
the order of the district court, March14, '96. The title and syllabus of Judge
Collins' is as follows:

1. That part of G. S. 1894, Sec. 399 which
provides that the courts msy direct the man-ner in which notice may be given to the

j common carrier proceeded against is not vio-
!lation of the constitutional provision which

forbids the delegation oflegislative powers to
the judiciary. Nor have legislative powersbeen delegated in Sec. 5979 which provides
that the court or judge allowing a writ of
mandamus shall direct the manner of serving
the same.

2. The provision in Sec. 399 which au-
thorizes the court to direct service to be madeupon the agents or servants of the carrier is
not open to the objection that by such serv-
ice an attempt is made to obtain jurisdic-
tion over the carrier without due process
of law.

3. At common law the courts have al-ways possessed the right and authority to
idirect the manner of service of writs of man-

damus and with respect to service upon pri-
vate corporations the rule has been that serv-
ice should be made on the head officer or

motion the machinery necessary to secure
performance of the duty.

4. No reason exists why the rule above
stated should not be applicable when service
ia to be made upon a Joint stock association.

5. In the case at bar an alternative writ
of mandamus was issued on the relation of
the state railroad and warehouse commission
to compel the Adams Express company, a
nonresident joint stock association engaged
In business In this state as a common carrier,
to print and keep for public inspection sched-
ules showing the classification, rates, fares
and charges for the transportation of prop-
erty of all kinds and classes in force andcharged by It In the state, and to file a copy
of such schedule with the commission. Whenallowing the writ the court directed thatservice be made upon one J. W. Owens gen-
eral agent of the company. Service was ac-tually made upon Owen, but on the returnday it was shown that he was not a general
agent but simply the local agent at St. Paul.
No claim was made that the company had ageneral manager or general agent in this
state or any officer or agent superior to Owen
and it clearly appeared that all of the officers
named in the articles of association and all
of the shareholders were non-residents of
the state and not within Its borders. Held,that the service was sufficient to confer jur-
isdiction upon the court issuing the writ toproceed with the hearing. Order affirmedand case remanded.

State ex rel., Frank Thompson, etc. et alrelators, vs. the probate court of Rock county'
respondent.

First—Where upon the petition of non-resi-
dents they have been appointed executors of
administrators by a probate court of thisstate, such court has the power to order thatthey submit to the service of a summons in acivil action brought In this state for the Dur-pose of determining the liability of the estatethey represent on a claim or demand not prov-
able in the probate court in the due course
of administration. Whether the remedy Incase of a refusal to obey the order is by pro-
ceedings as for contempt or by removal fromoffice is not decided.

Second— T in his lifetime subscribed for
stock shares in a Corporation organized forpecuniary profit under the provisions of O
5. 189-1, eh. 34, title 2, paying, it is alleged'
only BO per cent of par value thoreon, the
balance of such value being presently due
and payable. He died without making such
payment and subsequently the corporation be-
came insolvent, and passed into the hands ofa receiver about the expiration of the period
fixed by the court, for the presentation ofclaims against the estate of the deceased
shareholder.

Held, that the claim was one to be presented
to the probate court for allowance under theprovisions of Q. S. supra, sec. 4511.

COLLINS, J.

State of Minnesota, ex rel., Theodore
Streissguth, respondent, vs. John Geib, Thom-
as McMahon, et al.. County Commissioners
Sibley county, and H. A. Seigneuret, county
auditor, appellants.

First—Electors who have signed a petition
for the removal of a county seat, have the
absolute right to demand of the board of
county commissioners at any time before it
has completed its action on the petition, that
their names be withdrawn therefrom, but
such demand cannot be made of the county
auditor. Itcan only be made at a session of
the board called to consider the petition; fol-
lowing Slingerland vs. Norton, 59 Minn. 351.

Second
—

Where a withdrawal by an elector
of his name from such petition was presented
by his attorneyjn fact to such board, and be-
fore any action thereon was had a recall of
the withdrawal and a revocation of the au-
thority of the attorney was presented to the
board it had no authority to remove such
name from the petition.

Third
—

Where a board of county commis-
sioners illegally strikes from such petition
the names of electors so that the number re-
maining is reduc-ed below the minimum re-
quired for a valid petition mandamus will lie
to compel a restoration of the names to the
petition. Judgment affirmed. START, C. J.

Louis Schilling, appellant, vs. The Winona
& St. Peter Railroad Company, respondent.

First—Held, following Oviatt vs. Dakota
Central Railway Company, 43 Minn., 300, that
when a passenger voluntarily takes passage in
a freight car in a freight train, he assumes
all risks and inconveniences reasonably and
necessarily incident to that method or trans-
portation. In such case the carrier has a
right to discharge the duty imposed by law
upon it as to the safety of the passenger
with reference to the nature and purposes
of the particular car and train so selected,
but it is bound to exercise the highest de-
gree of care for the safety of the passenger
consistent with the practical operation of
such train.

Second— Rule applied, and held that the
verdict in this case for the plaintiff was not
sustained by the evidence and that the judg-
ment of the trial court for the defendant
notwithstanding the verdict is correct. Judg-
ment affirmed. START, C. J.

B. Josephine Frihurk, respondent, vs. the
Standard Oil company, a corporation, appel-
lant.

First—ln an action brought to abate a nuis-
ance caused, as appeared from the evidence,
by the careless manner in which defendant
handled coal oil in the vicinity of plaintiff's
dwelling, and to recover damages, it is held
that the court below erred when it excluded
evidence as to whether plaintiffhad ever com-
plained of the alleged nuisance to defendant's
agent or employes.

Second
—

The fact that a wife is furnishing
the dwelling in which the family recides does
not change the common law rule that the
husband is the head of the family, nor will it
give to the wife the right to recover for dam-
ages resulting from the maintenance of a
nuisance.

Third—Held, further, upon the evidence that
the award of damages was excessive in
amount. Order reversed. COLLINS, J.

Justice Buck dissented.

Kathrine Sehultz, respondent, vs. John S.
Bower, appellant.

First
—

Where a Jury cause is called, jury fee
paid, verdict rendered and a nev/ trial grant-
ed, a further jury fee must be paid when the
case is called for another trial before the
jury can be sworn.

Second— There were three jury trials in this
case, each resulting in a verdict for the
plaintiff. She paid the jury fee on each trial,
held that the fee for each trial was correctly
taxed against the defendant, on the entry of
judgment on the last verdict.

Held, further, that the trial court did not
err in affirming the clerk's taxation of ths
plaintiff's disbursements for witness fees.
Judgment affirmed. START, C. J.

Henry Stein, respondent, vs. Michael Roel-
ler, et al., defendants. Mathew Walsh, as-
signee of M. Roeller, intervenor, appellant.

After a cause has been tried, argued and
submitted, to the court for determination it
has no power upon its own motion and with-
out a hear'ng to open the same, and by mere
verbal notice to the attorney of the party
whose intererts are to be affected, proceed to
take further testimony on the issues involved.

COLLINS, J.

Alfonso Blondel, respondent, vs. St. Paul
City Railway Company, appellant.
1. Evidence considered as to the plaintiff's

alleged contributory negligence *nd held that
it sustains the verdict.

2. The qualification of a witness to testify
as an expert is a question for the trial court
whose decision will not be reversed on ap-
peal unless itis manifestly against the weight
of the evidence. Order affirmed.

—Start, C. J.

Ed West, appellant, vs. Ole Berg, respond-
ent.
1. An affidavit for a writ of attachment in

a justice court, made by a person other than
the plaintiff, Is sufficient to authorize the
issuance of the writ, where it appears from
the files and records in the actfon that it
was made in behalf of the plaintiff, although
it is neither so stated nor recited in the
affidavit. Smith vs. Victor, in 54 Minn., 338
commented upon.

2. Failure to serve on the defendant a
copy of the inventory of the property levied
en by virtue of a writ of attachment does
not affect the validity of the levy.

3. This was an action In a justice court.
The parties appeared on the return day, Sept.
6, and by their agreement the ease was con-
tinued to the 14th day of the same month,
the pleadings to be filed on the adjourned
day. On the 13th the parties appeared in
court and by their agreement the adjourned
day was changed to Sept. 20, at which time
the parties appeared, filed their pleadings
without objections, and went to trial. Held
that_ the justice did not lose jurisdiction of
the action by the adjournment. Order re-
versed and new. trial granted.

Nick Endros and Mathias Endres, respond-
ents, vs. First National Bank of Brecken-
ridge, appellant
1. The state courts have jurisdiction In

actions brought against national banking as-
sociations to recover the penalty prescribed in
sec. 5395. Rev. Stats. U. S.. for knowingly
taking, receiving, reserving or charging a
rate of interest greater than that allowed by
tho laws of the state in which such associa-
tion is located.

2. Held in an action brought to recover
such penalty that a cause of action wasstated in the complaint. Order affirmed.

Mary A. Heaton and Lev! M. Stewart, re-
spondents, vs. Henrietta A. Darling et al.
appellants.
Held, upon tho evidence produced on the

trial of this action, which was brought un-
der tho provisions of G. S. 1894, sec. 6118, todispossess mortgagors of real property as
unlawfully holding over after the expiration
of the redemption period upon a foreclosureby advertisement, that such evidence abso-lutely required findings of fact that the re-
lation of mortgagors and mortgagees still
continued between the parties to the fore-closure proceedings notwithstanding such
foreclosure. And that the trial court erred
when finding to the contrary and ordering

OX TRIALFOR ARSON.

Justus \»rhiui<lt Tell* of Grief* 11-

--dnrft-'H Alleged Crime.
August (Sriefendorff, who is accused

of attempting to burn his home at No.
338 St. Anthony avenue, July 21, for
the purpose of obtaining insurance
money, w%s placed on trial before
Judge Brill* on the charge of arson in
the second- degree. Griefendorff was
arrested upon information furnished
the police by Justus Aschmidt, who
claimed that Griefendorff had taken
him into his confidence and solicited
his assistance in firing the building.

Aschmidt was put on the stand by
the prosecution yesterday, being theonly witness examined during the day.
His story mas substantially the same
as told by Mm at the time of Griefen-
dorff's arrest.- He had met the de-
fendant ilia saloon on Wabasha street
Saturday afternoon. Griefendorff, hesaid, had asked him to stay all night
with him that night, telling him he
had arranged to set fire to the house
before morning. Defendant had told
htm that his wife and children were at
White Bear lake and that if he would
testify that the fire had started from
the gaeollne stove he would give him$50. Griefendorff had said there was
$500 insurance on the contents of the
house. Witness load induced him not
to fire the house that night, but Grief-
endorff had called at his home inWest
St. Paul Sunday afternoon and told
him to come to his house that night
as he then fully intended to consum-
mate his plans. Witness had com-
plied with the request, after again no-
tifying the police. Some time after
midnight, witness testified, he was
awakened by Griefendorff, who told
him it was time to begin operations.
Together they had gone up stairs,
where Griefendorff had taken two five-gallon cans, one of gasoline and one
of kerosene, from a closet andsprinkled their contents over the floor
and on the stairs. Witness had helda lamp while Griefendorff saturated
the floor. Making an excuse to Grief-
endorff that he wanted to go outside
to see if any one was watching theirmovements, Aschmidt left the houseand whistled for the officers. Finding
no one on hand he had hurried to. the
Rondo street police station and there
informed the authorities what was
going on.

Attorney Holland, for the defense,
subected Aschmidt to a severe cross-
examination. He established the fact
that witness was a veterinary surgeon,
who had had business transactions
with Griefendorff, and sought to showthat, by reason of a disagreement,
Aschmidt had threatened to "get even"
with the defendant by charging him
with the crime of arson. Court ad-journed until Monday morning, with
Aschmidt still on the stand.

SMITH MIST ST>i«O TRIAL.

Supreme Court Denies His Writ of
Habeas Corpus.

Charles W. Smith, whose arrest a
few days before election was one ofthe sensational incidents of the cam-
paign, will be returned to Illinois for
trial, the supreme court having yes-
terday denied his application for a writ
of habeas corpus.

The crime charged was that Smith,
by means of false representations, in
the shape of a check drawn and signed
by him upon the Lewiston National
bank of Lewiston, 111., obtained $50
worth of personal property. It was
claimed that in neither the complaint
nor the affidavit was the commission
of any offense charged, and that the
affidavit failed to describe the property
alleged to have been obtained.

Judge Collins holds that the affidavit
in question, although an indictment
framed in the same words might havebeen defective as a pleading, substan-
tially charges the commission of a
crime against the laws of the state of
Illinois.

The order appealed from is therefore
affirmed and the stay of proceedings
terminated. The syllabus is as follows:

"In interstate extradition proceed-
ings the indictment or affidavit accom-
panying the requisition is sufficient, if
it substantially charges the commis-
sion of a crime against the laws of the
state from whose justice the accused
is alleged have fled. With its suf-
ficiency as a pleading in other respects
the courts of the state in which the
accused is found have no concern."

PUT A]lEfllD TO LIFE
GEORGE JOKIMSON GOES OUT TO

FORT SNEMJjING AND SHOOTS
HIMSELF.

HE LEFT A LETTER BEHIND,

TEI«LrI\G HIS FRIENDS THAT THEY
WOULDN'T SEE HIM ANY

MORE.

POLICE WERE QUICKLY ADVISED,

But the Man Had Committed the
Deed Before He Had Been Seen

by Them.

George Jokumson, thirty-flve years
old, who has been stopping at the
boarding house of Adam Mattson, 81
East Fourth street, put an end to his
existence yesterday morning by shoot-
Ing a bullet from a revolver into his
right temple.

Jokumson left his boarding place be-
tween 1 and 6 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing- with the intention of ending his
life. He had access to the saloon in
the same building as the boarding house
and before leaving his sleeping room,
he took a revolver belonging to one of
the bartenders with which to killhim-
self. From the sleeping room he went
to the bar room and took fifty cents in
cash, leaving the other money, amount-
ing to about $15, untouched. Before
leaving the house he wrote a note in
Danish and leftit where Mattson would
find it as soon as he arose. Mattson af-
ter reading the note notified the police.
The note read as 'follows:

Good-bye, Adam. And thanks for whatyou have done for me. We will not see
each other any more. Ihave made up my
mind tonight, and have stolen from you a
half dollar, and from Johannis his revolver.
And so it willbe no use looking for me. Andonce more thanks and regards to all my
friends. —George.

The police at the several stations
were notified to be on the lookout for
Jokumson, and were given a description
of the missing man. At 11 o'clock the
police were notified by the authorities
at Fort Snelling that a man had been
found dead with a bullet hole in his
head. The body was found between
Fort Snelling and Mimiehaha falls and
the description tallied exactly with that
of Jokumson. Coroner Kistler, of Hen-nepin county, was notified and madean investigation. From papers found
in the clothing of the dead man, he was
identified as Jokumson. Jokumson was
a Dane and but little is known of his
past life. He was for a time employed
by Rasmus Hanson, at 562 Broadway,
and recently has been doing odd jobs
at Mattson's saloon. He has been in
ill-health for months and has been con-
stantly under the care of physicians.
Lately he has been much depressed.

Jokumson, according to statements
of his acquaintances, has been in this
country about fifteen years and his
