SION IS COUNTING UP PROSPEC-
TIVE RECEIPTS,

HEAVY SEIZURES

OF GAME

PROMISE TO FATTEN THE TREAS-
URY OF THE DEER AND BIRD
FOLK.

EXPRESS WAREHOUSE RAIDS

Promised if the Companies Do Not
Recede From Their Recent Inde-
pendent Stand,

When the state game and fish com-
mission meets Tuesday at the St. Paul
Fire and Marine building, some impor-
tant matters will come up before it.
During the last few weeks, the agents
of the commission have seized game
killed out of season, or in violation of
law, amoimting in the aggregate to
several thousand dollars’ worth, while
it has secured evidence enough to bank-
rupt a number of shippers and pot
hunters, who have been engaged in the
{llicit pursuit of the fur and fowl,
of the northern part of the state. Exec-
utive Agent Fullerton, of the commis-
sion, who is just, K back from a trip
through the northern part of the state,
says that if the cases now 1eady against
lccal dealers alone are pushed and con-
viction secured, two of them would be
fined not less than $2 500 in the courts.

The chief problem for discussion at
the meeting, howeverg is the one per-
taining to the recalcitrant attitude of
the expre s ccmpanies. These comparies
have agreed not to surrender game
in transit to the agent of the commis-
sion, and Agent Fullerton has been ad-
vieed by Tim E. Byrnes, of Minneapolis,
the counsel for the commission, to se-
cure search warrants and seize any
game found in the express companies’
pcssession, without giving receipts
therefore, or any other formalities. This
is a spartan measure, and is fraught
with some difficulty, in view of the
present attitude of the express com-
panies,

company fight is said to be the Adams
Express company, which has never
warmed to the advances of the game
and fish commission emissaries, even in
past years, when the other companies
were reasonably accessible. So far as
could be learned, no seizures were ‘made
yesterday in the express warehouses,
although both sides seem to be interest-
ed in keeping their plans and incidents
quiet. 3

CLEAN THE SIDEWALKS,

Chief of Police Takes Steps in That
Direction,

Mayor Doran yesterday signed the
resolution directing the chief of police to
enforce the ordinance requiring the
cwners, occupants and tenants of prop-
erty to keep their sidewalks free from
ice and snow. The ordinance makes
it & misdemeanor for the owner or oc-
cupant of any property not to remove
the snow and ice from his sidewalk
after notification by the police,

Chief of Police Goss says:

‘““The order I promulgated Neov. 14
will no doubt convince you that so
far as this department is concerned,
the necessary steps have been taken
to prevent accidents on account of icy
sidewalks. Before issuing this order I
called up the city engineer and ex-
plained to him the dangerous condition
of the sidewalks and requested that he
have teams and men to throw sand
on all icy sidewalks. He informed me
that there were no funds for this pur-
pose and therefore he could not do

anything in the matter. I also inquired
of the legal department whether we
could prosecute parties who refused
to comply with any order and was in-
formed that cases of this kind were in
court before, but no conviction could
be had, and, although T wanted to test
the ordinance again, we so far have
failed to induce the legal department
to issue a warrant. The property own-
ers and tenants have been notified and
in some cases have complied with the
order. Some have been very independ-
ent. One party notified the officer that
‘God put the snow and ice on his side-
walk and he could remove it again.’”’

POWERS IS UNRUFFLED.,

By the Attack of the Minneapolis
Trades Council.

The Minneapolis trades and labor
council at a meeting Friday night pass-
ed resolutions demanding the removal
of Labor Commissioner Powers on the
ground that under his administration
the state bureau of labor had ceased to
fulfill the functions for which it was
intended and had degenerated into o
political machine. A committee was
appointed to push the matter before
the state federation of labor which
meets in this city Dec. 13.

Commissioner Powers was asked yes-
terday if he had anything to say con-
cerning the charges of perverting facts
and producing campaign documents,
and stated that if it was his recent
work on the purchasing power of gold,
which, he presumed, was the provoca-
tive of the resolutions, he was satisfied
that a careful investigation of his
figures would establish their honesty, if
not their accuracy. As for the wisdom
of their publication By the state, he
was of the opinion that any subject so
closely affecting the working people as
the financial problem was a fit.topic
for the most thorough investigation by
his department, and so long as he was
in charge, that policy would be con-
tinued.

Mr. Powers stated that the conclu-
sions he had drawn from the figures
had been directly opposite to those
drawn by expert English statisticians,
and that they were preparing to go
over his figures with the avowed in-
tention of riddling his figures if possi-
ble. He himself was also checking up
the figures for the purpose of greater
accuracy.

Under date of Nov. 5, Cardinal Satolli
has written a long letter to Archbishop
Ireland, giving under his own signature
a summary of the report which he
made to the holy father on the affairs
of the American church. The arch-
bishop is willing, in view of the late
so-called summaries of this report ap-
pearing in certain New York papers,
to put before the public, through the
medium of the newspapers, some of
the matter in Cardinal Satolll’s letter

States. I added that your zeal and your suc-
cess will surely increase in the future.

In another part of his letter Cardinal
Satolli congratulates the archbishop on
the election of Mr. McKinley to the
presidency and assures him that a
bright future is reserved for Bishop

Keane, the late rector of the university.
SHE SAVED HIS LIFE.

Jonhson Fell But Did Not Strike the
Sidewalk.

E. 1. Johnson, janitor at the Ken-
drick block, 27 East Seventh street, fell
from a window in the second story of
the building yesterday morning. John-
son was cleaning the window in Dr.
Jones’ office and was standing on the
sill outside the window. The sill is
covered with ice and this was the cause
of Johnson’s fall. A pail of water ac-
companied Johnson in his tumble and
both the janitor and the water struck
an elderly woman who waB passing
along the sidewalk at the time. The
wcman, who could talk only German,
and whose name Patrolman Carroll
could not understand, was knocked
down but not injured. Johnson was
carried to Dr. Kendrick's office and as
soon as he could get over his scare, was
found to have escaped serious injury.
His right hip was bruised, his wrist
sprained and there was an abrasion on
his right cheek, but he was able to
walk to his home.

MINNEAPOLIS K. P.’S SLOW,

Committee Unable to Col-
lect a Bill,

The citizen’'s committee, in charge of
the Grand Army encampment, is una-
ble to close its books because the Min-
ncapolis Pythian encampment commit-
tee is behind in the payment of an
amount that has been due since the
4th day of September. The total
amount of the original bill was nearly
$250, but a few days ago $150 of th_u
amount was paid and the Minneapolis
men who are responsible for the bal-
ance are supposed” to be hustling for
the remainder.

When St. Paul secured the Grand
Army encampment, Minneapolis cast
about for a counter attraction for the
same date and the annual encampment
of the Knights of Pythias was booked.
On the same day that the big parade
of old soldiers was held in St. Paul,
Minneapolis had a parade of the Pyth-
jans and in that pdrade there wer2
some local features, including a fine
equestrian display. The Minneapolis
citizen’s committee purchased a lot
of saddles, bridles and other accouter-
ments from the St. Paul citizen’s com-
mittee, and, ‘as the. articles were
needed on the day of the parade, two
huge vans were sent down from Min-
neapolis and stationed at the end of
the line of march of the veterans’ pa-
rade at the foot of Sixth street, and, as
fast as the horses with their riders
arrived at the end of the ling, the ac-
coutrements were stripped from the
horses, thrown into the vans and hur-
ried over to Minneapolis. In all 165
séts of the trappings were sold to the
Minneapolis committee at the rate of
$1.50 per set, amounting to $274.50.

Capt. A. S. Bates, who- was the re-
sponsible person of the Grand Army

committee, and to whom the St. Paul
citizen’s committee looked for the pay -
ment of these equipments, wrote to
Secretary Wheaton, of Minneapolis,
concerning payment, who replied that
the treasurer of the Minneapolis com-
mittee had gone to Texas, but would
be back within a week and that prompt
payment would be made. This was
Sept. 20. A short time later it was
found necessary to jog the memoriss
of the Minneapolis men again. This
time it was Treasurer Nye who re-
plied, and who said that the secretary
was out of town and when he returned
the bill would be attended to. The St.
Paul committee was assured that the
account had been audited and that
everything would be all right. Finally
the matter was referred to Mr. Pinney,
as secretary of the St. Paul citizen's
committee, fo settle. He wrote to
Treasurer Nye, of the Minneapolis com-
mittee, Nov. 4, calling attention to
the account, and stating that it was
the desire of the St. Paul Grand Army
committee to close its books Nov. 13,
and it would be an accommodation if
the matter could be promptly attended
to. To this courteous letter there was
no response. Finally,, Nov. 13, Mr.
Pinney sent a telegram to Mr. Nye,
urging a remittance, and on the day
following, Nov, 14, Mr. Nye’'s personal
check for $150 was received. This leaves
a balance yet due the St. Paul commit-
tee amounting to $97.50.

FOUR WEEKS IN A CELL.

Chief Goss Tries a Little Russian
Despotism,

C. W. Smith, who has been a prisoner
&t the central police station since Oect.
2+, was turned over to Deputy Sheriff
Waggoner, of Fulton county, Ill., last
¢vening and the officer and his prisoner
left the city at 8 t'clock p. m. for
Lewiston.

Smith has had quite a siege since his
arrest nearly a month ago. He was
arrested by Patrolman Lewis Galvin,
on orders from Chief Goss, that official
baving received a letter stating that
Smith was wanted at Lewisten, Iil., for
obtaining money under false pretenses.
It developed after his arrest that he
had “something on” the Republican
state central committee or at least that
some members of that body thought he
had for they took a great interest in
the prisoner. No one was allowed io
see the young man without an order
from Chief Goss, and that official wouid
recognize no orders unless counter-
signed by Eli Warner. After being in
custody a couple of days Smith man-
aged to communicate with J. W. Pinch,
an attorney who took charge of his
case. A writ of habeas corpus was ob-
tained and Smith taken before the dis-
trict court for a hearing. His attorney
secured his release on the writ, but
Smith was immediately re-arrested on
a warrant charging him with being a
fugitive from justice. He was taken
back to the police station to await ths
arrival of Waggoner, who in addition
to his being a deputy sheriff, also was
an employe of Farley's detective
agency of Chicago. When the requisi-
tion and deputy sheriff arrived, Smith,
through his attorney, made another
legal fight, and, although Judge Keliy
decided that the requisition and accom-
panying papers were sufficient to en-
title the detective and deputy sheriff
to the custody of Smith’s body, the
matter was appealed to the supreme
court. The decision of the supreme
court was to the effect that the papers
from Illinois. were-.all right and Smith
was ordered back to the custody of
Chief Goss until the agent from Illinois
should arrive:"Waggoner ‘arrived yes-
terday meorning and’ last evening called
at the station with a closed carriage.
A pair of handcuffs were buckled on
Smith’s wrists and he was taken to
the depot.

A peculiar feature of Smith’s con-
finement was that he was kept at the
central police station in close and
crowded quarters for four weeks,
something unheard of before in the
history of St. Paul. A number of
attempts were made to Interview
Smith, but each time the reporter was
informed by the police officials that
Smith had requested that no reporters
be allowed to see him, a statement
Smith’s. friends. sald was untrue.

Mr. Pinch, who acted as attorney for
Smith, has always contended that the
charge against his client on which re-
quisition and extradition papers were
issued amounted to nothing and that a
trial would result in Smith’s discharge.
Deputy Sheriff Waggoner, seen last
evening, said if Smith got away on the
charge he was arrested on there were
any number of others of a similar
character awaiting him.
