LARGE SHIPMENTS RESPONSIBLE
FOR THE EARLY WEAKNESS
OF THE MARKET.

COARSE GRAINS FOLLOWED ALONG.

Corn and Oats Gained Fractions and
Produce Sold Freely at Improv-
ing Prices.

CHICAGO, Nov. 23.—Conflicting foreign
news kept the wheat market moving ner-
vously up and down today, but in the end
the May option closed 7%c higher. Corn and
oats both exhibited firmness, advancing %c
each. Provisions were strong and closed 5@
15¢ higher. There was decided weakness
around the opening of the wheat market today,
although it did not last long. The May option,
which closed Saturday at 79%ec, opened at
from 79%c to T9%ec, most of the trading being
around the lower figure. The weakness was
attributed to scveral causes, the most in-
fluential one being perhaps the large Black
sea shipments. They amounted to 5,856,000
bushels last week; this was an increase of
nearly 1,000,000 bushels over the previous
week. That, added to the 3,937,000 bushels from
this side, and the 80,000 bushels from Argen-
tina, made a grand total of 9,873,000 bushels.
Opening cables, also, were disappointing, and
further rains were reported in drought-
stricken India. But later, when indications
pointed to a decrease in the visible supply of
1,000,000 bushels, where there had been an
{fncrease of about 1,900,000 bushels in the
same week last year, the market gradually
hardened. Some of the early sellers got
frightened and covered, and those who had
liquidated their long lines, were disposed
to get them back. A gradual advance to
80%c ensued. This was the top price for a
time. The filgures on the English visible
supply were a surprise to the speculators.
They showed an increase of 1,700,000 bushels,
and there was a scramble for awhile, the
price declining to 793%ec. The market turned
stronger in the last hour. Private cables gave
unfavorable reports of the Argentine outlook.
Covering by shorts again set in, and May
sold up to 80%c, the high point of the day.
The selling on the advance, however, was
sufficient to break the price again to 80zc,
where it closed.

Corn started firm at a shade better than
Saturday’'s closing prices. The trading was
spasmodically active and duill by turns. Busi-
ness was largely on local account. May
opened a shade higher at 27c, ranged from
267%c to 27%c, closing steady at 2816@27%c.
Business in oats was not large, yet the mar-
ket was a fairly active one. May opened l4c
higher at 27%ec, ranged between 21%c and
2234c, and closed steady at 22c. Business in
grovisions was fairly good at improving prices.

FORBIGN WHEAT OUTLOOK,

LONDON, Nov. 28.—The Mark Lane Ex-
press, today commenting on the wheat out-
look, says: “We expect that the decrease
of the French wheat acreage, in 1897, owing
to the lateness of the seeding seasom, will
be much larger than any increases in this
country. The sowings of a similar wheat
in Russia are now admitted to be smaller
than usual. The rize in prices has stimulated
Russian markets and the line of spring sow-
ings is likely to offset the deficlency. Injury
has. been in any event adready done, and
there cannot be any wheat available for ex-
port prior to April, 1898. Austraila is im-
perting California wheat and has no surplus
available for shipments to Europe.”

Commenting upon the past week’s wheat
market, the Mark Lane Express remarks:
‘““The farmers are spoiling the market by
over-supply. We suggest that a central
chamber organize a soclety of wheat grow-
ers, pledged to sell only in such quantities
as the situation demands.” Continuing, the
Mark Lane Express says: ‘‘The advance of
2s 8d in the price of wheat in Paris since
the end of October is a matter of scme im-
portance, as France has hitherto been boast-
ing that she has a well-supplied market. If
the purchase of foreign wheat by France in-
creases, the sitvation will become much
stronger. The wheat on passage to the
United Kingdom on Saturday totalled 2,100,-
000 quarters, whereof Russian wheat was
380,000, North American 260,000, South Ameri-
can 100,000, California 1,290,000, India and
Australia and elsewhere 7,000. The maize
market has been against holders at Mark
Lane, Hull, Liverpool, Bristol, Glasgow and
Leeds, but the decline does not exceed 6d
per quarter. There are now 1,048,000 quarters
of maize on passage to the United Kingdom,
against 775,000 in November, 1895."

HEEL OF THE TRUST

To Be Planted on the Necks of Out-
side Nail Manufacturers.

CLEVELAND, O. Nov. 23.—The
small nail manufacturers of the coun-
try will begin to feel tomorrow the
heel of the wire nail combination on
their necks. Beginning tomorrow, the
pool will discontinue paying subsidies
to wire manufacturers to keep them
out of the nail market and consequent-
iy the market will soon be overstocked.
The H. P. Nail company, of this city,
a member of the pool, denies emphati-
cally that the pocl has auit business.
A manufacturer who sells steel rods
tc wire nail concerns said today:
“When the wire nail pool was organ-
ized, $1.70 a keg was made the basis,
and for each keg sold, the manufac-
turer who entered into this ‘gentle-
men's agreement,” was to receilve that
sum, the money coming through the
combination and the sales being made
by the officers of the pool, who have
their headquarters in Boston. The out-
put of each mill was fixed by these of-
ficers in order that the supply of
nails should not exceed the demand,
and thus bear the market. The sales
being made through the office of the
pool, each manufacturer in it was cred-
ited with $1.70 for every keg sold and
the difference between the pool price
and the market price was turned into
the treasury and invested in good inter-
est-bearing’ secturities. This surplus
fund has reached a good size and is
owned by the pool as a whole. What
will be done with it only those on the
inside know, but it is belleved that
it will be used in bolsteri up the
pool manufacturers, while the small
fry are befng strangled out of exist-
ence by thé€ pogl.”

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.—The speculative
movement today was almost identical with the
operations in stocks for several days past.
Decided irregularity with the downward trend
was noted, but as usual, recently, the net
changes at the close were inconsiderable.
In the early trading, strength was apparent
on a fair amount of commission house orders
and there was a disposition to ignore moder-
ate foreign selling and a hardening tendency
in sterling exchange. The last development
counted more in the late dealings, however,
and partly inspired a reactien in prices.
The short interest appeared inclined to cover,
and this course facilitated the advance, con-
tributing toward sharp fractional gains in
the grangers, southwesterns and Sugar. Real-
izations and short sales started a reaction all
around, upon the publication of the Northwest
statement for October, showing a decrease in
gross earnings of $464,885. The bear leaders
pald particular attention to the specialties
and affected liquidation in some instances.
The markets became less active on the down
grade, but prices gradually sagged to points
fractionally below Saturday’s closing. The
strength of the exchange market was set down
to covering of bills put out prior to election.
Posted rates were advanced l%c successively
by one drawer, and actual figures also moved
up sharply. An easier discount rate in London
later in the day caused a recession in ex-
change from the top level.

Declines in some of the specialties were
material, notably in Manhattan and Leather
preferred, which sold off 1% per cent. The
break in the last mentioned stock was at-
tributed to an alleged less favorable prospect
regarding dividend action by the directors
at tomorrow’s meeting. Estimates as to the
amount of the dividend now run as low as
1 per cent, the figure mentioned several days
since in these dispatches. Sugar fell sharply
on a report that the Williamsburg refinery
would suspend operations, but rallied on a de-
nial from an official source, ana rose to the
best price of the day on supporting orders,
Toward the close, the market rallied all
around, and left off steady at the lmprove-
ments. Net changes were trivial. Railway
bonds were quiet and fractionally lower. The
dealings were largely restricted to the specu-
lative issues and lacked important feature,
aside from a sharp rise in the Oregin Im-
provement issues.

SAN BENITO DOOMED.,

All But Eight of the Crew Taken
Off Safely,

POINT ARENA, Cal., Nov. 23.—The
steamer San Benito is fast aground a
few miles north of this place and will
be a total wreck. Eight of the vessels”
crew have been drowned, and the re-
maining thirty-five after suffering ter-
ribly from exposure, were taken from
the wreck today by boats from the
rescuing steamer Wecott. In the ter-
rible gale of Sunday morning the San
Benito crashed ashore in a dangerous
locality and is now resting on the
rocks, and is being gradually beaten
to pleces by the combined action of
gale and surf. When the steamer
grounded, two boats were lowered, but
they were capsized in the surf and
eight men were drowned. The captain
and the remainder of the crew stuck
to the .ship until taken off today. So
far as known the drowned are as fol-
ows:
