Two other
boys, by the names of Johnson and
Sundby, eleven and thirteen years old,
respectively, had been with Kelly dur-
ing the afternoon, and had gone into

the saloons and bought whisky. The
lads were the principal witnesses
against the saloonkeepers, who, with

the exception of Davidson, denied hav-
ing sold them anything. The boys’ tes-
timony was clearly and concisely given
and that they were telling the truth
was not for a moment doubted by the
mayor,

The testimony was to the effect that
on the day mentioned Kelly had gone
into Blustem’s galoon and bought a
bottle of whisky for 25 cents, stating
that it was to be used at home. The
bartender gave him the liquor without
further inquiring into the matter, and,
upon giving him the bottle, told him to
hurry out. The bottle had subsequent-
ly been filled at the other saloons.

Mayor Pratt, in speaking about the
affair last night, stated that the law
upon the question was plain. A minor
is not allowed under any circumstances
to purchase intoxicating liquor in a
saloon, the saloonkeeper placing his
license in jeopardy by so doing. For-
merly the law read that liquor could be
purchased upon a written order from
the parents, but this law no longer
exists. The mayor stated that he was
of the opinion that the law was con-
tinually being broken in the city, but
will to the best of his ability round
up such places.

It is not probable that the Kelly boy
will be sent to the reform school, as
was formerly anticipated.

DECISION VERY APT TO BE
AGAINST THE BILL NOW
PENDING,

CHANDLER IN FAVOR OF A LOAN,

Opposed to the Retirement of Green-
backs and Regards an Extra
Session as Necessary,

WASHINGTON, Nov. 24—There is
such a diversity of opinion among Re-
publican senators in the city as to
the course to be pursued at the next
session with reference to the tariff,
that it is considered quite proable a
caucus will be held very early in the
session to decide upon a line of action.
Senator Sherman is still understood to
hold to the opinion that the Dingley
bill should and could be passed at the
approaching session, while other Re-
publicans disagree with him, some as
to the wisdom of the measure and
others as to the possibility of getting
it through. It is believed that a line of
action can be agreed upon in a party
cenference, which will be satisfactory
tc all and which, when it is once de-
cided upon, will render unnecessary
much useless agitation. The indica-
ticns now are that the decision of the
caucus when held will be against tak-
ing up the Dingley bill.

Senator Chandler said today that he
thought congress should make pro-
vision for a short time loan at the com-
ing session. “I believe,” he said, “we
can authorize a short time loan, limited
to fifty or a hundred millions, Pro-
vision may be made for sucp a loan
to be paid off within a few years. If
we have not the money it has to be
berrowed, and it is offensive to every-
one to have the government resort to
the roundabout and evasive methods
adopted by Mr. Cleveland in the loans
he has negotiated. - Authority .should
be given at once for short time loans,
so that the government may be gotten
out when it finds itself in a hole.”

“Would you make any provisions for
the redemption and retirement of the
greenbacks?”’ asked the reporter.

“No, I am not in favor of the re-
tirement of the greenbacks at this
time. At present the banks need
them in their reserves. If they did not
have them, they would have to hold
their reserves in gold.

“The thing to do now is to provide
means for getting money until we can
put revenue legislation into effect.
There will have to be an extra session
of the fifty-fifth congress, in my judg-
ment, and we shall then enact both
revenue and financial legislation. I
do not see how we can accomplish any-
thing as to either of these questions
at the coming session.”

The senator expressed the opinion
that the next sesslon would be a quiet
one. “The Republicans are not dis-
posed to crow,” he said, “and I see no
opening for a rumpus except between
the silver' Democrats and the gold
Democrats.” = He expressed the opin-

be admitted to the Republican caucus
if they wanted to go in. ‘“We shall not
exclude any senator who wants to come
in,” he said.

“Speaking for myself, as a Demo-
crat,”” sald Senator Roach, of North
Dakota, “I would not interpose any
factious objection to such tariff legis-
lation as the Republican majority
might desire to undertake. They say
that prosperity is to follow Republican
supremacy, and I am willing to let
them have a trial, and if it Is success-
ful to give them credit for it. I do
not know what general policy the
Democrats in the senate may decide
upon in this regard, but those with
whom I have talked have not express-
ed any intention of opposing the pro-
gramme of the majority.”

FEWER STAMPS SOLD.

Efféet of the Franking Privilege on
Campaign Mail Matter.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 24—The Octo-
ber statement of receipts at the thirty
largest postoffices in the country shows
a net decrease of $43,714, or one and
four-tenths per cent as compared to
Oct. 8 the previous year, and there is
nothing significant in this fact, as it is
attributed to business inactivity in the
heat of the political campaign. The
increase of mail carried during the
campaign is stated by postal officials
to be made up largely of franked mat-
ter, so that there was little to offset
business listlessness. The total receipts
for the month at these thirty largest
offices were $2,932,767, against $2,976,482
in October, 1895. New York decreaseda
from $711,602 to $691,084, while Chicago
ichreased from $495,352 to $465,913. The
next largest receipts were: Philadel-
phia, $237,439; Boston, $254,455; St. Louls,
$135,508; Cincinnati, $92,861; Baltimore,
$95,602; Brooklyn, $98,300; San Francisco,
$82,835; Pittsburg, $63,618. The greatest
increase, $12,427, was at San Francisco.

ROACH WEAKENING,

Not So Strong;;' in Favor of Silver
as Formally.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 24.—Sen-
ator Roach, of North Dakota, arrived
tonight. He says that he will be very
busy at the Indian and other depart-
ments, and when asked to talk a little
about the coming silver meeting, sald
the campaign was over for a time at
least, and people should get down to
business. This may possibly be taken
as an intimation that Senator Roach
is not so strongly wedded to silver as
he was a year or so ago. Still, it is
very likely that he will continue to act
with the silver senators whenever a
vote ia taken. He is inclined to be
non-committal on the outcome of the
senatorial election to choose a succes-
sor to Hansbrough.
