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BOUND BY THEIR RECORD,

The expected has happened in the
froppb’.g out on all sides among Repub-
licans of a demand for an immediate
extra session of congress to pass a new
tariff bill. We believe that the cooler
and stronger heads in the party are
thoroughly aware of the unwisdom and
the probably fatal consequences of this
step. They are bound by their record.
They cannot get away from their own
evil past. That is the secret of their
acquiescence in a course which is as
certain to run the McKinley adminis-
tration upon the rocks at an early
stage of its voyage, and as sure to elect
a majority of Democratic congress-
men in 1898, as if a bond had been given
upon the future. The pretense that
this would be necessary foj revenue
purposes is now giving way. Leading
Republicans are admitting that they
do not want to see revenue provided
during the present winter. They hope
that the Dingley bill will not pass.
They would oppose a tax upon beer or
any other non-partisan measure for in-
creasing income. They do not wish
that imports should so increase with
the revival of business that the regular
and ordinary inflow of duties would be
adequate to the needs of the treasury.
‘What they want is revenue revision for
the sake of protection, and a new tariff
bill in the interests of the trusts.

This stands confessed upon the face
of the situation. There is no reason
or excuse, from a Republican point of
view, for interfering with the tariff as
it stands. The one fault which the
average citizen finds with it is that it
is already far too high. Doubtless,
more revenue may be needed, but it
should not be drawn from duties,
unless it were the imposition of
a slight tax on sugar.- Enough
revenue could be derived from that
source, without adding to the cost of
sugar to the consumer, to pay the en-
tire deficit. But the rates of the pres-
ent tariff are in themselves so exces-
sive, fixed as they were by a highly
protectionist senate, that any proposi-
tion to increase them bears the stamp
of its shame upon its face. It is use-
less to pretend, as Republicans do, that
they want “moderate” and ‘‘conserva-
tive” action upon the tariff. The fact
that it is proposed, within six months
of the first signs of reviving confidence
and increasing business, to disturb all
the industrial interests of this country
once more, to throw things intp confu-
sion and to renew the imér’m;‘yl'e
contest over tariff duties gives the lie
to every such excusing protest. The
perpetuation of tariff changes is a
crime second in enormity only to the
perpetuation of a crusade to change
the monetary standard. Each In its
way reacts disastrously upon business,
and each is impelled by a political mo-
tive and anathematized by every man
who hopes for prosperity, and knows
that an indispensable condition of it is
“business stability and security from
change.

If Mr. McKinley and his administra-
tion choose, for this unworthy purpose,
to face the confessed danger of calling
congress together just after the 4th of
March, it can be for no other reason
than in fulfillment of an obligation
which they cannot escape. It must be
that, just as the men who furnished
the money to elect Mr. Harrison in
1888 demanded and secured their pound
of flesh in the McKinley bill of 1890,s0 the
men who furnished the money to run
the Republican campaign of 1896 are
now playing the same role of Shylock.
Yhey are a little more impatient, how-
#ver, because they are not willing even
to wait for the regular session, but in-
sist that the unearned profits to be
passed over to them by excessive tar-
iff duties must begin from the moment
that the Republicans are in control.

Mr. McKinley, personally, is probably
.fvee from the imputation of low motive.

He is, as we all know, a high-tarift
fanatic. It does not require, with him,
the end to justify the means. Protec-
tion is the single idea of his life, and
seems to hifn a justification of itseif.
He loves it for its own sake, without
regard to the revenue situation or the
country’s need. But the men behind
him, who are pushing this thing along,
are not fanatics, and they are not
fools. If they desire, as it appears, to
face the consequence of an exira ses-
sion, it is because they have obligated
themselves to do so. They must pay
their debt to the protected barons of
industry. They must redeem the ma-
turing coupons of the bonds that they
have given to the trusts. This is the
first test to which the party newly
vested with power is to be put. The
prospect now is that it will fail miser-
ably to meet it.
OUR OWN COURT JOURNAL,

Every well regulated European gov-
ernment has a paper through which, in
a semi-official way, it can communicate
its views to the public without incur-
ring the responsibilities attending a
declaration in its congress. If public
sentiment is adverse, the expressions of
the paper can be ignored or repudiated.
Whatever these papers may say on any
topic of general interest is accepted as
a sort of governmental feeler, inspired
by official sources, but not necessarily
expressing settled policies. Heretofore
we have been without this kind of a
paper except when Jackson's kitchen
cabinet set Francis P, Blair up as the
editor of the Globe in Washington.
Eminent politiclans, officers of admin-
istrations and others, who wished to
obtain an expression of the popular
opinion, have had recourse to the con-
venient interviewer, who generally re-
ceived the copy of the interview ready-
written from the interviewee. If the
response was not satisfactory, a curt
repudiation of the interview followed
which the interviewer generally ac-
cepted as one of the amenities of his
profession.

But it is apparent that we are on the
brink of a change in this respect and
that the country is to have, for this
administration at least, a semi-official
organ. A  two-column letter from
Washington to the Times-Herald, by
Walter Wellman, its correspondent, fur-
nishes the indication of the revival, if
not of a kitchen cabinet, of that im-
plement of it, an administration organ.
There is an air of cocksureness about
Wellman’s predictions of what the in-
coming administration will and will not
do or favor, told in such a statesman-
like style, as to indicate that the state-
ments are what Europeans call “in-
spired.” The T-H., if we are to have a
court organ, is naturally the one to
fill that place. It was Mr. Kohlsaat,
its present owner, who organized the
relief corps which went to the ald of
Mr. McKinley when his too frequent
signatures on the back of a friend's
notes had cast him into liabilities ex-
ceeding a hundred thousand dollars, and
operated, like his famous bill, “to re-
duce revenue.” Since Mr. Kohlsaat
obtained control of the Times and Her-
ald and hyphenated them, the T-H. has
been the leading advocate of Mr. Mec-
Kinley’s nomination. It was the first
in the race and held the pole in all the
quarters, coming out ahead under the
wire on the home stretch. To it was
committed for communication to the
country the decision of the committee
on platform to commit the Republican
party to the gold standard, and, gen-
erally, it has spoken by the card. All
these circumstances, besides many mi-
nor ones, make it clear that the T-H. is
to be the quasi-official organ of the
next administration, as the Imperial
Gazette is that of the Second William
or the Nachrichten is that of Bismarck.
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NOTHING IN IT.

The Globe has received from Mr.
Louis Nash a communication which
would be published were it either new-
er in subject or more reasonable in
length. We cannot afford to surrender
a column or two ot our space to Mr.
Nash’s proposition, which has not only
beentried innumerabletimesinthe his-
tory of the world, but all the essen-
tials of which can be expressed in ten
lines. It is the same idea that he
made public with reference to the con-
struction of a new library building for
St. Paul. Noticing that the capitol
commission could proceed with more
advantage to the people if it had a
larger available supply of ready funds,
Mr. Nash suggests that the state
should issue capitol serip sufficient in
quantity to complete the new building,
“and make it receivable for all debts,
public and private, within the state.”
This scrip, he says, will be received
readily by contractors and laborers, be-
cause they would know that a dollar’'s
worth of property stood behind every
dollar’'s worth of paper, and it could be
redeemed by the tax levy for capitol
purposes as fast as that was collected
each year.

It is a very pretty arrangement, but,
like all other ideas for evolving wealth
out of legislative action, it would not
work. In the first place, before Mr.
Nash discusses these subjects publicly
he should familiarize himself with the
constitution of the United States. That
forbids any state to make anything
but gold and silver coin a legal tender
in payment of debts. The legal tender
quality could not, therefore, be con-
ferred upon his proposed paper issues.
Omitting that feature, the results of the
scheme are mathematicallyascertaina-
ble, and they are exactly the same to
a fraction of a mill as the resuits of is-
suing interest-bearing bonds for the
same purpose. This scrip would un-
questionably pass current within the
state of Minnesota without any legal
tender power behind it if only enough
were issued to comply with the regu-
lations of the capitol law, and if
enough were retired each year to cancel
the entire issue within the time and
by the proceeds of the tax imposed for
capitol purposes. But it would not
pass at par, and there’'s the rub. Some
of it would be redeemable one year
from date, some of it two, some three,
four, five and so forth.

Now, if Mr. Nash has any idea that

ble several years hence, for its face
value, he is much mistaken. The note
of the strongest bank in the ity of St.
Paul will not pass in the markets for
its face if it is dated a year ahead.
The bonds of the city of ‘St. Paul
would not sell at par if they bore no
interest. They would be discounted in
the market exactly as good commer-
cial paper is discounted. The interest
to maturity would be calculated upon
the face value and subtracted from it.
The holder of the note would get the
balance, and the only difference be-
tween an interest-bearing and a non-
interest-bearing security would be to
the detriment of the latter in that the
interest upon it would be paid in ad-
vance before the net proceeds ware
handed over.

This is just what would happen to
the kind of scrip which Mr.-Nash im-
agines to be a wonderful financial in-
vention. The date at which it would
be redeemed would be fixed, and inter-
est upon the face value of each note
for the time between its acceptance
and its redemption would be calculated
at the market rate. The note would be
worth its face, minus that interest. So
if the state wished to anticipate the
collection of $500,000 not available from
taxation for five years from date, it
would matter nothing to it whether it
issued interest-bearing bonds for five
yvears, payable at the end of that
time out of tax proceeds with 3 per cent
interest, or whether it issued scrip and
sold it at a discount, which would be
figured out carefully by those who
bought it,and would amount to exactly
the same as the 3 per cent interest paid
cn the bonds. The objection to the

latter course, and the reason of
the substitution for it of the for-
mer, which has taken place in
all highly developed communities, is

the impropriety and danger of mak-
ing a part of our currency that which
is only an evidence of debt, and in-
trusting to irresponsible lawmakers the
power of money inflation and deprecia-
tion.

Any one in the least familiar with
history would know that almost every
new community has done just what is
suggested here and issued scrip for
one purpose or another. The early days
of most Western commonwealths were
plastered all over with scrip. A large
amount of Western lands were taken
up with it. And the uniform history of
that form of currency and so-called
representative of wealth is that it
passed from hand to hand among the
common people for more than it was
worth, was finally bought up In one
way or another by capitalists for less
than it was worth, and then redemp-
tion demanded. It has proved always
a specious and beautiful agent for
fleecing the poor for the benefit of the
shrewd and rich, Either it does that,
as is the case where its use becomes
general, or it does nothing at all for
good or for evil, as we have shown
would be the case in its proposed ap-
plication for capitol construction pur-
poses.

The New York World made a couple
of queer mistakes in its tabulation of
the country’s vote. It foots the McKin-
ley column up 7,050,616. If the World
will run over this column it will find its
own figures foot up 7,000,616. It there-
fore gives McKinley sn even 50,000
votes too many. It foots the Bryan
column up 6,221,552. A good mathema-
ticilan, however, foots this column
6,271,172, The World here gives Bryan
49,620 votes too few. According to the
World’s own figures, correctely footad,
McKinley’s plurality is, therefore, not
829,064, but 729,344. The World makes
another mistake in giving the vote of
only 1783 Texas counties. There are 50
Texas counties which gave a Deme-
cratic plurality of 30,000 which the
World does not notice. The best fig-
ures obtainable up to last night made
the McKinley plurality 701,001. Mr. Mc-
Kinley’'s plurality, when gfficially made
up, will be a few thousand above or
below 700,000, some 60,000 less than
Grant had over Greeley in 1872,

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HUMANE SOCTETY WORK,

Organized Effort Will Be Made to
Promote It.

Rev. WilliamR. Lord presided at the
meeting of the Humane society in the
Relief rooms yesterday, owing to the
illness of President Wilson. The meat-
ing was called for the purpose of ar-
ranging for the canvass to be made by
Mrs. Nora T. Gause, who hes come to
St. Paul for the second time to assist
the society in raising funds for the
work. If Mrs. Gause raises enough
money for the purpose, the society will
place upon the streets an agent who will
report at each monthly meting. The
members are attempting to arouse
fresh interest in the work, and will
meet the first Monday of each month
heéreafter. Mrs. Gause wanted the so-
ciety to attempt to raise money through
the city counecil to assist with the
work, but was informed by Charles
Steele that this could not be done un-
der the city charter. Mr. Steele said
that the police officers of the city were
in sympathy with the work, but that
the municipal judges were not. Mrs.
Gause said that when she was hers
last year she found the judges very
much in sympathy with the work. Mr.
Steele did not think an agent neces-
sary, and offered to do the work of an
agent himself, but was not accepted.
Rev. Mr. Lord said that the police
could not be expected to notice all the
cases of cruelty, and urged the hiring
of an agent if the funds could be ob-
tained. He spoke of the condition of
the chickens in coops on Third street,
which are over-crowded when they ar-
rive In the city @nd should be cared
for. Mr.. Jellett thought the chicken
cases needed a daily inspection. It
was decided to obtain the services of
Dr. Jenkin Lloyd Jones to speak in St.
Paul on “Birds” for the benefit of the
soclety. Mr. Jones spoke here in the
winter last year on horses. He will
speak in Minneapolis Dec. 10. A com-
mittee of three, composed of Mrs. Dr.
Stone, Mrs. E. B. -Smith and Rev. W.
R. Lord, was appointed to confer with
Mr. Jones. Resolutions of thanks were
tendered Mrs. Biddleman for the gift
of the picture of Ned, the horse which
had attended every.encampment except
the one in St. Paul. Mr. Hutchins, at
the close of the meeting, spoke of the
good work done by the police who, he
said, were keen te. see any cruelty to
animals or childrem. He also told of the
aid Jaller John Harris had given the
prisoners in the jail by investigating
the law and finding that it was lawful
to give the prisoners their breakfast
in the morning. This humane act was
commended by the soclety.

NAIL TRUST GOING UNDER.

T. G Walther Explains the Reason
for Fall in Prices.

“The nail trust has not yet collapsed,
but it probably will at the annual
meeting of the trust, to be held at
Chicago in December,” said T. G. Wal-
ther, of the Hackett Hardware com-
pany, yesterday. “With all the mil-
lions of the concern, it could not com-
pete with the little outside fellows, who
were constantly starting up for the
purpose . .of being bought up by the
trust. The capital of the trust was
$25,000,000, and, like all organizations
of the kind, it was supposed to be im-
pregnable. But there were.some of the
smaller nail factories that would not
go into the deal, and the demand for
the product of the mills was so small,
as compared with former years, that
the output of the outside mills was
almost sufficient to supply the entire
demand. The trust sought to control
the output by buying outright the
smaller mills and their accumulated
product, and in this way spent thou-
sands of dollars without stopping the
leak. It is a fact that a good portion of
the sales of the trust during the year
were of nails made by non-trust mills
that had been bought up by the trust.
We are selling nails today at $2.50, 33
cents less than the trust price, and
we buy our nails from the trust at that.
The price is going lower all the time
and I would not be surprised to see
the price cut fully pifé-half. It is prob-
able, however, that 4t the December
meeting the trust will be reorganized
along new lines and the organization
strengthened. If Sp, the price will be
well maintained. ,The talk about the
collapse of this trust béing due to the
steel trust is nongense. The increase
in the price of stergfhaq but nomi-
nal. It was the weakness of the nail
trust in itself and {ts tianagement that
led to its collapse,” But whatever the
future may have store for the nail
men, it is certain fhat the product can
be bought today in St..Paul for much
less than the Pittsburg price, which is
supposed to be the ruling price for
the country.” o i

President Peet, of the St. Paul cham-
ber of commerce, and the St. Paul
Jobbers’ wunion busied themselves
yesterday in the proposed removal of
the Minnesota Packing company, and
the two bhodies will co-operate with
each other in trying to prevent the
deal from going through, claiming that
such a step would be of inestimable
harm to the city.

President Peet has selected a com-
mittee to look into the matter and de-
termine what course is the best’ to
pursue. The committee is composed of
Kenneth Clark, Gen. Bishop, Judge
Lusk, C. W. Hackett and Pierce But-
ler. This. committee will immediately
set to work.

The jobbers’ union 1s also awake.
The executive committee met yesterday
afternoon and decided to give the
chamber of commerce the warmest sup-
port. A. H. Lindeke has the names of
eight gentiemen of enterprise, and from
the number he will select five to meet
with the chamber of commerce com-
mittee and join forces. Mr. Lindeke
believes that the banks are interested
as closely as other institutions in the
matter, and will place two or three
bank presidents upon. the committee if
he can induce them toact. It is be-
lieved that the con¥mittees must get to
work soon.

SION WILL ASK THE
LEGISLATURE

COMING

TO PURCHASE THE PROPERTY.

COMMIS-

BUY THE HATGHERY

COMMISSIONERS WILL ASK O’Pl:lElt :

FAVORS DESPITE THE PROS-
PECT OF A FIGHT,

STATE NEEDS MORE HATCHERIES,

Financial Condition of the Board—
No Prosecutions Under the State
Law at This Season.

The state game and fish commission
met yesterday. But for the interest in
the election the commission would have
transacted its business at the October
session and there would have been lit-
tle for the body to do yesterday. All
the members of the commission were
bresent and the day was profitably
spent and some matters that have a
distinct bearing on the life of the com-
mission and the success of its work
were informally discussed.

It is pretty certain that an effort will
be made to abolish the commission at
the coming session of the legislature.
There are a good many people in the
state who think that the commissioners
and their agents interfere with the
rights of private individuals and there
will be a sufficlent number of legis-
lators to take the sides of the kickers
and make a very respectable showing
when the fight comes up. But the
members of the commission are not
only satisfled that they are engaged
in a great and good work, but are pre-
paring to go before the legislature ask-
ing additional favors. The commission
is supported by an annual appropri-
aticn of $15,000 from the state. Its
members work for glory. The actual
cost of supporting the commission is
about one-tenth of the appropriation.
Tkat it has accomplished satisfactory
results is testified to by sportsmen.
And, believing that the good work
shculd be carried on, it is the purpose
of the commission to go before the
legislature and ask for favors that it
is believed will be granted when the
work of the commission is fully ex-
plained.

Among the items of expense In the
annual statement that has been pre-
pared is one of $300 for the rent of the
present site of the fish hatchery. The
commission believes that the work at
the hatchery has progressed to a
point where the people of the state are
willing that it should be continued on

a larger scale. The legislature will be
arked to buy the land. There are
twenty-five acres, of which but five are
in actual use by the commission. The
commission will ascertain the cost of
the land and will represent to the
legislature the necessity and advisibil-
ity of a permanent home for the hatch-
ery, and the fact that the land can bs
bought at this time for a comparative-
ly small sum. It is thought that the
city will be interested in the deal, and
that a portion of the expense will be
borne by the municipality for the priv-
flege of retaining control of the insti-
tution. The work of the hatchery this
year has exceeded that of any previous
year, and the records show definite
results. of great benefit to the state.
T'or this reason it is probable that an
increased appropriation will be asked
to extend the work of the commission.
The commissioners are of the opinion
that other hatcheries should be estab-
lished in other parts of the state, but
this extension will necessarily be slow.
The figures showing the receipts and
expenditures of the commission, that
will be submitted ifi the anual report,
which will be read st the annual meet-
ing in January, are flattering. The
receipts since January aggregate $16,-
083.90, of which $7,143.70 came from
fines and sales of confiscated game and
fish, and the remainder from the state.
The total expenses during the same
period amounted to $15,650.42, leaving a
balance of nearly $1,400.

Yesterday the refusal of express com-
panies to submit to seizures of game
held in their hands for shipment came
up for discussion. T. E. Byrnes, attor-
ney for the commission, was present,
and advised that the game warden
and his deputies ®e directed to pro-
cure warants for searching and seizing
game in the possession of express com-
panies where there is suspicion of law
violation. It was suggested that the
advice would be valuable at some fu-
ture season, as the period when ex-
press companies ean handle wild game
of any kind has about expired. It is
not likely that there will_ be any prose-
cutions of the companies under the
state law at this season, but that ad-
ditional safeguards will be thrown
about the system of handling game be-
fore another year rolls around. 3

The report of Supt. Morgan, of the
state fish hatchery, showed that trout
are now being transferred to the !mtph-
ery from the St. Croix Falls region.
About 500 female trout have been,
transferred and 2,000 more will be
brought to the hatchery within the
next fortnight. This is the spawning
season for lake trout and the fish and
eggs are being separated and brought
to the hatchery separately. This plan
has been found better than to bring
the fertile fish to the hatchery for sep-
aration. The spawn will be hatched in
February and about 300,000 will be se-
cured to the hatchery from the invoice
now being received there. The results
with plke and pickerel this year have
been unusually satisfactory. Millions
of these fish have been propagated and
distributed to the waters of the state.

A communication from Col. Willlam
Westerman, of St. Cloud, was recelved,
requesting the commission to recom-
mend to the legislature the amendment
of the game law so as to permit dticks
to be shot ten days later in the spring.
The change was suggested because
blue-bill ducks do mnot begin their
northern flight until after April 10, and
sportsmen in this latitude are deprived
of the best game bird that flies through
the region at that season of the year.
During the latter part of April the
Mississippl valley is filled with this
species of duck, and the only time they
are found in Minnesota is after the
northern lakes break up in the spring
and birds are flying northward.
