fulness; gratification is not necessarily grati-
tude. Our expressions of praise and grati-
tude on Thanksglving are usually based
upon the fact that during the year we have
recelved so much of what we wanted to re-
ceive, and of what it was pleasant to receive.
We measure out so much so-called gratitude
for so much pleasant experience. If this is
gratitude at all, it 1s gratitude of a very par-
tlal character. It does not come up to the
standard set forth by the apostle, ‘“‘Giving
thanks always for all things.” Almost
everybody gives thanks to God for something.
Very few of us give thanks to' God for every-
thing. We generally take it upon ourselves
to declde what things are worth thanking
God for, so that what we call thankfulness
is often neither more nor less than a grateful
selfishness.

Whatever comes from God, in whatever
form it comes, is a proper cause for thanks-
giving. But the difficulty for us is to real-
ize that the things that are unpleasant to us
may be even more truly for our good than
the things that we delight in. The spring of
gratitude is faith. The atheist and the un-
believer can have no Thanksgiving day.
Thankfuluess implies the conception of a
bestower of gifts. How can a man be
thankful to that which has no mind, or soul,
or heart or love? Gratitude springs out of
faith and is pervaded by faith. To cease to
believe is to cease to be grateful. A partial
faith 1s a partial gratitude. It is here the
trouble begins with us. We have very posi-
tive notions of what things are gcod for us,
and, while we may not cease to pray, we
pray mostly that God may so modify and
bend his will that it may fit in with ours.
Aunybody can be good-natured and glad when
he is having things his own way. But is it
really worth while to believe in God at all
unless our faith rises to such a point of
trust that even when he seems to be disap-
pointing, unreasonable and unkind, the faith-
ful soul can trust him still? We treat our
fellowmen bad enough sometimes, but we are
fairer towards them, as @ rule, than we are
Faith gives us a broad view

lived solely for the sake of the enjoyment to
be found in it. Better never to have lived
than to live in the opinion that trial, sick-
ness or misfortune are of no more value in
life than a patch of thistles in a field of
wheat. Then we need to look at life in its |
sum total.

He said in part: God rules and over- |
rules, rules with tempered authority the
obedient, and works His will through them; |

Contrasted with any other nation, or with
our own in earlier times, we have great rea-
son to give thanks for physical benefits.

Our nation’s strength and prestige, resting
not on fortresses or standing army, but on its
isolated location, and character of its inhabit-
ants, making it a Quaker among the na-
tions, adds to the burden of our song of
praise.

We ought to be a better as well as a thank-
ful people because of the goodness of the
Lord. And now what of the future? Well,
it has Ged in it, that we know. But what
shall our bearing be in it, our influence upon
it? We do not.. The highest or humblest of
us recognize our importance in the making
of this nation. We speak and act and vote
so badly sometimes that it seems we must
think the devil or blind fate is moving the |
world. “There lives and moves a soul in
all things, and that soul is God.” We have
a mighty programme before us in this land
and we :eed God and earnest, uprignt, Christ-
like endezvor on the gart of every man and

rough. To have one
people and one tongue from ocean to ocean;
to have our children so educated that they
shall serve well the highest interests of the
state; to give every community, large and
small, the church and gospel of Christ; to
have gospel truth permeate and control every
part of our nation’s life, as active at the
polling booth, at the capitol in St. Paul and
at Washington, as in the church; to have
our people so educated that they shall not
vote for men who are bad and for measures
concelved in and born of rottenness; to have
vice, however it may run with the natural
passions, suppressed and the man or woman
who caters to these passions kept where they
may mend their ways, or if that may not be
where they cannot do the devil’s work of
bestializing others; to have Christ first and
self nowhere in the church, every stone in her
wal}s a lving stone.

We need men in the counclls of our cities,
men at the capitol in St. Paul and at the
capitol at Washington—men, not things, not
self-worshipers or self-servers, not even mere
church men, but loyal Christian citizens.

TWO WAYS OF LOOKING.

Dr. Egbert on the Clean and Un-
elean, Politically,

Rev. Dr. John Paul Egbert’s sermon
at House of Hope church yesterday
morning followed closely the sugges-
tions of the Thanksgiving proclama-
tl?l} issu_gd by President Cleveland.

Today,” said he, “is the day of national
thanksglving, a day when the Christian
thought of our nation ought to be expressed
and the Christlan spirit of our nation mani-
fest itself. It is a religious day as well as a
a day for us to look at our
nation, and a day for us to look at cur re-
ligion in our nation; a day for us to look at
our national sins and repent of them, and a
day in which to give thanks for God’s great
mercies to us as a nation; a day for the ex-
pression of that true Christian life, which
manifests itself in acts of charity. All the
world ought to be better because of this
Thanksgiving day in America.

“True patriotism is keenly alive, sensitive,
to everything that can touch the real greatness
and glory of our nation. Not the bigness of
it, not the wealth of it, either of money, of
intellect or of power. These are merely the
opportunity for greatness, the method which
greatness uses to express itself, the means
by which it would do its work. The great-
ness is in the character, and character is a
personal thing. The character of the nation
is made up of the characters of its men and
women. The nation is not a thing; it is an

acter, and if those lving souls are not at
peace among themselves, are not moving *
toward one common high aim, by a common

strife and an endangering the land with deso-
lation.

‘“We are told by a writer in a recent num-
ber of the Forum that in the year 1803 95
per cent of all the commerce of this country
that had to do with products in exchange was
based entirely upon credit. Credit resis on
confidence; confidence rests on integrity; in-
tegrity is a moral characteristic, and there
you have the whole story of the political and
¢ommercial life of this country. It matters
not ‘what are the fruits at the top, the
‘foundation that can beget confidence must be

power, sane, sound, healthy. My
confidence in you 18 not bullt upon the
amount of money you have; it is upon the
stability of your character. Now, whoever
strikes at the integrity of the nation, whether
it be through this confidence, through mis-
use of its business opportunities, through falze
balances, or false valuations or false methods,
is a traitor to what is good in the nation as
well as to what is good in personal character.
It 1s a violation of the moral law.

““We talk of political corruption, and it is
one of the sins we ought to look in the face
and for which we ought to be profoundly
penitent. Political corruption there is, and
it has a double danger. There are some men
who will not touch politics because of their
corruption, and there are other men who are
in polities because of the same corruption.
There are some men who will not touch the
political trickster’s hand because it is a recog-
nition of him. There are other men who
want to touch that hand for what it holds of
things for them. The two extremes meet, and
they are both trajtors, The man who will
not touch politics because it fs unclean, de-
serves the condemnation of the land. The
man who goes into politics because of its un-
cleanness deserves the utmost condemnation
of public opinion and whatever other punish-
ment can be given him. Whatever divides
our land, whatever lowers Its high {deal,
whatever puts one class against another is
treason, and treason of a very dangerous
sort.

“If a minister of the gospel of Jesus Christ,
as a citizen, says one word in political life,
there is an assault made upon him because
he ir a minister. That of itself, the fact
that he is a minister, ought to be sufficient
indication that he has made careful and
prayerful study of all the problems affecting
the moral life of his nation and of his com-
munity. And these very complainers are
men who probably go to such as saloonkeep-
ers and bribe them for power in political
Hfe.”

MINERS ENTER PROTEST.

Troops Kept in Leadville to Crush
Labor, They Say.

LEADVILLE, Col, Nov. 26.—The
Cloud City Miners’ unlon has issued an
address to Gov. McIntyre and to the
people of Colorado, which attempts to
show that a conspiracy exists among
the mine-owners for the purpose of
keeping the state troops in Leadville
until the union is disorganized. The
miners disclaim responsibility for the
Coronado and other outrages that have
occurred here, and offer to guard
property and aid in maintaining peace
if the troops are withdrawn. The ad-
dress concludes as follows:

The only practical use to which the troops
have been put so far has been to act as a
bodyguard, or escort of honor, to convey
the various forces of imported lead miners
from the depot to the mines, and to make
a display of armed force about the mines;
when in fact neither the Missourians nor the
mines are in any danger whatever, from the
miners’ union.

The . presence of the militia in Leadville,
so far, will cost the people of the state
some $200,000. Every day that they remaln
here will add somefhing like $2,000 to this
large sum. It must all be paid from taxes.
Will the state further lend its ald at such
tremendous cost to destroy and crush organ-
ized labor—to assist one class of citizens,
strong and powerful. against another class
of citizens weak and humble, in comparison?
The miners have always desired peace, al-
ways been anxious to scttle the differences
between themselves and the operators amic-
ably. When the Weldon mine was put in
the hands of a receiver, he was directed by
Judge Owers to pay the miners at the rate
of $3 per day for underground men and $2.5y
per day for top men. While tut unlon miners
