MANY SIDED FIGHT

IS THAT NOW BEING WAGED FOR
THE SPEAKERSHIP OF THE
HOUSE.

J. D. JONES OF TODD COUNTY

SEEMS TO LEAD AT PRESENT AL-
THOUGH THERE IS LITTLE
ADVANTAGE

APPARENT, AS YET, FOR ANY ONE.

Jacobson, Feig, Staples and a Num-
ber of Others Are Working
Tooth and Nail.

The contest for the speakership bof
the house of representatives bids fair
to be one of the prettiest fights ever
put up in the organization of a Minne-
sota legislature. There are fully a doz-
en men who are candiates in a more
or less active sense, and some of them
of such prominence and standing as to
render their candidacy a formidable
matter to the others. The house being
very strongly Republican in com-
plexion it is of course to be assumed
that the contest will be closed in cau-
cus, and the Democrats and Populists
can only view it as mere idle specta-
tors. Of course there is always the
possibility of a caucus deadlock. In
the event of which the wayfarers from
the other camp may have a voice in
the matter, but this is such a remote
contingency that it is scarcely worth
considering in a discussion of the prob-
able outcome. .

Of all the candidates prominently
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laws that have.been passed by the Min-
nesota legislature, notably the Ander-
son railroad taxation bill, the Jacobson
“Y” bill and many others affecting the
agricultural interests of the state. In
his work on the floor of the house he is
more aggressive than agreeable, and
during the last session, especially, pro-
vecked many hostilities by his obsti-
nate support or opposition in cases
where he thought he was right and
others thought he was wrong.

The name of Jacobson naturally sug-
geets to any one who has been familiar
with the legislative sessions for the past
Six years the name of Chas. F. Staples,
of Dakota county. These two men
have been in close sympathy in legis-
lative work, and were on the celebrated
pine land Investigating committee ap-
pointed by the legislature of 1893. Mr:
Staples was the leading spirit of this
investigation, and deserves whatever
of credit may be attached to the work
of that committee. None of the mem-
bers of that committee had ever had
any experience in the timber business
to guide them in the course of the in-
vestigation, and they were severely
handicapped in their efforts, but the
work they did was productive of good
results, and the law now in force regu-
lating the sale and disposal of the state
timber was drawn by Mr. Staples on
lines recommended by that committee.
The state land commissioner at that
time was a Demccrat, one of the few
of that faith who ever found himself
in a state office as a principal in this
state, and he was necessarily guided
to a greater or less extent by the pre-
cedents established by- his Republican
predecessors, When the committee
made its report it censured the Demo-
cratic official only because he allowed
himself to be guided by these prece-
dents, and took particular pains to
exonerate him from any charge of per-
sonal or official dishonesty.

In pursuing this course, Mr. Staples
did not make himself as popular with
his party as he might have done by a
different policy, but he made a great
many friends at large, and made for
himself the record of being a fair-mind-
ed and honest servant of the people.
He is a more active candidate for the
speakership than is his friend, Jacob-
son, as he is known to really want the
position, and he also has the advantage
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mentioned the man who would go into
the caucus with the strongest natural
following is the one who is least likely
to be chosen. That man is J. F. Jacob-
son, the “father of the house,” wfio
hails from the county of Lac Qui Parle,
and who has been the leader on the
floor of the house in the past two sea-
sons, so far as the leadership can be
claimed by a man outside of St. Paul.
Mr. Jacobson is a very positive char-

acter, a man of a great deal of force
and a good deal of ability., He was
prominently mentioned as a candidate

for lieutenant governor, was chairman
of the subcommittee on appropriations
in the last house, and can eclaim as
much credit as any other one man for
the fact that the tax levy was kept
down as low as it was,

Immediately after the election, as
soon as candiates were put under dis-
cussion, the name of Jacobson was pre-
gented by a number of country mem-
bers for the speakership, and, just as
he did when he was first mentioned for
lieutenant governor, he said that he
would take it if it,came his way, but
that he would not go out of the way
to look for it.

Those who are acquainted with the
situation say that Jacobson will not
be speaker of the house, and for a very
odd reason. His friends believe that
he can do better work on the floor than
he can in the chair, and those who are
not particularly his friends don’t want
him in the chair for the reason that,
if it rested with him, he would work
the members the same number of hours
that he would laborers on a farm, and
members of the legislature are not
looking for that sort of a speaker.

Jacobson is one of the most unique
characters who has ever taken a part,
and it has been no mean one, in the
politics and legislation of this state.
He lacks a great deal of being a good
egpeaker in the commonly accepted defi-
nition of that term, but that he is a
fércible and effective debater on the
floor of the house there is no question.
He is not wholly in sympathy with his
party this year on the money question,
as he is a pronounced friend of silver,
but no one can say just what the po-
sition of his party will be on that ques-
tion two years from now, and he may
by that time be in line, for it is & sure
thing that he will not change, what-
ever the party may do.

Jacobson has been prominently iden-

tified with some of the most important l

of being more In harmony with his
party on the money question just now.
He is a sound money man of a very
precnounced character, and is known to
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as many votes as some other things
that might be mentioned.

W. B. Douglas, of Moorhead, is an-
other strong man of the people who
has been honored by a very general
mention as a candidate for the houss
gavel. He is one of the most promi-
nent attorneys in the northern part of
the state, was a distinguished and suc-
cessful member of the last house, and
came within hailing distance of the
Republican nomination for attorney
general at the Republican state con-
vention. He was prominently identi-
filed with the Red River drainage bill,
the Ives impeachment case and & num-
ber of other measures of greater or
less importance to the people of the
state, and particularly his part of it
He was decidedly more conservative
in his course than was either of the
gentlemen whose names have already
been mentioned, but was always to
be located for or against every meas-
ure that was presented, and when he
took ground on a measure he was al-
ways found on the same side of it while
it was pending. He is, it goes without
saying, a first-class parliamentarian,
and would fill the chair with honor to
himself and to his district if he is
chosen to the place. But it i8 not be-
lieved that he is so much a candidate
for the place as he is for the nomi-
nation for atorney general two years
hence.

Judge Samuel T. Littleton Is another
prominent and successful Republican
who has been suggested as good mate-
rial for a speaker. He, also, is a law-
yer of much ability and a legislator
with a good record, though his work in
the last session was of more general
character than that of some of the
other members who had special inter-
ests in their keeping. He was promi-
nent and effective in the debates on
the floor when the more important bills
were being considered, and was oné of
the best orators in the house. He
comes from Dodge county, one of the
best localities in the state, and is un-
derstood to be a candidate without any
strings attached to him.

J. D. Jones, of Todd county, seems
to be the man upon whom the slate-
makers have agreed as the one most
likely to pluck the coveted honor, not
that he has been slated by any par-
ticular faction or section of the party,
but he is a man who has no entangling
alliances that would be likely to em-
barrass him. He has many friends and
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be persona grata with the powers that
be. He is a thorough parliamentarian,
and would undoubtedly make an excel-
lent presiding officer, but then he, too,
would want to work the members on
long hours, and that will not make him
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few enemies, and he is the man upon
whom the other candidates would be
most llkely to agree when “their turn
comes to lay down and deliver their
support to the next man. Mr. Jones
is certainly well equipped by natural
qualification and acquirements to make
a successful speaker. He is a lawyer
of much ability and learning, he has
had a great deal of experience as a
legislator, and he has served a term
as clerk of the supreme court. And
here is one of the reasons why he will
stand in line for the support of the
strong party men. He was only given
one term as clerk of the supreme court,
when precedent and the theory that
one ood term deserves a sec-
ond, should have given him two. The
Republicans are inclined to admit that
Jones has something coming, and it
would seem to be the speakership, un-
less all signs fail—which they some-
times do in polities. i

Henry Feig, of Kandiyohi county—
where the state capitol doesn’t go—is
another rural politician who 1is sup-
posed to stand a good chance of being
stricken by the speakership lightning.
Mr. Feig distinguished himself four
years ago by running within 72 votes
of the Populist candidate for congress
in the Seventh district, since which
pretty prominent
figure in Republican politics. He was

a member of the house in 1891, skipped
‘the term of 1893 to make the race for
congress, and was again returned in
1594, At the election last November he
defeated the - Populist sachem, Dr.
Christlan Johnson. He is one of the
best parliamentarians in either bramnch
of the legislature, is a forcible speaker
and a good debater. He has a strong
following from theé Northern and soms
of the other counties of the state, and
is, on the whole, a formidable candi-
date.

- Joseph B, Underleak, chairman of the
house judiciary committee in 1895, and
a member of the house the previous
session, one of the leading attorneys of
Southern Minnesota, is a candidate for
the speakership, and will come to the
contest with a strong following from
the First congressional district. He 1s
one of the veterans of the house, is an
able debater, a finished parliamen-
tarian, a good disciplinarian and in
every way t%ua.tiﬁeﬁ' to make a good
presiding officer of .the house if the
cards should come his way,

‘While the Scandinavian Republicans
of St. Paul, Minneapolis and Duluth
were blowing ped hot cinders among
the hirsute appéndages of Gov. Clougn
and doing all kinds of things for that
excellent gentleman, the voters of the
same nationality and the same party In
Goodhue county were voting the Re-
publican ticket - early, ' often and
straight, and when the old Republican
stronghold of Hennepin county turned
up with about 3,000 to the good for
John Lind, Gooadhue became the ban-
ner county; and ;thereby hangs the
candidacy_ of Jens K. Grondahl for
speaker. Mr. Grondahl was a member
of the last house, @and the first thing
he did was to returp the railroad pass
which was sent him by a local com-
pany as a
tesy. From that:time on he was a
‘marked man,,. He is a newspaper man,
too. He is connected with the Red
Wing Printing’ company, which prints
the Daily “Republican;a weekly paper
and a Scandinavian paper, In fact the
presses of the company are getting out
papers all times of night and day, and
they are all good Republican papers,
at that.

Mr, Grondahl served very acceptably
in the last house, was renominated
without opposition and glected. without
any one knowing that another candi-
date was in the field. " He is the busi-
ness, political and personal friend of
that very astute and popular states-
man, Tams Bixby, which, of itself, is
not half a bad card. He is undoubted-
ly fully qualified for the speakership,
and stranger things have happened
than his election to the speakership
would be.

Hon. Henry G. Hicks, the veteran
and venerable Judge Hicks, of Minne-
apolis, has not turned up missing when
the gossips have spoken in whispers
the names of those who might properly
aspire to the speakership. He has been
a prominent figure in Minnesota poll.
tics for a Jength of time when the
memory of man runneth not to the
contrary, and it is but natural that his
name would occur as one likely to be
submitted as a candidate for speaker,
But he is understood to be a candl-
date of the receptive, rather than the
active, order. The natural modesty of
a - Minneapolis man, the instinctive
shrinking from a responsibility which
is common to all Minneapolis politi-
cians, is present in Judge Hicks to a
marked degree, and if he is a candi-
date at the final show-down it will be
only because his friends force him into
it. Notwithstanding the disadvantage
of location he would be a formidable
candidate if he chose to make a set
fight for the place, and some of the
vounger men might“learn a lesson or
two in practical politics if he entered
the arena in earnest.

E. E. Smith, of Minneapolis, S. B.
Lovejoy, of the Same afflicted city, C.
A. Parker, of Washington county, and
several other members of the last and
previous houses have also been men-
tioned as probdble or possible candi-
dates, but if ghe name of the next
speaker is not found in the above list
then there is no longer truth in politi-
cians or common sense in the legis-
lature. .

If pools were to be opened on the
event it is likely that J, D. Jones
would have the best odds, closely fol-
lowed by Grondahl and Feig, the others
being bunched near by. It is a good
fight, no matter how it may come out,
and 1t is possible ithat the next Re-
publican state ticket may be sprouted
in this contest.
