CABINET PROGRAMME MODEST.

Government, However, Likely to

Have Trouble Over the Little

Which Will Be Attempted.

*
LONDON, Nov. 28.—The announce-

•tnent today that the queen has signed

a proclamation reassembling parlia-
ment on Jan. 19 has brought the public

mind back to political matters. The
date announced is a week earlier than
was expected, and only upon two pre-
vious occasions, since 1880, has parlia-

ment met so early in the year.

The government, apparently, is re-
solved to make a great effort to get
through -with its programme which,
however, will be distinctly modest. The
only noteworthy proposal which the
government is likely to ask is an in-
crease of several millions of pounds in
the war budget. Military men have
taken advantage of the recent war
scares to advocate strengthening the
army, and naval men have not been

. slow in adopting a like course as re-
gards the sea arm of the kingdom. The
army needs three specific reforms, the
rearming of the artillery, the estab- !
lishment of additional battalions of in-I
fantry and the reorganization of the
transport service. This programme has j
been laid before the cabinet national
defense committee, which, it is under-
stood, has resolved to recommend addi-
tional outlay in order to bring the army
up to the same state of efficiency as the
navy, for which no large vote will be
asked, as its programme for the year
is fairly well provided for. Inconnec-
tion with the proposed increase of the
strength of the army, it ls suggested

that an Irish regiment of footguards be
formed and recruited in Dublin.

There were two cabinet meetings this
week, and they practically settled upon
the main points of the queen's speech
at the reassembling of parliament- It
will include references to elementary
education, employers liability and
benefices bill, with probably a second
education bill. The government has
been very silent on the subject of old
age pensions, and it is believed that
this matter will be dropped for the
present at least. The ministers hope
to meet with little opposition in their
educational policy. No scheme of rate
aid for voluntary schools will be pre-
sented.

However, the modest programme of
the government will not insure it an
entirely quiet time. The recent South; African policy has caused a divisionamong its followers, which will come
in evidence early in the session. The
malcontents intended to raise a discus-
sion on the policy of the secretary of
state for Oh* colonies, Joseph Chamber- I
lain, either on the address in reply
to the speech to the throne, or on a
motion to reappoint the select com-
mittee on the Jameson raid. The
Liberals intend to make the latter In-
quiry thorough and searching. Henry
Labouchere this week, in Truth, revives
the^/Question of the implication of high
parties in England by declaring thatSir John Willoughby has asserted thathe only obeyed

PRETORIA'S SKY C^EAR.

Rumors of Impending Trouble De-
nied by Krnger.

PRETORIA, SOUTH AFRICA. Nov.
28.—At a banquet last evening Presi-
dent Kruger declared that the rumors
of impending trouble were untrue and
that they had been spread by specula-
tors. All was clear, he added. The
I/ondon convention assured the Inde-
pendence of the Transvaal, and if a
change was desirable, he would see
that it was arranged constitutionally.
Referring to the delay of the Transvaal
government in claiming an indemnity
from the British South Africa com-
pany, in consequence of the Jameson'
raid, President Kruger said that the
delay arose from the desire not to
make an excessive demand and because
the exact expense was hot yet com-
puted. He ridiculed the idea that . an
invasion of Rhodesia was proposed and
assured his hearers that the mining in-
terests of the country would be foster,
cd.

HAWAII WILLING.

Uncle Sam Has Only to Woo ln Order

to Win.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 28.—Mr. Fran-

cis M. Hatch, the representative from
Hawaii to the United States, has re-
turned to the city after a long absence.
The minister was asked for an inter-
view on the prospects of a renewal
during the incoming administration of
steps for the annexation of Hawaii
to the United States. Mr. Hatch de-
clined to talk upon the subject, but
referred his questioner to the fellowing
resolution passed by the legislature of
Hawaii, tn May last, showing the at-
titude of his government on the sub-
ject:

"Whereas, Ithas heretofore been the
announced policy both of the provi-
sional government and the republio
of Hawaii, to advocate the annexation
of the Hawaiian islands to the United
States of America, and

"Whereas, The legislature of the re-
public of Hawaii is now in regular ses-
sion assembled and will soon adjourn
for a considerable period, and

"Whereas, Itis fitting that the elected
representatives of the people should
place themselves on record as to the
present state of feeling among them-
selves and their constituents on this
subject, be it

"Resolved, By the senate and house
of representatives that the legislature
of the Republic of Hawaii continues
to be, as heretofore, firmly and stead-
fastly in favor of the annexation of
the Hawaiian islands to the United
States of America, and in advocating
such a policy they feel that they are
expressing not only their own senti-
ments, but those of the voters of the
republic."
Itwillbe recalled that just before the

close of the last administration, Secre-
tary of State Foster negotiated a treaty
with a commission from Hawaii for the
annexation of that country to the
United States. It.was sent to the sen-
ate by President Harrison, but was not
acted on during his administration.
After President Cleveland came into
office, and beore the senate had dis-
posed of the treaty the former with-
drew it.

The document not having been rati-
fied by this government, nothing was
done by the Hawaiians. The legis-
lature of Hawaii will not meet again
for some time. Itis understood, how-
ever, that the president of that coun-
try has the power, should he deem it
expedient at any time to reopen ne-
gotiations with the United States for a
treaty looking to annexation. No in.
formation is obtainable at the lega-
tion respecting the recent action of the
Hawaiian government in regard to the
proposition for extensions of conces-
sions granted to Col. Spaulding, in re-
gard to a Pacific cable.

The Hawaiians, Minister Hatch, says,
are anxious to have the cable laid, par-
ticularly between the United States
and Hawaii, and as an evidence of their
desire, have offered a subsidy of $40,000
a year toward the maintenance of the
latter, which is regarded as a larg*
amount when coming from such a
small country. The concession origin-
ally granted to Col. Spaulding for the
cable between Hawaii and the United
States, it appears, gave him an ex-
clusive franchise for twenty years, pro-
vided he obtained aid from his gov-
ernment within eighteen months after
the date of the concession. The time
expires In May next, so that speedy
action is necessary if the original
terms of the agreement are adhered to.

REVELATIONS.

NAVAL BUDGET CONFLICT.

REICHSTAG UNWILLING TO VOTE
THE SHIS DESIRED BY THE

EMPEROR.

GERMAN PRESS RAPIDLY VEERING.

Liberal Jonrnals Expect a Vigorous
Foreign and Tariff Policy Front

the New Administration.

BERLIN, Nov. 28.—The revelations
of the Hamburger Nachrichten will
not, after all, be allowed to pass with-
out judicial inquiry. The Frankfort
Zeitung today carried out its threat
and denounced the Hamburger Nach-
richten before the state's attorney for
high treason, and the Koenigsburg
Zeitung did the same. Both actions
are due to those two newspapers be-
ing prosecuted by the government for
indiscreetly publishing state news.

There is little doubt now that a par-
liamentary conflict will occur during

this session of the reichstag over the
naval budget. The government organs
have hiterto denied that a large In-
crease in the navy was intended, and
the figures of the naval budget were
so juggled that lt looked as if the
government demand was not in excess
of those of former years. A searching
analysis of the figures, however, re-
veals the fact that the reichstag is
really asked to sanction an increase of
about 200,000,000 marks. The bill asks
that this year's expenditures be in-
creased 60,000,000 marks and the mat-
ter is so arranged as to necessitate
an additional expenditure of 70,000,000

marks during each of the next two
years. These sums are not entirely for
building of new vessels, but are also
intended to provide for the expense of
manning them. In parliamentary cir-
cles it Is believed that the naval ex-
penditures of the next five years will
be largely Increased if the reichstag
accedes to the present demands.

Emperor William, speaking recently
to Admiral yon Hollman, seci*4fc.ry of
the navy, is reported to have said:
"The question of bringing the German
navy to the point of being really for-
midable, not only for defense, but for
aggression, is one of life or death for
the nation, inasmuch as lt Involves
as much as the state army does, and
whoever loves the fatherland, will
help me bring this about, as the Ger-
man navy is at present wholly Inade-
quate for its mission in the future."

This imperial utterance is now cir-
culating in the reichstag circles, and
is much commented upon. It is cer-
tain that no majority will be found
ln the relchstag for these projects.
The Centrists and the entire Radical
wing are against it, which gives an
adverse majority of about 20. During
the week the government representa-
tives of the naval department have
repeatedly hinted, in conversation with
the deputies, that the rejection of the
naval scheme means the dissolving of
the reichstag.

In the diet, the government, through
Dr. Miquel, the minister of finance, is
asking for the passage of a bill to en-
able it to use the yearly surplus, which
this year is over 60,000,000 marks, in
order to cover deficiencies in any parti-
cular department, or to utilize it as a
contingent fund in the future. The
Liberals and Radicals are fighting this
proposal as a curtailment of parlia-
mentary privileges and as fraught with
danger to the institutions of the king-
dom. Itis believed, however, that the
government will get the bill passed.

ELECTION WINDFALL.
_The result of the election in the

CTnted States has brought a windfall
to the town of Speyer, in the shape of
a donation of $35,000 from Henry Villard.
The pastor of that place has recently
been trying to obtain subscriptions to
a fund with which to establish a sick
children's hospital, and Mr. Villard
was approached during his recent stay
there. He promised that if MeKinley
won, he would give the whole sum re-
quired. This promise has been kept
and the foundation stone of the new
hospital will be laid next spring.

During his visit to Kiel this week,
the emperor went on board the new
\u25a0war ship Aegir and his majesty took
one of the regular noon rations of the
blue jackets and ate the whole of it,
consisting of ham, cabbage and pota-
toes, out of a tin vessel.

The present sugar bounty law has
met with the disapproval of all the
sugar manufacturers of the empire,
and a committee has been appointed
with instructions to endeavor to get
the bill altered in the reichstag. The
association of raw sugar manufactur-
ers has pronounced in favor of the
projected raw sugar trust of the em-
pire.

The German press is rapidly veering
around in its opinion of the results
of the recent election in the United
States. The Liberal newspapers are
expressing increasing fear of unfavor-
able tariff legislation and a more vig-
orous foreign policy.

The federation of German bimetal-
lists has issued a statement expressing
the belief that McKinley's electionmeans the furtherance of international
bimetallism, and adding that they are
relying on the Republican party to
promote these ends, according to the
pledges in its platform.

From the reichstag budgets it ap-
pears that the deficit inthe accounts of
the colonial offlce with the colonies
is over 4,000,000 marks, whereof West
Africa shows a deficit of 2,690,000
marks.

The government has begun to en-
force administrative measures to stop
Polish agitation in the eastern prov-
inces of Prussia, including the dis-
charge of all non-speaking German
employes on the Silesian and Posen
railroads, and the Germanization of
all Polish names of towns and villages.

The executive of the Berlin industrial
exposition has called for subscriptions
to a guarantee fund to recoup the pre-
liminary deficit of 1,350,000 marks. The
entire deficit will not fall short of2,000,000 marks.

The United States ambassador, Ed-
winF. Uhl, gave a ball on Friday. His
son David has arrived here for a
lengthy stay.

TELLER MUSSING NOW.

Deranged by the Strain of Cashier
HofTer's Case.

LEBANON, Pa, Nov. 28.—George W.Shiffler, the teller of the First National
bank, is missing and his whereabouts
are unknown. He is thought to be suf-
fering from temporary derangement,
brought on by the heavy defalcations
of Cashier Hoffer. Shiffler's family

j and his friends fear for his safety.
*

Cashier Hoffer's defalcations were
first made known to the bank officers
through Shiffler, who claimed his ac-
counts had been tampered with to the
extent of a $14,000 shortage. Although
every confidence was had in Shiffler,
by the bank officials, the strain on his
nervous system was too much. About
midnight on the day that the defalca-
tion was discovered, A. G. Bowman,
proprietor of t&« Central hotel, cashed

a check for 1166 for Bblflter since which
time he has not been seen.

NO CHANGES IN THE PROGRAMME.

Dr. Benson's Plans for the Lambeth
Meeting to Be Followed— Xi-h•_

of London,

LONDON, Nov. 28.—The Rt. Rev. Dr.
Temple, archbishop of Canterbury, in
an interview extended to the Associat-
ed Press on the Pan-American confer-
ence, said:

"At present Ido not know of any
changes that will be made in the pro-
gramme for the Lambeth conference in
consequence of the death of Dr. Ben-
son. Ihave been so overwhelmed with
affairs that Ihave not had time to
carefully consider the matter. Doubt-
less there will be some changes that
will have to be made, but nothing
material as far as the American bish-
ops are concerned. We expect at least
200 bishops to be present, and the most
Important contingent from abroad will
be those from the United States. We,
in England, always consider the Amer-
ican bishops, though the Episcopalians
are not as numerous as some other
Christian bodies in America, to rep-
resent the American people.

"One of the topics for discussion is
'International Arbitration,' and Imay
say that the bishops in England are
profoundly thankful for the turn that
the recent political events have taken.
Ido hope all of our brothers in the
United States and Canada, who have
intimated the probability of their com-
ing will manage to do so, and that
those who at present anticipate being
prevented, will yet see their way to
visit Lambeth by July 5 next. Ineed
hardly add, perhaps, that the candid
invitation sent them by the late pri-
mate willbe repeated by myself ln the
fullest degree."
Itis now announced that the govern-

ment will devote £1,000,000 to the en-
dowment of a Roman Catholic univer-
sity ln Ireland. This, lt is- believed, is
possibly one of the things which the
chief secretary for Ireland, Mr. Ger-
ald Balfour, promised Mr. Timothy
Healy for the latter' s support of the
government's land bill last session.
