SEEMS TO HAVE THE GASOLINE
FIELD TO ITSELF,

IS THERE A LIGHT COMBINE?

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE DIREC-
TED TO INCLUDE MONEY FOR
VARIOUS IMPROVEMENTS,

SCHOOLS, BRIDGES AND SEWERS

Three Pay Rolls Absent of the Num-
ber That Were Passed—Busy
Board Meeting,

There was but one bid received by
the board of aldermen at its meeting
last night in answer to the advertise-
ment for proposals for furnishing the
city with gasoline lighting for 1897. The
bid was submitted by the American De-
velopment company, of which Maurice
Auerbach is president. Accompanying
the bid was a certified check for $2,500
on the Union bank. The company
agreed to furnish the burners and light
the lamps from sunset until dawn;at
§1.0475 per lamp per month. If the
council saw fit to adopt the moonlight
schedule, the same work would be done
for 91 cents per lamp per month. ' If
the city desired to own the burners for
the lamps, the company would do the
rest for $1.25 per lamp per month. On
the moonlight schedule, the city ¢wn-
ing the burners, the *price would be
$1.15 per lamp per month. DBurnars,
according to the bid, would bhe fur-
nished the city at $1.50 each, or Lurn-
ers would be furnished the city to be
owned by the company at $3 cents
The company e21so
agreed to furnish lamps without the
burners at $2.40 each and lamp posts
at 60 cents each. No charge wonld be
made for removing lamps from cne
point to another. Street lamp sigus
will be furnished for 14 cents each, and
the lamps painted for 10 and posts for
5 cents each.

The bid was read, and without dis-
cussion referred to the committee on
gas, consisting of Ald. Shepard, Bige-
low and Donahower. President Maik- |
ham, after adjournment of the coun-
cil, with the air of a man seeking for
information, asked if the one bid being
submitted was owing to a trust or com-
bination having been formed. He was
informed by several of the aldermen
that it savored of a combination. At
present the city is paying for each
lamp per year $11.70, and the same
service under the contract of the
American Development company will
cost the city $12.57 per lamp per year.
Commissioner of Public Works Cope-
land is authority for the statement that
the present lighting at $11.70 per lamp
per year is not very good nor at all
satisfactory.

Contractor MeClelland, whose con-
tract for gasoline lighting expires on
Dee. 31, stated last evening before the
bids were opened that he would not be
a competitor this time for the reason
that he had a couple of weeks ago sold
his outfit to Robert Seeger. Mr. Seeger,
just before the time for putting in bids
yesterday afterroon had expired, said
he was not in the field this year and
had no intention of submitting a bid.
With these gentlemen out of the race
the American Development company
had the field to themselves. A gasoline
lighting expert in speaking of the bids
last evening said that if the city saw
fit to adopt the moonlight schedule in
awarding the contract the price . was
a deal too high, as the time under this
schedule the lamps would have to be
lighted during the year, would be about
2,000 hours as against 4,000 hours un-
der the all night schedule.

Ald. Shepard, who is chairman of
the committee, said he did not know
when a meeting to consider the bid
would be held. He was in favor of a
resolution being passed by the assem-
bly on Thursday night instructing the
committee on gas from that body to
meet with the board of aldermen com-
mittee and discuss and report jointly
as to the matter. The question of wheth-
er under the advertisement for pro-
posals a number of the 3,200 gasoline
lamps now in use could not be done
away with and electric lighis used,
was brought up. The members of the
committee were of the opinion that
the proposals had been drawn in such
a manner that nearly half of the gaso-
line lamps could be discontinued and
electric lights used.

There were resolutions “galore directing
the conference committee to include in the
estimate for 1897 money for various improve-
ments.  Ald. Allard wants $20,700 included
in the tax estimate for a new bridge over the
railroad tracks at Raymond avenue., Ald.
Bell wants $170,060 included in the estimate
for building the old portion of the Wabasha
street bridge to the full width, the same as
the north end. The Sixth ward alderman
also wants the cost of a sewer on Custer
street provided for in the tax estimate. Ald.
Lindahl wants $2,700 placed in the tax esti-
mate for a sewer on York street from Edger-
ton to Jessic and on Edgerton from Jessie to
Magnolia street. Ald. Kaldunski wants
$7,760 put in the estimate for a sewer on
Guaultier and Sycamore streets.

In addition to these requests Aid. Mark-
ham had a resolution adopted requesting the
school board to arrange in their estimate for
next year for the purchase of a site and
erection of a new school build@ing south of
Summit avenue and west of Victoria sireets.

SOME ELECTION EFFECTS,

Sherifi Chapel Tosses Charles Reic-
how Into the Air.

Sheriff Chapel treated himself to a
sweet morsel of revenge yesterday by
discharging Deputy Sheriff Charles
Reichow. Mr. Reichow was not allowed
the courtesy sometimes extended to
officials whose positions are desired to
be vacated, namely, that of resigning,
but was simply and unceremoniousiy
“fired” for the alleged reason that he
was not sufficiently ardent in the in-
terests of Sheriff Chapel during the
recent campaign. Some time ago George
Irish was informed by Sheriff-elect
Wagener that Reichow would probably
be retained in office under the new ad-
ministration, and in performing the act
of decapitation, told Reichow that as
he was to be reappointed after Jan. 1,
it would be just as well for him to
vacate at once and give the *“boys”
who would then be without positions
an opportunity to earn between them
the $100 which would otherwise be paid
him as salary for December.

Mr. Reichow, who has been in the
sheriff’s office for the past eight years,
is not worrying a great deal over a
month of possibly enforced idleness, as
he is assured of a deputyship under
Sheriff Wagener.

And, in case said county contains a sena-
torial or representative district, then the
persons having the highest number for sena-
tor or representatives shall be declared by
said board duly elected.

In case of an appeal, notice thereof shall
be enitered with the clerk of gaid court within
twenty days after tho day of election.

. W. Zollman, attorney for Carter, said
the point raised by Martin was not tenable.
The clause quoted, he said, applied only to
county officers, and not to senators and rep-
resentatives, as the house and senate were
the cole judges of the eligibility of its own
members. The notice of the contest, Mr. Zoll-
man said, alleged irregularities in the count
and canvass of the ballots in the Eighth,
Eleventh and Fourteenth prscincts of ihe
Eighth ward.

NEW INSUR‘A!\'CET.AWS

Are to Be Presented to the Legis.
lature,

Acting Insurance Commission
Light®ourn is at work on a law :;
regulatq the assessment life insurance
companies which will be submitted to
the legislature at its coming session.

The new bill proposes that each com-
pany shall have not less than 400 ap-
plicants, each of whom has paid in at
least §2 for every $1,000 worth of in-
surance hp proposes to carry. The
coempany is to be required to pay the
face of the policy to the heirs of the
policy holder within the time con-
tracted. It is required to keep on hand
a reserve fund equal in amount to one
full assessment, and it is not allowed
to issue a policy for more than the
amount that would be raised by one
full assessment. In this way the com-
pany will always have on hand the
amount of a loss. Under the old law,
cempanies have been known to or-
ganize with- 50 or 100 members, and
immediately issue policies for as high
as §10,000. The company is required to
make an assessment within sixty days
after a death loss becomes due, and 1f
this is .not done, the offlcers become
{lahle to the extent of the claim. If
judgments against the company - are
not satisfied, the commissioner is to
revoke the license. Any transfer of the
members to another company must be
approved by a two-thirds vote of the
insured. Another important provision
is that the assignment of a policy is
void, if it is made to a person who has
no insurable interest in the life of the
assured. This will prevent fraud, such
as in the Ging murder case.

The fire insurance men will try to se-
cure the repeal of the ‘“valued policy”
clause.

An effort will probably be made, too,
to pass an anti-compact law.

OVER A BAD CIGAR,

The Row That Brought Partridge
“""Into Court.

“De you know that you are imperii-
ing your soul and are sure to go to
hell if you do not step smoking?-
asked Dr. Alonzo P. Partridge of his
friend, J. Chancey yesterday as th=
two met on a street corner. Dr. Part-
ridge, who is president of the P. Q.
Medicine company and resides at 377
Grove street, is a very religious man,
so religious in fact that he believes
smoking detrimental to the moral side
of man and when he ran across his
friend Chancey yesterday smoking a
big, foul eigar, the doector could no:-
suppress his feeling and gave vent o
ithe above interrcgation.

Chancey had secured a special police-
man’s commission seven or eight years
ago, and, although the honor of per.
