HOW TO MAKE BERRIES PAY.

SUGGESTION THAT IRRIGATION

WOILD BE OF GREAT AID TO
GROWTH.

THE SECRETARY'S ANNUAL.

A Sug&estton for a Horticultural !
Building on the State Fair

Grounds.

Strawberries were the bill of far at
the afternoon session of the Minnesota
Horticultural society, and everything
pertaining to that fruit except the fruit

j itself, was brought out. The subject
was handled from every possible point J
of view, and if any of those present

:went away feeling that they did not
| know ail about strawberries, then they
did not pay very close attention.

The first thing of the afternoon was
j to hear the report of A. M. Shepard, of J!the small fruits committee. Prof. N. E. j
Hansen, of the Brookings Agricultural!
College of South Dakota, was to have !
read a paper, but as it had more to do j
with the subject of apples and plums j
it was postponed until those fruits were j
to be laken up.

The regular programme was opened
with a paper by Mrs. Anna B. Under-
wood. Her subject was "The Nimble \

| Sixpence and How to Corral Him in a
| Strawberry Bed." This had been pro-

posed by Mr. Wedge, and the task of
answering was given to Mrs. Under-
wood. She succeeded in showing that |
the subject contained considerable
argument and that it was possible to
corral him, but she refused to state

!how many she had corraled in her
strawberry bed.

Following came a series of five-min-
ute papers on the different branches of
strawberry growing. A paper by W.
S. Widmoyer, of Dresbach, treated |
"The Best Three Varieties to Grow for
the Market." His selection of the
warfleld, crescent and beder wood was
generally accepted, although some of
the growers differed according to the
kind of soil they had. People from all
parts of the state gave their opinions,
and this was the manner of the dis-
cussion on all the subjects. Following
the best three for the market came the
best for home use, including those for
canning. The gentlemen discussed this
question of canning at considerable
length, the ladles present not saying
anything, but sitting back and smiling.
Finally some wag asked how many
men present had ever canned berries.|A heavy silence followed the question

Ionly broken by the stifled laughter of
the ladies. It was a good joke. After
that the ladies told the men a few
things about the canning question and
settled the matter.

"Soils Best Adapted for Strawber-
ries" was the next paper. Itwas pre-
pared by O. M. Lord, of Minnesota
City. This brought a very great va-
riety of opinion and contradictions
were frequent. The discussion plainly

| proved that what was good for one
Iwould not do for another. Some want-

ed sandy loam, while others thought
a heavy soil or a gravelly clay was
the proper thing. The question of slope
also varied. Some wanted southeast
v.'hile others would have only north-
east.

"The Preparation of the Soil" caused
the longest discussion. Allwere agreed
that wood ashes, unleaohed, was a
good thing. Mrs. Bonniweil, of Hutch-
ison, who was introduced as the best
farmer in that country, gave her ex-
perience, bringing up the wood ashes
question. It was thought by the ma-
jority that moisture and enough
manure to allow hard packing around
the roots of the plant was the right
method.

"Planting," "Cultivation," "Irriga-
tion" and "Mulching" were four papers
discus-.-ed somewhat at length and
mingled with one another. In discus-
sing the planting a practical demon-
stration was used. C. F. Gardner was
asked how he would plant the straw-

Iberries and his answer was nearer to
the point than any. He said, "heads
up, roots down." When asked what he
would do with 5,000 plants in a dry
season, he answered that he would be
very sorry that he had ordered such
a number.

The last paper was read by C. W.
Sampson, of Eureka, and was on
"Gathering and Selling the Crop." He
followed the subject through the em-
ployment of pickers, methods of pick-
ing, ways of shipping, kinds of market,

method of reaching the market and
time to reach it. He had a few don'ts
which he asked the members to con-
sider. One of them was "Don't put
bad, soft or over ripe berries at the
bottom of the box and good ones on
top. Let the quality be as good at the
bottom as the top." Mr. Sampson

said that he did not think it was the
practice to do this, but he had seeen it
charged to the fruit men and he want-
ed to caution the members from bring-
ing the growers into bad repute. The
paper created considerable merriment.

The session was declared by all to
have been an excellent one and it cer-
tainly was if argument and discussion
is the standard. Itproved that straw-
bf-rry growing was not such an easy
thing after all and that it was de-
serving of a place among the sciences.

Good corn soil was discussed at the
morning session.

EVENING SESSION.
The evening session was given over in part

to the official business of the meeting. The
reports of the president, of the executive com-
mittee and the secretary were received, and
the last half of the session was taken up in
reading and discussing several papers of
general interest.

"In the city and village very many couid
add to the pleasure and comfort of their
surroundings by interesting themselves in
the work of our society and learning tto
way to plant and rare for the many beauti-
ful and useful flowers and veg.'Uhles that
can be grown on a town lot.

"
said President

J. M. Underwood inhis annual address. 'The
park-like appearance made by the removal
of fences has done very much to bring this
about. Isolation naturally engenders care-
lessness and tends to make a person slovenly
in his habits. Contact with society spruces
one up and makes him appear at his beat.
If you remove your fences you naturally feel
that you are on parade and must appear at
your best. This has been the result in the
town where Ilive and was brought about by
contact with the horticultural spirit of the
members of this society."

This was followed up by a suggestion for
irrigation in Minnesota, saying that during
tho last year the strawberry crop was nearly
ruined by the lack of water, which might
have been supplied by using some of the
available water supply. He recorai.i#.i:ii?d
that the society instruct its legislative com-
mittee to secure the pessage of a law for the
promotion of irrigation at the coming Fess-ion
of the legislature.

He called attention to the u^elooS -.viute of
lands in all the farming com-n un'ies cv ac-
count of the wide roadways and pointed .v.t

that in a county the size of Wabaslut, with
eighteen townships, there are S,OOO acres of
roadway worse than wasted because they are
a prolific ground for the growing of weeds.
This land is worth at least $24,000 and on the
score that the land is wasted in a state the
size of Minnesota the land would be worth
$78,109,560.

The annual report of the executive com-
mittee was read by the chairman, Aid. Wyman
Elliot, of Minneapolis. It was largely in re-
lation to the state fair, and the principal
feature, perhaps, was a suggestion for a hor-
ticultural building at the state fair, with
plans drawn by a local architect.

The annaul report of the secretary, A. W.
Latham, of Minneapolis, was filled with in-
teresting facts showing the steady growth
of the society from very small beginnings.
The membership roll has increased from a
very few twenty-four years ago to nearly 500
today. One of the main features of the so-
ciety each year has been its lists of fruits
which could be recommended to be grown
in Minnesota. Th« usual displays at the

state fair have been increasing in quantity
artd excellence every year, and, with the aid
of the farmers' institutes, a great work is
being accomplished.

The report covers the distribution of the an-
nual reports and the monthly magazine and
the general growth of the literature of the
soc'.ety. It contains a very complimentary
notice of Wyman Elliot, and urges upon him
to remain with the society in one of the ca-
pacities for which he has shown such pre-
eminent fitness for a longer period.

The annual financial statement shows re-
ceipts of $659.70, and disbursements of $19.63
less.

The report of the treasurer, A. H. Braekett,
was delayed, and Mrs. O. C. Gregg read an
interesting and scholarly paper upon "The
Ideal Farmer's Home." She pointed out that
it was the men and women that made the
home and not the material surroundings, and
that like everything else which was worth
having, it couid not be made In a day, but
was a matter of slow growth.

Under the title of "Medicine for the Tree
Sharks," J. P. Andrews, of Faribault, dressed
down the dishonest tree agents who swindle
the farmers, and suggested that one of the
best remedies was to have the newspapers
advertise them as soon as they are reported
to the secretary of the society.

E. A. Webb read a paper on the state
press and its relation to horticulture, in
which he pointed out that it was a relation
which should but for the present does not
exist, so far as relates to the country news-
papers.

The last paper was one by F. W. Kimball,
of Austin, upon "Ninety-Six as a School-
master." It was entirely made up of a dis-
cussion of the experience of the state in
strawberries and apples during the past sea- i
son.

Young Man Arrested for House.

PRtfELS OF X HAYS
THE RESULTS OF HIS LATEST EX-

PERIMENTS AXSOISCED BY
NIKOLA TESLA.

NO CURE FOR BLINDNESS.

EVEN THE WONDERFUL VIBRA-
TIONS ARE LIMITEDIN THEIR

POSSIBILITIES.

CRUEL TO RAISE FALSE HOPES.

Only the Shadow of a Very Small
Body Can as Yet Be Pro-

jected.

NEW YORK, Dec. I.—The Electrical
Review will publish tomorrow an ex-
haustive communication from Nikola
Tesla on his latest experiment with the
X ray, which the editor characterizes
as conveying a wealth of suggestions
and most important and timely infor-
mation. Tesla states that the sun-
burn effects noted by so many exper-
imenters are not due directly to the
rays but to the ozone generated by
the rays in contact with the skin. He
says: "Nitrous acid may also be re-
sponsible to a small extent. The ozone,
when abundantly produced, attacks the
skin and many organic substances
most energetically, the action being no
doubt heightened by the heat and
moisture of the skin. Owing to this I
have always taken the precaution to
guard the person by a screen made
by aluminum wires, which is connected
to the ground, preferably through a
condenser. The radical means of pre-
venting such actions is to make im-
possible the access of the air to the
skin while exposing-, as for instance, by

immersion in oil."
The inventor in referring to the re-

cently widely heralded experiment for
making the blind see by means of the
Rotntgen rays, regretfully remarks:
"Is it not cruel to raise such hopes
when there is so little ground for it.
For, first of all, the rays are not dem-
onstrated to be transverse vibrations.
If they were, we would have to find
means for refracting them to make
possible the projection of a sufficiently
small image upon the retina. As it Is,
only the shadow of a very small ob-
ject can be projected, and what possi-
ble good can result from the appli-
cation of these rays to such purposes?
Icannot confirm some of the experi-
ments reported. For instance, when
a hand is put before the closed eyes,
it is easy to distinguish the shadow,
much the same as berore the light
of a candle; but when the tube is in-
closed and all light from the same ex-
cluded Ifail to get such an impres-
sion. The latter is, therefore, chiefly
due to ordinary light."

Tesla points out a possible and
strikingly unique method of manufac- i
turing fertilizers by electricity in the
following language: "With" currents
produced by perfected electrical oscil-
lators, such as were described in one
of your recent issues, the production or
the ozone is so abundant that it is
sufficient to merely turn on the cur-
rent for a few seconds and ozonizt
strongly the atmosphere of a large hall.
These currents are also capable of
bringing about chemical combinations
of which the chief is that of nitrogen
with the oxygen of the atmosphere and
an immense possibility, is opened up,
namely, the combination of the nit-
rogen of the atmosphere on an indus-
trial scale by practically no othe,-
means than mechanical power. If
merely fertilizers of the soil would be
manufactured in this manner the bene-
fits of humanity derived therefrom
would be incalculable."

The inventor concludes his latest
contribution with an account of his
method of making X-ray impresses
which willbe of practical value to phy-
sicians and experimenters the world
over: The Roentgen screen is first ap-
plied to the body to be investigated,
the pressure at the terminals of the
tube being very much reduced. The
pressure is then slowly and gradually j
raised. At a certain pressure, the j
shadow of the object examined is clear-
est. But as the vacuum is increasing
the pressure generally rises and the
image sets blurred in spite of the
screen getting much brighter.

Just as soon as the clearness is slight-
lydiminished, the experimenter should
for a few moments reverse the current,
lowering the vacuum in this manner, i
The current being again given the di-
rection which causes a slow and steady
Increase of the vacuum, the shadow
gets again clear and by easy manipu-

lation the best result may be secured.
An additional advantage, however, is
gained, because the frequent reversals \

produce a brighter phosphorescence of j
the screen. When taking a photograph |
the bulb should be watched through the
screen and the switches manipulated

in the above manner.

Remarkable Physical Condition Re-

vealed by the Death of an Oregon

PORTLAND. Or.. Nov. 29.— John Randolph,
of 128 North Ffteenth street, died tonight be-
cause his heart had enlarged to the size of
a bullock's. He had just seated himself at

the table, when he fell suddenly forward and
expired. Coroner .Koehner held an inquest
with an autopsy. The condition of the man's
heart as revealed by the surgeons surprised
the doctors. How it had been possible for
him to exist, much less perform the hard
labor by which he supported himself and
family for years past, is a marvel to the
surgeons.

Randolph's heart was so enlarged that
pressing into the cavities of the chest ithad
so reduced the cellular space of the lungs
that only arout one-fifth of the air cells
could be brought into place. The enlargement

Idownward had interfered with the stomach
in such a manner that it is impossible to

conceive hoy any but liquid food could be
taken by the man. Yet the poor fellow had
daily appeared on the docks ready for work,

and when given it tried the utmost to hold
up his end. Itis amazing that he could have
taken sufficient oxygen into his compressed
lungs to enable him to walk, much less trun-
dle a cargo truck, for the air he inhaled at
each breath was less than required by a
healthy six-year-old lad.

He had for years been doing the arduous
labor of a longshoreman on the river front.
Randolph was a widower with three young
children. The oldest, a girl looked after the
household duties. He had not complained of
any serious pain beyond a shortness of
breath at times.

BRIEF STORY OF THE CONTENTION.

fwo Priests Expelled by the Bi*ho»
Appealed to Rome From the

Decisiun.

DUBUQUE, 10., Dec. I.—The final de-
cision in the case of Bishop Bonacum
and his priests, Fathers Murphy and
Fitzgerald, was rendered tonight. The
priests are sustained at every ma-
terial point. In April,1593. Bishop Bo-
nacum, of the Nebraska Catholic dio-
cese, attempted to discipline the fathers
for alleged infraction of rules. They
denied his authority to expel them from
the priesthood and appealed to Rome.
The case was remanded back to the
metropolitan court here, and after sev-

j eral postponements came up a month
!ago, when testimony was heard. This

was referred to Father P. A. Baart, of
Marshall, Mich. He examined the tes-
timony of both sides and church au-
thorities and presented his findings to
the ecclesiastical court tonight, sus-
taining the priests and against the
course pursued by Bishop Bonacum.

IThe findings were approved by the
court.

This decision is final and ends a case
that has been fought through all the
church courts and six times in the
civil courts, the decision of the latter
having- always been against the bishop.

The decision restores Fathers Fitz-
gerald and Murphy to priesthood, gives
them the parishes they held before ex-
pulsion by Bonacum and prohibits the
bishop from causing them further trou-
ble on account of their relationship to
both parties.

ILLINOIS EARTHQUAKE.

Cairo Given a Shaking That Rattled
the Dishes.

CAIRO, 111., Dec. I.—An earthquake
shock preceded by a rumbling sound,
of considerable violence was felt here
at 1:20 o'clock this afternoon.
