PROVISIONS HAD A HARD TIME.

All Hog Producets Opened Lower and
Large Estimates Accelerated the
Selling Movement.

CHICAGO, Dec. 1.—Wheat was depressed at
the start by an unexpected decline at Liver-
pool, and did not recover from the weak feel-
ing which that fact caused, May closing at
1%c decline. Corn and oats sympathized to
a certain extent, declining about c each.
Provisions were radically weak and closed
171.@30c lower. Liverpool was agin the rul-
ing factor in wheat, especially at the opening.
It sent 1d lower quotations to start with,
notwithstanding yesterday’s advance here.
This was a very unpleasant surprise to specu-
lators, and its effect was felt as soon as trad-
ing commenced. May which rested at 84%c,
started with sellers at from 843 to 1% and in
the course of an hour it had worked down
to 83%c. Immediately after the opening, it
temporarily rose to 845c. This was due to
two reasons. One of them the almost total
absence of wheat deliveries, something that
has not happened before in years. It was said
that not to exceed 25,000 bushels was deliver-
ed on December contracts. This is one of
the four big days of the year for, deliveries
and ordinarily from 2,000,000 to 3,000,000 bush-
els would go around on contracts. That it did
not was due to the fact that all cash wheat
was at a premium over the December price.
This was regarded as a decidedly bullish
factor.

The other was the Northwest receipts, Min-
neapolis and Duluth reported but 315 cars, as
compared with 379 last week and 905 last year.
Chicago received 58 cars against 83 last week
and 398 last year. But even these strong
features failed to stem the tide of liquidation,
which was increased by later cables, showing
& still further decline. After making a little
rally during the first hour on Bradstreet's
report, which showed a decrease in the
world’s visible of 1,110,000 bushels, the mar-
ket suddenly turned weak from no special
cause that could be learned except the de-
sire of holders to liquidate, and the iowest
prices of the day were touched, May selling
to 833gc. A slight reaction occurred before
the close, the final quotations for May being

Corn was quiet and inclined to weakness,
though in not so great a degree as wheat,
by which market, however, it was to some
degree controlled. Other influences were the
dullness in the cash demand and expectation
of more liberal receipts. May opened ¢

MINNEAPOLIS, Dec. 1.—The local wheat
market opened fairly active this morning,
but inclined to weakness because of disap-
pointing cables. It was generally believed
that the strength shown here yesterday
should have been reflected with stronger ad-
vices this morning from Liverpool. First
cabies reported declines of 1%4d to 1d in Liver-
pool, and London quiet— ‘nothing’doing,” the
phrase.

Some good buying, however,, caused values
to appreciate a little be[orevlﬂf a. m. Shortly
after 10 cables arrived showing a further de-
cline in Liverpool of 1d. This. caused sell-
ing and a fresh decline of nearly a full cent
by 11 a. m., after which trading became a
little more active at prices held rather close
to the low figure of the morning.

to England during the month, the increase
looks remarkably light. Clearances from the
seaboard were liberal of both wheat and flour.

Rumors were revived of
the probable entrance of Omaha common to
the dividend paying list and the favorable
character of the company’s recently publish-
ed traffic returns were again dilated upon to
account for a gain of 3% per cent in this
stock.
