Rumors Rife of a Battle Between
the Troops of Maceo and the
Captain General,

KEY WEST, Fla., Dec. 4—Passen-
gers by steamer from Havana tonight
say a train with 500 wounded Spanish
soldiers arrived there today. It was
sald that most of them came from the
vicinity of -San Cristobal and Candelar-
ia. No definite statement could be
had as from what battlefield they
came. Rumors prevailed on their ar-
rival that Weyler had sustained an-
other defeat. Counter statements were
also made that the vanguard of
Maceo’s army had been defeated.
Moreover it was announced that Wey.
ler is on the eve of attempting to
storm some of the hill tops where
Maceo is entrenched, and this has
raised great expectations in Havana.
This afternoon it was current rumor

Spaniards had deserted over to Maceo
with their arms, ammunition and
stores, The place was not given, though
it is supposed to be near Palacios.
Over 450 men were in the garrison.
Late in the afternoon guerilla fight-
ing was reported across the bay from
Havana. Just beyond the line ot
forts, a small party of insurgents made
a dash into the suburbs. They suc-
ceeded in killink three Spanish sold-
iers, capturing one captain and firing
several shots. They lost five men
killed.

Several American correspondents at
Havana have had friendly warnings
to the effect that Weyler is contem-
plating deporting some of the more
outspoken ones because their reports
de not please him. 3

GROVER WILL ACT.

Congressman Hitt Expects a Radieal
Proclamation Soeon,

CHICAGO, Dec. 4—The chairman of
the house committee on foreign affairs,
Congressman Robert R. Hitt, was en-
tertained this afternoon at the Union
League club at an informal luncheon.
A score or more prominent Republi-
cans were present. At the conclusion
of the feast, Mr. Hitt said he was on
his way to Washington and that the
object of his visit to the capital at
this time was to take some action on
the Cuban question.

MILWAUXEE, Wis,, Dee. 4.-—An at-
tempt at wholesale poisoning, in a
large measure successful, was reported
to the health department today, when
information was given of the sudden
and serious illness of about 100 fami-
lies, numbering between 500 ‘and 605
persons, Hving in  the’' northwestern
part of the city. The cause of the sick-
ness was traced to bread sold at a
bakery owned by Otto Piglesthaler, at
No. 528 Sherman street, which has a
very large trade. Tonight an analysis
of the bread showed that it contained
arsenic.” The 600 persons poisoned are
living, but a large number of cases are
considered serious, if not critical.

The first intimation that the health
department had of the poisoning was
the "notification by Dr. F. R. Weber
that a family named Herzberg, at No.
836 Fourth street, had been taken ill,
and that the symptoms were those of
poisoning. Later Dr. Robert Shearer
notified Secretary Knolt, of the depart-
ment, of another case at No. 618 Clark
street. From 8 o'clock this morning
until 8 o'clock tonight the telephone
bell in the office of the commissioner
of health was kept ringing, and at the
close of office hourg tenight more than
100 families had bedn reported as suf-
geﬂng from symptoms of acute poison-
ing.

The health depar{ment officials said
that it was evidently 'a case of arsen-
ical poisoning. The symptoms ure ex-
cessive vomiting, aceompanied by pains
in the stomach andesevere head.iche
and chills. Dr. Kempster stated that
he had been notified of the condition of
