In Comparison With Wheat, the

Asaln»t the Decline.

CHICAGO, Dec. 4.—Wheat closed today

Within a small fraction less than 3c lower
than at the end of yesterday's session. The
decline was due almost entirely to liquida-

tion and poor support, the statistical news
not warranting such a slump. The other
markets were weakened to a degree, corn
declining V4c, oats about the same, and pro-
visions 7%@15c. In the first half hour Mar
•Wheat had lost all it gained the day before,

and made quite a tangible contribution to the

bears in addition to that. May, which sold
at 83%®83%c at the close of yesterday's
•ession, opened at from 82% cto 83% ctoday,

and sold down to 81%cby 10 o'clock. A few
minutes later, after a slight recovery, it
went down squarely to 81c. During the be- j
ginning of the following hour it displayed j
some symptoms of recovery, but at 11 o'clock
it was once more struggling to keep above
81c. Opening Liverpool quotations were quite
disappointing, slowing only a slight ad-
vance, and this was partly responsible for 1
the weak opening. After that the market
shaped itself independently. Statistical news
•Was generally of a bullish character.
Northwest receipts, as has been usual of late,
were very light Minneapolis and Duluth re-
ceived 499 cars, as compared with 554 last
treek, and 936 last year. Chicago received
4 cars, against 35 last week and 160 last
year. Beerbohm estimated that Europe will
Want 7,320,000 bu per week until March 1,
and after that 6,820,000 bu per week until the
close of the crop year, but this sort of news
had no effect.

Lo-
cally the wheat market opened weak and low-
er, and weakness was the most prominent
feature throughout the morning session.
Trading was fairly active and altogether local
and confined to the unloading of small lots of
long stuff with little scalping done on the
short sides. The news of the day was ratherlighter and. as a rule, unimportant. Some
"facts" and figures were rehashed which have
done duty before, and are now stale and un-
profitable. There were all sorts of guesses
as to what this leader and that would do,
and fine spun theories as to what the result
\u25a0would be. One thing is certain, the strong
bull feeling is generally oozing out, and
many are predicting lower prices for May
wheat during the month of December. It is
said that Armour, of Chicago, is short a large
line of wheat which he intends to deliver as
soon as navigation closes. This keeps the
crowd on the tenter hooks. The Lake of
the Woods Milling company have engaged
the entire freight room of the Canadian Pa-
cific line' of steamers at Vancouver for flour
to Australia for the months of January,
February, March and April. Duluth stocks
will show a decrease of 1,200,000 bu for the
week, and here a decrease of 600,000 bu is
expected. The visible supply is expected to
Show a decrease of over 2,000,000 bu on Mon-
day. Clearances from the seaboard were
only moderate of both wheat and flour. Bos-
ton worked a cargo of wheat last night for
export. May wheat opened at 81%c, against

declined to 81c quite early, fluctuated within
the limits of the %c for fully an hour, sold
at So%c, advanced to 81Vie by 11:30. dropped
to 80 l^c, advanced to 80% cby 11:45. and by
noon held at 80%c.

The problem confronting the tanners
was how to correct the disparity, and they
decided that it would be easier to depress
hides than to boost up leather. Of course
leather buyers will now attempt to use the
decline in hides as an argument to force
leather values down, but it should be remem-
bered that hides were relatively too high and
are now beginning to deteriorate in quality.

Buffs. 40 to 60 lbs, have dropped another
No. l's, free of brands and grubs, sold

at Be, with the 2's at 7%c. About 3,000 were
taken Saturday, and 5,000 Monday at these
figures. Western tanners secured the bulk
of both days' sales. On Tuesday the de-
mand was light, only 1,000 being taken at 8c
and 7*£c.

Mnlva-ney's Picture, of Sheridan Un-
veiled at Philadelphia.

PHILADELPHIA,Pa., Dec.yi.—Mrs. Phil-ip H. Sheridan, widow ot t£e fflilstrious gen-
eral, was accorded a notable reception at the
Hotel Lafayette tonight, incidental to the un-veiling of John Mulvaney's picture of "Little
Phil" making his famous ride. During thereception Mrs. Sheridan, her son, Philip H.
Sheridan, Jr., and her father, Gen. Daniel H.
Rucker, stood in front of the veiled picture.
Near at hand was Gov. Hastings, his wife and
his entire uniformed staff; ex-Gov. and Mrs.
Pattison, Mayor Warwick, Major-General
Snowden, and the members of his division
staff in uniform, and nearly all the members
of the army and navy departments stationed
in this vicinity. Military decorations of an
elaborate character adorned the parlors and
the scene was most brilliant.

At 8:40 o'clock, to the accompaniment ofmusic, the son of the dead warrior drew the

Hastings, who,
after brief eulogistic remarks, in turn pre-
sented Col. A. K. McClure.
