WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 6.-It Is

probable that when congress convenes
at noon on Monday all the members of
the Minnesota delegation will be in
their seats. Representatives Kip^-

and Tawney have been here for tome

time. Senator Nelson and Representa-

tives Heatwole, McCleary and Eddy ar-
rived today. Senator Davis and Rep-

resentative Fletcher v.ill reach here
tomorrow. The only absentee will be
Representative Towne, who is expected
to arrive early in the week. Of the
North and South Dakota delegation
only Senators Pettigrew and Hans-
brough and Representative Johnson
have yet put in an appearance. The
general opinion of the Northwestern
members and senators seems to be that
congress willdo nothing this winter be-
yond passing the fourteen appropria-
tion bills. There is a probability, ac-
cording to the members, that some-
thing may be done for Cuba this ses-
sion. The Impression is that the Ding-
ley bill will not be passed, and that all
tariff legislation will be postponed for
an extra session, which now seems cer-
tain.

Mr. Dingley, chairman of the ways
and means committee, returned today

from his visit to President-elect Mc-
Kinley at Canton.
"I went to Canton,

"
said he, "to

discuss revenue matters with the presi-

dent-elect. My visit had nothing to do
with cabinet-making. Mr. McKinleyis,

of course, interested in obtaining the
views of Republican members of con-
gress on the situation, but Ido not
feel at liberty to go .into the details of
such conversation as passed between
us, and Ido not think anything has
been definitely decided upon, but ex-
isting circumstances and prevailing
Bentiment seem now to point strongly
in the direction of an extra session.
The necessity of additional revenue is
imperative, and if a revenue bill is not
passed at this session, an extra session
must be called. Iam still of the opin-
ion which Iexpressed some time ago
that the so-called Dingley bill will not
pass the senate."

"In the event it develops early in the
session that the Dingley bill will not
be acted upon by the senate, is it prob-
able or possible that the house will
send some other revenue measure con-
taining provision for an additional tax
on beer or an import duty on tea and
coffee to the senate?" was asked.

"No," replied Mr. Dingley, emphati- I
cally, "the senate must act on the |
measure in its possession or not at all. \
We will not send them another bill." j

Mr. Dingley said that in advance of j
a formal meeting of the ways and I
means committee, he did not care to i
speak of the probability of the com- j
mittee beginning work on a new tariff
bill at this session, but as the Repub-
lican complexion of the committee
would be practically unchanged in the
next congress, he said there appears to
be no reason why the work of framing
a bill should not be facilitated by work
at this session. Mr. Dingley said he
did not care to discuss the Cuban situ-
ation or express an opinion as to the
prevailing cabinet gossip. He gave it
as his belief that little would be ac-
complished in the way of legislation at
this session beyond the passage of the
regular appropriation bills.

There is no longer any doubt
of the intention of President-
elect McKinley to convene the
Fifty-fifth congress in extraor-inary session early next spring.
There were several arrivals of friends
and confidants of Maj.McKinley direct
from Canton today, who bring the very-
positive announcement that a call for
a special sesison, to be convened a fewdays after the 4th of March, has been
decided upon. It is stated by men in a
position to know that this decision hasbeen definitely reached by Mr. McKin-ley since his consultation with Mr.Dingley, chairman of the committee on
ways and means, and Mr. Dingley hadbeen trusted with the privilege of mak-ing known this intention at the proper
time.

Senator Thurston, one of the latest
arrivals from Canton, expressed todayin the most positive terms the convic-
tion that an extra sesison will be
called. The senator was one of the
earliest and staunchest supporters ofMr. McKinley, and there is every rea-
son for believing that his utterance isInspired to a degree, though the sena-
tor himself declines to say that such isthe case.

"AllIcan say," he said today, "is
l,^-1 have very recen tly seen Maj
McKinley, and that Iam convinced a
session of the next cpngress will becalled for about the. 15th of March
That ought to be satisfactory. Ican-
not quote any one, but Ido not con-
sider that there is any doubt on thepoint."

"Shall we have the extra sessionregardless of the result of the senator-ial elections this winter?" %fas asked,
'ips, the complexion of the senate

will not be allowed to influence the de-
cision at all. The republican adminis-
tration has been elected under a pledge
to the people to reform the tariff, and

The |
contention of the German government
is that it does not tax American ship- j
ping and that the imperial government \
cannot be held accountable for the im- I
position of local charges by provincial
and municipal officials. The contention
of our government on the other hand
is that regardless of the question of Jwho is responsible for the levying of
the port dues, their collection from
American vessels is the only fact neces-
sary to be established to put in oper-
ation at once the Dingley law impos-
ing tonnage dues on German vessels.
The law is self-operative, and
once the president is satisfied that port
charges of any character are imposed
on American ships by a foreign govern-
ment, he must proclaim that fact, thus
setting the law in force.
It is said here that since German

ships, in 18S8 by Secretary Bayard's
act, were relieved of tonnage dues in
American ports, ships entering Ger-
man ports have been assessed and paid
port dues to the amount of about $500,-
--000.

SHIPMENTS VIA CANADA.

Additional Data to Be Obtained by

the Treasury Department.

WASHINGTON, Dec. s.—The treas-
ury department has taken steps to
cbtain additional data in regard to
goods shipped through Canada from
one port in the United States to an-
other port in the United States in or-
Ider to have a basis of action, if deem-
ed advisable. Representatives of the
leading East and West railroad lines
have agreed to assist in the matter,
and it is expected that in a short time
|reliable information covering the speci-
iflc character, quantities, and weights
iof all goods shipped between American
Iports through Canada, willbe at hand.
Through the same means, the final
destination of all goods so shipped will
be known. Until now, the goods have
been lost sight of as soon as they
re-enter the United States. This data

ihas been called for repeatedly by con-
Igress, but ithas not been available.

WASHINGTON, Dec. s.—The presi-
dent has appointed Joseph Smith as
register of the land office at Crookston,
Minn. Joseph Smith had been chief
clerk under Register Dunlava for a
long time and is a thoroughly com-
petent official. He has many friends
in Crookston, his home, and his ap-
pointment is largely due to his own
record and the local influence. It is
not a political appointment.

SOLA'IXG A GREAT PROBLEM.

Revclntiims of the Great Mjsterie*
of Life and Death Are Ex-

pected.

Verily, this is the age of advanced
science. Here, now, comes the noted
Dr. Baraduc with the assurance that
the human soul is no longer the mys-
tery which we have hitherto supposed
it to be. This Is not the wild statement
of a visionary, but the calm assurance'
f

~ientist, whose words on the sub-
ject are Jus. -noW a"""*/^great at-

tention, and who ;?<*ntly caused a

great deal of sensation at v«]c m?^ Un£

of the Society of Medicine, In *-«*»'.";
and at the congress of psychologisiS
at Munich, by his novel experiments
in the same line, says the New York
Herald.

"The human soul moves and is lu-
minous," says Dr. Baraduc. "The
movement of the soul is proved by

the action of the effluvia which es-
cape from the hands, and which are
able, after passing through bodies on
which neither heat nor light nor elec-
tricity produces any effect, to influence
the needle of an instrument known as
the biometer.

"Their influence is shown by the
manner in which they attract or repel
this needle, according to the moral
or physical state of the person upon
whom the operation Is performed. The
luminosity of the soul is proved by
the action of these same effluvia upon
photographic plates, this action being
the more evident according as the de-
viation of the biometer's needle be-
trays a more pronounced movement.

"What is most curious is the fact
that, when the needle is attracted,
the effluvia leave on the photographic
plate an image representing masses of
light which look like long stretches of
thick network. On the other hand,
when the needle is repelled, small
whitish spots are formed, which look
like flakes of snow; under the influence
of the will these spots can be made to
come together into any figure desired
by the operator.
"Ifwe place a plate, not under the

hand, but on the forehead or chest,
we obtain these whitish spots when-
ever those states of the mind prevail
which repel the needle, such as anger,
joy, terror, physical activity;but when
those conditions prevail which attract
the needle, such as meditation, an-
guish, sadness fatigue, convalescence,
we obtain not whitish spots, but thick
masses of light. In the former case
the vital force takes outward form
under the influence of the vibrations
of the soul and the accelerated beais
of the heart; in the later case the vital
force surges back into the human soul
In order to give it new strength and
courage."

In order to test the truth of thesestatements, Dr. Baraduc, assisted by
Dr. Maurice Adam, made a very curi-ous experiment recently on a pigeon.
The experiment was cruel and will
shock all anti-vivisectionists but theresults obtained were so wonderful thatno one who has any faith in modernscience can blame Dr. Baraduc for test-ing his strange theories in this way

The object of Dr. Baraduc and DrAdam was to find out whether an ani-mal, when under the influence of vio-lent emotions, could make an impres-
sion on a photographic plate, and ifsoin what manner. The pigeon Wasfastened on a table, with its wings
spread out and its feet tied. A plate
was then placed over its heart and theroom was darkened. Naturally Ahepoor bird was terrified. A minute later
the plate was developed, and the twodoctors noted with satisfaction that agreat quantity of vital force had es-caped and had covered the plate with a
multitude of luminous spots. The ex-periment was repeated four times, andthe result was that the spots gradually
diminished in size and intensity andfinally disappeared altogether at the
moment when the pigeon, having be-come accustomed to this extraordin-ary treatment, ceased to feel even theslightest emotion.
T?he J*Zxt step was to take the bird's
! ĉ Y£ the obJect ot photographing
the different phases of its death.

The light from a red lamp filled thelaboratory at this moment and gave
it a rather diabolical aspect.

The bird was killed and four photo-
graphs were taken. One was takenat the moment when the blood began toflow, another at the moment whensyncope took place, a third at the mo-
ment when the bird drew the lastbreath, and a fourth immediately afterdeath. Of these the first showed flakes
of vital force, which had taken out-ward form; the second showed a whirl-pool of vital force penetrating into thebody; the third showed thin clouds ofvital force, analogous to the astral
photographs of the bodies of dead per-sons, and the fourth, taken after deathshowed absolutely nothing.

There is no doubt that the same ex-periment. if tried on a human being,
would give the same results. Proof of
this statement, however, Is not forth,
coming. Eager as we may be to fathom
the mysteries of life and death, we
cannot very well commit murder for
the purpose of attaining our object.

GREAT RESULTS EXPECTED.
To the question as to what real use

are such strange experiments, the an-
swer is obvious. One fact is clearly
proven by them. The permanent rela-
tions which exist between the attrac-
tion and repulsion of• the biometer"s
needle and the forms which are regis-
tered by the photographic plates prove
conclusively the existence of a fluid
current in the human body.

When a man is in perfect health this
current is in play from right to left,
the right hand attracting the needle
of the biometer about fifteen degrees,
while the left hand repels it an equal
or a slightly less distance. When man
is under the strain of prolonged physi-
cal or intellectual work, both hands
repel the needle; there is a loss of vital
force, which is shown by fatigue.

During sleep, convalescence and rest
both hands attract the needle. An
increase of vital force comes to replace
that whi-cfh has been expended. But a
current once established cannot be re-
versed at will.

Very often the waste of vital force
continues a long time after the phys-
ical or cerebral effort is over, of course
to the great detriment of the body.
There is, as it were, a "flight" of vital
force, which is quite as depressing in
its way as an actual loss of blood.

Dr. Baraduc set himself to find a
way out of this difficulty; in other
words, he saw that what was wanted
was an instrument by means of which
the expensive current could be re-
versed. Ifthis could be done the phys-
ical and cerebral forces could be re-
stored, and, ifnecessary, the time re-
quired for repose could be economized.

The manner in which Dr. Baraduc
treats himself seems to show that he

has succeeded in Bolving this difficult
problem.

When he finds that his physical
strength is not as itshould be, he shuts
himself up In a small room, from theceiling of which hang ten electric lights,
and there he takes for five minutesan electro-luminous bath, which hasthe intensity of 320 candles. This bath
of light fills his,, head with life-giving
warmth, and within an hour he is en-
joying a quiet rest.

The doctor, feeling rather feverish a
few days ago, took a bath of this kindFirst, however, he found by the bio-
meter that Ms right hand left the nee-
dle motionless, while his left hand re-
pelled it fifteen, degrees. This clearly
betokened continued loss of strength.
Under the influence of the bath the
left hand attracted the needle seventy-
five degrees, but the right hand stillproduced no stir in it. Half an hour
later the right hand

'
attracted the nee-

dle sixty degrees, and the left hand
repelled it five degrees. Three quar-
ters of an hour later the right hand
attracted it five degrees, and the left
hand forty-five degrees.

This was what the doctor wanted.
He felt at that moment not the slight-
est fatigue, and he knew by his unerr-
ing biometer that his strength had
been restored by an enormous increase
of vital force.

A journalist, M. Henri Desormeaux,
who saw the effect of these electro-
luminous baths on the doctor, took one
himself and found that thfc effect wasexactly as described by Dr. Baraduc.

M. Desormeaux and all others who
have heard of Dr. Baraduc's experi-
ments expect still more surprising rev-
elations in the near future. The elec-
tro-luminous bath is already known as
"the fountain of youth," and the
strange stories told by the biometer
p^-'" to many persons a clear prestage
thaTmuc^ more of the mystery of life
and death "win soon be revealed to

modern scientists.

EQLIXES FOR M'KIXLEY.
Magnificent Team for the Inaugu-

ration Parade.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Dec. 5.—

President-elect McKinley willprobably
have two of the handsomest horses
ever seen in Washington. The late
Gen. Joseph T. Torrence of Chicago,
possessed as fine a stable of horses
as was owned In the Windy City.
Itwas the general's intention before
his death that two magnificent brown
horses, the best matched pair in his
stables, should be presented to Mr.
McKinley to ride behind to the capitol
on inauguration day in the event of
his election. The general left no writ-
ten will to this effect, but it is said that
his daughter, Mrs. Magoun, who has
come into possession of the estate, will
probably carry out her father's wish
and present th^ horses to the pi'esi-
dent-elect, and that they will take their
place in the White House stables on
the 4th of March.

INDIAIN LICK.

General Rainfall Reported In the
Threatened Districts.

LONDON, Dec. .5.—The viceroy of
London, Lord Elgin, cables that the
week's rainfall %ias been good every-
where in South Madras. Two inches
of rain fell at Cuddapah, one inch at
Neemuch, half an inch at Hydrad and
in the extreme north of Punjab. There
were light showers in parts of the
northwest, Bombay, Deccan and the
central provinces of Ragputane and the
Punjab. Prices have fallen geaerally
in Madras and largely in the Deecan
ports of Bombay. They are easier in
the central provinces, and a bumper
crop is now expected in South Madras.
The spring crop prospects have greatly
improved in the south and central
provinces, considerably so in the
plateau districts and somewhat in the
Narddad valley. Over 250,000 men are
now employed on the relief works.
