NATIVES TORTURED.

Horrlblle Cruelty Practiced by
Spain In the Philllpplnea.

WICHITA, Kan., Dec. B.—C. H.Dav-
idson, a prominent banker of this city,
has receive! a letter from his son,
James Wheeler Davidson, a member of
the Imperial Japanese guard, who is
stationed at Formosa, telling of horri-
ble cruelty practiced by the Spaniards
towards the natives of the Phillipine
islands, who are now in revolt against
their oppressors.

Real Estate Transfers.

Young Davidson rendered distin-
guished service to the Japanese gov-
ernment during the recent war between
that country and China, and went to
the Philliprineislands recently to inves-
tigate the condition of affairs there and
report to the Japanese government. He
found that the natives and half-castes
were being subjected to -the most cruel
tortures known to history, and their
condition was so pitiable as toexcite his
deepest sympathy but he dared not, he
says, make known the real facts while
on the islands. The methods of torture
invented during the inquisition are re-
sorted to in wringing confessions of
treason from suspects, and he declares
that 3,000 suspects have been arrested
and thrown into foul prisons and dun-
geons at Manila.

Mr. Davidson describes the death of
fifty-nineT unfortunates who were
smothered in the "black hole" there.
There is a large underground pit in
Manila with an opening above. Four
hundred were thrust into it at one
time, and the opening closed. The air
was soon exhausted by the imprisoned
wretches who, for a breath of fresh air
fought each other like demons. Their
cries and pleadings failed to move the
hearts of the sentries, and the flfty-
nine were smothered. The excuse of-
fered by the officials for this outrage
was that it was raining and the open-
ing was closed to prevent the prisoners
rrom getting wet.

Mr. Davidson goes on to tell of va-
rious forms of punishment inflicted
which he says "is aided by torturing
machines actually used In the days of
the inquisition, and which are preserv-
ed at this time in the monastery of St.
Augustine at Manila."

KjflaNheiMade to Order.
Ina fashionable hairdressing parlor on one

of the down-town streets one reads the sign,
"Eyelashes made to order."
"Ido not know that there is anything par-

licularly novel about it," said the blondyoung woman, who was asked for informa-
tion. "We have done this sort of work for
months."

"And have you many patrons in that line?"
"Not so many as we have in the other

branch of our business, the removal of hair
or wrinkles by means of electricity, but still
we have some."

And then she explained the process of mak-
ing artificial eyelashes. An exceedingly deli-
cate little instrument is used. It consists of
a needle operated through a spring by means
of the finger. At one end of the needle a
hair is inserted. When the operator is ready
to work on the person she takes the eyelid
between two fingers of the left hand. The
needle is then thrust Into the fleshy part of
the eyelid, as close to the eye as' possible,
and the tiny hairs are actually sewed on.

Eyelashes thus manufactured are warranted
to last two weeks without repairs. Of course
the process hurts the patient, but what wo-
man willnot willingly submit to suffering to
retain her beauty and her powers to charm?

PEARL BRVAX'S MURDERERS.

Now Trial Denied to Jackson and
Walling.

FRANKFORT, Ky., Dec. B.—The
court of appeals has refused a new
trial to Scott Jackson. The opinion
covers also the appeal of the attor-
neys for Alonzo Walling, who must
die The grounds for the appeal were
that the judge erred Inhis instructions
and that the sheriff erred in not allow-
ing admission except by ticket, and
that the evidence was insufficient.
The opinion was prepared by Judge
Hazelrigg. It now devolves on Gov.
Bradley, after receiving notice of the
judgment of the court of appeals from
the clerk, to fix the da,y and hour for
the execution. There is said to be no
ground for carrying the case to th'i
United States supreme court, and the
governor's warrant for the execution
of Scott Jackson must issue. The law
requires a judge in sentencing a crim-
inal to allow not more than ninety nor
less than twenty days after sentencing.
The only restriction upon the gover-
nor is that he shall not appoint a day
earlier than that appointed by the
court. That day has already passed.
