FOR WHICH THE LEGISLATURE
WILL BE ASKED TO GIVE

SANCTION.

CLAN GORDON'S ANNIVERSARY.

Scottish Society Celebrates— General
News of the Mill

City.

Two representatives of an _astern
mortgage and trust company were in
the city within a week with a proposi-
tion to be submitted to the city of Min-
neapolis, whereby their company was
to guarantee the genuineness of the
bends which the city was about
to issue for $600,000. Included in
this guaranty was the printing, by the
trust company in question, of the 600
bonds which the city will have to sell
pursuant to the vote of the people at
the recent election.

The proposition was not accepted by
Comptroller Nye. He did not see why
his guaranty of the genuineness of the
bonds of the city of Minneapolis, over
his signature as comptroller, was not
as good, if not better, than that of a
New York mortgage and trust compa-
ny.

Mr. Nye, furthermore, has a theory
that it is about time for a city the size
and importance and wealth of Minne-
apolis to do something looking toward
a sale of its securities to its own citi-
zens. This can be done with compara-
tive ease, if managed with a sincere
determination to put the bonds within
the reach of the common people. In
the first place the sale must be made
by subscription, as is done inNew York
and other cities of the East. Philadel-
phia had one of these popular loan
sales of bonds within a year or so
which was very successful. In addi-
tion,, the plan is to have the bonds

made in denominations of $100 and $500,

as well as $1,000; perhaps, even as low
as $50.

The philosophy of the matter is that
it is better to have the interest paid
to Minneapolis people than to have it
go abroad. It tends to foster a pride
in the city's welfare, and Improve the
interest in municipal affairs of the
people.

As a necessary corolary to this propo-
sition the city treasurer of Minneapolis
would to a large extent become the
fiscal agent of the city, and the com-
mission paid in New York for paying
bonds and interest would be saved in
this city.

In order to effect any change in the
method of selling city bonds, however,
it will require legislative action. The
matter will probably be brought to
the attention of the Hennepin delega-
tion, either before the legislature meets
or immediately after. The suggestion
is that the city could probably sell
bonds bearing 3*4 per cent interest
which would make it so much easier
for the common people to get them and
make them less attractive to the trust
companies and banks, which, hereto-
fore, have had a practical monopoly of
this class of securi'tles.

In the same connection legislative |
action will be asked to allow the city
sinking funds commissioners to buy
city bonds direct, which the supreme
court has decided they can do under
the law as it now stands.

CLAN GORDON'S ANNUAL.

Despite the old adage that Scotch-
men cannot live together without quarreling,
the members of Clan Gordon have lived in
peace and harmony for five years, and the
order is today in the best possible condition.

HANDLES THE CUBAN QUESTION
BEFORE THE SENATE IN

BURNING "WORDS.

NO PRECEDENT NECESSARY.

SPAIN OUTRAGES j CIVILIZATION
WITH EVERY DA\\* OF THE

BLOODY WAR.

TIME NOW TO CALL A HALT.

Every Interest of th* United States
Demands an End of the Merci-

less Contest.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—In the sen-
ate to-day after the transaction of some
routine business Mr. Cullom (Rep 111.)
was recog-nized for a speech on the
Cuban question, of which he had given
due notice. The public interest in the
question was evidenced by a full at-

tendance in the public galleries. None
of the foreign representatives were in
the gallery reserved for them. Mr.
Sherman, Mr. Hoar, Mr. Mills aid
ethers who have been prominently
identified with the Cuban subject gave
the speech close attention. Mr. Cullom
was vigorous, which added emphasis
to the plain words employed in ar-
raigning Spain. The senator preceded

his speech with the following resolu-
tion:

Resolved by the senate and house of rep-
resentatives, that the extinction of Spanish
title and the termination of Spanish control
of the islands at the gateway of the Gulf of
Mexico are necessary to the welfare of those
islands and to the people of the United States.

After a brief reference to the presi-

dent's message concerning Cuba, Mr.
Cullom said:

"While Iam not disposed to criticise
President Cleveland, Imay properly
say that Ihad hoped tie would find
occasion to give more positive or em-
phatic expression of the true Ameri-
can continental policy, which ought to
be invoked in all cases where the lib-
erty and independence of any of the
peoples of the American continent are
involved. And, further, Ithink we
ought never to hesitate or delay when
the lines of this policy run parallel and
coincident with those of common hu-
manity."

Mr. Cullom referred to certain phases
of Spanish history, showing the record
of cruelty and oppression. Continuing,
he said:

"This agency of murder and admin-
istrator of torture in the name of
Christianity continued in vigorous ex-
istence in Spain, from the reign of
Ferdinand and Isabella, from about
1462, until even after the beginning of
the present century. During the ex-
istence of the holy inquisition, 31,192
persons perished in the flames, 1,790
were burned in effigy and nearly 300
were condemned to severe and terrible
penances. The last victim burned
alive perished about 1760. The above
is the mildest and simplest statement
of Spanish cruelty to Spaniards, from
the day of the discovery of America
to the independence of the United
States."

After further reference to Spanish
cruelty in America, Mr. Cullom said:

"While all the provinces, which have
rebelled and separated from Spain
have, as Ihave shown, become pros-
perous and fairly well conditioned, in-dependent countries, the feeble old
mother country has gradually fallen
into lower and lower estate, depending
and almost relying for existence upon
the stolen gold levied upon Cuba,
Puerto* Rico and the Phillippine isl-
ands. Spain continues to be what sheahvays has been— a robber nation. Ispeak now of the nation, and not of her
people. If we wait for precedent, we
shall wait forever. If a precedent isneeded, we shall make one.

WAR MUST CEASE.
"We violated every precedent by thedeclaration of our own independence

on July 4, 1776. We had no precedent
nor did we even ask for advice as to
the change in 1789 from a confedera-
tion to a union of states. When we
announced the Monroe doctrine in 1823
it was defiance of precedent and was
the determination of a. rule which has
become a law and will never be gain-
said. When we announced not many
months ago that we should intervene
in the matter of the Venezuelan bound-
ary, and see for ourselves ifour rights
were to be concluded by foreign dic-
tation we followed no precedent but
that of good American common sense,
and common sense has won. We now
have reached the time to take anotherstep in advance. We have already
proclaimed that the United States will
have something to say regarding mat-
ters affecting the American continent,
and we should now announce that the
speedy termination of Spanish control
of the islands at the gateway of the
Mexican gulf, is necessary alike to the
welfare of those Islands and to thepeople of the United States.

"This congress of the United States
has already recognized by solemn res-
olution the belligerent rights of Cuba
but so long as it has not received the
executive approval, it has no force
9nd ifit had, it is conceded that some
other course must be taken. The ques-
tion to be determined is not fullyclear,
except that the war must cease."

Mr. Cullom then spoke of the prog-
ress of the Spanish-American repub-
lics of South America, Then returning
to Cuba, he said:

"The government of Cuba by Spain is
merely tyranny, the governmental
power being but a machine, by which
the profits of the resident sugar grow-
ers go to fill the pockets. of the Span-
iards 2,000 miles away. A government
which years ago suffered dismember-
ment by the complete severance of its
South American colonies, which has
been humiliated by their success as In-
dependencies, finds itself faced with
the threat of the loss of its most profit-
able dependency. The Cubans have suf-
fered repression for years, and have at
last rebelled and bidden their oppres-
sors to a feast of war and carnival ofde-
struction. Right or wrong, the strug-
gle continues, and we can judge by the
men of both armies it will continue
until the last dollar is spent, the lastplantation is ruined and the last
machete has fallen from the hands of
the last man. The fighters there on
either side neither give nor ask for
quarter. The warfare between Chili
and Peru, where hospitals and am-
bulance service were not needed after
a battle will have its counterpart to
some extent on the battle fields of
Cuba. The successful army will not be
burdened with enemies whena few hours of throat-cutting will
make all quiet as the grave. Itis on
the one hand a war to win and on
the other a fight to the death. The
best blood of Andalusia, what is left
of it, is deemed not too good to be
sacrificed if need be, in this contest
with the patriots, the mixed race who
are risking their all for the liberty of
Cuba. Cuba today is lost to Spain. Thepublic proclamation of Spanish defeat
may not have been officially and defi-
nitely announced, but in truth and
in fact the submission of Cuba will
never again be offered as of old- EO

ENTITLED TO SiTATjEHOOD.

"The American peotfte are coming to
the consideration of the rCuban situa-
tion, as they already have in certain
other cases, as a great political ques-
tion, a continental dfuestion, if you
please. And being a political continent-
al question, it willbe _ecided ultimate-
lyby the continent wi_«% interests are
most clearly involved,, ("leographicallv
considered, Cuba ca*hnCft belong to
Spain. She is in American waters, and
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politically Is entitled to statehood in
the continent of American republics.

"As Ihave before intimated, Ibe-
lieve it to be the duty of the United
States to use the great power attach-
ing to the nation to declare and to
maintain as a prerogative of right be-
longing generally to republicanism, and
specifically to this republic, that no
charnel house of ruin shall be con-
tinued in the West Indian waters,
whose waves break at our very front
gate, any longer than the time Itshall
require to break itup. And ifthe duty
of suppressing this damning blot and
erasing it forever from sight shall fall
alone upon the United States, so be it.
The effort cannot fail. We shall not
wage any warfare for the acquisition
of territory for ourselves. We shall
not claim Cuba as a reward for sav-
ing her from slaughter, -but we will
not see that fair island turned again
to the mercies of wild beasts and
vultures of war, whose only stimulus
is gain. Cuba Libre—Free Cuba— is the
reward, and what a glorious reward
will that be! Every citizen of the Unit-
ed States will feel that his birthright
as an American freeman will mean
something. A settlement must be
made. The account has been open and
running long enough— yes, far too long.
To its settlement we may properly in-
vite the co-operation of all the repub-
lics of the American continent. But
the end of the devastation must be de-
termined. The United States must fur-
nish the occasion; if it does not other-
wise arise. If other means fail, we
may consider the propriety of a fairpurchase of Cuba. That method has
had its share of consideration underprevious administrations. It is not
that we want the territory, but wemean that the trouble shall meet ajust settlement and conclusion. Let
the end come and come quickly. Letthe bloodshed cease, and let freedom
and humanity be glorified.

"The wisdom and discretion of an
American president and cabinet cancertainly find a way to determine thetrouble without Imperilling the inter-ests of our country or our people Ihave little choice of preference as to
the particular method, but Ido want
and Iknow the public expects a set-
tlement on a humane and just basis.The United States can do no less thanto initiate this effort for humanity andliberty."

Mr. Call (Dem., Fla.) followed Mr.Cullom, addressing himself to his reso-
lution introduced yesterday for therecognition of Cuban independence.

The first block of city homes to beconstructed by the company will b«on th<? plot of &round between Tentha,n(LvEleventh ave nues, and Sixty-
eighth and Sixty-ninth streets, fromthe plans of Architect Ernest FlaggThe plot embraces nineteen city lotsand is 400x200 feet.

The buildings will be as perfect asscience and a thorough study of th*whole question; backed up by plenty ofmoney, can make them. Virginia R. Miller, of Pawhuska,
recalls an interesting romance. Tn«bride, who is yet young and hand-some, is of French origin, and her peo-
ple are the wealthiest members of theOsage tribe, which is the wealthiestnation, per capita, on earth. She has
also prominent relatives in St. LoutsSeven years ago, while traveling witha friend on the Pacific slope, this In-
dian maiden fell overboard from a
coast steamer in the San Francisco
bay and was rescued from the water
by John R. Miller, the handsome young
engineer of the steamer. Consequent
upon the rescue came love, a proposal
of marriage, and the couple, after a.
brief honeymooar in San Franciscoamong the groom's people, came direct
to Oklahoma and took up their resi-
dence on the bride's great ranch.

With land, cattle, horses and asplendid home, with a big annuity from
the government, with a handsome wifea queen among her people, and, later, a
beautiful son. Miller should have been
content, but he was not. He deserted
her to go elsewhere, and on his wife's
refusal to condone his offense and take
him back he became abusive, and was
finally warned by members of the tribe
to leave the reservation.

OUT AFTER TRUSTS
HARMON I'RGEI-S AMENDMENTS IN-

CREASING THE SCOPE OF
THE PRESENT LAW.

ATTORNEY GENERAL REPORTS.

NEW SALARY SYSTEM IS BRINGING
ABOUT SOME EXCELLENT

RESULTS.

DEFECTS IN THE CRIMINALLAWS.

New Act, Simple in Provisions and
General in Application, Need-

ed Without Delay.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—Attorney-
General Harmon, in his annual report
to congress expresses his satisfaction at
the results so far obtained of the new-
salary system, which displaced the old
fee system on July 1, of the present
year. The returns, lie says, afford
striking evidence of the wisdom of the
course so long advocated which re-
moves the public service from some
of the common temptations to extra-
agance and abuse. A very large re-
duction is shown in every one of the
items which would naturally be ef-
fected by the fee system. The fees
for United States marshals willshow a
redaction for the year of about $400,000
from those of the previous year.
Other reductions will be made approx-
imated as follows:

Fees of jurors, $215,306; fees of wit-
nessess $87,073; pay of bailiffs $94,920;
salaries and expenses of district at-
torneys, $192,042.

The attorney general points out two
defects in the criminal laws, to which
the attention of congress is invited.

"The first," he says, "is the unneces-sary and unfortunate confusion of our
criminal legislation. Provisions are
constantly enacted to meet special
cases. The consequence is that it is
often difficult to ascertain which of
two or more laws is applicable to the
case in hand. Cases arise which ought
to be covered by law, but are not, and
the same offense is visited with va-
rious degrees of punishment not de-
termined by any difference in crimin-
ality, but merely by the fact that the
various statutes, relating to specific in-
stances of the offenses were drafted
by different men and in different times.
"Ithink a new crimes' act should be

passed as speedily as possible, which
should contain provisions simple, eas-
ily understood and general in their
scope, covering such crimes as those
above stated; that a uniform system
of punishment should thus be provided
and that as to cases arising in the fu-
ture, present laws relating to these
crimes should be repealed. This work
could be easily and quickly performed
by a commission.

UNFORTUNATE DEFECT.
"The second defect is the unfortunate

results of the present law governing
writs of error to the supreme court in
criminal cases. Defendants in crim-
inal cases are generally poor. It is
hard for them to obtain counsel to de-
fend them at home, but it is generally
beyond their power to obtain counsel
to argue their cases before the su-
preme court. While the criminal juris-
diction of tflat court is now so ex-
tensive as to take up a considerable |
part of the time spent by the justices j
in the study of records and briefs, yet !
the arguments of the cases are largely,
for the reason above stated, compara-
tively few. They are mainly confined
to cases against the wealthier classes
oP defendants, such as 'smugglers and
bank officers.'

"The questions raised in these crim-
inal cases are for the most part com-
pratively trivialand not of general im-
portance. Ithink that a transfer of
the criminal appeals to the circuit
courts of appeals with the present
system of permitting important ques-
tions to be presented to the supreme
court by certification, is highly desira-
ble

"

The attorney general says that last
September complaint was made to him
that certain telegraph companies
which have, in other countries reached
by them, a monopoly which would ex-
clude all American companies, were
about to land a cable on the shores of
Long Island. Itwas represented that
such foreign companies, having failed
on account of the exclusion of Ameri-
can companies above mentioned to se-
cure authority to land their cables, has )
resorted to the device of an -American
company, with a small capital, or-
;ganized to be controlled by them,
iwhich was merely to lay its cable from
our shore out beyond the line of juris-
diction, and thereby furnish a means
of entrance to the foreign countries.

"Knowing that congress, at its last !
session, had under consideration a bill
to regulate the landing of foreign
cables and believing that the general
sentiment favors the exclusion of com-
panies organized in countries which re-
fuse like privileges to American com-
panies, Ideemed itmy duty to direct a
suit to be brought in the district of
New York to enjoin the consummation
of the plan above mentioned. My chief
design was to afford congress an op-
portunity to act upon the matter be-
fore this cable should be laid."

On the subject of the Pacific rail-
ways, the attorney general says that
the report of Hon. George Hoadley,
special counsel for the United States,
shows that there is no substantial
change in the state of the litigation
about the Union Pacific railway and
its branch. He continues:

"As the only object of steadfastly
keeping the government out of the case j
thus far has been to secure some fa-
vorable solution to the difficult Droblem !
presented by its ownership of a subor- j
dinate security upon property whose |
value is generally believed to be in- i
sufficient to pay in full any but the
first mortgage liens, Ithink, that unless
the pending funding bill be passed
and accepted, the government should
endeavor to secure terms for its ap-
ip_rance in court In the way of an

assurance of such a bid on the prop-
erty in case of Judicial sale, as will se-
cure to it fair realization of the value
of its life. If this be not done andthe government be compelled to sue
to protect its own interests, or re-quired to appear and set up its claims
in the pending cases, the benefit of
the position so long maintained may
be largely lost." On the subject of the
anti-trust law, the attorney general
says:

RESTRICTED IN SCOPE.
"The restricted scope of the provis-

ions of this law, as they have been con-strued by the courts, especially in thecase of the United States vs. E CKnight company, makes amendmentsnecessary ifany effective action is ex-pected from this department, besides
the fund at the disposal of the attor-ney-general, which can be applied tothe investigation, preparation and pros-
ecution of cases under this law iswholly inadequate.

"Many complaints have, from time totime, been made by private citizensand others, of combinations in re-
straint of trade and commerce and ofalleged monopolies. Ihave caused to
bo investigated, as well as the means
and force at my command permitted
such of them as seemed likely to come
within the scope of federal authority
over interstate trade and commerce to
which alone it extends. The .nfy case,however, in which sufficient evidencewas discovered to justify action was
that of the joint traffic association of
trunk line railways, against which a
bill was filed by the United States Jan.9, 1896, in the circuit court for the
southern district of New York. Al-
though the case was ably prepared
and presented by Mr. Wallace Mac-
Farlane, United States attorney for
that district, under my supervision the
court, Judge Wheeler presiding, dis-
missed the bill, holding that the arti-
cles of agreement of the association
were not in violation of the law.

'
The

case is now pending in the circuit
court of appeals for the second circuit
and willsoon be argued. The case of
the United States vs. La Compagnie
Francaise, etc., is also, to some extent,
affected by this act.

"The case of the United States
against the Trans-Missouri Freight as-
sociation, consisting of eighteen rail-
ways west of the Missouri river, which
was brought in the district of Kansas
to enjoin a contract and combination
among these companies to maintain
rates of freight was decided
against the government in both
the circuit and the court of ap-
peals, one judge of the latter court dis-
senting. The case is now pending on
appeal in the supreme court of the
United States, and will be argued
about the time congress assembles.
The circuit court held in this case that
the law in question does not apply to
railroads, chiefly on the ground that
they are exclusively regulated by the
inter-state commerce act. The circuit
court of appeals, without directly-
passing, upon this question, held that
the action of the railway companies
was not in violation of the act of July
2, 1890. The claim that the act does
not apply to railroads is urged with
confidence in the briefs of counsel now
on file in the supreme court. While
Imaintain the opposite view and feel
confident of its correctness, the fact
that such a question can be raised and
has already been raised successfully
in one court affords an instance of the
indeflniteness of the terms of this law,
which is a serious obstacle in the way
of its prompt enforcement."
