It is, however,
understood among Mr. Kenyon's
friends that he has been selected to
fill the post of general traffic manager
of the Wisconsin Central lines, with
headquarters in Chicago. The place
was. made vacant about a month ago
by the resignation of C. L. Wellingten,

- who was appointed to a post upon
the board of administration of the new

Western Freight association. Since
Mr. Wellington’s resignation the offi-
cials of the Wisconsin Central have
been casting about for a successor, and
it is somewhat of a secret at present
that Mr. Kenyon is to be the lucky
man. His friends are all pleased. at
the prospect of seeing him go higher.

Mr. Kenyon is one of the keenest
railroad men in a city where there are
a lot of keen men in the business. He
commenced at the bottom and worked
himself up to the position of general
reight agent of the Burlington road
after persistent work and application.
Mr. Kenyon was born under a lucky

He first saw the light of day
on shipboard, being born on the ocean.
He entered the railway service in
March, 1876, and was for many years
secretary to the land commissioner of
the Burlington & Missouri road in Ne-
braska. From 1881 to 1882, he was as-
sistant general passenger agent of
the same road, when he was appoint-
ed assistant to the general passenger
agent of the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy road. From 1884 to 1885 he was
general agent of the Adtchison, Topeka
& Santa Fe at Baltimore. Between
1885 and 1890, he was general passenger
agent of the C. B. & N., and during
the latter year avas-also given the su-
peryision of the freight department. A
few months ageo Mr. Kenyon’s duties
had maultiplied to such an extent that
he ‘Wwas relieved of the passenger de~
partment-and allowed at his own re-
quest to have control exclusively of
the freight department,

NEW CAR FERRY.

Wisconsin Central Has One Build-
ing for Lake Michigan,

S. J. Collins, general superintendent
of the Wisconsin Central lines, is in
the city looking over the terminals of
that road in the Twin Cities. Mr. Col-
{ lins was asked oconcerning the an-

ncuncement that his road would active-
ly enter into the fight for the great
flour carring trade out of Minneapolis
to Eastern points, by the establishment
of a ferry line across Lake Michigan

‘E in conjunction with the Flint & Pere

—_—

Marquette road. Mr. Collins said:

“The statement that we will co-op-
erate with the Flint & Pere Marquette
is entirely correct. Probably-the larg-
est car ferry steamer on the great
lzkes is now wunder construction at
Wheeler’'s shipyards at Bay City, and
the boat will be ready for use about
the first of the ‘year.” The ferry wiil
have a capagity of thirty loaded cars,
which will be transferred across the
lake. The boat -will be a great im-
provement over those now in use
by other companies, inasmuch as the
cars will be wholly protected from the
weather. It is expected that the new
boat will be able to crush the hardest
ice.

“The Wisconsin Central will make
Manitowoe its shipping polint for the
cars, which will land at Ludington,
Mich. From that point the Flint &
Pere Marquette has a direct line in a
southwesterly direction to Detroit,
where the traffic can be turned over to
the Eastern trunk lines. This arrange-
ment will have a tremendous haul and
means a great saving in time and ex-
pense.”

The volume of Minneapolis flour car-
rying trade is but little appreciated.
It means hundreds of thousands of
dollars to the railroad companies dur-
ing the year. The Minneapolis mills
turn out perhaps 300,000 barrels a week
An cordinary freight car carrles 150
barrels, which would mean 2,000 cars
per week. It is scarcely to be won-
dered at that the roads will enter into
lively competition. The Wisconsin
Central has something of an advantagsa
over competitive roads, ip that its new
ferry line will enable it to run its ice

crushing monsters all winter long, thus |

keeping alilve the active competition
given in summer when all steamboat
llres are running. When asked as to
whether the Wisconsin Central and the
Flint & Pere Marquette would demand
a differential on traffic carried via the
car ferry line, as did the Lake Michi-
gan Car Ferry company, Mr. Collins
said he presumed no such differential
would be demanded, as his line was a
stickler for maintaining freight rates.

WESTERN MILEAGE BUREAU

Interesting Session {in
Chieago.

Although repeatedly downed in their
fight to secure a 5,000 mile interchange-
able mileage book, the Traveling Men's
Protective association is keeping up
the fight, as was evidenced at yester.
day’s meeting of the Western Mlleage
bureau. Western lines were in session
all day Tuesday in Chieago and it Is
understood the proposition to issue the
books was shoved aside. The lines con-
fined their debate upon the question ot
the effect the issuance of such books
would have upon their business with
Fastern connections. Another meeting
will be held in the near future at which
it is hoped the question will be dls-~
posed of one way or the other. West-
ern lines apparently do not want to
issue the books, particularly if they
are to be good over all the lines of the
Western Passenger association. West-
ern lines are complaining of the lack
©of proper restrictions surrounding the
new 5,000 mile book to be issued by the
Jiastern lines. Western lines, it must
be said, are generally hostile to the
scheme as is evidenced by the repeated
efforts to kill it. The meeting in ques-
tion was attended by nearly all the
general passenger agents in the West-
ern Passenger association, and several
of the agents announced they would
as soon favor-an open rate of two cents
& mile as to favor € proposed 5,000
mile book., The only hope of getting
the Western roads to issue.the book is
to Induce a few of the weaker lines to
join in with their Eastern connections,
regardless of Western Passenger as-
sociation rules. It is sald a majority
of the Western roads would favor a
‘ ook that required neither name, de-

CHICAGO, Dec. 10.—The old question
of division of rates on business done to
the last encampment of the Knights
Templars at Boston, is up again be-
tween the lines of the Central Passen-
ger committee and the Boston terminal
lines. The passenger committee has
asked the terminal lines to call a meet-
ing for the purpose of determining
what proportion of the rates shall be
allowed to the terminal lines. The lat-
ter have always claimed more of the
mcney than the lines of the passenger
committee were disposed to allow them,
The same trouble also exists. regarding
the business done to the Christian En-
deavor convention in Boston in 1895.

STILLWATER NEWS:

Brother and Sister Killed by a
Train at a Crossing.

A sad accident occurred on the Wis-
consin Central road one mile west of
Kilty’s siding, early yesterday fore-
nccn, Julius Kriesel and sister, Lena,
losing their Hves while attempting to
cross the tracks, The unfortunate
vietims of the accident were children
of August G. Kriesel, a farmer residing
about a half-mile from the scene of
the tragic affair, and when the Globe
correspondent called there in the af-
ternoon the parents were almost be-
side themselves with grief. Julius, who
was twenty years of age had arranged
to go to his brother-in-law’s, a short
distance beyond there to aid him in
cutting wood and decided to take his
little sister with him on her way to
school. They left home Iin a cart and
as they approached the crossing, they
failed to hear the approaching train
and did not notice it until the horse
was on the track. Julius urged the
animal on, but the train caught the
cart and hurled it a distance of sixty
feet. The oocupants were thrown about
100 feet and when help reached them,
life was extinet, their skulls having
been fractured. The engineer stopped
the train and backed up to the cross-
ing, but Conductor Gavin couldn’t be
of any assistance and the train pro-
ceeded to Somerset where a telegram
was sent to the coroner of Washington
ccunty. The only eye witness of the
accident was Bert Thomas, who said
he had heard neither bell nor whistle,
as the train approached. From appear-
ances the crossing is a very dangerous
one, especially for teams coming from
the south.

A peculiar feature in connection with the
accident is that the horse escaped without a
scratch. The harness parted and the horse
ran up the road.

ERRNINGS OF ROADS

PRELIMINARY STATEMENT PRE-
SENTED BY THE INTERSTATE
COMMERCE COMMISSION.

TURN TOWARD PROSPERITY

INDICATED, AT LEAST, BY THE
PARTIAL FIGURES WHICH
ARE INCLUDED,

DIVIDENDS OF FIFTY MILLIONS.

Showing 1in This Respeet Not
Greatly Different From That
for the Preceding Year,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 10.—The inter-
state commerce commission has just
issued a preliminary report on the in-
come and expenditures of the rail-
ways in the United States for the year
ending June 30, 1896, prepared by its
statistician. From the interest ana
importance that are attached to rail-
way statistics, the report says, con-
gress should no longer fail to provide
adequate means of securing prompt re-
turns from carriers, which are now Qe-
layed beyond the legal limit,

Theé statement submitted presents
the chief items of an income account,
by ten territorial groups, for. 652 roads,
representing an operated mileage ot
172,369 miles of line, or about 96 per
cent of the total mileage operated In
the United States. The gross earnings
upon this mileage are $1,123,646,562, of
which $323,468,891 was from the passen-
ger service and $772,071,374¢ from the
freight service. As the operating ex-
penses were $754,971,615, it appears that
the income from operations was $368,-
675,047. . The figures given In this pre-
liminary statement, according to the
report, indicates at least a turning
toward prosperity.

The earnings of the passenger service
are shown to be $1,877 per mile of line,
being an increase of $113, as compared
with the previous year. The earnings
of the freight service also show an in-
crease over last year of $349 per mile
of line. The gross earnings per mile
of line were $6,519 for 1896 and the
operating expenses $4,380,—leaving a
net income per mile of line of $2,138,
which is in excess of that for the fiscal
years 1895 and 1894, and compares fair-
ly well with the net income per mile
of line for 1893 and 1892. The net
earnings of the 172,369 miles of line
represented in this income report were
$368,675,047, against $341,298,047 for the
corresponding roads in ’95.

This is the item (increased by in-
come from investment) from which
fixed charges and dividends must be
paid before a surplus is declared. The
increase in net earnings is fairly well
distributed throughout the TUnitea
States. The surplus from the opera-
tions of the year ending June 30, 1896,
was $6,328,667. The fiscal year 1895
closed with a deficit of $31,075,030. In
the case of every group in 1896, except
group IX (mainly Texas and Louis-
iana), which had a smaller defieit In
that year, there was either a smaller
ﬁ;%plus or a greater deficit than in

The dividends declared by the roads
covered by this advance statement
were $54,983,732, being almost the same
as the amount of dividends declared by
the corresponding roads the previous
year. The amount stated does not in-
clude all of the dividends paid, since a
considerable portion of the dividends
paid during the year on railway stocks
i derived from rentals received by
leased roads from the companies that
operate them, such rentais being re-
turned by the lessors as fixed charges.

The report closes with a brief argu-
ment to the effect that congress shoula
so amend the act to regulate com-
merce as to6 secure the enforcement
of its provisions.

PAPER POOL,

Agreement Reached by Manufactur.
ers of the Country.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—The confer-
ences that have been in progress for
ten days between the principal manu-
fecturers of white newspaper have re-
sulted in a practical agreement of all
concerned to pool interests and to deal
with consumers only through a general
agency which is to be established in
this city. The plan involves the for-
mation of a national association, cap-
italized to a modest amount, which is
to control the product of all the mllls.
By this agreement, the manufacturers
expect to reduce running expenses, to
reorganize the trade and to promote
friendlier relations between all con-
cerned. They pressly deny that
prices will be- a: ced as a result of
the proposed agreement, but contend
that they are obliged to follow the
example of other men directing other
great industries and co-operate to pre-
vent ruinous competition.

* Thirty companies are interested in
the movement. They are. said to con-
trol the industry in this country. The
manufacturers say that their present
plan has no similarity to that sug-
gested about two years ago, when some
of the parties to these negotiations
proposed an absolute consolidation of
all interests, with the sale of the vari-
ous properties to a general company.
The proposed joint committee will con-
duct its business on a pro rata baslis.
This will be determined by the previ-
ous business done by the allled com-
panies and the capacity of the millg
they control. No attempt to restrict
production is contemplated, as the for-
eign markets, it is belleved, will take

whatever supplies are left over at tha
end of the year. 553
