COTTON SCHEDULE FIXED.

IT WILL RE ALLOWED TO STAND
AS IX THE PRESEXT

LAW.

PRIVATE BILLDAY IXTHE HOUSE.

Seven War Cla.lms Considered in
Committee of the Whole

—
Dalzell

Supplied a Sensation.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.— The meet-
ing of the ways and means committee
of the house to formally adopt the pro-
gramme for work on a tariff bill will
be held on Monday instead of tomor-
row, as had been intended. Chairman
Dingley learned that Mr. Turner, of
Georgia, one of the Democratic leaders,

;could not attend a meeting tomorrow,
and therefore decided to postpone the
call. Itis probable that the Republi-
can committeemen will confer tomor-
row upon some details of the wrork.

Certain fatures of the new tariff bill
have been practically decided upon al-
ready by the Republicans. Chairman
Dingley is authority for the statement
that the bill willbe framed to prevent
the use of the bonded warehouse, by im-
porters, to escape the payment of
higher duties, as they were used when
the McKinley bill was passed. To ef-
fect this there will be a clause pro-
viding that goods in storage in bonded
warehouses when the new law goes
into effect will pay the rate of law,

and not of the Wilson law then in ef-
fect.

The cotton schedule is the most like-
ly to be unchanged, as, having been
guarded by Democratic protectionists

in the senate, its effect had been satis-
factory to manufacturers and operat-
ors, and duties being specific were in
accord with the Republican policy.

!That the Wilson and valorem feature
Iwill be done away with, it goes with-
i out saying.

The reciprocity system may be ef

fected by the establishment of two
schedules of articles on which conces-
sions are desired from other countries.

One schedule for goods when imported
from countries which agree to reciproc-

j ity treaties, the other schedule for
j those which do not.

Several conferences of the Republi-
i can ways and means men are expected
j before the hearings begin. It is sug-

igested by one of these that they may
Idecide upon the schedules of the Wil-
Ison act, which they will continue, and
|perhaps some McKinley act rates will
jbe re-established and will give hear-
ings only on the remaining schedules,

Iinviting the parties interested to f.ur-
j nish the committee the information

1 which it wants. To finish the bill be-
Ifore the 15th of March the committee
j will be obliged to work faster than
i the ways and means committee did on
: the McKinleybill, and it might not b?

able to frame the new bill by the ap-
pointed date if hearings are given on
all schedules.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.— This was

private bill day in the house and seven
war claims carrying an aggregate of
$18,407 were favorably acted upon by
the committee of whole, as follows:
To pay Peter Cook, of Arkansas, $904
for stores and supplies used by the
Federal troops; to pay Augustus P.
Burditt $").130 for the use of the steamer
Mattie during the war; to pay Flora
A. Darling $5,683 in satisfaction of her
claims for airest and imprisonment,
and the seizure of her property at New
Orleans in 1864; to correct the muster
of Francis A. Benton as a captain of
the Fourth United States colored cav-
alry and pay him accordingly; to pay
John A. Lynch $2,490 for services as
;assistant quartermaster at Cincinnati
In IS6I-2, and to refer the claims of
Maj. James Stewart, U. S. A., retired
for longevity pay to the court of
claims.

RI_H'IILICA\S PLEADED.

:The Ways and Mmv Programme

Proves Satisfactory.

Washington, Dec. 11
—

The programme
of the ways and means committee to
prepare a tariff bill for the extra ses-
sion of congress was the only topic of
discussion about the house today, and
met with general approval among the
Republicans. Today Chairman Ding-
ley ha<* a conference with Mr.
MeMillin, of Tennessee, t_e
stnor Democratic member of
the committee, and officially stated the
Republican plans. Mr. Dingley said
the hearings probably would begin
with the holiday recess and continue
through the holidays. To prevent them
from dragging along indefinitely a

limited time may be assigned for tes-
timony relating to each of the most
;important schedules.

It is probable, that the Democratic
ways and means committee members
willhave a consultation upon the tariff
within a day or two, although, of

.course, any opposition they might-see
fit to offer to the tariff programme
would- be merely a matter of form.
They are not pleased at the suggestion

that Mr. Newlands, the independent
silver member from Nevada, who is a
protectionist, be given Mr. Crisp's chair
at the committee table. Speaker Reed
seldom consults with the minority
about committee appointments, and
has not done so in this case.

Pacific Roads Report.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—Representative

Bell (Texas), a member of the committee on
Pacific railroads, today presented to the
house a minority report against the Powers
bill. He opposes the bill on the ground that
it proposes to Increase the indebtedness of
the Pacific roads which is covered by the first
mortgage and a prior lien to the government
lien by $16,000,000, and to make the govern-
ment lien subordinate to this Increased in-
debtedness. Mr. Bell recommends that the
indebtedness of the roads to the govern-
ment be extended, provided the companies
well secure the debt by a first mortgage on
the property, giving to the government a
right on default to institute proceedings on
the entire amount of the roads' indebtedness.

McCleary Says It's False.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—Representative

McCleary professes to be very much incensed
over the many faise and ridiculous reports
that have been sent out about his candidacy
for secretary of the treasury. He says ha
never wrote to any person in South Dakota
or anywhere else in reference to the matter,
and that ifhe were a candidate he would let
his friends know it. A full explanation of
his position, in Which he claims that the story
from Vermillion is a forgery, has been sent
to Canton.

Army Appropriation Bill.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.— The bill making

appropriations fer the army for the fiscal
year 1898 was completed by the house military
affairs committee today. The amount car-
ried is $23,122,400, $156,000 less than for the
current fiscal year, and $716,000 below the
estimates, the cut throughout being mainly
due to the committee's providing for the
average strength of the army instead of for
its full legal limit for which the estimates
are substituted.

Grover Going Hunting-.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—President Cleve-

land will leave the city soon for a few days'
shooting in South Carolina waters. After the
hard work and close attention incident to
the Venezuelan question and the preparation
of his annual message to congress the presi-
dent is in the need of rest and a change of
air, and accordingly an outing in Southern
waters has been arranged for him.

KJefer Presents Protests.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.— Col. Kiefer today

presented the petition of Rev. J. A. Jenkins
and forty-four others of the Pacific Congrega-
tional church, of St. Paul, protesting against
the treatment accorded American missionaries
in Turkey, and urging the government to take
action.

Money for St. Paul.
Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.— The bill ap-
propriating $125,000 for the completion of the
federal building at St. Paul, prepared and
considered in committee at the last session
of congress, was reported to the house today.

Foster Very 111.
WASHINGTON, Dee. 11.— The serious illness

of Gen. John W. Foster, ex-secretary of stats
and international lawyer. Is announced. Gen.
Foster contracted a severe cold on his return
from Honolulu and now his life is threat-
ened.

Salary Grab.
WASHINGTON. Dec. 11.— Representative

Boatner (La.) has introduced a bill increasing
the salary of the speaker of the house from
$8,000 to $10,000, and of senators and repre-
sentatives from $5,000 to $7,300.

SOITHER\ MEN AT CAXTON.

Gov. Gary, of Maryland, Urged for a
Cabinet Place.

CANTON, Dec. 11.—One of the most
important delegations that has been
in Canton for some days arrived
over the Fort Wayne road from
Washing-ton. Itwas composed of na-
tional committeemen of the South and
several congressmen from Maryland.
The party consisted of Senator George
L. Wellington, of Maryland; Congress-
man-elect A. T. Wimberly, of Louis-
iana, and national committeeman of
that state; National Committeeman
Gtorge'E. Bowden, of Virginia;Nation-
al Committeeman William YoungblooFl,
of Alabama; James Hill,national com-
mitteeman of Mississippi; W. P. Brown-
low, committeeman from Tennessee;

Carl Schnrs Re-elected President of
the Organisation

Afternoon

Given Up to Papers.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 11.— At to-
day's session <>f .the civil serv-
ice reform association, the fol-
lowing officers were re-elected:
President, Carl Sehurz, New
York; vice president, Charles Fran-
cis Adams, Boston; Augustus R. Mc-
Donough, New York; J. HallPleasants,
Baltimore; Henry Hitchcock, St. Loui«;

Franklin McVeagh, Chicago; William
Potts and Rev. Henry E. Potter, New
York; Archbishop P. J. Byan, of Phil-
adelphia was elected a vice president,
to fillthe vacancy caused by the death
of Rt. Rev. Steven N. Ryan.

A committee from the National As-
sociation of Leter Carriers appeared

before the general committee with a
petition urging the continuance of a
post office department order which
provides that no carrier shall be dis-
charged from the service until he shall
have han an opportunity for defense;

also that in promotions to the office
of superintendent of carriers, carriers
alone shall be eligible; also that ifit is
intended to establish an inspector force
for the slupervision of the letter car-
riers, that said inspectors shall serve
at least five years in the classified ser-
vice. The petition was referred to the
committee on resolutions.

President Proctor of the civil service
commission addressed the delegates on
the working of the civil service law.

Atthe afternoon session, papers were
read by Mrs. Lowell,of New York; Col.
Ela, of Chicago; Hon. D. 8.. Eaton, of
New York; Lucius B. Smith, of Indian-
apolis; Francis E. *Vv*. Leuup, of Wash-
ington and Sherman S. Rogers, of Buf-
falo.

There was a heated discussion this
afternoon over one plank in the resolu-
tion, when they were offered by Chair-
man Bonaparte. The plank which
caused the trouble was as follows:

The ignominious and well merited
defeat of the Democratic party at the
polls at the recent election is a source
of gratification.

VIVAS FOR WEYLER

GEN. MACEO IS STILL DEAD.

ADDITIONAL DETAILS TEND ONLY
TO CONFIRM THE STORY FIRST

TOLD.

CUBANS ARE NOAV LOSING HEART.

Do Not Yet. Admit Their Loss, But
Realise the Weight ot the

Evidence.

HAVANA,Dec. 11.— Capt. Gen. Wey-
ler arrived once more in this city at
6 o'clock this evening on horseback, ac-
companied by members of his staff and
a cavalry escort. The streets of Ha-
vana were thronged with people, and
the houses of the town had been gaily
decorated. The Marquis Ahumada,
vice governor general, accomapnied by
a colonel of his staff, met Capt. Gen.
Weyler at the entrance of the palace.
Gen. Weyler soon appeared on the pal-
ace balcony, bowing his acknowledg-
ments to the vivas which the multitude
in the square were shouting for Spain,
Spanish Cuba, the king, the queen,
the army, the navy and the volunteers.
Capt. Gen. Weyler made a brief ad-
dress, in the course of which he said:
"Ihave only directed. The army has
done all."

Various civil and military delegations
were received later by Gen. Weyler at
the palace. Marquis Ahumada also of-
fered his congratulations upon the
death of Maceo. Capt. Gen. Weyler re-
sponded that the credit for the combi-
nation which had resulted in the fall
of the Cuban chief was all due to the
Marquis Ahumada, but the latter said
he had only seconded his chief's plans.
The city is illuminated tonight in honor
of the captain generals return.

There has been another attack by an
insurgent band on the town of Guana-
bacoa, in which the insurgent leader
Agueron was wounded. The attack
was repulsed without serious damage.

Dr. Zortueha, the physician of Ma-
ceo, who, after surrendering to Col.
Tort, at San Felipe, furnished confirma-
tion of the reported death of the Cuban
leader, has given to the press, in an in-
terview at Melena del Sur, additional
facts in connection with the case. It
seems that Antonio Maceo and his com-
panions did not cross the trocha, or
military- line of Pinar del Rio, in the
sense generally understood. They
passed from Pinar del Rio into Havana
province by sea. in an open boat, five
trips being required to take the whole
party of insurgents from Pinar del Rio
to near Banes, this province, and as
the boat would only hold eight men, in
addition to its handlers, it will be seen
that Maceo's party was composed of
forty men only. The night was dark
and stormy.

Maceo was accompanied by Miro, an-
other important insurgent leader, and
others of his staff. They landed near
Banes, and shoitly afterwards occurred
the encounter with the Spanish troops
under Cirujeda, resulting, as alleged,
in the death of the Cuban chief. The
meeting between the Spaniards and the
insurgents was seemingly of an acci-
dental nature, the former having no
idea at that time that Maceo had suc-
ceeded in leaving the province of Pinar
del Rio.
In spite of the official accounts of the

death of Maceo and Francisco Gomez,
there are many here who refuse to
credit the report. Friends of the in-
surgents express their belief that eith-
er the jewelry and other things alleged
to have been found by the Spanish
soldiers did not belong to Maceo, or
else that they were placed upon the
body as a ruse, in order to throw dust
in the eyes of the Spaniards, while
Maceo pushed on eastward and com-
municated with Maximo Gomez.

Some doubt having been thrown upon
the statement that Dr. Zortueha was
the personal physician of Antonio Ma-
ceo, he was questioned on the subject
today, and declared that, after the
death of Dr. Hernandez, in Pinar del
Rio, a physician of higher rank in the
insurgent army, he succeeded Dr. Her-
nandez by appointment, as Maceo's
physician, leaving the body of insurg-
ents under Diaz, to which he had been
attached, for that purpose.

Dr. Zortueha also stated that Maj.
Cirujeda narrowly escaped a severe de-
feat and possible capture at the hands
of the insurgents. He also says that
the insurgents in the vicinity of Me'ena
have deserted the Cuban cause, and
have surrendered to the Spanish an-
thoritles, as they are worn out with|
the many fatigues they have endured. ,
and the privations suffered during the
long and wearisome campaign. The
doctor adds that Bermudez, one of the \
most important of the surviving in- '
surgent leaders, was wounded fatally
In the abdomen on Dec. 3 Inan engage-
ment fought in the heights of Governa-
dora, with the Spanish troops under
Gen. Inclan.

Dispatches received from Gen. Inclan
confirm this. It is officially stated here !

today that Miro, the insurgent leader
who accompanied Antonio Maceo out of
Pinar del Rio, was also wounded by
the side of the great Cuban soldier, and
that Alberto Nodares, Alfredo Justir, ,
Ramon Ahumade and Gordon, all staff
officers of Maceo, were wounded in the
fight during which their leader fell.
Dr. Zortueha, who has been given his
liberty, has asked for permission to
leave Cuba for Spain, and there is little
doubt that his request willbe granted.

Business on the bourse here has been
suspended in order that the members
may indulge in the manifestations of j
joy at the death of Antonio Maceo.

Cohans There Are Hoping Almost
Againtit Hope.

KEY WEST, Fla.. Dec. 11.—Maceo's
death is still discredited by the greater

number of prominent Cubans here. "S>t
there are a number who fear it is true.
All await the arrival of the steamship
from "Havana tomorrow, however, be-
fore conceding it to be true. The
Spanish consul received official news
of Maceo's death yesterday. The report
that Dr. Zertueha, who was Maceo's
physician, had seen Mateo's body ex-
humed, is untrue. It is learned from a
reliable source that the doctor never
was Maceo's physician.

Some here believe that Maceo had
formed a plan with Gomez to go to

the Havana diatrkt to meet Gomez's
forces there, as Gomez had sent t.tHJO
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men to the Havana district. Maceo
crossed the trocha with 600 men. Itis
reported that Maceo left Rios Rivera,
his second in command, who landed
from the United States Sept. 1. in
charge of the insurgent forces in Pinar
del Rio. Rlos Rivera defeated tho
Spanish in the last war in the presence
of Jovellar. Ifthe report of Maceo's
death be true, then Cubans will cry
"VivaRios Rivera."

The United States warship Newark
arrived here this morning. Nothing
can be learned of her errand or
whither she is bound.

JINTA LOSING HOPE.

More Disposed to Credit the Death
of Maceo.

NEW YORK, Dec. 11—Senoc Tomas
Estrada Palma, of the Cuban junta,
Is still confident of the reliability of
has Havana correspondent, who denies
that Antonio Maceo is dead. Others
connected with the junta are more
disposed to credit the accumulating
evidences of Maceo's death, although
they have by no means abandoned
hope.

ment. Among those accused are Dr.
Cyrus Hamlin, the well known Con-
gregational minister, and Drs. Dwight
and Washburn, of Roberts college, in
Ccnstantinople.

been washed ashore. The captain's
watch had stopped at 5:30 o'clock, pre-
sumably Tuesday morning, Dec. 8.London, Dec. 11.— A dispatch from
Lloyd's agent at Corunna states that
381 lives were lost by the wreck of the
Salier.

Berlin, Dec. 11.—A dispatch to the
Cologne Gazette from Corunna says
that while it is true that the North
German Lloyd steamship Seller left
Antwerp with only 210 passengers, she
embarked more at various Spanish
ports, and the correspondent estimates
the number of viQtims of the disaster
at 400 to 500.

Baltimore, Md., Dec. lb—The North
German Lloyd steamer Sailer, wrecked
off the Spanish coast, left this port
Sept. 9 last for Bremen. It Is not
thought here that any change has been
made in her list of officers, which at
that time was as follows: Captain, H.

was sent on another voyage. She was
considered to be in every way sea-
worthy, and the only reason the North
German Lloyd Co., had for selling theSalier, was that there were more
modern boats of the same line in readi-
ness to take her place. Her last trip

I across the Atlantic was made in Sept.
last, when she left Baltimore for
Bremen, arriving there safely Sept. 23.

Capt. Wempe had commanded the
steamer for a number of years. The
weather Was thick and heavy. It was
night time, and the Salier had to run
far enough south to clear the rocks
off Cape Corrubedo, before starboard-
ing her helm, and heading Southwest,
gradually pointing up westward and
then in a northwesterly direction, in
order to head into the bay leading up
to Villagarcia. But Capt. Wempe seems
to have been thrown out of his recK-
oning by the fog and rain and to have
headed to port too soon, with the re-
sult that he failed to clear the rocks
below Cape Corrubedo, _nd went down
with his ship and all hands.

Of the steerage passengers, there
were over 100 Russians, about thirty-

j five Galicians. some Germans and
j about 200 Spaniards, according to the
i estimates, all on their way to the
| Argentine republic looking for new
Ihomes for themselves and families, if
j the disaster had occurred after the

iDrummond Castle was thick, which'
prevented Capt. Pierce, her commander,.

j from seeing the light. When he foe-
j lieved he was far enough north. Capt.
IPierce ordered the helm of the Drum-

-1 mond Castle to be ported and, with
fine rain and fog, headed her on a.
northeasterly course for the Bristol
channel. But he was apparently out of
his reckoning, for the Drummond Cas-
tle seems to have run at full speed
upon a ridge of rocks extending from
the island of Moiene, half way be-
tween Ushant and the main land of
France. The concussion, it was gen-
erally admitted at the time, must have
ripped the steamer open from stem to
stern, and she apparently pitched over
the reef and sank almost immediately
afteiward in deep water, for no trace
of her was found.

Like the Drummond Castle, it is be-
lieved that the Salier was making the
best time possible under the circum-
stances, for, after leaving Bremen, tha
Salier had touched at Antwerp and
this port and her commander was anx-
ious to have his vessel's head pointing
on her voyage across the Atlantic
ocean. Another theory of the cause
of the disaster is that the Salter's
steering gear was carried away while
she was heading arouud the rocks for
Villagarcia, and that &he thus became
unmanageable and was driven upon the
reef, which is about two and a half
miles from land. The passengers of
the Salier, it is conectured, must all,
or nearly all, have been in their berths
in the steerage at tlie time the steamer
struck, and it is thought that the-
great majority of ihem w.vre drowned
