Labor Commissioner Powers was
roundly scored at the semi-annual i
meeting- of the Minnesota State Feder-
ation of Labor at Assembly hall yes-
terday. It was a large and enthusias-
tic gathering that was called to order
at 10:30 o'clock by First Vice Presi-
uent McCauley, of St. Cloud, who m-
tiKiduced President Edward Christoph-
erson, of the local trades and labor as- i
sembly. Mr. Christopherson welcomed I
the delegates on behalf of the assem-
bly, and afterwards introduced Mayor
Doran, who made a few remarks wel-
coming- the delegates on behalf of the
city of St. Paul.

M. E.Neary.of Minneapolis, president
of the state federation, called the ses-
sion to order. The call of the meeting
was read by the secretary, W. B. Ham-
mond. The president appointed the |
committee on credentials, as follows-, j
Messrs. John Speuhler, Winona; W. S. j
Chrisholn :, Minneapolis, and J. D.
Hayes, Duluth.

Awaiting- the report of the committee i
on credentials, a call was made for W. \u25a0

W. Erwin, the "tall pine," who re-
sponded with a speech which wa»
heartily encored.

The president announced the com-
mittee on resolutions, P. Lawrence, E.
K. Cobb and P. J. Geraghty. He also
announced the following committees:

The credentials committee's report
against the seating of delegates from
the Socialist party then came up,
and created some heated discussion.
A proposition was made to amend It j
so that the meeting would be obliged
to accept the Socialist delegates unless
they were rejected by a two-thirds
vote. The chair ruled that the mo-
tion was out of order. On appeal the
vote stood 30 to 69 in favor of sus- i
taining the chair. The report of the
committee was carried and its report {
sustained, the delegates not being seat-
ed.

President If.E. Neary then made his
report to the convention, which was
listened to with much interest.

Secretary W. B. Hammond's report
followed next, which sta-ted that he
had Received for advertising $111.45. and
after paying expenses has a balance
on hand of $48.70. Out of seventy-five
unions, thirty-three had returned re-
ports. The total number of members !
was 2,123, a net increase in six months
past of 219. Of these 1,536 were work- j
ing and 478 unemployed. The number j
of non-union workers was reported as
1,478. Of nine strikes reported four
were successful, two were compro-
mised, one was wholly lost, and two j
have not yet been abandoned. "Ibe- j
lieve," said Mr. Hammond, "the fed- !
oration may justly congratulate itself
that the work done in the last two or
three years is bearing fruit in a largely
increased membership and greater in-!
terest than before. The organization
is now what it was intended to be, but
never before reached, a bond of union
between practically all the labor or-
ganizations of Minnesota."

Treasurer McDonald reported $25.15
on hand .

The federation council gave its re-
port. It recommends that the federa-
tion should maintain a lobby at the ]
coming session of the legislature and j
issue a call for the contribution to pay
for such expense if the funds of the
federation do not permit. It also rec-
ommends that the convention nomi-
nate a candidate for the position of
member of the state board of arbitra-
tion and present such candidate for |
consideration of the governor. "Em- i
ployers," the committee states, "are at j
any time liable to insist your troubles j
being adjusted by the board and the
voice of labor should be heard in the

1 naming of our representative." The
committee also recommends that they
be represented on the prison board.

!Xew business was next in order. Itwas
moved that the roll be called on the
socialistic resolution. No. 6. which was
submitted as follows, without recom-
mendation:

[ Whereas. The emancipation of the working |
:class is that of all human beings, without j
idistinction of race or sex ;

Whereas. The working class can never ;

be free until it gets possession of the means
of production;

Whereas, The collective ownership of the
means of production can result only from
the organized efforts of the working class on
both economic and independent political
lines;
f- Be It Resolved. That the Federation of
I-abor of the state of Minnesota call upon
the working people of this state to organize
both on economic and Independent poi'tleal
lines for the purpose of establishing the j
Co-operative Common wealth, based on the
collective ownership of the means of produc-
tion and their operations for the benefit of .
the people.

The motion was defeated by a vote
of 46 to 63. It w-as moved, seconded
and carried that the delegates be com-
pelled to vote as their organiations in-
structed them.

The finance committee reported that j
on. Dec. 13 there was in the treasurer's
hands $25.15, and in the secretary's
heads $63.20.

An amendment wa,s proposed to the
constitution, article 1, section 2, to

Ibe known as section 1, to read: "That
party politics, whether they be Demo-
cratic, Republican, Socialistic, Popu-

Ilifctic. Prohibition, or any other, shall
j have no place in the convention of
the State Federation of Labor, nor
shall the delegates from, any political
party be admitted."

The above important amendment re-
ceived considerable discussion on the
part of the delegates. M. E. Murray,
of St. Paul, would not vote either

j way until he was informed whether
ithe Farmers' Alliance was considered
] a political pariy or not. He wTas not
!given the desired information, but the

amendment was carried.

POWERS IS SCORED.
The committee on constitution rec-

ommended that section 8 of the consti-
tution be amended to read, "The na-
tionalization of telegraphs, telephones,
railways and mines, and other means
of production and distribution," the
last eight words making the amend-
ment.

The report was adopted, the amend-
ment with it.

Speaking of the Socialists, Delegate
McCauley created unbounded enthu-
siasm by saying:

'The Socialists are all right. The
socialistic principles are all right, but
the men behind the Socialists are all
wrong."

The following axiomatic resolution,
introduced by G. C. Collins, of Typo-
graphical Union No. IS, St. Paul, was
carried with but one dissenting vote:

Whereas, The office of labor commis-
sioner of the state of Minnesota was

1 created for the express purpose of inquiring
\nto the condition and promoting the Interest
<fc the laboring classes of the *t*t« without

regard to political views, race, eondtttona
or creed, and

Whereas, His last annual report, consisting
of 536 pages, was to no sei*is* !n th« interests
of the laboring cl«sa«s, but a document pre-
pared solely for the perpetuation in office of
a certain political party and his own re-
tention as labor commissioner of the state
of Minnesota, therefore, b« It

Resolved, That, we, the delegates of the
State Federation of Labor of the State of
Minnesota, denounce the course taken by
said labor commissioner.

Resolved, Furthermore, That we respect-
fully petition his excellency, the governor of
the state of Minnesota, to remove from the
offieo of labor commissioner the present in-
cumbent and to appoint in his place some
one approved of by the majority of at least
ten recognised labor organizations aud twenty
of the delegates to the state federation of
labor of Minnesota.

The eight-hour law was then taken
up and discussed at length. Delegate
Lawrence, who organized this move-
ment in Minnesota, spoke in favor of
It. A resolution anent the matter was
sent back.

Women's rights crept in, and the
following resolution was carried:

"Resolved, That the Minnesota State
Federation of Labor urge the next
legislature to extend the full elective
franchise to women, the same as men."
The motion was carried amid much
laughter.

The saw mill employes offered a res-
olution that something be done to pre-
vent their employers forcing insurancepolicies upon them. The motion was
carried.

CONVICT-MADE GOODS.
The evening session was called to or-

der at 7:15 o'clock, and the following
resolution immediately offered aa a
starter: "Resolved, That each and
every article, no matter of what na- jture, manufactured by convicts and I
put on the market for sale in the state
of Minnesota, must wear a label which
shall read, Convict made.'

"
This was

offered by Delegate G. H. Becker, and !
was carried.

Another important resolution was
passed which read: "Whereas, Cor- j
porations in Minnesota and other
states in the Union demand of then-
employes a cash deposit or bond as a
guarantee of good faith;

"Whereas, Employes of corporations \who occupy responsible places of trustpay interest on the amount of bonds
given by a surety company;

"Whereas, The Twin
*
City Rapid

Transit company demands of each mo-
ti.rman and conductor the sum of $25,
and also holds back eight days' pay as
a guarantee (the number of conductors i
and motormen aggregate 500);

"Whereas, Street car companies of
other cities demand the same deposit
frcm their employes and also hold back
a number of days' pay aa a guarantee,
but allow their employes a note of d i
per cent interest on the amount de-
posited, paid on the first of each year;

Whereas, The Twin City Rapid Tran-
sit company has never allowed its em-
ployes interest on the money held by
them on deposit;

"Therefore, be it re-solved. That laws
be enacted which shall compel cor-
porations to pay interest on money
deposited with them by their employes
as a guarantee of good faith:

"Resolved, That the Minnesota State I
Federation of Labor place this resolu-
tion in the hands of the legislative
committee and instruct them to work
to this end at the meeting of the leg-
islature this winter."

The garment workers made a resolu-
tion that a committee be appointed to
visit the retail dealers and ask them to
handle none but label goods. The gar-
ment workers denounce the action tak-
en "by the authorities at the House oi j
the Good Shepherd, whose inmates are i
employed in manufacturing garments,
and who said that If the garment
workers of the state created any trou-
ble they, the House of Good Shepherd, j
would convert every room in the instl- j
tuticfn into a manufactory for gar-
ments.

A resolution was carried indorsing j
the action of the Magnolia Waiters
Union No. 65, of Minneapolis, in then
strike against the New England res-
taurant. A protest was also made
against the recognition of the Waiters" I
Mutual Aid society.

An attempt will be made to organize
Ahe butchers of St. Paul.

A committee of three was elected to
act as arbitrators in matters that may !
arise between the waiters' union and j
the Knights of Labor. The committee, j
consist of Messrs. W. L. Gifford. Mm- ;
neapolis; M. E. Murray, St. Paul, and
J. E. E. Johnson. Minneapolis.

The following delegates were ap-
pointed a committee to visit the moth-
er superior of the House of the Good ]
Shepherd and Archbishop Ireland, to ;

discuss the complaint of the garment |
workers: P. J. Geraghty, Collins and i
Murray.

A resolution liftingthe boycott from i
the Lyceum theater, Duluth, was car- j
ried, as the union there had won its
case.

A supplementary report of the
finance committee was then read,
which was as follows: Receipts at
convention. J110; expenses allowed,
$29.70; excess over expenditures, $80.30. .

The election of a representative of

nounced as the next lobby tat.

The city in which the next meeting
o* the federation will take. place was
then voted upon. Mankato and St. ,
Cloud were the nominees, and St.
Cloud received 45 votes, coming off
victorious.

A -unanimous vote was taken that
St. Paul be made the federation coun-
cil city.

The election of officers was next in
order, beginning with president. The
nominees for that office were M. E.
Neary, the present ex-eeutive; M. K.
Murray, J. L. Chapman and Patrick
(Jeraghty. The total number of votes j
cast was SS, Mr. Neary receiving the
largest number. ~>0; Murray, 15; Chap-

| man, 13, and Gerag'hty, 3. President
INeary was, therefore, elected to serve
another term.

The contest for first vice president
was spirited, and two votes had to be
taken, finally resulting: in the election

iof J. L. Chapman, of Minneapolis, who
received 42 votes out of a total of 68.
The other nominees were J. G. Hughes,
St. Paul, receiving 21 votes, and Etnil
Skoog, Minneapolis, and John S-puhler.
Winona, receiving 2 and 3 votes re-
spectively.

Miss Kate Keating, of St. Paul, waa
chosen second vice president by a
unanimous vote. Miss ICeating re»
sponded to the applause with a fe-w
appropriate words.

STRANGE ORIENTAL RITES

KXriTB THE CURIOSITY OF HL'N.
IJKKUS OF AMKRIOA.fi* WHO

ATTENDED THEM.

Notwithgtandingf the fact that 'the

surgeon's knife had desecrated the
body of Lv Quong, the Chineee suicide
was yesterday given a funeral wholly
in keeping with his position as an of-
ficer of the Chinese Free Masons and
started on his journey to the eternal
Flowery kingdom with alt of the cere-
monious ostentation of the Orient. Ev-
ery feature characterized the obsequies
which would have obtained in far-off
China, and the incongruous surround-
ings of American civilization only
served to heighten the spectacular ef-
fect of the unusual proceedings. The
fumes of burning incense and the
chanted prayers of the suicide's yellow-
skinned countrymen rose heavenward
together amid the din of a huge brass
gong, while gorgeously colored' flags,
bearing strange characters wholly un-
intelligible to the wondering spectators,
unfurled themselves over the bier of
the dead Celestial. His history in this j
life and his accomplishments were told |
in chant and song, and the" evil spirit,
of whom the Chinaman has a whole-
some fear, was baffled and driven
back to his dark abode with flames of j
fire and unearthly noises, in the face of!
which a hurried departure even on the
part of his satanic majesty might be
easily understood and pardoned. In
fact, watching the strange and weird j
ceremonies and listening to the utter- |
ances of the participants the spectator j
was prone to wonder that the EvilOne
ever possessed sufficient temerity to at-
tempt the possession of a Celestial soul I
when such means of circumvention j
were employed. To cap the climax of
the extraordinary rites, Kleist's band
was in attendance and discoursed its
liveliest airs while the ceremonies were
in progress, though not once discon-
certing the almond-eyed individual who
furnished the bass drum accompani-
ment upon the dolorous gong. It was
an occasion not without its element of
the ludicrous to the onlookers, and
many a merry jest was passed anent
the queer doings, but to the Orientals ]
gathered about the casket it waa the I
observance of the traditions of thou- j
sands of years and the only appropriate !

der fringed the emblem, while gaily j
colored pe-acoek feathers set off the tip j
of the staff which was wound in colors
bC red and white. Another Chinaman
bore aloft a vividgreen pennant, bear-
ing the inscription in English, "Chinese
Free Masons." Peacock feathers like- j
wise ornamented this flag, whose bor-
der was of blue, set off by streamers
of orange and dark blue.

By the time thf color bearers had
entered the room where the corpse lay
the other members of the Masons had
opened the packages which had aroused
the curiosity of the crowd outside and
disclosed a most varied assortment of
edibles and luxuries, including a large
duck, roasted to a delicious brown, a
cock, also rooked, but sitting upright
in the dish with head erect and sur-
mounted with a comb as brilliantly red
as in life. Cakes, fruits and sweet-
meats of every description were In pro-
fusion, while deiicate china bowls con-
tained quee-r looking nuts and a queer-
er, though appetizing appearing native
macaroni. Dried lilystems, designated
by a small boy as "cigar clippings,"
constituted another epicurean relish. In
addition to the edibles there was a bot-
tle of wine beside which closely nestled
a package of "Sweet Caporal" cigar-
ettes. A feast for a king it was. and
such itwas in a measure intended to be
by those arranging the ceremonies, for
to the Chinese mind death Is not the
grim specter of sorrow and mourning
as conceived by other nations, but is
literally held to be the key to a king-
dom whose flowers never fade and
whose sweet odors are eternal. Itis of
momentous importance then that a de-
ceased Celestial take his departure for
this beautiful and coveted land under j
the most auaplcious circumstances, and, \u25a0

though the feast is spread in observ- |
ance of the funeral rites, the signifl- j
cance is that of a farewell banquet at i
which the dead is the guest of honor, j
about to depart from his friends on a j
long journey. Prayers are said, charms
worked to ward off evil adventures,

and the body finally consigned to the j
tomb with the full consciousness that
all mortal hands can do to insure a !
safe arrival at the mystic destination
of beauty and joy has been accom-
plished.

When all waa In readiness the
earthly remains of Lv Quong were
borne to the street just outside the
undertaking rooms and placed upon i
rests prepared for the casket. The
Masona carried their former fellow
member forth, each with a sash of red |

and white silk ribbon wound about his
body, the red being emblematic of the
order and the white being the Chinese
color of mourning, not mourning to

the inhabitants of the Celestial king-
dom, but a sign of life worn at all
funerals. In the rear of the litttle pro-
cession came several other ChinsCmen
bearing the table containing the vi-
ands for the feast. Placing the table
at the foot of the oorpse, the Masons
took poeltions beside the casket, and
with the two gorgeous banners wav-
ing the ceremonies were commenced.

Hum Bang, clad in a rich Oriental
costume of violet silk, waved the pink
flag over the head of the dead man,
while others ot the Masons lighted

joes Bticke of inccnio and arranged
them about the table. Immediately
under the foot of the oaeket, stuck Ina bright red apple for a holder, waiplaced a bunch of Jobs Micks, and
when their fume* began to ri«e the
entire company of Chinamen com-
menced a deep, sonorous chant, each
reciting In their odd accent the deeds!
of L.v Quong In life. At the conclusion
of the concert chant, little red candles
were lighted and Woo Chee struck up
a din on the brass gong, while the
band, in the natural order of things,
rendered a most solemn dirge. Later,
the musicians were apprised of the
nature of the ceremony and confined
their subsequent efforts to more appro-
priate airs.

When the din ceased a member of
the Masons stepped forward, and un-
winding the red sash from his body,
waved it three times over the casket
and began the chant of the Masonic
rites. Slowly, and then faster hemerged his words until they became
an unintelligible string of sounds, inthe meantime prostrating himself be-fore the table containing the goose,
chicken and sweetmeats, upon which
still burned the pungent incense.

The crowd eagerly watched his move-
ments, and he finally allowed his voiceto die away, when his place was takenby Hum Chee, who read from a worn
volume containing pages of Chinese
characters. During this part of the
ceremonies flowers were placed on the
casket and also a grave marker of pink
silk, containing the titles of the deadman in the Masonic order.

With the conclusion of the reading,
Woo Chee began a low chant and add-
ed vigor to the blows which he had
been continuously striking upon the
gong. Suddenly Lee Chung, with a
shriek of apparent grief, rushed toward
the casket. Wails of grief and anguish
issued from his lips and many thought
him a relative of the deceased overcome
by sorrow. Such was not the case, how-
ever, as he was but speaking the grief
of the company at parting from their
friend. Several Chinamen, in conform-
ance with the ceremony, took him by
the arm and led him back to his place,
where his utterances were drowned by
the laughter of the spectators, in which
even some of the Celestials joined.

Lee Chung then took a position at
the table and poured out three cups
of rice wine from a teapot, while other
of the Chinamen passed the foot of
the casket and emptied the fluid on the
ground. Another bunch of joss sticks
was blessed and lighted, when Hum
Bang began "pouring tea," filling the
IRtle cups as fast as his fellow Masons
scattered the contents about the cas-
ket. Two fantastic helders contain-
ing dyed peacock feathers were then
placed at the head of the casket, after
which every Chinaman present, clasp-
ing a stick of burning incense in kitu
hands, passed before the bier and
bowed twice almost to the ground.

Once more the concert chanting was
commenced, while one of the company
of Celestials, at this juncture of the
proceedings

-
somewhat inclined to!

mirthful utterances and gestures, care-
fully wrapped two feathers, one gilded,
the other overlaid with silver, in the
papers which had originally contained j
the articles on the table, the feathers
representing wealth In their coatings
of the precious metals, with which the
dead man was to pay the expenses of
his journey. At a signal from Hum
Bang the chanting rose to a shriller
pitch, and one of the Masons set fire
to the large bundle of paper. While
the flames crackled and the smell of
the burning feathers entered the nos-
trils of the participants in the cere-
monies, the brass gong kept up its in-
cessant noise, whicli was almost made
into abedlam by the cries of the China-
men. They were frightening away the
evil spirit, and when the fire went out
they ceased their utterances, while ex-
ultation shone on every yellow face,
as of an inward consciousness of a full
duty faithfully performed.

This concluded the ceremony, and as
the casket was placed in the waiting|
hearse, the band, remembering their ;
first faux pas, struck up the "Coon's ;
March" with a vigor which caused the j
staid horses, accustomed to walk se- I
dately along to a mournful dirge, to !
prance and rear as though in open pro-
test against such apparent sacrilege.

The procession s£art<*d for Oakland i
cemetery, with Hum Bang and the pink j
flag proudly leading the cortege. Then j
came Woo Chee, with the gong- hanging ;

from the staff of the green emblem, }
upon which he still continued to pound j
out mournful vibrations. Next came I
the hearse. closely about which j
marched the company of Chinamen, j
Immediately behind the marchers a. j
young Celestial, busily engaged in scat- j
tering broadcast, small pieces of paper j
filled with small holes, attracted the at-
tention of the spectators along the en-
entire line of march. His acts but ac-
corded with a native superstition.
There is always a race between the j
corpse and the devil to the grave, and j
if the body reaches the tomb first it is .
safe for all time. The pieces of paper
were to retard the evil one, who, ac-
cording to the belief of the Chinese,

must pass through each of the holes in
every piece of paper strewn behind the j
corpse. All the way to the cemetery

the line of march was easily followed j
by the sheets of brown pa*>er, and,
even if his satanic majesty was able
to hold his own to this point, he was
given an awful battle at the cemetery
gate, where an entire armful of the
punctured bits was scattered about.

Only a bri-ef reading from the Ma-
sonic/book marked the services at the
cemetery chapel, though fully 500 peo- |
pie had followed the procession to the j
grave with the hope of witnessing more ;
of the unusual ceremonies. Each Ma-
son left his colored sash on the bier
of his countryman, which was lowered
from sight while the band executed the
last f a series of marches, two-steps

and polkas which marked the progress
of the cortege through the streets. The
body will remain in a vault until j
spring, when it will be interred, with
that of the other Chinaman who was

also yesterday consigned to his last
earthly resting place.

CHRISTIANS IN POLITICS.

THEIR PLACE IS DISCUSSED AT
PLYMOUTH CHURCH BY D. C.

BELL.

OHRISTIA.X CITIZENS MEET

To DlaeatiK Ways and Mraus for Im-
proving: the Moral* of the

Municipality.

The platform meeting held at the
Plymouth Congregational church last
evening in the interests of the Christian
Citizens' league was attended by a
fair-sized audience, which listened to
adresses by Rev. Watson B. Millard,
D. T. Wellington and David C. Bell, of
Minneapolis. Each speaker dealt with
a particular phase of the city's morals
and heartily commended the efforts of
the league in its work to bring about
an order of things when there will be
less of corruption and evilin the Saint-
ly City.

Rev. Dr. W. B. Millard, as president
of the league, outlined the results which
had already been accomplished in the
desired direction and urged all citi-
zens in favor of a broad Christian
municipal government to assist the or-
ganization by affiliating with it and
laboring in its interests.

D. T. Wellington, secretary of the
Ramsey County Prison association,
spoke upon the subject, "The City and
Its Relation to the Boys and Girls."
He said in part:

The city is beautiful to look upon;
is healthful and charming for a borne.Fine residences adorn the beautifui
lawned and paved streets and evi-
dences of the wealth and culture ofh<?r citizens are to be seen on every
hand. But the way down from the
crowned hills of the city leads to lowerlevels, where beauty is lost and an
unwelcome change greets the eye. The
streets of the city, under the bright
sky and gladsome sunshine, are check-
ered with beauty spots— the boys andgirls moving to and fro in all the vigor
and joyousness of their free and happy
childhood. No sight more charming,
and none so hopeful, as the innocent
frolic an*i pleasures of the boys andgirls. We love to see them happy
and plan to keep them so.

The city and the boys and girls by
day, however, is quite another thing
from the city and the boys and girls
at night. There are dark and forbid-ding places in the depressions of ourcity's formation, and snarling lynxes i
lie hidden there ready to spring upon !
the careless ones. These are the se-
ductive pleasures, the strains of witch-ing music, that lure the lad and lass,
and by their subtle influence poison
the soul like the night shade on the
foothills of the mountain. Perils wait
our dear boys and girls, who but live
their nature out when they seek en-
joyment and love play, and who, chas-
ing each other in mad pursuit,thought-
lessly cross the danger line. What tan
save them if the lurking evil and the j
covered pitfalls on the lower levels are I
to exist forever? Charge not that they i
seek danger. None so afraid as they 1of dark and noisome places, and not
bae willlose himself willing^. Whose
hand leads? Men and women must,

bear the blame if boys and girls get
lest.

The fault is at the door of wealth
and culture that the offspring of the
gentle dame and the charwoman go
down^alike into the valley that lies un- |
der the mansion-topped hill and meet
the destroyer of their souls. When i
clubs and classes, societies and func- i
lions shall receive the baptism of re- \generation and their devotees come
away from the wors-hip of their idols— I
their own pleasure and gratification

—
Jthen, perchance, the darling boys and j

girls of the mansions and the hovels !
will receive the attention that is now j
lacking in their lives, and there will
be fewer to mourn over them as being
loat to life and love.
Ihave seen upon the streets of th« !

beautiful city at night, time and again, I
as late as 10 or 11 o'clock, boys and j
girls ranging in age from twelve to ;
seventeen years, strolling, playing, or !
lounging, -utterly indifferent to the
lateness of the hour; and in some in-
stances conducting themselves in a
scandalous manner. Ihave traced
them to their homes, and have seen j
them entering houses of pretentious j
appearance, indicating to n.e the fact j
that the parents of such girls and boys ;
were not of fhe low and ignorant {
classes, and certainly well-to-do in the j
world. 1 have called, and endeavored

'

to rouse the mother to a sense oi: the j
fearful danger her girl is in, and in ]
some instances to bring about a change j
ir. the girl's conduct, but quite often it i
happens that the parents of such chil- j
dren as are found on the streets at ;
night are themselves out on the par- j
ticular evening the children are attend- j
ing a function or history class or a

'
lodge somewhere for their own gratl- j
flcation. For such children as these j
the clanging of the curfew bell would
be a correction of their ways, as they \u25a0

would hardly dare to risk the likeli- i
hood of an arrest. And to such pa- j
rents as these, *ho allow their chil-
Area to be on the streets evenings, a j
curfew law would stir their pure minds \
up to a sense of their duty as parents, I
if not before, after the first arrest of |
their boy or girl.

The boys and girla of the city are I
worth all, over and again, that we can
put into safeguards, laws and ordl- !
nances for the assurance of their moral
safety. And itis high time, as Iwell
know, that the fathers and mothers
of the city rub the dust from their i
eyes and look squarely at the issue
that confronts them in respect to the
saving of their own and their neign- j
bors' children. Let none say they have i
no Interest in preventive and saving |

work for the young, for it fas a sin anda shame for man or woman to be in-
different in these things, whether they
are parents or not. Whatever in thisworld tends to bring danger to the
youth and disgrace upon the young laof vital importance to us all. and weare not blameless if the baneful in-
fluence or the harmful condition con-
tinues to exist when once we shall he
made to know it.

David C. Bell was introduced as a
resident of Minneapolis who had been
intimately connected with a successfulreform movement in the Millcity, and
briefly explained how the crusade Infavor of good citizenship government
was carried on in that city. The firstattack, he said, had been made on tha
city council, where, he asserted,
before the crusade men had held office
who were not representatives of true
business integrity, while others were
wholly dishonest, and had been elected
simply by the political machine to ex-
pend the funds of the taxpayers in a
dishonest manner. Realizing that &
machine was necessary to cope with amachine, the better class of citizens
had organized systematically through-
out the thirteen wards of the city, and
advocated their principles at the ballot
box. As a result, four aldermen elect-
ed at the recent election were thos«
nominated by the Christian Citizenship
league, while three other successful
candidates had received the Indorse-
ment of the organisation. The vote
was the only influence to bring to bearupon politicians, and the citizens of
Minneapolis had determined to make
this influence a potent weapon in their
campaign against evil. The council
had been purged, and the good citizen-
ship league was in the political field
to stay until the entire complexion of
municipal government in Minneapolis
had been changed.
