The alarm was at
once given, and officers started out to find the
desperadoes. Mr. Morton was unable to
state exactly how much the robbers had se-
cured. They got the entire receipts of the
day's busines? probably about $75.

Clare they have evidence tc prove their
assertions, which evidence will be sub-
mitted to the grand jury, it is hard In-
deed to believe them. The wcrd, how-
ever, of men who have no personal mo-
tives in conducting this campaign of
reformation must be taken as against
those who smile a sickly smile and
declare that they are willing their of-
ficials lives should be thoroughlj' ex-
amined into and are ready to take the
consequences.

Yesterday there were further developments,
again implicating the city clerk and members
of the board of aldermen. This time It Is in
connection with the paving contracts, and
but bears out the charges made by several
citizens when the contracts were given.

When the investigation began there came
to Minneapolis, presumably from Memphis,
Term., a man who claimed to be Judge De-
bose. The allegfed judge's presence in Min-
neapolis was to inform himself in regard to
matters relative to paving. He was a mem-
ber of the commission appointed by the city
council of Memphis, Term., to look after the
paving which it was proposed to do in that
city next spring. He had heard of Minneap-
olis as being a well paved town and desired
to make investigations here.
In connection therewith it was but a short

time before he met a representative of one
of the paving firms, who had secured a con-
tract for nearly half of the work done In this
city. The judge was anxious to get the best
he could for his city, but as the salaries paid
himself and his associates in the work were
not very large he was not unwilling to ac-cept a gift from the firm to whom the con-
tract would "be awarded.

The paving gentleman assured the judge
that he always expected to do something for
those who assisted in securing the contracts
for him, and informed him that he had paid
to the aldermen of Minneapolis 15 cents onevery yard of pavement he had laid in thiscity. He would do the same for his friend
from the South. This was perfectably accept-able to the judge, and he was sure It wouldsuit the other members of the commission.

But the judge was not well acquainted with
his newly found paving friend. In fact, hewas almost a stranger to him, and In order
to satisfy himself that any arrangement madewould be carried out. he must have furtherproof of his friend's abilky and intention ofdoing what he said he would do.

This was an easy matter. All that wasnecessary was that the judge should go withthe paving agent to the office of City Clerktianey. Here sufficient proof would be found.Accordingly a trip was made to the cityhall but Mr. Haney had not come down
that day on account of sickness. A hackwas secured and sent to Mr. Haneys house,with a note to the effect that he was wantedat nis office on important business

BOaDLSRS SHADOWED.

Many an Official Said to Be Quaking

In His Shoes.
The departure of Charles F. Haney in ad-

vance of the time announced for his farewell
has opened the eyes of the reformers to other
possible hasty departures, and every man
against whom there is any possibility of an
Indictment being returned willbe shadowed—
in fact, is being shadowed now.

The matter has gone so far that nothing
will be left undone to push tt to a finish and
convict every man who has been guilty of
a criminal act. There will be no chances
taken with any one and the moment a man
attempts to leave the city a warrant will
be issued for his arrest. The reformers are

I in dead earnest, and now that the gravity
! of the crimes alleged to have been committed

are out, there is no difficulty whatever in se-
curing all the money necessary.

The two particular aidermen, whom the re-
| formers seem to have no doubt will be tried
] and convicted, will not be lost sight of for a

moment. ItIs needless tc say, however, that
members of the local detective force are
not engaged in this work. Itis being done

i by men who can be strictly relied upon, and
who will do their duty well.

Around the city hail this morning every-
thing was as quiet as one might expect to

i find it in a morgue. Heads of departments
! and clerks were busy at their daily tasks, and

had little time to discuss the situation. There
seemed to be something in the air, as of an
awful suspense.

Mayor Pratt was In his office as usual, with
J a great amount of accumulated correspord-

ence in front of him. He did not believe that
the charges outlined yesterday were true.

"Ifthey are," said the mayor, "Iwant to
see them thoroughly investigated. In regard
to the charges to the police department let
me say that Ibelieve Chief Smith to be an
absolutely honest man. If, however, there

| is any evidence connecting any officer of the
police department with taking bribes or
money, or "rake-offs" from anybody or from
any source, Ishould be very glad to see the
evidence, and Ihope ifthere is any such that
the grand Jury may find it strong enough to
have them Justly punished.

"Until the evidence is produced, however,
Ihave very little faith in the rumors which
connect the police department with corrup-
tion. It would be unfortunate if. where there
is so much smoke, there should be very littlefire, and our city should get a bad name with-
out having any one punished as an example
by which we, as a city, might profit in the
future. In the words or the great com-
mander, U. S. Grant, Imight add: 'Let noguilty man escape.'

"
Superintendent of Police Smith took a view

similar to that of the mayor.
"If there is the slightest truth, however,"

said he, "in the charges against this depart-
ment or any other department, let them ba
sifted to the very bottom. Ifit hits meIcan
stand it. The story about the thieves coming
here from Chicago, and fixingup a deal with
Minneapolis and St. Paul police, Ido not
believe for a moment. Why, it was a matter
of public comment, during the Pythian en-
campment here and the G. A.R. encampment
in St. Paul that there was so little crime
committed in this city. If these fifteen
thieves came here from Chicago and securedprotection, there would have been consider-
able more crooked work than there was.

At the court house during the afternoon
while the grand Jury was in session, there
were many anxious ones flitting here and
there, apparently in an effort to learn some-
thing; they cared not what It was, so long
as it would help to dispel the terrible sus-pense.

Among this number were aldermen and citydetectives, those who are most frequently
mentioned in connection with the scandal.It was said, and was not at .all unlikely,
that the remarks of Judge Pond in his ad-
ditional charge in the afternoon, relative
to parties who had approached members of
the grand Jury during the noon recess, might

j have been connected in some way with the
Ialdermen and detectives above referred to.

There is not the slightest doubt but that
Ievery effort will be used to defeat the ends

of justice. It the evidence in the hands of
the reformers covers as much as they
claim it will it will bring down the names
of several parties of much prominence in this> city, who are not directly connected with
;the reins of city government. Many of these

men are wealthy and rather than be dis-
: graced they would expend half their fortunes
;in an effort to squelch the proceedings, so
I far as they were concerned.

In the hearing of a prominent gentleman
of this city yesterday one of the aldermen
said: "If Charley Haney ever comes back

Ihere and is put on the witness stand half of;us will go to state prison. We simply can-
not afford to let him come bark."
There is little chance, however, that the
late city clerk will, for a long time at least

j set foot in this city.

He was removed in the Central patrolwagon to St. Barnarbas hospital, where am-putation of the right leg at the thigh and
three fingers of the right hand was foundnecessary. Dr. Rockford, v/ho performed
the operation, states that the man's recov-ery is very doubtful.

TRAFFIC IS ALL TIED UP.

SURFACE LISES BOTHERED BY
THE DRIFTING OF THE

SNOW.

NO CASUALTIES REPORTED AT SEA.

The Crew of One Wrecked Schooner
Taken Off Only With the Great-

est Peril.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—The northwest
storm which struck this city about 10
o'clock last night grew in violence
until at 6 o'clock this morning a howl-
Ing gale of fifty miles an hour raged,
driving snow through the air with
blinding force and piling it in drifts.
The storm, which cannot be called a
blizzard,' because lacking the element of
cold, was the worst since 1888. At dTEy-
light this morning five inches of snow
had fallen and was being whirled about

j by the wind. As the day wore on the
j wind abated and the snow fall dimin-
j i&hed. At 4 o'clock the sky began to
j clear and with nightfall the gale dis-
appeared, moving on to scourge New
England. About eight inches of snow
fell, The lowest temperature reached
during the storm was 23 degrees above
zero. Surface and elevated roads and
ferries suffered much inconvenience,

ibut are now running as usual. Fifteen
hundred men are cleaning the streets,

j and by 6 o'clock tomorrow morning
| the snow willhave been removed. Fair

and warmer weather is predicted for
| tomorrow.

Ample warning of the approach of
the storm was given to mariners, and
probably not much damage was done
to shipping. Three deaths, due directly
or indirectly to the storm, have been
reported up to this time. They are:

James Cully, an elevated railway employe,
found dead on the track. Louis Bressler, a
tailor, found frozen to death in a hallway in
Pell street. Moriarto Zanano, a laborer,
struck by a Pennsylvania railroad train
while working on the track near Waverly,
N. Y.

Inaddition to these, William Buckley
was found unconscious in a snow drift
in Jersey City, so badly frozen that he
cannot recover, and George W. Fears
was picked up in this city unconscious
from the cold. He cannot survive.

Only two steamers reached quaran-
tine this morning, the Starlight, from
Swansea, and the Asloun, from China
ports. No vessels have left port this
morning. The American line steamer
St. Louis, for Southampton, the Red
Star steamer Noordland, for Antwerp;
the White Star liner Majestic, for Liv-
erpool, besides a number of coasters
are scheduled to sail today, but it is
doubtful if they will venture out in the
teeth of the gale.

During the prevalence of the blinding
snow storm a Pennsylvania passenger
train west-bound ran upon a gang of
laborers near Waverly, N. J. Morlarto
Zanano was killed outright and Gui-
seppe Callotto was dangerously injured.

Steam rail-
road traffic is greatly delayed by the record
breaking storm, which now prevails, and the
trolley lines are badly crippled. The snow
is ten inches on the level, and it is drifted
four and five feet deep. All country roads
leading into the city are blocked.

Dec. 16.— With the exception
of the steamer Howard, which left here at
her usual sailing hour yesterday afternoon for
Baltimore, there have been no sailings of lo-
cal steamers. Of the large fleet of European
steamers now some days over-due at this
port, only one, the St. Ronans from London,
came to anchor today after a fearfully rough
passage, fully three days late.

The second time the
1 boat had made considerable headway when
iIt carsized. letting the crew Into the water.

They narrowly escaped drowning, but finally
they reached the wreck and took off Capt.
Patterson and all of his crew, who were
lashed to the after part of the vessel.

Iwhich left Hamburg on Nov. 12 and Havre

on Nov. 17, for West Indian ports, is ashore
east of Point Curacoa, about 75 miles from
the Venezuelan coast.

EJECTION JUDGES SWEAR

On the Stand In the Nelson-Peterson
» Contest.

Judge Smith began the civil examination in
the Nelson-Peterson aldermanic contest yes- ;
terday at 9 o'clock, the respondent placing '
Wood Nash on the stand. He swore that he
was a tally clerk at the Ninth precinct of
the Eleventh ward and was present during
the whole of the count. He was willing to
swear that there were only four of the ballots
upon which appeared two crosses opposite the
names of aldermanic candidates. His cross-
examination did not shake his evidence in
the least.

George Putenquist was sworn. He had
assisted at the count, but was absent a short
time in the morning, when he left to get
lunch. He was willingto swear that he only
saw three ballots upon which the duplicate
crosses appeared. On cross-examination, he
said that he did not handle the ballots, but
as the bad ballots were reached, the judges
showed him the ballots, and he noted the
double crosses. He swore that the outsiders
who touched the ballots did not lift them
from the box. They had no pencils.

"Then they could not have been altered up
to the time when they were strung, could
they?" asked Mr. Thian.

"No, sir."
Mr. Hodgkiss, the Judge who had read off

the ballots, was called, and he made a
careful examination of the ballots on ex-
hibition, taking them severally and noting

Ieach mark. Eight ballots were handed him,
and he told how the judge counted them,
which was exactly as the court and the
commission had returned them. Nine more
ballots were handed him and he disposed of
them In the same way.

"Are those ballots in the same condition
as when you counted them?" asked Mr.
Thien.

"They seem to be," said the witness.
Mr. Nye examined the witness, tc ascer-

tain what he meant the other day when he
swore that there were but three ballots in
which double crosses appeared. The wit-
ness explained that there were but three
upon which there was any dispute.

At this point the case rested over until
Thursday morning.

MAS LAWSOX MURDERED?

jPolice Stand Alone In Claiming It
Was a Case of Suicide.

Later developments in the ase of Nels
N. Lawson, who was found dead on the
Great Northern viaduct early Tuesday morn-
ing, seem to strengthen the theory that
the young man met his death in a foul man-
ner; that he was the victim of footpads
who shot him down In cold blood. Although
Supt. Smith and the detectives believe that
he committed suicide, the clues which a
grocer claims to have discovered will play
an important part In tending to uphold the
idea of murder. The grocer lives in the
neighborhood of the viaduct and it seems
that the officials failed of close Investiga-
tion in not discovering at first what the
grocer later saw.
