RHeady to Stand by His San Francisceo
Record.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 18.—Bob TFitzsim-
mwons gave out the following statement last
night:

I desire to extend to the many kind and
sympathetic friends I have made in San
Francisco my sincere thanks for their words
of kind cheer in my effort made in the court
in the vain endeavor to. recover the $10,000,
which though honestly won by me, was as
dishonestly taken from me by the foulest
conspiracy ever perpetrated in the annals of
pugilism. 1 was induced to commence the
suit in the belief that the issue of fraud,
which 1 charge, would be fairly and square-
ly met, and was encouraged in that belief
when Gen. Barnes stated in court that he
wanted the doors of investigation thrown
wide open, and wanted this case determined
upea justice alone.

parties to this foul conspiracy, I still have
faith o the belief that there are honest
referees vet to be found in San Francisco,

and T announce myself as ready to make any
match with any one whom I have
not already defeated, making, however, the
exception in favor of Sharkey, whom I am

willing “o meet at his pleasure,

In cor sion, T would assert that I have
always been an enemy of foul blows and of
foul methods, and that feeling, I hope, will
continue with me so long as I shall continue
to be proud of the honest and true friends
that I have made during my stay in San
Francisco.

RAYMOND AVENUE BRIDGE

WILL BE REBUILT SOME TIME
DURING THE OCOMING

YEAR.
TO MEEY BONDS AT MATURITY
They Appropriate SI50,000 for

Thoese Falling Due in ISS7—Ad-
journed Tili Monday,

The conference committee practically
finished its consideration of the tax
estimate yesterday afternoon.- The
special order for the day consisted of
the second item, appropriating $150,000
for the redemption of the bonds ma-
turing in 1897, and the nineteemrth item,
providing $10,000 for the bridge fund.

The committee discussed the second
item for about half an hour and de-
cided to adopt it. Subsequently Presi-
dent Wheelock, of the park board,
offered a resolution declaring it to be
the sense of the conference committee
that the common council should take
sieps to refund the bonds. The resolu-
tion was laid over until the committee
had acted on the nineteenth item, when
a vote was taken to ascertain the
sense of the committee on the question
of paying or refunding the bonds. The
resclution was lost by a vote of five
tc four, Messrs. Wheelock, Gorman,
Rundlett and Mayor Doran supporting

it, and Messrs. McCardy, Bement,
Bigelow, Kerwin and Horst voting
against it.

In the course of the discussion pver
the advisability of refunding the bonds,
Mr. Bement, the president of the water
board, said that the water beard would
be willing to invest its sinking fund in
the bonds.

The committee then proceeded to the
consideration of the nineteenth item,
appropriating $10,000 for the bridge re-
pair fund. Ala. Allard’s resolution was
read, requesting that the sum of $30,700
be included in the tax estimate for the
purpose of building a steel bridge on
Raymond avenue.

City Engineer Rundlett said that the
present structure was a wooden bridge,
which was patched up last summer in
order to render it safe. A new bridge
was badly needed, and the city engineer
heped an appropriation would be made
for a new bridge.

Mr. Rundlett’s report recommended
that the new bridge be 427 feet long
and 44 feet in width, containing a 23-
foot roadway and two 8-foot sidewalks
Such a bridge would cost, according
to Mr. Rundlett’s estimate, $57,000, of
which the railway companies’ share
would amount to $16,000.

President Gorman, of the board of
public works, in reply to CoMptroller
McCardy, said that he thought property
could be found which would be bene-
fited by a new bridge, and could, there-
fore, be assessed.

Comptroller McCardy said that the
sum of $10,000 was placed in the 1393
estimate for the Raymond avenue
bridge and that nearly that amount
had accumulated in the city treasury.
Mr. McCardy -believed that property
could be found benefited, &nd that it
would be well to ascertain 'how much
it could be assessed. al

Ald. Allard then addressed the com-
mittee. He said that there was a
great amount of heavy teaming over
the present wooden bridge, which was
notking more than an aggregation of
patches. Of the sum contemplated,
there was $10,000 on hand and the
Northern Pacific and Minnesota Trans-
fer railroad companies could be as-
sessed for about $16,300, making $26,300.

D. T. Polk, a resident of St. Anthony
Park, said that the citizens of St. An-
thony Park did not think that their
property ought to be assessed for what
they regarded as an improvement ben-
efiting the entire public.

Comptroller MeCardy contended that
the citizens of that locality ought to
get together and agree to stand an as-
sessment.

City Engineer Rundlett then moved
that $20,000 be appropriated for a new
bridge, which, with the $10,006 on hand,
would be sufficient to build a narrow
bridge, but if -the people wanted a
wider bridge, the additional cost could
be raised by assessment.

Ald. Bigelow offered as an amend-
ment that $15,000 be appropriated.

President Wheelock, of the park
board, thought it would be a great
mistake to make a small appropriation
and build a narrow bridge. That mis-
take had been made in the case of
the Como avenue bridge.

Mr. Bement thought the
of the bridge ought to be at
feet wide.

Ald. Bigelow then withdrew his
amendment, and substituted as an
amendment that $17,500 be appropriated
for the Raymond avenue bridge.

Comptroller McCardy offered a fur-
ther amendment, providing that, if the
bridge cost any greater sum than $27,-
500 plus the $16,000 for which the rail-
roads will be liable, that the increased
cost shall be paid by assessment of
the property benefited.

The motion as finally amended was
then adopted, and $17,500 appropriated
for the Raymond avenue bridge.

City Engineer Rundlett then called
attention to a number of other bridges
that require attention next year in the
way of repairs. He first mentioned the
University avenue bridge, which needed
painting and the floor of which should
be renewed. The cost of Siich Trepairs
the engineer estimated at $18,000. The
high bridge also needed painting and
the floor required repairing, the cost
of whnich repairs would amount to $7.-
200. The Robert street bridge ought to
be painted, which would cost $2,400;
painting the Lafayette bridge would
cost $300; repairing and painting the
Westminster street bridge, $1,000;
repairing and rainting the Rice
street bridge, $400; palnting Men-
dota road bridge, $550; repairing the
Mendota arch bridge, $200; repairing
and reflooring the Decatur street
bridge—a most necessary improvement
——$500; repairing floor and painting
Wabasha strect bridge, $5,500.

The city engineer recommended that
the Western avenue bridge he closed.

Mr .Bement moved that the estimate
of $10,000 for the bridge repair fund
be increased to $25,000.

HAD A CLOSE CALL.

8§t. Antheny Furniture Company's

Plant Damaged by Fire.

Prompt work on the part of the fire
department prevented a serious fire at
the plant of the St. Anthony Furniture
company, corner of Hampden avenue

| and Eilis street, St. Anthony Park,

shortly before 11 o’clock last night. The
loss was about $1,000, for the most part
confilned ito the building, though a
portion of the stock was damaged by
water and smoke.

Frank Trowbridge Gets a Bad Cut
Over the Eye.
