in the lad a bright intellect
and much promise, encouraged him to
study for the ministry. After several
years of hard and patient study Mr.
Bennett graduated at Nashota Theo-
logical college with high honors, earn-
ing the degree of B. D.. and—was or-
dained deacon in the cathedral May
31. by Bishop Nicholson. Hence the
reason for being priested in Milwau-
kee instead of St. Paul. Mr. Bennett
is the first colored man admitted to
the pristhood for the Minnesota
Diocese.

The event will mark a new era in
the history of Si. Philip's parish.

The subject of this sketch was born
at St. Johns City, Antigua, British
"West India, and brought by his par-
ents in childhood to Baltimore. Md.
He attended first, grammar and nor-
mal schools, entered St. Mark's acad-
emy as tutor, and took a private course
of studies under Rev. W. C. Clapp.
