THE RESOLITON WILL NOT PASS.

It Will ne Blocked In the House
Unless Hushed Through in an

Enthusiastic Frenzy.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19.—The state-
ment by Secretary Olney of the admin-
istration's vie-ws on the Cameron- reso-
lutions was read with unusual inter-
est by the members of the house. Many
of them declined to express their opin-
ions of the Interview, as they had de-
clined to comment upon the action of
the senate committee in reporting the
resolutions, upon the ground that it
might be considered discourteous for
one branch of the government to criti-
cise' the course of another. It was

| apparent, however, that Secretary Ol-
i ney had made an impression upon the
ihouse, and several leaders on the Re-
Ipublican side indorsed' his views. The
; interview reopened discussion of the

question whether recognition of the in-
dependence or belligerency of another
government was an executive or legis-
lative act, a question which had been
warmly debated before the foreign af-
fairs committee when the resolutions to
recognize the insurgents as belliger-
ents were under consideration last ses-
sion.

Itis evi-
dent from the conversation of the mem-
bers that a majority of the committee
opposes recognition of Cuba's inde-
pendence, at any rate until the next

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19.—Senator*

lieve that if the resolution is passed
by a two-thirds vote over the veto of
the president, it would then become a
law that the executive would be com-
pelled to execute as he is any other
law- on the statute book.

Iam so strongly impressed that it is
the duty of the United States in some
way to put a stop to the horrible
slaughter and barbarous brutality in
an island almost in sight of our shores,
that Iam disposed to give the insur-
gents the benefit of all doubts."

Senator Chandler, said that the state-
ment by Secretary "biney was extraordi-
nary. "Before a resolution is re-
ported from the committee," he said,
"before it is passed by the senate, be-
fore it is passed by the house, the sec-
retary issues a statement saying: 'If
you pass it by both houses it will be
vetoed; if passed by a two- thirds ma-
jority over the veto, it will be defied.

what we believe to be a fact. Now, ifSpain takes offense at this, we cannot
help it. Ifwar comes it will be of her

government is admitted by all powers.
It is within international law. In 1822
we recognized various republics, from
Mexico to Cape Horn, which were just
as unstable and illusory as the republic
of Cuba.

Senor Canovas was of the opinion
that Secretary Olney had supported
the cause of international law with
wisdom. The holidays, he thought,
would give congress time forVeflection.

United States would interpose a veto,

J thus compelling the relntroduction of|resolutions favoring Cuban independ-

NOT A CASUS BELLI.
! Senor Castillo made the significant

and important statement during the
course of the interview"'that the recog-
nition of the belligerency or even theindependence of the Cuban insurgents
needed not necessarily be considereda casus belli, but, nevertheless, he
thought any such action on the part of
the United States government could
not fail to have its effect upon theSpanish nation. The government ofSpain, he Insisted, however, would de-
termine for itself what course to pur-sue. Energetic action would not belacking, he added, but he thought itwas necessary that the government's
action should not be embarrassed by
manifestoes. Inconclu3on, the premier
asserted that the course of even*-;
would indicate, before a conflict coullarise, whether or not it would be nec-essary to invoke a session of the eor-
tes.

affairs in Cuba.

A foreign office official, in an inter-view to-day, with a representative ofthe Associated Press said that whilethe government regrets the action ofthe senate, it does not think that acollision with the United States willfollow, as the time elapsing before the >
house can adopt the senate resolutionwill serve to calm the hasty think-ers in the United. States and moderatethe noisy patriots of Spain, who willdoubtless indulge in much of the same
kind of talk as the jingoes in Amer-ica.

Ke added: "In case the house con-curs in the senate resolution. President
Cleveland's declared policy, as shownin his message to congress and in Sec-retary Olney's statement, backed up by
a majority of the pople of the UnitedStates, can be relied upon In Spain toprevent hostile action. The talk of thenewspapers of Madrid and New York
cannot be accepted as representing
government policy or desire. For in-stance, the statements in the press thatSenor Canovas has been sounding theEuropean powers regarding the sup-
port they might extend to Spain incase of war with the United States isabsolutely untrue. Naturally Spain has
the sympathy of several of the powers
as the question of United States in-
tervention in Cuba may tomorrow bea question of similar interference inMartinique, St. Thomas or Jamaica.Eut Senor Canovas has not taken astep to seek support for Spain. He has
never believed that the matter would
become a question of war. and he andthe Duke of Tetuan (minister for for-
eign affairs) has been acting with ua-ceasing prudence, avoiding every pos-
sible thing that might lead to serious
complications.

'Senor Canovas has unbounded confi-
dence in Minister Taylor and he baa
belief in the official professions of
United States friendship. Mr. Taylor
and the Duke of Tetuan are warm
friends. Fortunately, the cortes does
not assemble before April, so the situ-
ation is shorn of possible 'embarrass-
ments to the government from the fer-
vldness of Spanish patriotism. Th«
situation is not alarming, as Ido not
believe that America will go further
than wild talk."
