INTRICATE BUT PATRIOTIC.

Lumbermen as Promoters of For-
estry, Save the Mark!

The secretary of ,’t’he State Forestry
association, Mr. .J. .O. Barrett, has
made a discovery that means a good
deal, for the future of the forests of
the state. The association has done
a great deal of good in the matter of
the preservation of the forests, and has
read numerous papers and passed
many resolutions that look forward to
a great deal more good than they have
been able to accomplish as yet. The
late discovery of the secretary is along
a new line of thought. He has discov-
ered that the lumherman who goes into
the woods to cut down the trees is an
agent in the reforestation of the
tracts he denudes of forests. He starfs
with the proposition that the trees are
cut down by the lumbermen. Next he
speaks of the seeds of these trees that
fall to the ground when the trees are
felled. These are the seeds that fall
from the trees that are cut down by the
lumbermen. He then finds that the lit-
tle red squirrels and the wood mice
make food of the seeds and thus pre-
vent their sprouting and growing up
into forests:: These are the. squirrels
that eat the sceds that fall from the
tices that ai'e¢ cut down by the lumber-
men.

GOD NOT EXACTING.

Rev, J. ¥, Stout Says He Needs No

Appensing.

At First M. E. church last evening
Rev, J. F. Stout preached from the
text: :

“But without faith it is impossible to,
please Him; for he ihat cometh to God must
believe that He is, and that He is a re-
warder of them that diligently seek Him."—
Hebrews xi., 6. In part be said:

“The text opens to the inquirer the way
to God. We shall assume that the approach
to God is of the highest possible moment.
The Bible is full of the outerying of the_
hunger of the human heart after God. Jésus
declares as one of His great purposes to Te-
veal God to a seeking world, and seems to ]
assume that to find Him 1s to find all things
needed, for in Him-dwelleth righteousness,
peace, rest, and eternal life. :

‘“The first step is the acceptance of the
fact that God is. This is a very reasonable
demand and easy, for it is more natural to'"
believe in the existence of God than to dis-
believe. Atheism is rare, and he who asserts’
it does violence to his nature. Paul de-
clares that the heathen themselves ‘were |
without excuse for not knowing the existence
of God in his war against sin. <

“The second demand is that the seeker
shall believe that He is a rewarder, a ben: '
evolent God, seeking the interests, not of
Himself, but of His own. This ought mot to
be difficult; indeed, the unbeliever attempts
to outdo the Christian in his conception of
God’s goodness, but he has taken it from
the word of God. Against this demanded be-
lief we find the whole trena of pagan think-
ing, which makes Ged only exaggerated: huc 4
manity. Whather you siudy pantheism,
whick makes all things God, or polytheism. .
which deifies individual creations, you will
still' find that you are in the presence of
conceptions of God which are debasing. Wor-
ship at idolatrous aitars has oftener been
corrupting than otherwise. At the very best
the heathen conception of God makes..Jim
implacable, and exacting of form and cere-
mony by which he may be appeased, .. It.
has transpired that heathen ideas have in-
truded thmeselves into the minds of Chris-
tians, and more or less moulded their con-
ceptions of God to their hurt, and in disre-.
gard of God's express declarations concern-
ing Himself. Jesus hus nowhere stated that
Go ded to be app He reveals Him
as loving, sacrificing, pouring out Himself
to make man willing to be saved and recon-
ciled unto Himself. The revelation of God
in Jesus is complete, and shows' forth the
incomparable goodness of God and His un-
speakable - passion of love for them. This
conception is essential, and for this reason
Jesus goes to all lengths of pain and agony
to make it. He then that would come to
God must bekeve that God has come to him,
tbat He is a rewarder. This certalnly is no
strain on the faith power. What is becoma
of the man who says that he is so constituigd
that he cannot have faith? Fe is not asked
to believe theories of inspiration, or systems
of theology, or any man-made standard. The
New Testament nowhere makes a stronger
demard on belief than does the text, and
surely no one who wants to know God will
be deterred by the demands of the text.

‘“The third demand is, not one of faith,
but surrender, and in it is the difficulty that
keeps men from Geod. Man must diligently
seek Him as God. God has diligently sought
man. There are in connecr:on with this con-
dition several well understood facts. Seeking
necessitates a surrender of sin. The great
difficuity in coming to God does not grow
out of the problems of belief, but rather out
of the fascination of sin. This must be
broken. God is easily found when the soul
awakes to the fact that to xnow Him is bet-
ter than all other knowledge.

‘‘This seeking must be marked by intensity.
Why should we receive the greatest gifts of-
fered in the universe of God by a half-
hearted search?”

After showing there is
nothing upon his arm he turns dewn his
sleeve, readjusts his cuff and proceeds with his
frick. He first names the person whom the
audience has chosen, in his absence to write
the name; re requests that person to ecrumple
up the slip of paper upon which the name is
written and rub 1t well over his arm Just
above the cuff, “so that the writing will
penetrate through his sleeve,” he says; now,
turning up his sleeve, he snows the writing
that was upon the paper in blood red letters
upon his bared arm. The manner of perform-
ing this trick is, having ascertained, as before,
the writing upon the slip of paper by means
of tracing, to write or print it with red ink
mixed with a little glycerine or red printer’s
ink, or oil color and turpentine, upon paper
which is to be fastened on the inside of that
part of the performer’s coat sleeve which he
instructs the person who has writien the name
upon the paper to rub with the paper. The
paper may be neatly pinned to the lining of
the sleeve, care being taken that the pins
do not scratch when the sleeve is turned
down.—Popular Science News.
