ICE IX BAD SHAPE.

MiHtinit at t'omn \>xlerday Was Xot
Iricnl.

Over 1,000 people went out to Lake
fomo yesterday to enjoy the "acres of
line ice" which were alleged by the
placards in the street cars to be wait-
ing the pleasure of skaters, only to
find to their disappointment that al-
most the entire lake was covered
snow live inches deep, while but a com-
paratively sma.ll clear space in front of
the warming rooms offered them any
inducement to don their skates. The
only indication of the "fine" ice was
the coating of powders and particles
which covered the clear space, mak-
ing progress difficult, while an ele-
nent of danger was added to anything
but the most careful skating by the
large winding cracks which permeat-
ed th" entire surface. The ice was far
from being even in fair condition, and
many of the pleasure-seekers, after a
I\-w rounds, took oft' their skates and
vent home. The greater part of the
crowd, however, once at the lake, de-
cided to make the best of a bad bar-
gain and remained through the after-
noon, being repaid by a measure of en-
joyment at least.

Though .'tome distance from the heart
of the city, the natural advantages of
I.r.ke Como for an ideal skating park
are, perhaps, unexcelled, and invited to
the resort by the representations that
the whole lake is maintained as a rink,
with perfect ice, thousands go out on
the street cars to enjoy superior con-
ditions which at present do not exist.
At the first of the season the lake was j
really in excellent condition for skating
pin-poses. The "acres of ice" were
there and the surface was, indeed,
"fine." in the generally accepted mean-
ing of the term, but since the snow
came only that portion of the lake
near the wanning rooms has been at !
the disposal of the skaters, and while j
sufficiently large for the accommoda- \
tion of greater crowds than have yet \u25a0

frequented the laki>,ithas become so cut
up anft cracked that it offers condi- j
lions far inferior to those where the ice I
is kept cleaned and the cracks filled up |
even if the entire surface is not flooded i
or scraped to procure smooth ice. The j
space is in the shape of a circle of j
about 150 yards radius, with a course j
probably 75 feet wide, reserved for

those who care only to indulge in the i
pastime of dignifiedly gliding about, |
while a second circle, inside the larger j
one, marked by walls of snow four feet
high, is at the disposal of the polo and |
and hockey players. The arrangement j
is not half bad if the ice was in good I
condition, but in both enclosures it is !
of a very poor quality, a fact which
was fully attested yesterday by the
suddenness with which many of the
pleasure-seekers struck the ice in a \
heap, after having caught their skates j
In the numerous cracks.

REMINISCENCES OF RlNtt DAYS.

Hl*Bouts With Great Mrn-Hl* Re-

cent Content With Dono-
van.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—"Where did

you find the fountain of youth, Jem?"
Almost everywhere Igo since Ihave

been back in America Ihave had this
bit of plea-santry thrown at me by
the boys

—
the old boys

—
Ihave known

during the past forty years. Ah, it
gives me a momentary spell of sadness
when Ibehold many of them weaK,
weazened and white-haired before
their time. Iam the last of a by-gone
generation. John Morrissey. Tom
King, John C. Heenan, Yankee Sulli-
van, Tom Siayers, Tom Hyer, Nat
Langham and Joe Coburn have air
passed away, and the old timers as
well as present day athletes wondef
how it is that Iam still able to put
up a stiff play with almost any of Ihu
boys at the good aid game of boxing.
Iwill tell my readers "in my own

ignorant way," as poor old "Dublin
Tricks" Hastings used to say, and I
am satisfied that it will benefit them
in a fairish way. The pointers Iwill
give, too, may save some ambitious,

j likely young fellow from going wrong
when he has met with some success
and is going up the pugilistic ladder.
Iam now sixty-six years old—pretty

near the three score and ten, the gool
book allots to man

—
and am just as

healthy, hearty, rugged and strong as
Iever was in my life. Competent
critics are kind enough to say that 1
still preserve all my old time clever-
ness, «nlbett not quite as quick or an
enduring as of yore. The latter part

of the proposition, of course, is to be
expected. A man is not like good wine
—improved in every respect by age.
Ihave, however, boxed not long ago

with suah good ones as Dan Creedon
and Tom Tracey, and held my own.
Plucky Joe Choynski and clever Jim
Ccrbettt can tell you, too. that Iput
up a fair game with them in friendly
bouts when they visited Engiand. Of
course both of these boys could easily
outlast me. There is quite a difference
in the spring and autumn of life when
it comes to staying power.

First let me say that Ihave been
boxing for over fifty years, and have
been in over 200 ring fights, large and
small, and all the punishment Iever
received has not hurt me a particle.

On the contrary, my ring experience
has made me the hearty, healthy old
man that Iam. Isay this now to
knock on the head those silly argu-
ments some good but misguided people
advance that the hard training pugi-
lists undergo in preparing for contests
and the punishment they receive break
down their health, make them pre-
maturely old men and consign them
to early graves. Itis not fighting which
makes an old man of the modern
champion. It is the hilarious living
which follows in the wake of victory.

Well may the champion exclaim. "Save
me from my friends!" Just think of it!
John L. Sullivan, the emperor of mod-
ern fighters, was a physical wreck at
thirty-four, and Jack Dempsey, the
famous "Nonpareil," the same at
thirty-two. Iwas really at my best
when forty years of age the champion

of England, as was Joe Coburn, ray
old time rival, at the same age, and
champion of America. Iwas forty-one
when Ifought Coburn for the world's
championship near New Orleans In
1&71. and Joe was but three yeara
younger. We had not become "aged,"
and none of the boys, although some
of them were from a dozen to twenty
years younger, could touch us in thoso
days. It was the same with Yankee
Sullivan, Bill Perry, the "Tipton
Slasher;" Bendigo, George Rooke, and
pretty nearly all the old timers. They
were as good at forty as they wen
at twenty.
Iattribute this solely to the differ-

ence in livingbetween the old and new
champions. The old chaps did not go
the swift pace of the up-to-date lads
simply,Isuppose, because they did not
have the money. There were no $10,000.
$25,000 or $40,000 purses in those days,
nor talking matches in print, nor big
receipts "on the road." Ihave seen
many a hard fight and been in them in
my younger days for a £10 note (SSO).
Then, as a rule, a few mugs of ale

—
ami good ale at that

—
each night for a

fortnight or so after victory, and not a,

"wine racket" night after night the
year round, was the winner's only dis-
sipation.

Moderation in all things is the secret
of the whole business; moderation in
eating, drinking, exercise and sleeping.

IAn athlete in training should never be
I permitted to crave for a glass of ale,

a cup of milk, an apple, a mild smoke
of for any fruit or beverage. Itwon't
do him a bit of harm, and its effects
can be worked out of the system by
exercise. When a man craves con-
stantly or persistently at intervals for
milk or fruit or sugar or any such
thing, you can depend upon it there
is a waste in the system somewhere
which requires attention. To deny the
boxer or other athlete in training any
such comfort as he yearns for does him
a lot of injury, as, besides the waste,
he undergoes a mental worriment
which detracts greatly from his physi-
cal condition. Inever denied myself
anything in training, such as ale, fruit
or digestible pastry, but Ialways par-
took of these judiciously. Moderation
has been my motto in life and to' that
Iattribute the strength, youthful vigor
and physical development which critics

j look upon as something marvelous for
I a man of my age. Corbett, MaherFitzsimmons, Sharkey, Choynski and

all of the big fellows of today can be
as good thirty-five years from nowas Iam today if they but follow tli3regimen Ihave laid down. So can any
good, strong, athletic fellow, barring,
of course, all accidents in the way ofpneumonia, typhoid fever, yellow fever
and all wasting diseases, which a manseems liable to catch .in this tricky
uncertain climate. But to young fel-lows ambitious of fistic renown, Iwould give this last and special piece of
advice—avoid worship at the shrine
of Venus as well as of Bacchus, andyou will not break down in the prime
of your manhood, as many modern
champions have done, a misfortuneby the- way, which the old champions
generally escaped.
Iam glad to see the elevated plane

liuxing has reached in America and
ihe stanch support it has received frommen of learning, influence and high so-
cial and politicalstanding. Ihave met
many great men in my day who werev arm advocates of the manly artPrincipal among these were Roseoe
Conkling. John A. Logan and Zachary
Chandler, senator from Michigan. Thatwas twenty years ago, at Washington
and Igave the distinguished trio points
on the game. Senator Chandler was a
little too old and stiff to box well th^n
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but Senators Conkling and Logan -were
exceptionally fine sparrers for ama-
teurs, Conkling especially.

By the way, that old story which
has gone all over England as well aa
America that Senator Chandler rung
me in as a college professor, disguised
in blue spectacles, orvSenator Conkling
and that Iknocked out the stately
New Yorker in a bout which he him-
self invited, is a hoax. Senator Conk-
lingknew me as pvell then as he after-
ward did John L. Sullivan, and was
about as friendly to me as he was in
later years to the? big fellow.
Ialso, boxed with;the late Thomas

Hughes, Lord Charles Bereeford and
other distinguished Imen in England.
Lord Charley is one of the beat boxers
today in England. That story printed
some years ago that Lord Beresford
knocked me om jn a private trial be-
fore the Prince of' wales, it is need-
less to say. is a: hoax, just like the
Conkling incident;. Lord Charley is a
splendid fellow, and Inever took the
trouble to detiy the gtory, as his inti-
mate friends .started, it with the evi-
dent intention of doing him good in
some was.

WU«>on»in University inrltr* Mtm-
nemntn. to Adopt It.

A new method of solving all athleticdisputes that may arise between the
different universities of the West as
to the memberships of university teams
has been suggested by several members
of the University of Wisconsin regents.
Feeling that the real test should be
whether or not the man was a bona
flde student the regents thought that
some means could be found whereby
to determine that fact. In this view
of the situation some of them have
evolved a plan, to which they intend
to ask the co-operation of bhe board
of regents and trustees to the different
universities of the Northwest. Theplan is this: Trustees or regents are
better qualified, they maintain, to
judge the fitness of students for places
on athletic teams than professors,
whose judgment is frequently warped
by their position as teachers. A com-
mittee composed of one regent or trus-
tee from each of the several universi-
ties shall be a court for the purpose
of determining whether any man whose
standing is questioned is a bona fide
student of the university on whose
team he seeks to play, and whether he
is in other ways qualified. This plan,
it is thought, would end a good deal
of the incriminations and jealousies

! existing among the different institu-
tions. Should any institution feel that
any member of an opposing team was
playing without right, they could make
a complaint to this inter-university
committee and have the matter ad-
judicated, each side of the question

I having the right to produce its evi-
dence and have a full hearing of the
case. Itis expected to ask each of the
institutions subscribing to this agree-

[ ment to agree that the decisions oi
f this tribunal shall be conclusive.

This plan finds considerable favor
among the members of the Wisconsin
regents, and will probably be con-
sidered at length a.t the January meet-
ing of the board. Should itbe favored
by a majority of the board, the uni-
versities of Michigan, Illinois. Chicago.
Northwestern, Purdue and Minnesota
will be invited to consider the scheme.

The New York Yacht club -will meet Tues-
day to try to organize the yacht racing league
of America.

As at present existing the rules in the differ-
ent clubs are so at variance with each other
that a yachtsman having decided to build his
yacht hardly knows In what class he will sail,
excepting in one section of the country, es-
pecially as not only does the classification
differ, but also the system of measurement.

The younger clubs provide rules for their
small yachts which do not fully apply to 4he
larger ones, and in their attempt to open the
regattas for all sizes of vessels there is a
complication of questions brought about very
difficult for the regatta committee to answer.
Similar difficulties constantly arise from the
fact that the yacht clubs in New York sail
under a different classification and system of
measurement from those around Boston, and
still another system is used in the Great
Lake-!.

The aim of the yacht racing league will be
to establish a uniform classification, system
of measurement, and racing rules, the pro-
motion of yacht building, the encouragement
and elevation of the sport, and the preserva-
tion of the yachting history and racing records
of the yacht* of America, all under the di-
rection of one governing body, this body to
be composed of the ablest men in the sport.
