It will be observed by reference to
the foregoing table that the confer-
ence committee has increased the comp-
treller’s estimate to the extent of $34,-
580. The increase is found in the elev-
enth, twelfth, fifteenth and nineteenth
items, the last named having been
raised from $10,000 to $42,560. Of the
$32,500 increase in the bridge repair
fund, $17,500 is to be refunded in the
building of the new Raymond avenue
bridge, while the bridge repair fund
was raised from $10,0600 to $25,000.

The committee increased the allow-
ance for the health department from
$8,980 to $9,980, added 3780 to the ap-
propriation for the engineering depart-
ment, and allowed ‘the building inspec-
tor's department an additional $300 to
make up a deficiency of that amount
in this year’s fund.

Prior to the adoption of the budget,
the committee adopted the various
items showing the disbursements made
from the general fund. The only
change effected was that decided upon
last week when the committee et aside
the sum of $7,770 to pay for proposed
Gaultier street sewer, and deduected
that amount from the item, miscellane-
ous, leaving it $52,000.

The only sub-item under the general
fund that provoked any discussion
was that of $20,000 for the garbage
fund.

Ald. Bigelow though! that provision
ought to be made for the city's em-
ploying an inspector to look after the
ccllection of garbage and see that
work is performed according to th>
terms of the "contract. Ald. Bigelow
acecordingly moved that the sub-item
read “garbage fund and inspection of
collection.”

FOR THE GOLD STANDARD.

Coal Prices Are Also Considered by
the Chamber.

The chamber of commerce yvesterday
issued its dictum an the banking ques-
tion as follows:

Resolved, That the gold money standard
should be steadfastly kept in this country.
The government should retire from every
form of banking business, whenever other
agencies sufficient for the functions of that
class have performed by the government, can
be organized and gotten into successful oper-
ation.

Changes in the money system should be
effected gradually, and by modes that will
avoid contraction of the velume, or impair-
ment of ‘the quality of the currency as a
feature of an improved money system, the
national banks should be retained, and their
usefulness extended by allowing the estab-
lishment of branches and by reduction of the
required minimum of capital to $25,060 or less
in small communities.

The new ceal investigation commit-
tee reported that the town was at the
mercy of an illegal coal combination,
that the local price should be about
$7.25.

These roads
are from 165 to 170 miles long, and
haul about two million tons of ecoal
a year, including both kinds of coal
Only a small part of the coal hauled
by the Great Northern and the North-
ern Pacific comes to St. Paul; the
amount coming here for consumption
