Stevéns retiring. “In 1876; Mr. Reed re-
tired, and was succeeded by Albert
Scheffer, who had Leen assistant cash-
jer in the First National. In 1881 the
firm name was changed to Dawson,
Smith & Scheffer, and in 1882 the in-
stitution was reorganized and charter-
ed under the state law as the Bank
of Minnesota, with a capital stock of
$600,000. The officers then were William
Dawson, president; Robert A. Smith,
vice president; Albert Scheffer, cashier;
Herman Scheffer, assistant cashier. In
1882 the bank removed to the Gilfillan
blcek, where it remained until the
ccmpletion of the building erected by
it at Sixth and Jackson streets.

STATE BERG “POCKET” THE
AMENDMENT

EFORE.

RECENTLY ADOPTED BY VOTERS,

The Secretary Rules That the Old
Law Goyern_u as to the Coming
Election,

Who are the legal voters in Minne-
sota?

That is the question.

Secretary  of State.Berg yesterday
ruled, in response to an inquiry from
the auditor of Nicollet county, that
the law of the state has net been
changed, regardless of the fact that
now nearly two months ago the peo-
ple of the state of Minmesota, by an
overwhelming vote, veted to limit the
elective franchise to those who had
acquired their second' papers.

Just why this condition of affairs
exists the Globe has for several
days been trying to ascertain. The
state canvassing board, on whose re-
port naturally depends the legal pass-
age of the amendments, finished its
labors the middle of last week. The
law to amend the constitution declares
that the governor shall proclaim them
within ten days after the state can-
vassing board makes its return to
him. If there had been any apparent
disposition on the part of the stato
officials, the present muddle in Nicollet
county would have been avoided. As
it is, there is a possibility of long liti-
gation and political unsettlement, with-
out real cause.

Up to b o’clock last night
the return = of the canvassing
board, which comes through

the office of the secretary of state, a
member of the board, had not been re-
ceived. The impression was created
beside that it did not make any dif-
ference whether the report had been
received or not. & .

It appears that there is to be a
special election in Nicollet county
within a few days, and it is evident
that some one is desirous of having as
many votes cast as can be secured.
The old law prevails until thé gover-
nor has proclaimed the passage of the
amendment. The general impression
now prevails that the revised elective
franchise law is in force. The real
fact is, however, different, and it is
suspected at the capitol that the Nic-
ollet county people will not permitsthe
needed votes to be lost at the coming
election, if they can be found under
the old law.

The report has been in the secre-
tary of state’s office several days. Sat-
urday the Globe was informed that
the report was ready, but that, as
there was no hurry, it would be pre-
sented to the governor Monday. Mon-
day’s inquiry at the governor's office
was met with the response that the re-
port had not been received yet, and
at the office of Secretary Berg it was
stated that the report was ready and
would be presented late in the after-
noon or Tuesday. Yesterday the re-
port was similarly missing, and neith-
er office would give any definite infor-
mation as to the whereabouts of their
report.

The law evidently assumes that the
duties of the state canvassing board
shall be continuous, and that the re-
port shall then be presented to the
governor. Nothing is said about limit
of time in which the board may re-
port. although the ten days inhibition
is placed on the governor as to the
passage of constitutional amendments.
What the particular exigency which
inspires the Republican officials to hold
back the proclamation of the new law
until after the election in Nicollet
county is, is not apparent on its face.

WILL FORMALLY OBJECT.

Citizens’ League Will Fight Ex-Ald.
Murphy.

Rev. David Morgan emerged yvester-
day from his retirement from public
life and put in an appearance  at the
meeting cf the assembly committee on
lin;ense. The fact that the application
of Ed L. Murphy for a saloon license
was before the committee accounted
for Mr. Morgan’s presence.

When Chairman Daly, of the com-
mittee, which consists, besides himself,
of Messrs. Mabon and Reardon, in-
quire.d what the committee desired to
do with Mr. Murphy’s application, Rev.
Morgan made his presence known.
Mr. Morgan said that he desired to
call attention to the law prescribing
the method of presenting applications
fox_' liquor license, the time for S0
doing and the regulations governing
the filing of written objections there-
to. Without waiting for permission to
proceed, Mr. Morgan read the law on
the subject for the enlightenment, not
only of the committee, but also of As.
semblymen Craig, Thompson and Dix,
who were present, and Mr. Murphy
himself, Henry Johns, his attorney,
and William Hamm. The law re.
quires a published notice of the applica-
tion to be given, stating the time at
which written cbjections shall be heard.
In the case of Mr. Murphy’s applica-
tion, as well as those of nearly all
the other applicants, the notice an-
nounces that nearly all objections will
be heard Dec. 28, at 10 a. m.

“At that time,” declared Mr. Mor-
gan, “the Citizens' league will be rep-
resented by an attorney and will file
its objections to the granting of a
license to Mr. Murphy.”

Mr. Hamm asked Mr. Morgan if it
wouldn’t be only fair to Mr. Murphy
to present the objections at once, inas-
much as the committee would ultimate-
ly be called upon to consider and pass
orn them. By so doing Mr. Murphy
could ascertain  a sufficient period of
time before Jan. 1, whether he was g0~
ing to get his license or not, why not
be fair and give Mr. Murphy a chance?

This request elicited the admission
from Mr. Morgan, that for the first
time in 1its history, the Christian
league had found it necessary to hire
an attorney. This attorney, Mr. Mor-
gan said, was preparing the objections
but they had not been completed and
he, Morgan, could not present the ob-
jections.

Those objections would show, Mr.
Morgan said, that not a saloon license
had been legally issued in St. Paul for
twenty years. In conclusion Mr. Mor-
gan said that the Christian league
wanted the law observed and would
object td the granting of a salden to
Mr. Murphy or tc any man convicted
of violating a law or ordinance within
a year from the date of the’applica-
tion.

UP WENT HIS HANDS

Because the Order Was Backed Up.
With a Revolver,

The festive footpad was abroad again
Monday night when Aenar Erickson,
living at No. 918 Cortland street, was
held up:at the point of a revolver by
two men on the Jackson street bridge.
The highwaymen secured no booty, as
Mr. Eriekson carried littler of value
on his person, and they were frighten-
ed away before making a thorough
search of his pockets. Neither of the
men was disguised except that each
wcre a slouch hat pulled down. over
his eyes while overcoat collars covered
the lower portions of their faeces. The
highwaymen corresponded to the des-
cription. which has attached- itself -to
lawbreakers of this kind, namely the
“tall and the short” man, as one of
them was about six feet tall, while
the other was of a short, chunky build.

The location of the holdup is one
particularly favorable for such opera-
ticns.

Force was given the man-Y
date by an ugly looking revolver, which
the highwayman thrust in Erickson’'s
face, but thinking the affair a joke of
scme of his friends, he failed to “ele-
vate” as requested. “Up with your
hands and be d— quick about it, too,”
was the next salution of the footpad,
and realizing the seriousness of the
situation, Mr. Erickson obeyed. The
second highwayman then began to
search the victim, though Erickson de-
clared he had nothing of value about
him. After feeling his pockets the
thieves evidently came to the same
conclusion, and hearing the approach
of a belated pedestrian, started on a
run over the bridge disappearing down
a side street. Mr. Erickson met a
policeman shortly afterward, and in-
fcrmed him of the holdup, but no trace
of the highwaymen could be found.

It is the opinion of the police that
the “stickup” was the work of some
members of the gang which frequently
accosts people on the bridge for the
price of a can of beer, but who here-
tofore have confined themselves  to
merely asking for the coin and cursing
the citizen who fails to comply with
their request. Mr. Erickson, however,
declares that the men who held him
up were strangers in the neighborhood,
and that they were decidedly in earn-
est.

ARGUED BEFORE THE MAYOR.

Broadway Loep Is Discussed by
Business Men,

Mayor Doran’spént most of yester-
day afternoon ™ his official parlor
listening to arguments for and against
the Broadway loop. "About thirty busi-
ness men dassembled there, represent-
ing the retailers’, jobbers and manu-
facturers. The retailers were there to
oppose the extension of the loop frem
Robert street to Broadway, while the
jobbers and manufacturers urged hia
honor to sign the erdinance maintain-
ing that the interest of the public in
general would be subserved by extéend-
ing the loop to Broadway.

The arguments on both sides, which
have been submitted before the coun-
cil committees, were repeated -at
length. W. H. Lightner $poke in be-
half of the retailers; who contend that
the removal of the loop from Robert
street "will destrdy the  retail center
The jobbers and manufacturers spoke
for themselves. Among those who aa-
dressed the mayor 'were A. H. Lindeke,
Kenneth Clark, C. P. Noyes, George
Freeman, R. A. Kirk, Joseph Ehrmann-
traut Jr., Ed Schurmeier. Leon T.
Chamberlain, representing the North-
ern Pacific railroad, also spoke in be-
half of the Broadway loop.

Mr. Lightner, in opposing the or-
dinance, called the majy<r’s attention
to the ruling of President Arosin, of
the assembly, declaring the ordinance
passed when it recelved only six votes
out of the nine. Mr. Lightner main-
tained that a three-fourths vote was
necessary, as that vote was required
by the charter to grant the franchise
and no other provision existed as to
the vote required to amend the original
ordinance.

Mr. Lightner drew attention to the
necessity of centralization of the street
car lines, and atgued that to extend
the loop to Broadway would make it
too 'large. ' Assémblyman Kirke an
C. B. Bowlby also spcke. 2

AFFAIRS OF THE COMPACT OFFICE.

No Change Will Be Made There
Possibly Until After Election,
if Even Then.

Commission No. 3 learned a whole
lot about the insurance situation in St.
Paul yesterday that the members of
that body didn’'t know before it came
from Chicago. It took two long ses-
sions to talk over the business that
|- was waiting the coming of the gentle-
men who direct the rates which shall
be paid for insurance in this territory.
As told in the Globe yesterday, the
most important question to the gen-
eral public was whether or not the
commission could hear the appeals for
a reduction in rates to the figlires in

.the ideas of the members of the com-
mission. But the members of the local
board of underwriters urged the ne-
cessity of such a course, for prudential
reasons, even though less money were
realized by the business in St. Paul,
and urged it so strongly that the com-
mission; decided that St. Paul is to
have the 20 per cent reduction.

The question of legislation this winter
also was talked over. While the in=
surance men are far from satisfled
with the present insurance law, it is
doubtful if they will seek to amend it
in any particular. Such amendments
as may be secured will come from the
state insurance department and will
mainly, if not entirely, be confined to
correcting the clerical errors of the
present law.

The most delicate question under
consideration was that relating to the
local compact office. The compact
manager is the commission’s official
representative, The gentleman now
filling the place, as has become gener-
ally known, incurred the displeasure
of a number of agents some months
ago and these refused to maintain
their connection with the local board
of underwriters unless a change were
made. But Commission No. 3, backed
up by a majority of the local agents,
refused to make any change.

The story of how those who refused
to sign the new compact were denied
access to the books or privileges of the
compact managers on and after July
1, is known. That helped to widen the
‘breach and has kept local fire insur-
ance circles in a disturbed condition
ever since. Finally, with a view ot
securing harmony among all the
agents, rather than putting a slight
upon or questioning the ability of the
compact manager, the members decid-
ed to unite in asking that the gentle-
man in charge of the local office be
transferred to another field and some
equally competent man be sent here
who would start in with a reorgan-
ization of a board which would adopt a
new compact. This matter, the com-
mission thought, might be allowed to
remain as at present for a time or
until after the meeting of the legis-
lature. Legislation inimical to the in-
surance interests might be passed that
would necessitate the transfer of the
manager to another fleld, so it was
practically determined to wait a few
months at least befcre taking any ac-
tion in the matter.

The commission concluded its work
late yesterday afternoon. Today the
gentlemen will run over to Minne-
apolis,

WILL NOT DO IT AGAIN.

Belated Saloonists Agree to Observe
Legal Hours.

James O'Brien and Nick Andres, two
saloonkeepers arrested for keeping their
places of business open after midnight,
were discharged in the police court
yesterday, on motion of the city at-
torney. In the case of Andres it was
stated that he had never before infring-
ed upon the law, and that the offense
for which he was brought into court
consisted only in allowing a conga.ny
of friends to remain in his saloon “after
hours, and that no drinks were sold.
The disposition of the O'Brien case was
subsgequent to_an investigation by the
presecuting atterney, whe informed
the court that Mr. O’Brien himself had
been ill for some time and that his
bartender had disobeyed explicit orders
concerning the time for closing the
saloon.

In speaking of the dismissal of the
cases, Corporation Attorney Darragh
stated that he had no knowledge of
the O'Brien matter, but that so far as
Arndres was concerned, the police had
not cared to prosecute the case, and,
as the law was primarily to correct
rather than to punish, upon Andres’
promise not to again keep his place
open after 12 o'clock, it was generally
considered best to dismiss the matter.
