the Commercial club of Mankato to
look after legislation of interest to our
city, and with especial reference to se-
curing an additional appropriation for
the normal school in our city. The
annual appropriation is $22,000, and we
shall ask for an increase of $8,000 an-
nually for the purpose of securing a
twelve months’ session of the school,
and thus do away with the teachers’
institutes or summer schools that have
become such a factor in the education-
al life of the state. It is believed that
better work can be done for the pupils
in the summer schools by securing for
them instruction in _the normal school,
and that, too, at a less expense to the
state than the present excellent system
of summer schools. Ir I am not mis-
taken, the summer schools have been
presided over and conducted by teach-
ers from the normal schools. How
much better, then, it would be to have
the pupils attend the Normal schools,
where they can enjoy the advantages
of complete libraries, and the appa-
ratus to be found there for the prac-
tical demonstration of certain studies.
As I say,
would be less than the present system
of summer schools. Of course it would
not be possible to have -normal school
teachers continue their work uninter-
ruptedly for twelve months. - The usual
vacations would be given them, but
there would be’'employment for many
extra teachers. It is to cover this ad-
ditional expense cf extra teachers and
incidental expenses of the three
months’ school that the additional ap-
propriation bill will be asked. All the
normal schools will be represented in
a committee that will wait upon the
ways and means committees of the
house and senate and labor with the
committee on appropriations as well to
secure this extra appropriation. Each
schoal will require about the same
amount. . The schools at Winona and
at -Mankato can accommodate ;about
700 pupils dufifig the summer months,
and: the schools at® Moorhead &nd at
St. Cloud abodt=600  each.

“The school at Mankato has made
rapid strides in educational work dur-

ing the past two years. We have had |

the largest attendance of any of the
normal schools during’ the past two
vears. It is for this reason that we
have no hesitancy in asking the legis-
lature to give us at least $30,000 this
year. Many improvements are needed,
especially means for preserving the fine
collection of specimens and apparatus
that has been acquired and not ade-
quately cared for. Mankato is alive
to the interests of the school and will
use every means to secure a 1liberal
appropriation this year. At the last

SOCIETY IN JERUSALEM.

Tereesrteanan

Mrs. Mountford Tells of the Doings
of the Elite.

No entertainment given in St. Paul
for some time has proved as inieresting
tc Bible students as has the series he-
ing given this week in People’s church
by Mrs. Mountford, Last evening she
gave entertaining sketches and illus-
trations of the life among the “four
hundred” in Jerusalem. Her costume
was very elaborate and she had loaded
herself with jewels in imitation of the
women of the country, and gave ills-
trations of the home life among the
yeople. "She began her talk with de-
scriptions of the streets of the city
and said that formerly it was a ro-
mance to live in Jerusalem. At sun-
down the great gates of the cify closed
and even the governor of the city him-
self could not have them opened
should he have been detained outside
the walls. However, there was a
small gate through which one-might
errter after having paid a small “tip”
to the gate keeper. This small gate 1s
called the needle’s eye and it waa
through such a gate as this the camel
of Bible times is supposed to have gone
when he was compared with the rich
man and his attempt to enter the
kingdom of Heaven. These gates are
so heavy it takes five or six men to
cpen them and the smaller gate is so
very small a camel must be unloaded

| and pulled and pushed and beaten be-

fore he can be gotten through the
opening. Nowadays so many people
live outside the walls of the city the
gates are not closed at sundown but
left open so that in case of danger
those on the outside may seek shelter
within the  city’s walls. Mrs. Mount-
ford gave a description of the streets
which are very narrow and which are
filled with animals and human beings.
She said that the best time to wvisit
Jerusalem was in passing week when
rersons had come from all over to
worship. The population of the city
is about 75,000, with 300 European souls
and a German colony of 800. Her de-
scriptions and illustrations of the home
life and of the honor shown the head
of the house by the women were ex-
cellent. This evening she gives “The
Bedouins of the Desert.”

PATHS TO BE DRAWN BY CARL
. MAYLOR, L

FROM ST. PAFL TO TAYLORS FALLS

Mr. Ovitt to Confer With Commis-
sioners and Others About a Path-
< way to Interstate Park.

A meeting of the committee on legis-
lation appointed by the different bicycle
clubs of St. Paul was held at the of-
fice of A. B. Ovitt in the Pioneer Press
building yesterday afternoon. A. B.
Choate, of Minneapolis, acted as chair-
man. of the meeting. Among. those
present were Carl Taylor, Leavitt
Corning, Dr. J. C. Nelson, F. E. Low,"
Dr. I. Donnelly and A..B. Ovitt.

Chairman Choate was deputed to pre-
pare a bill for street highway commis-
sioners to be .appointed by -the gov-
ernor. Carl Taylor was authorized to
prepare a bill providing a penalty for
-obstructing bicycle paths and against
their usage by others than wheelmen
and pedestrians. The path to White
Bear lake is easily kept in repair pro-
viding cattle and horses are kept off.
The great difficulty that the path of-
ficials have had te contend with has
been the traversing of the paths by
wagons and people on horseback.

No action was taken on the subject
of the carriage of bicycles on railroads
because the committee on that matter
could not agree, being equally divided
as to the best gourse to pursue. Some
have been to railroad officials and have
been told that the tariff on wheels
will be reduced.

Immediately mafter the committee on
legislation adjourned their meeting the
officers of the §t. ‘Paul Cycle Path as-
sociation held a meeting and resolved
to have a‘'general meeting of St. Paul
wheelmen Jan. :20 at the Ryan hotel to
formulate plans for bicycle paths in
Ramsey county for the coming year.

An important move is being consid-
ered in the shape of a cycle path from
the Twin Cities to Taylor's Falls and
the Interstate jpark. Mr. Choate was
requested to cenfer with the Mill City
wheelmen anent the new path, and Mr.
Ovitt wil confer:with the commissioners
of the park and will also ascertain
whether the county commissioners of
the various ecounties through which this
prath would run would do-anything to
assist in building it.

STATE NCRMAL SCHOOLS.

Report Thereon by the President of
the Board.

President Pattee; of the state normal
board, has made his annual report to
the state superintendent. It states that
for the year 1896, the enrollment in the
fcur normal schools of the state “was
1,854, :.and ‘that 2556 were. graduated " in
June, as agaihst 26lithe “year : beforet
These graduates have generally become
state teachers, and, in addition te
these, a large number of under-grad-
uates have gone out into positions as
teachers in the lower grades. The
board is making a strenuous effort to
induce-all the pupils to take the new
advanced course recently added to the
curriculum. y

Most of the report is devoted to the
needs of the sehools. Winona, it says,
must have a new dormitory; Mankato
must have some additional buildings;
St. Cloud must have an appropriation
to complete the new addition, and
while Moorhead has asked for nothing,
she will need money for a museum and
library. Additional money is also need-
ed for repairs. The schools are all said
to be very much crowded.
