Criticises Cleveland’'s Attitude Re-
3 garding Cuba.

Congressman Charles A. Towns, of Duluth,
was in this city a few hours yesterday, en
route home for the Christmas season. As.de
from picking up a few gifts for his children,

% his sole busineds was to meet and confer with

the faithful of Minneapolis upon the issue

and plans of the campaign of education.
The practical feature of the work in the
Northwest, in the opinion of many of the

silverite leaders, is the maintenance of thelr
free silver organ, the Penny Press, and a
meeting was held at the office of that paper
to draw up and sign articles of a new corpo-
ration which is to put the institution upon
its feet. About twenty-five of the leading
silver men have signed the articles of incor-
poration and subscribed to the stock of the
new corperation, which is to take the place
of so many predecessors. Among these Cop-
gressman Towne is willing to be a private in
the ranks, but he will not be a general. He
will not abandon his profession for the edi-
tor’s tripod.

On national topics Mr. Towne said:

““The attitude of the president and Secre-
tary Olney on the Cuban question, or rather
their attitude upon the power of the execu-
tive to nullify and defeat the wiil of a two-
thirds majority of congress in acknowledging
the belligerency of. the Cubans, is the most
gensational event in the constitutional evolu-
tion which has characterized Cleveland’s ad-
ministration. It is more far-reaching in its
aggression than his attidtude. upon the use
of troops at his own sweet will, as manifested
in the Chicago strike, and thére is no presi-
dent since Washington who has done more
to build up the monarchial idea of the pres-
idential office than this nominal follower of
Thomas Jefferson.”

Upon the conventional topies of discussion
Mr. Towne said lttle or nothing. He believes
Dingley will be made secretary of the treas-
ury. The reason for this appointment is that
Reed must be brought into line and support
the McKinley administration.

HIS HOMESTEAD SAFE,

Judge Belden Makes Matthew Walsh
a Christmas Present.

Judge Belden has field his decision in the
case of Stephen Mahoney, as assignee of the
Irish-American Bank vs. Matthew Walsh
and Anna S. Walsh, his wife. Judge Ma-
honey, as assignee of the bank, brought a
svit against Mr. and Mrs. Walsh to foreclose
an $S,000 mortgage upon the homestead of
the defendants, which he claimed was part
of the assets of the insolvent bank.

HANEY MAKING A HARD FIGHT.

His Case Heard in Court at Bloom-
lnmo_n—lle Will Seek Habeas
Corpus,

At last the grand jury investigation
of crookedness among the city officials
is beginning to bear fruit.

George A. Durnam, alderman from
the Third ward, was arraigned yes-
terday before Judge Pond, on an in-
dictment, charging an offer to accept a
bribe of $10,000 from Halvorsen, Rich-
ards & Co., for which he agreed to
lend his aid toward getting through a
huge reservoir contract.

When Durnam appeared in court he
stepped hefore the bar and listened in-
tently the reading of the following
indict> /nt, by R. C. Royce, in whose
custoay it had been since the report to
the grand jury:

The District Court of the Fourth Judicial
Distret, County of Hennepin and State of
Minnesota. The State of Minnesota against
George A. Durnam—Indictment.

George A. Durnam is accused by the grand
Jury of the county of Hennepin, in the state
of Minnesota, by this indictment,-ef the crime
of asking for a bribe, committed as follows:

The said George A. Durnam, on the second
day of May, A. D. 1895, at the city of Minne-
apolis, in the said Hennepin county, then and
there being a duly elected, qualified and act-
ing member of the city council of said city
of Minneapolis, to wit: An alderman duly
elected and returned from the Third ward of

THE BLUE CUT ROBBERY.

The Bandits Are Said to Have Got
$2,500.

ST. LOUIS, Dec. 24.—The Chicago & Alton
express, which was held up by masked ban-
dits in_the famous Blue Cut, near Independ-
ence, Mo., JVednesday night, arrived in St.
Louis this afternoon at 1:05 o'clock. J. D.
Frier, messenger in charge of the looted ex-
press car, iwo {rainmen and the Pullman car
porter and conductor, were the only ones of
the crew aboard, the others having changed
at Slater and Roodhouse. The story, as ob-
tained from these men, stamps the robbery
as one of the cleverest and boldest pieces of
work done by road agents during the year.
Messenger Frier is in a bad state of mind.
He feels terribly broken up over the robbery.
The first thing he said when the train crew
asked how he fared was that the company
had been hard hit.

When seen by a representative of the Asso-
ciated Press. Frier said:

“I was busy, and especially so this trip,
and thought we had stopped on account of a
break-down or something of that sort. I heard
no voices outside.

““When the knock came I supposed it was
a& brakeman and opened the door. Then. [
was helpless. The robbers threw my shot-
gun out of the car and broke it all to pieces.
They certainly knew their business, and were
very polite, but it would not have been
safe to resist them.”

The politeness of the robbers impressed all
who saw them. The trainmen said they were
well dressed. The leader was a little under
the influence of drink. He was so jovial that
when he took $4 from Conductor Nicholls
he gave $2 of it back to him. The other $2
he presented to Frier as a Christmas gift.

Frier has been a messenger for the Pacific
Exprgss company for twelve years, and Las
been connected with express companies for
over twenty years. The messenger had a
good view of the robbers, and will be able to
identify them if they are caught.

CHICAGO, Dec. 24.—At the offices of the
Chicago & Alton railway here it is stated that
the amounts secured by the Blue Cut train
robbers foot up between $2,500 in cash and
may reach $3,000.

WEYLER’S OPPOSITION,

He Captures an American Reporter
and May Shoot Him.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—The state
department has been requested to in-
terest itself in the case of Enrique Del-
gado, an American citizen reported to
have been captured by the Spaniards
while lying wounded in a Cuban hos-
pital, and believed to be in danger of
summary execution. A representative
of the New York Mail and Express
waited upon Secretary Olney today and
claimed the protection of our govern-
ment for Delgado, whom he described
as a legitimate correspondent of that
newspaper, and in no sense a com-
batant. Telegrams also have been re-
celved by Secretary Olney from some of
Delgado’s relatives in New York, nota-
bly from W. E. D. Stokes, begging him
to act at once to rescue the man from
the peril in which he stands.

The department so far has recelved
no official news of the arrest, but in
compliance with these requests, in-
structions have been cabled to acting
Consul General Springer at Havana
to make inquiries immdiately into the
facts, and do whatever lawfully may
be done for Delgado.

WEYLER'S WOLVES AT WORK,

Murder and Rapine by Guerillas in
Pinar del Rio.

CINCINNATI, 0., Dec. 24.—A special from
Key West says: Passengers tonight say that
all Havana is waiting for reports from Wey-
ler and commenting upon his action. He is
repor.ed to have stated that he intended to
miake a desert of the Pinar del Rig section
to starve Gen. Rivera out. Acco g to ru-
mors he has begun strongly on . this. His
guerilla bands have orders ‘to shoot all paci-
ficos at sight, to carry off or destroy all cat-
tle or provisions of any kind, and to lay
waste the entire country, burning cane fields,
houses, barns, etc. This they are beginning
to do. Fifieen pacificos have already been
killed between Artemisa and the foothills,
among them two women. The Cubans are
infuriated at this savagery, and have begun
to show a spirit of retaliation by hanging all
guerillas captured, with a short trial. Wey-
ler’s arrival was opportune, it is stated, as
his commanders in that section have been
greatly worried over the various successes of
the Cuban bands. Several attacks have been
made on the trocha; in fact, that is now a
daily occurrence, vhe Cubans seemingly being
desirous of keeping their foes in a state of
siege.

It is stated that an entire Pacifico family
of five persons was destroyed Friday last by
Capt. Melquizo’s band, when they tried to
prevent the removel of their cattle. Mel-
quizo, irritated at their resistance, shot
three down in cold blood, and then binding
the two elder sons to his horses’ tails,
dragged them around until life was extinct.
They were then cut loose, thrown into the
house, to which the firebrand was applied.
Cubans swear to burn them alive if they
ever capture them. Several engagements are
reporied from Santa Clara province with the
vanguards of Gomez’s army, the Spaniards
being defeated in nearly every case, though
the published records claim & victory.

He was about six feet
tall, blond moustache, aquiline nose, receding
forehead "and bald-headed. He posed as a
machinery expert while here, and would make
periodical trips into the country, which would
invariably be followed by reports of safe-
blowing. He was a quiet and unassuming fel-
low, and claimed to have been recovering
from the effects of a pistol wound, accident-
ally received. He was a good shot and a very
neryy fellow. While here was accompanied
by a short, heavy-set fellow known by the
name of Cornell. They boarded at different
hotels, but would frequently meet each other.

Settlers Threaten to Shoot.

ASHLAND, Wis., Dec. 24.—The settlers on
the Wisconsin Central lands indemnity have
declared war on the loggers, who have started
to log on the lands. Ed Mercier, who has
charge of Steve Smith’s camp, was notified
that thirty-five settlers would drive them
away at the point of Winchesters.

NORTHWESTERN BANK FAILURES
ARE ONLY LOCAL IN THEIR
: BEARING.

WHOLESALERS ARE NOT SELLING,

But the Traveling Men Will Take to
the Road Inside of a Couple of
Weeks.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—Bradstreet's
tomorrow will say: The arrival of the
holidays, the close of the year and
the period of annual stock-taking have
further checked the volume of the
wholesale trade. Only filling in orders
are being received and trade is slow.
Retall demand for holiday goods has
been active, but it is for cheaper
grades than in previous years. In oth-
er lines, the distribution of merchan-
dise has been smaller at a number of
distributing centers. Fallures of im-
portant banking institutions at North-
western cities tend to unsettle confi-
dence in commercial and banking eir-
cles. Very few salesmen remain on the
road, but most of them are preparing
to go out within a fortnight, The mod-
erate trade revival which followed the
last presidential election has been dis-
appointing in that, aside from the
Christmas demand, business has been
more unsatisfactory for a month past
than at a corresponding period in many
years.

Exports of wheat (flour included as
wheat) from both coasts this week
amount to 2,111,702 bushels, against
3,524,000 last week, 3,457,000 in the same
week a year ago; 1,814,000 bushels in the
week two years ago, 2,036,000 three
years ago, and compared with 2,917,000
bushels in the corresponding period of
1892. Exports of Indian corn this
week held up well, the total amount-
ing to 3,179,000 bushels, as compared
with 2,814,000 bushels last week, 1,839,000
in the week one year ago, and with
very much smaller totals in like weeks
in the three preceding years.

There are 327 business failures re-
ported throughout the United States
this week, 12 less than last week, and
A1 more than in the corresponding week
a year ago.

There are 45 business failures report-
ed throughout the Dominlon of Can-
ada this week, against 39 last week,
and 30 in the week a year ago.

Bradstreet’s review of the stock mar-
ket will say: A rapid recovery follow-
ed the depression in stock values at
the end of last week. The street quick-
ly realized that the situation created
by the senate foreign relations commit-
tee, in giving a favorable report to the
resolutions acknowledging Cuban inde-
pendence, lacked the gravity of the
Venezuelan matter a year ago.

AS DUN SEBS IT,

The Bank Failures the Most Impor-
tant Event of the Weel.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly. . review of trade tomorrow
will say:

The failure of two important banks,
the second in size of business at Chi.
cago and the oldest in St. Paul, with
some cothers dependent on them, closes
not favorably a month which promised
to end with only moderate commercial
disasters. Since several thousand busi-
ness men and depositors are for the
time embarrassed as much as the
speculators -that caused the trouble,
the break down is the reverse of hope-
ful at present, although it comes when
moeney markets are well supplied and
when no serious effect in business is to
be apprehended.

Wheat has grown a little stronger in
spite of the disturbance of the Chicago
market. Exports have been 1,471,443
bushels, flour included, for five days,
and 8,392,587 for four weeks, against
8,527,959 for the same week last year,
while from Pacific ports the increase
has been large. Western receipts are
still small, amounting to 8,455,631
bushels in three weeks of the momnth,
against 14,344,859 last year. The vol-
ume of business, all branches consid-
ered, is not large. Payments through
clearing houses have been for the
week 25 per cent less than last year,
and for the month thus far the daily
average Is 9.8 per cent less than last
yea;r and 20.8 per cent less than in
1892,

Failures for the week have been 297
in the United States, against 322 last
year, and 44 in Canada, against 40
last year.

DRAFT OF THE GREATER NEW
YORK CHARTER MAKES
HIM SO,

ELABORATE PLAN SUBMITTED.

STRONG’S SUCCESSOR WILL
MORE POWERFUL THAN ANY
MONARCH.

DEPARTMENTS CONSOLIDATED,

A Duhl Legislative Body Provided
for and the Members Ineligible
for Re-election.

NEW YORK, Dec. 24.—The draft of
the proposed Greater New York char-
ter, as submitted to the commission,
will be published tomorrow. The legis-
lative power is to be vested in g munic-
ipal assembly, to consist of two houses
—a lower house of 104 members elect-
ed from senatorial districts, and an up-
per house of 37 members elected from
council districts,

All of the members of both houses
are to be elected for the term of two
years, and all are to retire at once,

As to everything concerning the
rights, privileges and liberties of the
citizen respecting municipal rule, the
legislative department is to be subject
to no restraint. But in respect to public
improvements, the action of the munic-
ipal assembly is to be further subjected
to the concurrence of the board of esti-
mate and apportionment,

The mayor is to have power to ap-
point all the administrative and execu-
tive officers of the city, except the
comptroller, who is-.elected by the peo-
ple every four yeams;tso’:'.thatvm treas-
ury and finances v{iﬂ‘%ﬁgta‘.ﬁgy be in
the hands of an 1PEENEREEt" depart-
ment. The mayor; _rq,ql;é.iie super-
visory control over the_yarious depart-
ments, and an enlarged veto power
upon the acts of the municipal assem-
bly. His patronage and his power are
so great that he will in these particu-
lars be a dignitary second only in im-
portance to the governor of the state
or the president of the United States.

The mayor is to be glven absolute

pewer to remove, at will, every admin-
istrative officer, irrespective of the pre-
scribed term of office, during the first
six months of his administration. After
that he can remove only on charges,
with the approval of the governor.
- Where the powers of the adminis-
trative departments are largely discre-
tionary, it is proposed to have the de-
partmernits presided over by a board of
two or mere commissioners. Where
they are executive merely, only one
commissioner has been provided for.
By far the largest and most important
beard is to be the board of public im-
provements, consisting of the heads of
six newly created departments—the de-
partment of water supply, of highways,
of sewers, of street cleaning, of public
buildings, lighting and supplies, and
the department of bridges. This is the

three, as at present, and a system for
the equalization of the varying conéi-
tions in the consolidated territory has
been devised,

In the matter of education the com-
mittee adopted a plan which central-
izes in a board of education, represent-
ing the whole city, the physical conduct
of the schools, and which devolves
upon school boards appointed by the
mayor in every borough the educa-
tional conduct of the schools.

The committee concluded not to deal
with municipal ownership, but says:

“From an original and ideal stand-
point, it is easy to see that the city
would become the recipient of vast
revenues by the ownership ond opera-
.tion of all franchises for lighting by
gas or electricity and for tramways
and other purposes necessary to the
life and business of a metropolitan
community, and exereised so largely
by a use of the streets and avenues
belonging to the people. Nor could any
one well deny the right and power
of the people to embark in such enter-
prises. In greater New York, however,
private capital has, upon the faith of
the state, embarked largely in such
franchises. It would tdke a. sum too
vast to be hastily computed to acquire
the properties thus vested in private
bersons, by fair compensation.”
