CHASED BY THE DOJS

THE THREE FRIEN’DSb PUTS INTO
KEY WEST AHEAD OF SPAN-
ISH GUNBOATS.

MARKS OF THE CONFLICT

IT IS REPORTED TO HAVE HAD OFF
THE COAST OF CUBA PLAIN-
LY VISIBLE,

FIGHT RUMORS CONFLICTING.

Officers and Crew Refuse to Talk—
Revenue Officers im
Charge.

CINCINNATI, O., Dec. 256.—A special
to the Commercial Tribune from Key
West says:

Much comment was made today in
Havana over the report cabled from
New York that the filibustering steam-
er Three Friends had been fired on by
Spanish cruisers, and that the steamer
had disabled a Spanish gunboat. This
report is positively denied in official
circles, who affirm that nothing of the
kind occurred, but that the story is
made from whole cloth. It is admitted
that the steamer landed on the south
side of the island, but it is alleged that
there was no fighting. It is further-
more admitted that only a part of the
cargo was secured by Gomez, Spanish
coast guards having captured a good
portion. The Three Friends is here ly-
ing under the guns of the Raleigh.
Capt. Lewis refuses to say anything
about his trip, save that he had been
after derelicts. As to the story of a
fight, he professes ignorance. None of
the crew can be induced to speak of
the affair. The vessel does not bear
any marks of a conflict, and the re-
port is doubted here. Havana advices
are that Gomez’s advance guard has
captured the town of Las Passega, in
Santa Clara province, taking the en-
tire garrison and all their stores. A
battalion of fresh troops was sent to
Matanzas this morning from Havana
to be sent to the front. Great exertions
are being made to get a strong force
to oppose Gen. Gomez, and three lines
are being formed to get the Cubans en-
tangled in between them and crushed.
Another account from Key West says:

The steamer Three Friends, Capt.
Lewlis, arrived here this afternoon. The
captain says the vessel is from Jack-
sonville, and that she has been on a
wrecking voyage along the reefs. The
customs officials are in charge, and
there is really no doubt that the ves-
sel has just returned from landing
arms and ammunition in Cuba.

Nothing was found on the vessel,
but she has the appearance of having
gone through several gales. Marks of
a shot are visible on her bulwarks,
and the men smile when asked the
meaning of it. It is stated that she
was chased into the harbor by the
dangerous presence of several Spanish
men-of-war that were lying off the
keys for her.

The Three Friends is charged with
infringing the maritime and neutrality
regulations of the United States.

STORY OF ADVENTURE.

One of the deckhands on the Three
Friends came ashore this evening, and
being quite thirsty from his long voy-
age imbibed rather freely, and while
in this condition made many admis-
sicns which would tend to prove that
the vessel had had a very adventurous
time since she left Fernandina, ten
days ago.

From the sailor’s hints it is supposed
that the boat was sighted by a Span-
ish vessel when on the high seas, near-
ly opposite this place, the first evening
out. The Spaniard fired a blank shot
for her to stop, but the daring filibus-
ter put on steam and started off. The
cruiser then began firing shot and
shell. Finding the Three Friends was
out of range she put on steam and
started in pursuit. All night this race
was continued, and the next morning
two more vessels were sighted, and
they joined in the chase.

The Three Frirad: dodged in among
the 1 evs and getting intr shoal wat=r,
n-anaged to give the slip to her pur-
suers during the day. After passing
the east end of the island two other
cruisers were seen, but they were so
far off that they were easily eluded.
It is supposed that the Three Friends
then ran to the southern side of the
island and landed her cargo.

From points given out by the sailor it
is gathered that she had hard work to
land, having to fight off several boats
that came to board her. The rapid fire
Hoichkiss guns on her de-k made quick
work of them. Two of the boats were
wrecked, and the others then left. As
the cargo was landed the Spanish coast
guard came up, and a fierce fight en-
sued between them and the Cubans
sent by Gen. Gomez to escort the cargo
into his camp. After two hours cof
fighting the Spaniards were driven off,
and the cargo landed and safely carried
into the Interior.

PURSUIT IS RENEWED,

The vessel then lay to for several |

days in some secluded cove, and start-
ed for Florida Monday. She was pur-

sued by several gumboats-as ghe entered |

the windward pass, and a ball from
one of them tore a hole in her bui-
warks., A barrel of oil on the furnace
fires soon ran up the steam and the
fast craft crept away from the dons.
Emerging from the keys two cruisers
were found walting for her, and an-
other race ensued, the Spanish vessel
firtng on her for half an hour,

As she was too far out to go into
Key West safely, the Three Friends
ran for Jacksonville, but, when oppo-
site New River, or Miami, on the Flor-
ida coast, she saw that the cruisers
were too fast for her. Capt. Lewis
then dodged in among the keys, and,
escaping from the war vessels, ran
into American waters near Miami, com-
ing up within one-half miie of shora.
Shortly afterward masts and smoke of
Spanish cruisers were seen on the hor-
izon, steaming fast northward, they
supposing that the Three Friends was
ahead of them. The Three Friends,
being low in the water and under lee
of land, escaped detection.

After walting until the ccast was
clear, she steamed out, going south.
Scon after getting opposite this port
another Spanish wvessel was sighted.
Things began tc get too warm for
comfort, and the officers decided that
it was preferable to be seized by Un-
cle Sam rather than to have the Span-
ish cruisers have a chance to sink her,
so she steamed into this port.

TALE PARTLY CONFIRMED.

A special from Miami confirms part
of this story, as the Three Friends
came in shore there yesterday and
shortly afterward three Spanish cruis-
ers passed, going northward at full
speed. The officers of the vessel deny
any wrongdoing, and when asked
about being chased by Sponish vessels
lJaughed at it, but refused to say any-
thing about it.

The statement is here thought about
correct, though all the other men are
very close-mouthed about the voyage.

The report that Ralph Paine, the New
York journalist, was captured 1is
laughed at by the men on the vessel,
and they don’t believe a word of it.

CUBANS ARE SCATTERED.

World Correspondent’s \‘Hew of the
State of Hostilities.

NEW YORXK, Dec. 25.—A special
copyright cable dispatch to the World
from William Shaw Bowen, its Ha-
vana correspondent, says: Thae bullets
that ended the earthly career of An-
tonio Maceo, the Cuban patriot leader,
went to the heart of the rebellion. The
insurgent bands that roam through the
province of Pipar del Rio are scattered
now, and they await the coming of a
leader in whom they have confidence.
They need the magic and magnetism of
a brave commander. I met Gen. Mel-
quizo, the military head of the dis-
trict, and had a long talk with him.
He had just returned from a fortnight's
expedition through his territory. He
said that he found no insurgents, save
a few groups of four or five. ‘““Most of
the rebels,” he said, ‘“have hidden their
arms and are posing as pacificos.” Gen.
Mrlquizo paid a genercus tribute to
Maceo. - ““His death,” he says, ‘“was a
terrible blow to the rebellion. His
black followers sacrificed their homes
in their devotion to him. His white ad-
herents are worthless as fighting men.
I found much suffering among the peo-
ple of the hills. In many cases young
children brought into camp were so
nearly starved that they could not re-
tain solid food.”

Mr. Bowen, who had permission to
pass the Spanish lines and travsl
through Pinar del Ric prcvince, cabled
a report of his observance to the
World. He found few signs of civil
war, except about the garrisoned towns.
Tobacco was being cultivated in many
places except that the planting was
later than common, and the inhabitants
seemed to be following their ordinary
avocations.

The World’'s correspondent sums up
his observations and information by
saying that Gen. Rivera, who succeed-
ed Gen. Maceo, has not yet been able
to concentrate the insurgent forces in
that province, and that unless he does
so, all of Cuba west of Havana will
soon be virtually in the control of the
Spanish army.

WARNING TO WEYLER.

Rivera Threatens to Retaliate for
Acts of the RButcher.

NEW YORK, Dec. 25.—A special from
Key West to the World says: Steam-
ship passengers say that Gen. Rivera,
who is in command of the army of Ma-
ceo, has sent a formal warning to Gen.
Weyler. Gen. Rivera notified the Span-
ish captain general that if he persists
in his threats to kill pacificos found,
the Cubans will make reprisals on all
Spaniards whom they may capture.

Gen. Rivera is moving out of his in-
trenchments. All indications point to
an important engagement soon.

Gen. Weyler is visiting wvarious
points on the trocha at San Cristobal.
He is always accompanied by a large
force. There is skirmishing daily along
the trocha and on the outskirts of Ar-
temisa. A battle has been fought in
Santa Clara province between guerrilla
bands. The Cubans forced the Spanish
to retire into Remedios, with heavy
loss.

Regia, across the bay from Havana,
was attacked last night almost under
the guns of the fortress. Several houses
were burned and a running fight main-
tained for two hours. The Spaniards
lost two soldiers killed, the insurgents
five or six.

The Cubans took their dead away.
The fighting around the city greatly
alarmed the residents. The troops’
night watch in the suburbs has been
doubled.

SPANIARDS DENY,

Claim the Three Friends Did Not
Fire on Gunbonats.,

HAVANA, Dec. 25.—Maj. Barber re-
ports that the battalion of Cuencs had
a hard fight near Telleuchea with the
insurgent bands under Felino, Al-
varez, Aldani and Barroti. Lieut.
Freirio was mortally wounded and aft-
erwards dled. The insurgents left four
dead upon the field and carrled away
many cthers. They also abandoned a
large number of arms and ammuni-
tions. A prisoner who was ecaptureq
says that there were thirty-seven in-
surgents killed. The Spanish also cap-
tured nine Mauser rifles and twenty-
one Remingtons which had been left on
the field and nearly one hundred
horses. The insurgent dead were car-
ried to the town of Quintana for iden-
tification. Among them were Capt.
Eusebia Rojas and Lieut. Ballejos.

Inquiries in official quarters by the
correspondent of the Associated Press
elicited a denial of the story published
in the United States that the filibuster-
ing steamer Three Friends fired upon
a Spanish coast guard steamer and 2
Spanish gunbcat which attempted te
capture it while running into the San
Juan river to land its cargo of arms
and ammunition.

THREAT FROM EUROFE.

Would Be With
Against Unele Sam.

LONDON, Dec. 26.—The Times’ Paris
correspondent says: ‘‘The Washington
government has been confidentially in-
formed, althoughin very friendly terms,
that the European powers would not
remain passive should the TUnited
States recognize or encourage the Cu-
ban insurgents. If my information is
correct, an intimation has been fur-
ther given that Germany is quite
ready, even now, to take Spain’'s sid=
should the United States show a dis-
position officially to side with the reb-
els. - These warnings originated in the

WITH ACCUSTOMED: REGU-

STRIKERS BY SCORES LET OUT.

They Threaten to. Malke Another
Attempt to Tie Up th
Roads. -

BOSTON, Mass.,, Dec. 25.—The West
End strike, declared off by the supreme
council of the Motormeni's and Conduc-
tors’ union at an early hour this morn-
ing, came to an end in fact as the hours
of Christmas day *d by. Following
close upon the successful operatfon of
early morning cars, the old employes
applied for reinstatement in such large
numbers, that regular trips of electric
cars on all lines were réesumed and ac-
commodation for the' traveling public
was ample long before noen.

As the hours passed the number of
cars in commission steadily increased,
and so quiet were matters that few peo-
ple from observation would have known
of yesterday’s tie-up. The West end
management, true to its uitimatum, en-
gaged such of its old employes as it de-
sired, but declined the services of those
prominently identified with the strike.

The speedy ending of the strike be-
gan to be anticipated yesterday after-
ncon, when, in spite of the efforts of the
union men, the employes of the South
Boston lines refused to joln in the
movement, and until early in the even-
ing these cars were almost the only
ones to be seen on the streets. By 6
o’clock, however, one or two cars of
the Grove Hall line were seen and
later a few desultory trips were made
on the other lines, :

Meanwhile, the executlve council of
the union was trying to convinee th=
importunate strikers that the move-
ment could not be expected to succeed
Wwhen it had been begun in violation
of the promise of the council to de-
fer the strike until the directors of the
road should have time to consider the
agreement presented by- the men. At
last the argument of the company pre-
vailed, and, although the decision to
declare the strike off is not satisfac-
tory to many of the employes, never-
theless the subject has been presented
to them in such a light that they can
see no other way of maintaining the
honor of their committee or of their
urion. ¢

As soon as the news of the commit-
tee’s action became knpown, prepara-
tions were made to reopen operations
early this morning on all lines. At the
usual hour the men Y to report,
and, while some chan were made,
cwing necessarily to the:general with-
drawal of the cars at }0 o’clock, there
was little to indicate that anything
unusual had occurred, §-

At union headquarters this morning |
not a person was to be found, the ex-
ecutive officers being their homes
enjoying rest after the hard work of
yesterday. At the officés of the rail-
way company the re-enrollment of em-
rloyes was going on briskly, and large
numbers of applicants crowded the ap-
paratus and the streets in the vicinity
of the emtrance. As fast as the men
were enlisted and were assigned- for
duty, the number of cars increased.

The first official act of the West End
management this morning was to dis-
charge 120 conductors and motormen
of Division 6 (Charlesto'wn). President
Young, of Conductors’, Motormen’s and
Drivers’ union, headed the list. More
than one hundred discharges were also
made on Division 2 (L.enox street line),
and it is said that

A BLACK LIST

has been prepared by the company
which contains the name of every em-
ploye of the company wha actively par-
ticlpated in the strike. President
Young says the strike is off as far as
the supreme council of the union is
concerned. He admits that some of the
men having disregarded the action of
the conference committee may ignore
the ultimatum of the supreme council
and inaugurate another strike.

It is generally thought among the
conductors and motormen that the ac-
tion of the supreme council means that
the managers have until next Monday
to sign an agreement submitted by the
men recognizing them as a union, in-
stead of Individuals. ' Tf the company
refuses to do this another strike may
be ordered. :

The more radical of the men say that
before the supreme council and confer-
ence committee have failed to repre-
sent the sentiments of the union. One
of the men said today that if the com-
pany refused to recognize its conduc-
tors and motormen as a union and the
present council did not order a strike,
the resignation of the present members
would be demanded and g new council, "
representing the sentiments of the men,
would be installed. The conservative
members, however, argue that a strike
now would be the height of folly. In
the event of a strike being ordered
many of these men would refuse to go
out. 3
Today and yesterday, the recruiting
office of the West end registered about
a thousand men who are supposed to
be competent, besides receiving hun-
dreds of applications by mail.

EVICTED BY FLAMES

HOSPITAL PATIENTS AND A SCORE
OF FAMILIES HOMELESS IN
NEW YORK.

SICK BECOME PANIC-STRICKEN

POLICE HAVE DIFFICULTY TO
PREVENT SERIOUS RESULTS
FROM EXPOSURE,

WOMEN NARROWLY ESCAPE,

Fled for Their Lives From Under
Fallimg Walls— Loss
$500,000.

NEW YORK, Dec. 25.—A fire this
morning destroyed two big buildings on
East Thirty-third street, partially de-
troyer the New York Polyclinic hospital
and compelled the removal of its pa-
tients, drove a score of families from
their homes in adjoining buildings and
did $500,000 damage. The structures
which were destroyed were a five-story
building at 211 and 213 East Thirty-
third street, used partly as an office
building, and a big six-story bullding
at Nos. 213 to 231, used as a factory
building. The first and second floors
of Nos. 211 and 213 were used as offices
and display rooms for the Kaldenburg
Manufacturing company, which occr-
pied with its factory the basement and
first and second floors of the factory
building. The company manufactures
pipes and smokers’ articles.

The third, fourth and fifth floors
front of 211-213 were occupied as offices
by the BSebastian Sommer Pianc com-
prany and the Gibson Piano company,
allied concerns w.hlch had their fac-
tory in the upper floors of the factory
building. The rear part of the upper
floors of Nos. 211-213 was occupied by
the snuff factory of Adolph Pinner, It
is believed that the fire started in the
snuff factory.

A part of the top floor of the factory
building was occupied by the New
England Car Spring company.

The fire in 33 East street had been
burning from 6 o'clock until 7 o'clock
b¢fore any real alarm was felt in the
Polyclinic, though the patients knew
there was a fire in the meighborhood.
Suddenly the roof of the hospital,
which is on Thirty-fourth street, burst
into fiames. The physicians in charge
at once declded to remove the fifty-
eight patients, and the Delaware hotel
nearby was placed at the disposal of
the Polyclinic officials. A squad of
pclicemen began the removal of the
sick, thirteen chldren being carried out
without trouble. There was more trou-
ble with the adult patients. Patients
who should not have left their cots
defied the nurses and tried to escape.
Ncne of the patients will suffer from
the change.

In the tenement house just west of
the burning buildings lived twenty-
four familles. The mothers and fath-
ers watched the firemen with indif-
ference from their windows, while their
children played with Christmas toys.
Suddenly ‘terror seized ‘them as on-
lcokers cried: “Run for your lives. The
wall is going to fall on you.”

Mothers picked up their little ones
and ran to the street. Others refused
to leave. The police shoved the men
and  women down the stairs and
picked the children from the floors,
carrying them out. Most of them
were in their night clothes and each
one was clinging to a toy. The roof
of the factory building fell within an
hour after the fire was discovered.
The wall to the west tumbled upon
the tenement house. The east wall
went down on Schuller’s hotel. The
loss of $500,000 is well covered by in-
surance.

FORTUNE IN SIGHT,YET PENNILESS

Mrs. Martha Becker Wanders the
Streets of New York Without Food
or Shelter,

NEW YORK, Dec. 2.—Faint from
hunger and almost frozen by the pierc-
ing wind which cut its way through
her thin clothing, Mrs. Martha Becker,
who is on her way to Holland to claim
an estate of $17,000, applied at Bellevue
hospital tonight for shelter and food.
‘Without money and having no friends
in this city, the old woman had wan-
dered about all day seeking in vain for
some one who would help her on her
way. Then when she felt as though
she could go no further some one di-

- rected her to Bellevue and there in the

hcepital she found the refuge which
had been denied her elsewhere. Dur-
ing her wanderings about the city the
old woman clung steadily to three old-
fashioned carpet bags, for in these were
the papers with which she expects to
prove her right to the fortune which
she says ls awaiting her in Holland.

It was early in the morning when she
got off a train on the Erie railroad
and came over the ferry to this city.
She had no money, but that did not
worry her, for at her home in Belfon-
taine, O., her word had always been
good for any supplies she needed, and
in her simple mind she did not see why
her promise to pay should not be as
good in New York as in Ohio. e

At the steamship offices where she
asked to be given transportation on her
promise to pay the company as soon as
she received her inheritance she was
turned away as a crank. From the of-
fice of one company she went to an-
other, but the reception she received
was invariably the same,

Mrs. Becker is sixty-three years old
now, and today is the first Christmas
she has ever spent away from her rela-
tives or friends. But she i{s anxious to

. secure the fortune which she believes is

awalting her and the dread of a long
ocean voyage in winter or of being left
penniless among strangers could not
keep her from starting on the long
Journey.

MOBBED A MOTORMAN,

Fatal Accident in Chicago Incenses

the Witnesses,

CHICAGO, Dec. 25.—George F. Den-
mark, seven years old, was killed by
a trolley car at Throop and Eighteenth
streets this afternoon. Fred Bernier,
motorman, was threatened with vio-
lence and was with great difficulty
rescued from a crowd of Bohemians,
who, incensed at the terrible accident,
surrounded the car and dragged Ber-
nier from the platform, determined to
hang him. Patrick’ Hanley, the con-
ductor, managed to save Bernier from
the mob, and then a riot call was sent
to- the Maxwell street station. The
police took charge of the motorman
and conductor and locked them up.

After the boy had been killed, Motorman
Bernier took refuge in the car which stood
still within a few feet of where the boy was
killed, and in an instant it was besieged by
angry men. He attempted to keep them out
by latching the doors on the inside, but they
broke the door in and knocked him down
and kicked and beat him for a few minutes
in a shocking manner. He managed, how-
ever, to get away from them and ran to the
door of the drug store, where he also was
handed a pistol and was admitted inside by
Mr. Kvitek, proprietor, before any further
harm befell him. The crowd surged around
the door, yeiling:

“Break it in. Kill him. Kill him.”

It looked for a minute as {f the store
would be rajded, but Mr. Kvitek brought out
& Winchester rifle, and, peintin
door, threatened that the first man who en-
tered would drop dead. The crowd-belieted
what he said and fell back.

In the meantime Mr. Kvitek had also used
his telephone. He called on the Maxwell sta-
tion first for an ambulance, but by that time
matters had gotten so warm that he requested
a patrol wagon. In a few moments the wagon
brought Policemen Brunsfield, Murray, Theme,
Duffy, Horwich and Wallace, who did all they
could to quiet the muob.

‘When some degres of quiet had been re-
stored the police arrested the endangered men
and took them to the station. There the men
seemed unconcerned and declined to make a
statement.

There were many versions given of the ac-
cident. Well informed %eople living in the
neighborhood said they had been expecting
something of the kind for a long time and
were only surprised that it had not happened
sooner,

HIS METHOD OF IRRIGATION.

Campbell Will Try It in Western
Nebraska.

OMAHA, Dec. 25.—H. W, Campbell, a
prominent soil culturist of Sioux City,
has been in Omaha for several days
on business connected with his pro-
fessional duties and has just signed an
important contract with the Burling-
ton. Mr. Campbell has been experi-
menting for the last three years on a
process for turning arid belts of lands
in Nebraska, Colorado, Kansas and
the Dakotas into crop-producing dis-
tricts. The experiments have been of
such a successful nature that he has
also induced the Northern Pacific, the
So00 line and the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul roads to enter into the scheme,
Starting in the spring of the coming
year, the roads have agreed to each
establish five experimental stations in
places which may be designated by
themselves, and many men acquainted
with Mr. Campbell’s peculiar methods
will be placed in charge of them. The
farms will consist of forty acre tracts
and the products raised will consist of
corn, oats, wheat, rye and all varie-
tles of vegetahles.

NEW FRENCH CANNON A WONDER,

Shell Explosion Observed at a Dis-
tance of 4,000 Meters.

BERLIN, Dec. 25.—The Hanover-
scher Courier learns that the new
French cannon is of seven and a half
centimeters canet type, with shrapnel
of six and a half kilos weight, each con-
taining 300 bullets and attaining a ve-
locity of 600 meters the first second.
The entire cannon, when served by four
men, weights 1,740 kilos, and when
once loaded fires forty shots. Accord-
ing to the Hamburg Nachrichten the
quick-firing artillery now /being con-
structed in France allows the effect of
the shell explosion to be observed at a
distance of 4,000 meters. Each French
army corps already possesses two
quick-firing batteries using shrapnels
of considerable caliber for special pur-
poses.

berfan railway, it being also provided that
the holders of the shares must be either
Russian or Chinese.

‘““The Russian government will fully guar-
antee the capital and interest of further obli-
gations to be issued as requirad, reserving to
themselves the right of taking upon payment
to the company of a price to be mutually
agreed upon.

““Thus the Russian minister of finance will
be complete master of the enterprise, Lis ap-
proval being required for all administrative
and technical appointments and instruciion.

‘*China obtains nominal control by a{:po{ntlng
the president, but the real chief will be the
vice president appointed by Russia. China
may purchase the railway after thirty-six
years or take possession without payment at
the end of eighty years. Goods in transit will
be free of all Chinese taxes, and Russian
goods will be otherwise favored.”
