LONDON, Dec. 26.—The attitude of
the United States towards Cuba con-
tinues to be the most engrossing sub-
jecét. of discussion in political circles
herg,#and on the continent. The erisis
has revived recollections in Paris of
theHifated Mexican ‘expedition; and
hit?m in this connection with the
imperialist generals, Barsil and Ball®-
fet, M. Emile Ollivier and others, have
appeared in the French press. Ex-
Queen Isabella, of Spain, is quoted as
having expressed the bellef that the
ideal of Napoleon 1II. was the union
of the Latin element, as a counterpoise
to the immense spread of Anglo-Saxon
irfluence, Her majesty is reported to
have said:

“The failure of the (Mexican) ex-
pedition personally disquieted me in

! the direction of Cuba, and you may add

that tentative negotiations for the pur-
chase of Cuba began before abdicatlon,
and were revived at the moment when
Spain was crippled and harrassed by
internal struggles.”

The leading Loondon weeklies devote
some space to the Cuban question, and
the Statist thinks there is very little
prospect that Spain will soon be able
to assert her authority in Cuba and
urges Great Brifain, with or without
the consent of some of the great Euro-
pean powers, to offer her good offices
to the United States and Spain.

The Statist attaches little importance
to the general continental objection
that the United States’ right to inter-
rere would be dangerous to every Euro-
pean government with possessions In
America, and says: ‘“Unless one or
more of the great powers are prepared
to forcibly oppose American interven-
tion, a mere verbal objection will not
carry weight. In case of war, Spain
will be absolutely ruined in the end.
The best friend of Spain is ke who
tries to induce her to come to some
arrangement in time.”

Comment has been provoked by the
feeling shown at the London county
ccuncil’s recent meeting, when the
chairman of the public works commit-
tee suggested that tenders for new fire
engines be invited from America. The
poposal was received with a howl of
gisapproval, showing that “made in
America” is apparently regarded by
the members of the council, with equal
aversion to “made in.Germany.” The
Conservative newspapers claim to see
in this incident an indication of the
decadence of .Cobdenism and express
the opinion that Great Britain must
certainly have traveled a long way
from the position taken up by the old
free traders, when a popularly elected
body like the London county council
ayproves of the idea that no work must
be given to foreign countries while Bri-
tons need employment.

It is understood that Joseph Cham-
berlain, the secretary for the colonies,
has arrived at an important agreement
regarding the part which the colonies
are to play in the celebration next year
of Queen Victoria’s reign having ex-
ceeded in length that of any other Eng-
lish sovereign,and he will make a state-
ment on the subject in the house of
commons early in the coming session.

It is stated in Canadian circles that
the proposal of the Toronto Navy
league that the Royal navy be recruit-
ed from colonial as well as home sea-
men has been coldly received by the
imperial authorities. Naval e;perts
are credited with seeing many difficul-
ties in carrying out the scheme a_nd.
according to the Manchester Guardian
they are doubtful of the alleged abund-
ance of good material in the colonies.
fiven in the case of seafaring popula-
tion of Newfoundland, it is not thought
that the colony would yield the class
of men needed for the navy, while in
the other colonies, it is said, the men
likely to volunteer would be of very in-
different stuff.

SAVED BY GOV. STONE.

He Appealed to the Mob and Pre-
vented a Lynching.

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo., Dec. 26.—The pres-
ence of Goy. Stone at the county jail to-
night probably saved Tobe Lanahan, colored,
from being lynched. At 8:30 o’clock a mocb
of fully a thousand men, white and black,
surrounded the jail threatening to. avenge
the most brutal murder committed in Jeffer-
son City. Early this morning the body of
a l4-year-old negro girl, Millie Gaines, was
found in a yard back of Joseph Stampflei’s
furniture store. Her skull had beefi erushed
and her body mutilated in a horrible manner.
Suspiclon pointed to Tobe Lanahai and he
was arrested. In the basement of the furni-
ture store incriminating evidence was found.
The news spread over the city and” night
there was great excitement. When e lynch-
ing was finally threatened, Gov. Stone, ac-
companied by Maj. Silver and Assistant At-
torney General Jourdan, went to the jail and
Gov. Stone addressed the mob. He appealed
to them to leave the punishment of the crime
to the stfte and finally induced the enraged
men to withdraw. The negro was removed to
the state penitentiary. Armed guards from
the state armory assisted in the transfer of
the prisoner.

GOLD BRICK GAME

Successfully Worked by a Prominent
Colorado Italian,

PUEBLO, Col.,, Dec. 26.—A sensation was
created here today by the arrest of Hector
Chiariglion, a well-known business man;
Charles Mosco, wife, and Zelius Selist,
charged with having counterfeiting tools in
their possassion. The prisoners are Italians,
and Chiariglion at the national meeting of
the Italian Societies of America, in Chicago,
recently was elected president of the gen-
eral organization. It was first believed an
important gang of counterfeiters had been
caught, but late tonight it is learned the
men had been working a swindle similar to
the ‘‘green goods game,’”” using gold coins
and rolls of lead. In the cellar of Mosco’s
house was found a complete counterfeiting
outfit, and this, it is said, was used in fleec-
ing -the victims of the gang. They are sald
to have done a flourishing business for
months.

TAX COLLECTI9R ROBBED.

The Thieves Attempted to Cremate
Their Vietim,

ERIE, Pa., Dec. 26.—Roscoe Finlay, the
tax collector in Greenfield township, <this
county, was waylaid, beaten into insensibil-
ity, robbed and then hauled into his barn,
which was fired by the would-be assassins,
last night. Finlay had collected® between
$200 and $300 and upon returning to his home
late in the evening, he went to the barn to
attend to his horses. As he entered the
barn with his lantern in his hand he was
set upon by two masked men and knocked
down. He fell outside of the barn in the
fight. He was robbed and then dragged into
the barn. But for the fact that a neighbor,
attracted by the fire, entered the barn to
release the cattle and horses and sumbled
over Finlay’s body, he would have been
cremated. Finlay’s condition is precarious
and he was unable to give any particulars.

SMALLPOX CURE.

Honey Diluted With Water an BEf-
ficient Remedy.

CITY OF MEXICO, Dec. 26.—Heavy shocks
of earthquake are reported as occurring on
Christmas day at various interior points.
No harm was done.

Experiments made with smallpox patients
in Oaxaca show that by administering homey
diluted in water to smallpox patients the
pustules of worst variety disappear and the
fever is immediately diminish The matter
attracted much attention. The remedy was
accidentally discovered by a young girl who
was down with the disease and who secret-
ly refreshed herself with honey and water
with the astonishing curative results and it
has been tried on soldiers sick with the dis-
ease.

ntention of the owners make it the
finest in the state. ,;tbm shaft was
not started until aftér. the mine d
been prepared to operate.  Work has
progressed slowly amnd@ there is still
glmu-t ninety feet to excavate before
it is completed.. Gas has frequently
accumulated in pockets and several
men have been burned by small ex-
plosions. About two months ago a
serlous explosion occurred in - which
¢ne man was Kkilled and Frank Turbie,
who was injured in today’s explosion,;
was injured. The state mine inspector
investigated and work went on with a
small force. It is well known that gas
accumulated and there is no way to
dispel it yet.

The miners went to work without
thinking of the danger they were con-
stantly ‘in. Last Sunday a jet of gas
was fired by a blast and burned all
night. In the ‘morning the decension
of the cages forced gas to this jet ana
a terrific explosion occurred, but for-
tunately there - was no one in the
mine. Today about twemty men were
ergaged in repairing the damage by
the explosion when the fire damp again
let go with terrible force, this time with
deadly effect.

The escape of the four men from in-
stant death seems almost a miracle
when it is considerad (nat the neavy
w'ne cag iy were blown from the shaft
bottom to the top of, the house, over
five hundred feet above, by the force
of the explosion. ese cages were
wrecked so they were uSeless and an
iron bucket was improvised for a
rescuing party as soen as possible after
the explosion. The . persons
brought up were Turbie, Grill and two
cclored men, Davis and Booker, The
firest was badly burned and was car-
ried to an ambulanee, Grill and Davis
were apparently unimjured and waiked
off saying they were all right. Booker
was cut and burned and had to be
supported. Afterwards it was found
his jaw was broken and one eye was
torn 1z, its socket. All were given
medieal attention by a corps of physt-
cians,

Then the rescuing party began to
bring up the dead. The Scenes around
the mine were most pathetic. Wives
were weeping piteously in anguish that
the crowd vainly trigd to alleviate.
Mothers, daughters, and other
relatives of the men in the mine, with
blanched faees, stcod wri their
hands and some were kept m going
down the shaft with the greatest dif-
ficulty. Slowly the -work of bringing
the bodies to the surface proceeded.

State Mine Inspector Fisher will ar-
rive tomorrow and will investigate the
matter, At present the cireumstances
that led up to the explosioncannot be

IRRIGATION IN SOUTH DAKOTA.

Hunters Near Hewitt Make a Horri-
ble Discovery—Family of Five
Dead.

RED LAKE, Minn.,, Dec. 26.—While
the Christmas eve of 1896 was the oc-
casion of much jollification the world
over, the village of Red Lake Falls
was doubtless the merriest, for Gov.
Clough had issued his proclamation es-
tablishing Red Lake county as one of
the legal counties of the state. The.
final act of organization was. perfected
today at a meeting of the county
commissioners. The following officers
were elected: Auditor, W. T. Mullarky,
Thief River Falls; treasurer, M. A.

QUENCHING NATURE’S THIRST.

Report on the Year's Irrigation
Work in South Dakota.

PIERRE, S. D.,, Dec. 26.—The repori
of the state engineer of irrigation just
out is full of information as to the
artesian system of South Dakota, with
statements of results and practical
suggestions as to the best manner to
conduct this work. i

Comparatively few wells were sunk
by the public in 1896, investors being
afraid of the bonds issued for this pur-
pose, their fear being founded on the
decision of the California supreme
court on the Wright law, which is
very similar to the law of this state.
‘But now that the United States su-
preme court has sustained that law,
the doubt is removed, and bonds for
the purpose of sinking wells find a

ore ready market.
mBrule county has taken the lead.
Brule commissioners issued warrants
for the purpose and collect from the
townships, and from the land directly
benefited. Up to the present that coun-
ty has issued $78,565 of such bonds.

Several counties have tried the ex-
periment of purchasing well machin-
ery, and allowing parties who desire
to sink wells the use of the machinery.
and in all cases the plan has proved
a failure. While public wells have
been delayed on account of the failure
of townships to float bonds, private
parties have been more active in this
line than in past years, and a number
of wells have been sunk by private
capital.

A number of cases are cited where |

artesian irrigation has proved a com-
plete success, and others where it has
proved a failure. In the latter cases
the failurc has been largely from the
use of too much water.

Thé cost of an irrigation plant is put
ait about $10 per acre on a half section.
The deep wells are found in all coun-
ties of what is known as the “arteslan
basin of the James river valley,” and
the shallow wells from the south line
of Beadle county, especially in the
counties of Minor, Sanborn, Hutchin-
son, Douglas and Yankton. Hutchin-
son county has 400 of these wells from
sixty to 300 feet deep; Davidson has 109
which average 350 feet in depth, and
flow from 200 to 300 gallons per minute
with littie pressure. There are about
1,100 of both classes of wells in the
state, the high pressure wells being in
the counties of Beadle, Spink, Brown,
Faulk, Hand, Hyde, Hughes, Jerauld,
Brule and one well at Cheyenne agency
and one at Crow Creek, which have
been surnk by the government.

PASTEUR SYSTEM

Defended 1im Spite of the
Apparent Failure,

NEW YORK, Dec. 26.—Dr. Paul Gibs
ier, who followed the seven boys. to
Baltimore from the Pasteur inetitute in
this city after they had been discharg-
ed as Immunized from hydrophobia, re-
turned tonight. He refused to say
anything about the death of Robert J,
Henry and Conrad Eppers, two of the
patients from rabies.

Dr. Labladie, of the institute, said
that the death of the beys did not
prove that the Pasteur system was a
failure. “We do not,” he said, “abso-
lutely guarantee that our treatment
will prevent hydrophobia, any more
than that vaccination is an unques-
tionable preventative against small-
pox. About one patient out of 200 we
have treated has died. We cannot tell
whether inoculation has been effective
until 15 days after the patient has been
treated. The boy Eppers was bitten
about the head and neck, which were
the worst parts of the body to be bit-
ten. The boys were not brought to

the institute until four days after they /

had been bitten, instead of being sent’
here immediately. Had they come here
at once, I believe their recovery would
have been assured.”

Baltimere, Dec. 26.—Robert Perry, one of
the boyr bitten by a mad dog and treated
at the Pasteur institute, New York, died to-
day of hydrophobia. This makes the third
victim within the past week. All the boys
were taken to the institute and treated within
forty-eight hours after receiving their in-
juries, and all who have thus died were bitten
in parts of the body unprotected by thele
clothing.

NEW RACE TROUBLES.

Negroes and Whites at Odds In
Several Kentucky Localities.

PADUCAH, Ky., Dec. 26.—A race riot
seemed impending last night at Princeto
Ky. Pat Hawks and another negro attack
Harry Rand, a white man, in Stevens’ saloon,
with brass knuckles. The two negroes left the
saloon, and attacked twg other white men, .
whom they met outside. As scon as the newa
was recelved a posse of whites went in search
of the negroes., Hawks, who started the diffi-
culty, is a notorious character, and if he re-
turns to Princeton, will likely be hanged.
There came near being a general fight be-
tween whites and nezroes at Elva, Marshall
county, last night. Elva is near the Calvert
City section, where no negreoes are allowed to
live, and where seven or eight were recentiy
shot by a mob .of white men. Negro tramps
met a white man in the road and asked him if
he knew where Calvert City was. He =ald that
he did, but that it was not very healthy there
for negroes. This enraged them and they both
assailed him with clubs and serfously husrt
him.

McCracken county has also come to tha
front with race troubles. Last night Oille
Overstreet, a brother of Otie Overstreet, a
prominent grocer of Paducah, was attacked
by two negroes near his home, five miles
from the city on the Lovelaceville pike. - He’
was beaten into insensibility -and left. When

afterwards he managed to get up and give .

the alarm, a crowd of neighbors proceeded
with guns to scour the woods, but failed to.
find the negroes. The feellng between tha
races down in this part of Kentucky is In-
tence, although well suppressed.
