BERLIN, Dec. 26.—Christmas eve,
which is the principal festival of
i "f‘st:z‘.as tide in Germany, was cele-
birated in the usual quiet manner by

Christians and Hebrews alike, the lat-
ter having trees on which were lights,

apples, nuts and ginger bread. There
were Christmas trees not only in every
fanily, but in the hospitals, public ir-
stitutions, asylums, prisons, soup kit-
chens, casual wards and barracks.
Spow fell and made the streets in-
describably filthy. Business has been
remerkably good and a thorough festal
mood was manifested, with the ab-
sence of the note of uneasiness and dis-
salisfaction usually presented in the
jpress.

At the new palace of Potsdam the
festivities began with the empress and
childrenn presenting gifts to the ser-
vants. The Christmas trees of the
court were lit up at 5 o’clock in the
beautiful Hall of Shells. At one end
of the hall stood the empress at a
table on which were many works cf

JULIO SANGUILLY SENTENCED TO
BIGHT YEARE BY A OIVIL
COURT,

HIS AMERICAN CITIZENSHIP

SAVED HIM FROM A LIFE CON-
DEMNATION BY A MILITARYX

THE UNITED STATES INTERVENED

On An Appeal Tnken to Madrid the
Contention ¢f This Country
Was Sustained.

HAVANA, Dec. 26.—Today the re-
united tribunal which judged the pro-
ceedings agalinst Julio Sanguilly, a
naturalized American citizen, charged
with conspiracy against the Spanish
government, met for the first time aft-
er an adjournment for the Christmas
holiday. The judges decided that San-
guilly was guilty of a modified qualifi-
cation of -the crime of which he was
accused, and sentenced him to egight
years and one day imprisonment,

Sanguilly was arrested with thirty
others, including many memberé ot
well-known familles of Havand' and
confined in Morro Castle. An atiempt
was made to try him by court martial,
but through the efforts of Consul
Ramon O. Williams, Sanguilly’s Ameri-
can citizenship was established and he
was given a civil trial. The prosecu-
tion attempted to prove that Sanguilly
was the head of a local conspiracy and
the chief resident instigator of the in-
surgent movement, and that he had

art, and near by was the emperor's

The
tables were crowded with playthings,
books and useful presents. The em-
peror was somewhat serious In his
demeanor, but the empress was in
good spirits and the children were full
of delight.

In the barracks everyvthing was
astir. After religious service, the
rooms were decorated and the presents
arranged. As the officers entered the
men sang in chorus and each soldier
then received a present. In some regl-
ments the men were allowed to choose
pipes, clothing, writing desks, purses,
etc., and each man also received a
basin of “goodies” and some cigars
from his commander. In each barrack,
the commander spoke as follows to the
eoldiers:

“The soldier shall also know that
Christmas is a festival of love. What
you had at home with your parents,
vou have also with the troops. In the
face of these brightly burning candles
and gifts of love, remember each of you
his oath which he swore to his em-
peror and each renew this oath to be
an obedient, faithful, zealous soldier
vpon whom the commander-in-chief
can fully rely.”

The announcement of the French
press that the conseil superieure had
decided to reorganize the French ar-

000,000 marks will be required for this
reorganization of the German army,
which, it is intended, should be accom-

plished by 1899, If France rearms,
Germany, it is stated, will do so at
once.

WAR ON MEAT.

Germany Preparing to Wage It
With New Vigor,

WASHINGTON, Dee, 26.—There is

general indications that the war on

American meat products in Germany
is to be prosecuted with fresh vigor.
United States Consul Wamer, at Co-
logne, has this to say on the subject
in a report to the department of state:

“Notwithstanding the assurances of
the United States government that all
meat products for export are subjected
to a strict examination, the intermina-
hle agitation in Germany against the
wholesomeness of these products still
goes on. At a recent meeting of the
Agricultural assoclation of the district
of Cologne the subject of adulterating
German sausage with American dis-
eased beef was discussed. The speaker
drew special attention (o the fact that
the beef was examined for maggots in
Germany, but not so in America. Since
in the former country sausages wers
more adulterated with American beef
that was infested with maggots than
with potato meat, the law in force in
Germany against dishonest competi-
tion, it was eaid, should be applied
in the case of sausages, which wouli
require the marking of the goods as to
whether they were of German or for-
eign origin and had been officially ex-
amined or not. A chemist present said
that the American beef was not so
profusely infested with maggots, but
that it came to Germany prepared with
borax in_an’ gstonj shing manner. On
the exterfor of’ hﬁ"fﬂe&t, there was, he
asserted, a complete crust of borax and
the meat wds aotially pickled with it
If sausages contained meat prepared
in this way and were offered for sale, it
was clearly a fraud in the sale of food
stuffs.

Marti to assume command of the forces
of Matanzas and Santa Clara, which
were expected to rise in arms against
Spain. The chief evidence produced at
the first trial was in the shape of a
dccument alleged to have been signed
by Sanguilly, the text of which, ac-
cording to an expert government pen-
man, could not be read, owing to the
damaged condition of the paper. San-
guilly, however, was found gullty on
Dec. 2, and sentenced to life imprison-
ment at hard labor in the mines of
Ceuta, Africa.

The case was appealed to the su-
preme court at Madrid. The grounds
upon which the United States govern-
ment intervened in his behalf were
that his trial by a military tribunal
did not accord with the terms of the
Spanish-American treaty, and he was
granted a new trial by the supreme
court.,

The case excited much interest at Ha-
vana, owing to the prominence of the
prisoners and the questions inwolved,
and a large crowd was in constant at-
tendance in front of the Audenca build-
ings to witness the entry and depart-
ure of the accused. The trial has been
going on for the past week. Sanguilly
was brought from the Cabahas fortiress
under the escort of sixteen armed sol-
diers, and Azcuy and Sanchez, two
witnesses who were held for the pur-
pose of testifying against the prisoner,
were also brought to court by an armed
escort. There were five judges on the
bench and Vice Consul General Spring-
er, who acted as consul general, dur-
ing the absence of Gen. Fitzhugh Lee.
was assigned to a special seat near the
justices,

It is extremely probable that another
appeal will be made to the higher
oourts, the defense during the proceed-
ings having urged that the tribunal
was illegally constituted, since six
judges should have presided, a not
five. The attorney for the defense dis-
puted the competeney of the court to
hear and decide the case, claiming ihat
the prisoner was entitled tq a trial by
six judges, according to the law pre-
vailing in 1821, when the Spanish-
American protocol was drawn. De-
fendant’s counsel insisted that the pris-
oner could not be legally tried under
the law of 1877. He made a motion to
this effect, but it was overruled. The
defendant’s attorney then announced
that the defense would late protest
against this decision.

VICTORY IN VIEW,

Gen. Weyler Says He Has the In-
surgents Whipped.

NEW YORK, Dec. 26.—A dispatch to
the Herald, from Camp Arroy Grande,
fcot of the Rangel hills, Pinar del Rio,
via Havana, says: In an interview with
your correspondent, Capt. Gen. Wey-
er paid: “I have twenty-six bat-
talions, ranging from 800 to a thou-
sand men each, occupying all the hills
of the province. These columns have
destroyed everything in sight, and have
been able to subsist on the cattle of the
insurgents, which were found grazing
in the hills, and with whose destruc-
tion died their remaining hope of sus-
tenance. They must either starve or
submit, and some may prefer to do the
fﬁrmer, owing to their remarkable apa-
thy.” .

EL RENQ, Ind. Ter., Dee: 26;:—~Cuban
svmpathizers here have formed an
oath-bound organization,which contem-
plates fighting for the insurgents with-
out violating the United States neu-
trality laws. The members, .composged
of able-bodied men, are to go Cuba as
colonizers and to purchase.or lease land |
for the ‘‘cultivation, manufacture and
sale of tobacco.” After Cuba is reach-
ed, say the by-laws, which have been
adopted, “other civic enterprises to be
:lec‘ld'ed upon later, may be entered
nto.”

The minimum membership of the col-:
uvny shail not be less than 100, nor more
than 200, and the membership fee, to
be paid after arriving in Cuba is set
at $100. The colonists are to provide
themselves. with firearms at their own
expense, for personal protection, and
are to pay their own ‘expenses to the
seacoast, from which they shall em-
bark, going as individuals.

The delegation said the directors
were very hopeful that the affairs of
the bhank would be completely settled
within the next twelve months, and
that every obligation would be met,
and that the assets probably would be
sufficient to leave the real estate clear.

This afternoon Mr. Adams, for the
committee, gave out the following:

“We had a very pleasant interview
with the comptroller. Our purpose was
to show what we had tried to do to im-
prove the condition of the bank since
the receipt of the comptroller's letter a
vear ago. Our talk was malinly abopt
the Calumet Electric. We feel that the
comptrolier will do all that can be done
to realize all that can poszibly be real-
ized out of the assets. We feel hopeful
about the result. We made no sugges-
tions about the recelvership, either for
any one or against any one.”

FINAL DECREB

Entered in the Case of the Atlantic
& Pacifie.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 26.—The
final decree of foreclosure and sale of
the Atlantic & Pacific railway was filed
in the United States eircuit court to-
day. This is the last of a series of
slmilar decrees which have been made
in suits by the same parties and for
the same action in every district in
which the insclvent Atlantic and Pa-
cific has property. It is ordered that
unless the sum of $2,682,843 is paid by
the railroad to its debtors within thirty
days, the entire property shall be sold
at auction at Gallup, Bernaililo county,
New Mexico.

The foreclosure proceedings were in-
stituted by the United States Trust
company of New York, to recover the
interest on an issue of bonds. The
bonds were in two sets aggregating
the sum of $16.000,000 with interest at
6 per cent payable annually. The issue
was held in trust by the Mercantile
Trust company and was known as
the mortgage on the Western division
of the railroad. A second issue with
terms similar was taken by the Bos-
ton Safe Deposit and Trust company.
The suit came up in the United States
district court in this city on Oct. 5,
1896, before Judge Ross, who appoint-
ed Owen N. Marron to take testimony
in the case at L.os Angeles. Marron has
filed his report and consequent there-
upon Judge Ross has filed the decree
just mentioned. The bonds, aggregat-
ing $12,000,000, delivered to the Boston
Safe Deposit & Trust company. have
heen decided to be subordinate to the
first issue: Sy ath *

It has been decided by the court that
after the proceeds of the sale have
been received that the complainants
distribute to the holders of the first
mortgage bonds the sum ‘of $83,823.50,
the first balance due, It is further
ordered that unless the debts of the
railroad be paid within thirty days the
sales shall take place as above men-
tioned, the proceeds to be used in the
liquidation of the debts of the corpore-
tion.

HOLIDAY TRAFFIC LIGHT.

Roads Disappointed in the Amount
of Business Dome,

CHICAGO, Dec. 26.—The roads run-
ning out of Chicago were much disap-
pointed this year over the amount of
the holiday traffic. It was smaller
than for several years past and the
general opinion had been that it would
be heavier than ever . before, The
Canadian excursion Qusiness, over
which there heas been 'suc™ a row, and
which usually reaches its cSNmax at
Christmas time, has panned out not
over fifty per cent of the usual amount
and proves not to have been worth
all the fighting and squabbling that
the Western roads have been doing
with the Soo, the Canadian Pacific and
the Joint Traffic lines In order to se-
cure what they considered their por-
tion of the business.

Railroad officlals are much worked
up over the effort that wiil apparently
be made at the next meeting of the
Illinois legislature to get the roads
down to a maximum rate of two cents
per mile in this state. They have been
making efforts to find who is behind
the idea but have not been able to
secure the information they desire.
S8ume of the roads declare that the
two cent idea comes from the state
board of warehouse commissioners, but
of this they have no direct or tangible
proof. They admit that they have no
proof but say that they think that the
agitation comes from that body.

RECEIVER APPOINTED

The outstanding debts are estimated
at $30,000 in excess of the judgments
taken by the Baliimore & Ohio. The
financial showing is such that a re-
organization can be effected.
