CLASSICS NOT ALL GENUINE,

Ancients Were Adepts in Forging
the Writings eof Men of Celeb-
rity.

New York Journal.

The assertion is now made that some
of the ancient classics are forgeries
Almost every one of the classics has
fallen under this suspicion at one time
or anoither. A French writer asserts
that, with a few exceptions, every one
of the Greek and Latin classics are
forgeries, dating from the period of
the Remnaissance. The practice of lit-
erary forgery is almost as old as lit-
erature itself.

In the sixth century, B. C., Onoma-
critus, who was instructed by Pisista-
tus with preparing an edition of the
sacred writings of Musacus, was de-
tected in the act of forging them.
There is also little doubt that a pass-
age in Homer referring to the exploits
of the Athenians at the siege of Troy
was inserted to glorify the Athenians
of later ages.

There are several passages of Virgil
that labor under the same suspicion.
It has been plausibly argued that sev-
eral books of the Annals of Tacitus
wers forged by Poggio Bracciolini, a
Florentine scholar, whose marvelous
attainments rendered him quite equal
to the task.

The duties of the editor were also
very liberally construed in the past.
Hardly any of the extant writings
of Aristotle can be attributed to the
sopher himself. They are mostly
expansions of loose notes of lectures
published under his name in order to
give them wider acceptance. The acu-
men of Richard Bentley has long since
convinced the world that the celebra-
ted Letters of Phalaris are nothing but
forgeries. The same may be said of
tr.e writings of Ingulphus, the Decre-
tals of Isidore, certain passages in
Hesiod, and in many other ancient au-
thors.
