A LAKE SHORE BAGGAGE AGENT |

RESUMES THE SEARCH FOR
EMIL RAEPKE.,

INTERESTING STORY THAT HAS
TAKEN O8N THE FORM OF A
JOKE.

CHECK WAS FOUND IN ALASKA

And the Facts Forgoitten Until Re-
vived by a Jester of the Eastern
Road.

The mysterious disappearance of
Emil Raepke has furnished the rail-

roads with no end of trouble for the
last ten years,and of late the matter has |
taken on the form of a huge joke.

It
originated on the Northwestern system
in the spring of 1887.

The story is called the “Mystery of
Check No. 17,201,or What Became of
Emil Raepke?” The facts were recent-
ly revived by the finding of the miss-
ing check in a desk in the Northwest-
ern offices. but the mystery of the miss-
ing man has not yet been solved. The
story has improved with age, and after
the railroad systém of forwarding |
cocmmunications from one official to an-
other to connecting lines, the investi-
gation is still going the rounds of the
offices in the West. Each week the
batch of communications increases, as
some official attaches thereto his opin-
ion as to the disappearance of the
missing man.

Early in 1887 Emil Raepke turned up
missing. Soon after the general bag-
gage department of the Northwestern
received from San Francisco an ordi-
nary brass baggage check, which read
as follows:

N. W. R. R. CO.
No. 17,201,
Local.

Attached to the check was a tag on which
was written: This check was found after
thawing of snow on a glacier Dec. 6, 1886, on
the top of Coal Bluff, 69 degrees 30 minutes
north latitude, Alaska, near P, 8. W. Co.
station. Found by a sailor on U. 8. S. steam-
€r Bear.

When the check was received, the
employes of the road traced it to its
place of issuance, and found that Emil
Raepke had checked a trunk from Mar-
shalltown, Io., on Feb. 23, 1883, to Coun-
cil Bluffs. The baggage lay unclaimed
at the latter city until May 19, 1885,
when it was sent to Chicago, where it
was sold at public auction for 2.50.'
That wasall that was ever learned. How |
the little bit of brass was ever lost on
the Alapkan glacier will probably nev-
er be known. No one has ever been
found who could tell who Emil Raepke
was, or how he happened to abandon
his baggage. Whether or not he went
to Alaska, or whether the check was
stolen, and found its way to Alaska
after passing through many hands will
never be known.

¥rom a serious matter, the affair, as
heretofore stated, has lately taken on
the form of a joke. The finding of the
check again, has started the matter
afresh and the general baggage agents
are having no end of fun out of it. A
ccuple of months ago a baggage agent
of the Lake Shore & Michigan South-
ern, who has glways had a penchant
for funmaking dug up an ancient news-
paper clipping about the disappear-
ance of Raepke, and attaching the clip-
ping to a sheet of paper, addressed a
letter to an official of the Chicago,
Rock Island & Pacific. The letter read
as follows:

“I herewith hand you newspaper clip-
ping which has reference to a brass
baggage check, C. & N. W. R. R. Local
No. 17,201, having been found on a
glacier Dec. 6, 1888, on top of Coal Bluff,
Alaska. And owing to the very efficient
system of your road, it was easy to
ascertain that the baggage had been
checked by a man named Emil Raepke,
from Marshalltown, Ie.,, to Council
Bluffs. During all these years the mys-
tery as to how the check came to be
found, is nothing compared to what
became of Raepke,and what was his
fate. As, in my opinion, the general
baggage agents of the different lines
should give this matter something more
than passing notice, I beg to advise
you, that, so far as this road is con-
cerned, we have instituted dilligent in-
quiry at all the hotels, cemeteries,
morgues and other places of note on
the line of this company, and our ef-
forts have proved futile in locating
the man Raepke. Kindly continue
trace over your line and pass papers to
cennecting lines.”

When the above
reached the L. S. & M. the official to
whom it it was addressed was seized
with convulsions, but he recovered in
time to see the joke. He, in turn, in-|
dited a letter to the proper officials of
the Union Pacific system, and the lat- |

ter referred the matter to the Michigan |
Central road in the following:

“G. B. Agent, Michigan Central. The
letter from the G. B. A., of the Rock

Island referred to you. There is no
question but what the Northweste rn |
are correct in regard to the location |
of this piece of baggage, for I under-
stand that a paper of pins was lost on
that line some twenty-six years ago,
and was lecated without any trouble
and returned to the owner a few days
since. I am unable to locate this man
Emil Raepke. Perhaps he may be on
the line of your road in the Northwest-
€rn county somewhere.”

The Michigan Ceniral in turn, also
found itself up a stump in the eager
search for the missing Raepke. The
agent of that road attached his letter
1o the fast increasing batch, and wrote
to the agent of the Wabash system
sayving:

“Papers tracing Emil Raepke here-
with. This matter should be cleared
up. I have made a trip up both branch-
es of the Chicago river, but so far, no
trace, and it has since occured to me,
that on or about Nov. 13, 1883, I saw a
man that looked like that name on
Madison sireet, near Dearborn (it was
near Hanna & Hoggs), who asked me |
if it was true that the Wabash i
tended a friendly hand to all. and on !

beinz assured that it was a fact, he |

headed for St.

Louis.

Did yon give
him the glad hand? I know the gen- |
eral reputation of your road in such
matters, but since I have been in

the catile business find you cannot be |

governed by common report. If the |
matter is pot all straight at St. Louis |
will you have the Mississippi dragged
end pass papers aleng to the next
connecting lire.”

Then the Wabash took a hand in the
Jetter writing and indited the following
to the Terminal Railroad association,
of Chicago: |

“We agree with the Michigan Cen- |
tral, that this matter should be clear- !
ed up befere entering into the details
incident to a thorough search for the
missing man Raepke. I would suggest
that if the baggage agent of the N. W.
would clean his desk, say once in five

years, it might give us a clue to work ;

refer all papers to you for such action
as you deem the case demands, pas-
sing all papers to connecting lines.”

The agent of the Terminal assocla-
tion in Chicago thought he had a ciue
and wrote the following to an agent of
the Northern Pacific in this city:

“The odium cast by the Wabash is
entirely unnecessary and impolitic, but
mindful of the importance of pushing
the papers along, I will defer to a more
opportune time calling his attention
to this fact. To the subject; I feel that
we are tacking wrong. Who is the
traducer who dares to write anony-
mously? Such records in a 69 degree
latitude may keep, but we, who have
nothing but a 45 degree longitude to
boast of could hardly accept the cold
bluff' given. The name Emil Raepke
seems familiar. Was he not arrested
in your city for attempting to hold
down a subject under favorable cir-
cumstances, or was he running an
X-ray on antedeluvian records of the
Northwestern. You may be more
familiar with the results attained
through one’'s maneuvers in that
laitude that I am, and 1 would there-
fore ask that you examine the papers
and pass them along. You will note
the effects were sold for $2.50; well
worth $5.”

The Northern Pacific of course took
an active interest in the matter and did
what they could to find poor Emil,
The N. P. made the following report:

“Our esteemed friend of the Chicago
Terminal seems to think that the
sleuths on the track of Emil Raepke
are tacking wrong and that the scent
is getting cold. I believe, however,
the missing Raepke referred to in the
attached pavers came in contact with
certain darficles of wearing apparel be-
lenging to the ehecking agent, and that
the scent is indeed lost. However, for
the information of all concerned, I
learn that the missing man was recent-
ly employed by the owner of ‘‘Mars-
to take charge of that

property, located in the foot
hills of North Dakota, and that
during the recent storm in that
locality, in November, the said
Raepke started out alone to round

up the bull calves and short horns,
and is supposed to have lost his bear-
ings and succumbed to the elements.
The truth of this statement cannot be
verified until the snow melts in the
spring. In the meantime, after a care-
ful search on your part, I would sug-
gest that you pass the papers along for
further investigation.”

Then it came the turn of the Omaha
road to take a whirl at the investi-
gation. The communication of the
latter road probably will solve the
mystery. It reads:

“Referring to attached papers trac-
ing Emil Raepke. It would seem that
all of the other roads mentioned in
the enclosed correspondence have had
the right of way and intermediate
points Including Hanna & Hogg, of
Chicago, examined for Raepke, but
without results so far as the papers
show. I have investigated the Soldiers’
Home, Pig's Eye, and the Ice Palace,
but nothing in it. Will you please in-
vestigate and push papers along to
connections.”

And so it goes on. Tt is very likely
that the correspondence will continue
in the above fashion for several
months, each week gaining in size and
weight. A similar joke was perpetrat-
ed some months ago, and the papers
and letters accumulated like a ball of
snow rolling down hill. The papers In
the “Raepke case” will probably
wander all over the United States.

And still the question remains, What
of Emil?

CLERICAL INFLUENCE

Charged in a Canadian Election
Contest Now Pending.

MONTREAL, Dec. 28—A ver in-
teresting election case will come up
for hearing at Three Rivers, in this
province, tomorrow. The case will
principally hinge on undue clerical in-
fluence, the bishop La Fleche, of Three
Rivers, and seventeen of his cures and
vicars are mentioned in the bill of

particulars. It is alleged that there
was organized in the county
of Champlain a general system
of campaign against the Liberal
candidate, using undue influence
amounting virtually to intimi-
dation. It is charged that they de-

livered sermons from the pulpits de-
claring that the Liberal party was
composed of impious, revolutionary
men and of atheists professing doc-
trines condemned by the church, and
threatening the faithful with spirit-
ual penalties if they voted for the
Liberal candidates. The case is ex-
citing much interest in political and
clerical circles, as it is the first in
this Catholic province in which the
actions of a bishop and his clergy have
been challenged.
