CRUSHED BY A CAR.

Sarah Duren Commits Suicide on the
Street Railway Tracks.

A tragic affair occurred early yesterday
morning at Twenty-second street and Bloom-
1!_1gton avenue, when Mrs. Sarah Duren,
Bixty years of age, deliberately threw her-
self in front of an electric car, meeting in-
stant death. The wheels of the car passed
over the woman’s face, crushing it beyond
recognition.

Conductor Corwin and Motorman Sterling
had charge of the car. The latter claims he
slacked up as he approached the crossing,
but the woman rushed so suddenly in front
of the car that he had not the slightest
warning, else he would have been able to
lower the scrapers and prevent the wheels
from passing over her body.

THE COLUMBIA NATIONAL BANK
FAILS TO OPEN ITS
DOORS.

WASHINGTON ALSO GOES UP.

DEPOSITORS WILL NOT LOSE MUCH
MONEY BY EITHER OF
THEM,

A SLIGHT RUN ON BANKS,

The Clearing House Committee Puts
Its Shoulder to the Wheel—
Trouble About Over.

The failure of the Columbia National
bank to open yesterday morning, and
the closing of the Washington State
bank at noon caused considerable of a
flurry in financia: circles, and there
were runs of some magnitude on sev-
eral of the banks. The most exten-
sive of these was on the Farmers' and
Mechanics’ bank, which has depositt of
several millions and more than a mil-
lion of cash in hand. This bank stood
a steady run of six days in 1893, and
is in a splendid condition now to stand
any sort of a run. The bank kept
open long after hours yesterday to
enable all depositors who so desired to
draw out their money. The sixty-day
clause of its by-laws was entirely
waived, and depositors paid all they
had in the bank if they desired it. Late
in the afternoon the clearing house
committee, composed of officers of the
Northwestern National bank, Security
Bank of Minnesota, Nicollet National
bank, First National bank and Na-
tional Bank of Commerce, issued the
following:

The clearing house committee deem it
their duty to announce to the public that
their investigations warrant them in advanc-
ing whatever sum of money may be needed
by the Swedish American National bank to
meet promptly any calls upon them by their
depositors. This bank has an unusually
large available cash reserve, amounting to
about 55 per cent of its obligations, and its
bills receivable are of such a class that we
have no hesitation in saying that we will
make them the necessary advances to meet
all demands, and that we do not look for

further trouble among the banks of this
city.

COLUMBIA SHUTS UP.

The Young National Bank Fails to
Open.

Upon the front door of the Columbia
National bank yesterday morning was
this notice signed by Joseph Bobleter,
its cashier:

Owing to recent heavy withdrawals and in-
ability to make collections, payment has been
suspended, and the bank is in charge of the
comptroller of the currency pending an in-
vestigation of its affairs.

George M. Coffin, deputy comptroller
of the currency, was in the city and
took charge of the bank. He said:

‘“The officers of the bank consulted
the local clearing house committee yes-
terday afternoon, for advice, and it
was decided that the best thing to
do was to close this morning before
any further withdrawals were made.
Censequently, aquite a large amount
of cash remains in the vault. It is im-
possible to say what the final settle-
ment with the creditors will be, be-

cause we have made no canvass of
the assets.”
Cashier Bobleter said: ‘“We could

have stocd the pressure a little longer,
but to protect the majority we closed
tkis morning. We have $33,000 cash
in the wvault, and inside of 60 days
expect to have fully §$100,000 more col-
lected. Our total liability is only $247,-
000, and much of that, you understand,
is not immediate. There is no doubt
but what we will be able to make a
full accounting with our depositors, and
a fair settlement with the stockholders.

“The recent withdrawals which caus-
ed the trouble were city and state
funds, of which we had large deposits,
and also by country correspondents.
Of the city and state money, only
about $1,200 remains in the bank. The
majority of our individual depositors
were business men, the bank having
very little patronage from the labor-
ing people.”

1 was informed yes-
terday that the bank was not permitted
to clear through the Clearing House as-
sociation.”

WASHINGTON BANK ALSO.

A State Institution Follows Suit at
the Noon Hour.

The Washington bank, located at the
corner of Washington and Second ave-
rue south, has largely the same cli-
entele that patronized the Scandia and
Columbia National banks. The sus-
pension of the Scandia Monday and of
the Columbia yesterday morning cre-
ated consternation among the patrons
of the Washington bank and such g
run ensued that the bank was com-
pelled to close its doors shortly after
noon. Depositors drew theilr checks
directly at the bank and through the
clearing house at such a rate that it
was evident that the interests of all
the depositors demanded a suspension
of business. The bank knew that its
strength would be sorely taxed, and
had made arrangements to get $50,000
in cash which would have tided it over
safely, but the money was not forth -
coming, and, after a vain attempt to
stand the demands, Cashier Brecke
telegraphed Bank Examiner Kenyon
that the officials had decided to close
the bank and asked him to take charge.

Cashier Brecke stated that aside
from the matter of cash on hand, the
bank was in excellent shape: Exactly
what will be done has not yet been de-
termined. It I8 very likely that the
suspension will be only temporary, as
the resources of the bank are in such
shape, according to Mr. Brecke, that
its depesitors can be paid in full in a
comparatfvely short time, and 50 cents
on the q%lv within two months. 1nr
round’ n{ rs the liabilities are $500,-

000 and the assets $600,000. Of the lat-
ter only $14,500 is in real estate. The
hank had some city deposits, $3,000 of
state money and $4,000 of the county’s.

SOLID AS THE HILLS,
Statement From the Farmers’ and
Mechanies’.
A meeting of the trustees of the

Farmers’ and Mechdnics’ Bank was
held yesterday afternoon, and a formal
statement of the facts was authorized
to be made by E. H. Moulton, the
treasurer. Owing to the failure of
other banking institutions in the city
and elsewhere, a number of withdraw-
als were precipitated: The bank kept
its doors open until after the regular
time for closing. The bank is in a
very easy condition, according to its
recent statement. A large amount of
money is kept on hand, and besides it
has the support of practically every
other bank in the city. There is abso-
lutely no fear on the part of any one
at all well informed that the Farmers’
and Mechanics’ bank will not be able
tc pay off all depositors calling for
their cash without asking for the usual
legal notice.

SCANDIA RECEIVER.

John F., Byers Will Close Up the
Bank's Affairs.

Judge Belden made an order yester-
day appointing John F. Byers receiver
of the Scandia bank, and approved a
bond in the amount of $100,000 given by
the American Surety company for the
faithful performance of his duties. The
order was made upon the petition of
Moses D. Kenyon, superintendent of
banks, who filed a complaint in the
district court, in which he recited that
the bank has property valued at about
$200,000 and cash on hand of $8,063.37,
also personal property, such as notes,
etc., aggregating in value $79,000. To
offset this, the complaint recites that
the bank is indebted to sundry per-
sons in the sum of $308,000, and that
its liabilities over its resourses are
$21,000. Upon the showing, the court
made the orders in question, and also
signed a restraining order which pre-
vents the officers of the bank from in-
terfering with the assets. This order
was made In the face of a former
petition brought by a creditor asking
for a receiver, upon which an injunction
was secured.

Money of the State.

The state of Minnesota had tied up in the
Minneapolis banks which suspended Monday
and Tuesday about $23,000, distributed as fol-
lows: Columbia, $16,000; Washington, $4,000,
and Scandia bank, $3,000. State Treasurer
Koerner said yesierday to the Globe that
he did not expect that the state would lose
any of its funds, although it is probable that
they will be tied up until the bank examiner
has had time to go over the affairs of the
varicus banks and determine just what shape
the assets are in.

LURLINES IN FINE FEATHER.

Enthusiastic Meeting of the Club at
the West.

The Lurline Boat club, once the pride of
Minneapolis, the crack social, as well as
aquatic organization of the ciiy, was re-
juvenated at a meeting held at the West hotel
last evening. It is no secret that the club
has had its ups and downs since those hal-
cyon days when, ten years ago, to be a
Lurline was to be a social lion. A few
monihs ago the proposition was made and
quite generally entertained to change the
name of the club and start afresh. During
recent years a class of what has been de-
nominated ‘‘summer members,”” mere birds
of the season, have been permitted to join
by paying an initiation fee of $5. And by
reason of ithis transient element the club has
several times found itself heavily involved.
It has always fallen upon a few of the old
stand-bys, many of whom have been in the
club since 1877, to pey up the bills and keep
the organization afloat.

It was this class of members who have
once more put the Lurlines back on the high
road to prosperity. All the debts of the club
have been paid, and the initiation fee has
bee raised to $25. The dues remain the same,
$12 a year. New officers have been elected,
the meeting having the resignations of every
officer and director, in order to give the re-
organizers a chance to start off afresh. The
new officers are: President, Alonzo T.
Rand; vice president, J. F. Calderwood; sec-
retary, E. B. Clement; treasurer, A. Z. Lev-
ering; captain, Col. C. McC. Reeve; first
liewienant, Platt B. Walker Jr.; second lieu-
tenant, E. W. Murphy; directors, Judge W.
A. Kerr, M. H. Boutelle, Charles E. Wales,
S. B. Semple, E. L. Sutton.

TARIFF ON TEXTILES

SILK ‘AND COTTON SCHEDULES
TAKEN UP BY!THE HOUSE COM-
MPITHE.

INCREASES - ASKED.

MORE

PROMINENTY IN® BOTH IN-
DUSTRYES, 3

A PLEA FOR SPECIFIC DUTIES,

Opportunities for “Undervaluation
and Fraud Alleged Against the
Ad Valorem System.

Y

WASHINGTON, Dec. 29.—The ways
and means committee devoted the day
to listening to the reports of delega-
tions interested in the schedules relat-
ing to cotton manufactures and silk
and silk goods. The attendance was
not as large as yesterday, and the num-
ber who appeared to make oral argu-
ments was much smaller. The com-
mittee is encouraging the filing of
briefs wherever possible. The feature
of the day was a brief oral argument
made by E. C. Hovey, of New York,
representing the Textile Manufactur-
ers’ association, in favor of more strin-
gent regulations to prevent under-val-
tiations and fraud on the revenue. Mr.
Hovey has a quasi connection with the
New York board of general appraisers.

Arnold B. Sanford, representing the
Cotton Yarn Spinners’ association -of
the United States,.about 1,000,000 spin-
dles, said that the main trouble was
the present law was that the duties
levied were practically ad valorem and
permitted of extensive under valuation.
Mr. Sanford produced statistics show-
ing that in 1893 . the importations of
varns were 447,000 pounds and in 1896
2,431,000 pounds. He said that the
commoner grade of yarn could be
manufactured in this country, especial-
ly in the South, ewipg to long hours
and cheap labor,- perhaps as cheaply
as in England. He recognized, he said,
that some time infthe future this coun-
try might becomeia competitor in the
manufacture of the finer yarns.

Simon F. Chase, of Fall River, on
behalf of the cotton cloth manufac-
turers, said that ithose he represented
did not ask an: inetease of duty al-
thcugh on the fine- grades they did not
have adequate protection. They recog-
nized that the new : classification in
the act of 1894 was in ‘the right direc-
tion. . They also desired a new defini-
tion of goods containing 300 threads
and upwards to the square inch. Upon
embroidered or figured woven goods,
a class of goods' of srecent manufac-
ture, they asked an #&idditional duty of
50 per cent, Mr. Chase also asked for
some provision which would protect
them from handkerchief manufacturers
who manufactured cloths marked off
with simple lines of color.. This he
claimed, was a clear evasion of the
law.

Mr. Chase and Mr. McMillin had a
sharp tilt over the effectiveness of ad
valorem duties. “Ad valorem duties,”
Mr. Chase said, “catch nothing in the
custom house.”

In reply to a question from Mr.
Wheeler, Mr. Chase expressed thz
opinion that it was hardly possible
that the cost of manufacture of coarser
cloths in the South was but two-thirds
that of the country’'s at large. He
said that the exports from the South
went chiefly to China and were of such
a class that the cost of the raw mate-
rial made up the bulk of the value.
G. M. McMillin attempted to show that
this was not the fact in the case of
many protected articles, but Mr. Chase
insisted that it was true except where
artificial combinations existed.

“Then, in your opinion, arfificial com-
binations do exist,” asked Mr. McMil-
lin.

“TI have so understood,” replied Mr.
Chase.

“Well,” ejaculated Mr. Steele, of In-
diana, looking blandly across the table
at Mr. McMillin. -“What are you going
to do about it?”

A shower of interesting questions
put by Mr. Dingley developed the fact
that the manufacturers here paid
much heavier taxes than in England.
Mr. Chase said his mill paid $24,000
taxes, while a similar mill in England
would pay but $3,000. In England ev-
erything was done tg stimulate man-
ufactures; the employes were dealt
liniently with and the workmen were
forced to give up'‘part of their wages.
Here the employer paid all and the
employe nothing...: -

“Come down into our country,” said
Mr. Wheeler, “and we will fairly ex-
empt you from l(:axa,t’lon."

“That Is one of the advantages the
South offers,” replied Mr. Chase.

A representative of ‘the cotton grow-
ers of the Mississippiivalley, Mr. Craig,
of Vicksburg, Miss,, -appeared to ask
a tariff duty on Egyptian cotton. The
same question was discussed by C. P.
Baker, treasurer of the Lawrence
Manufacturing '‘eompany, of Lowell,
Mass. He sald that the Egyptian cot-
ton was finer than the, American goods;
That the American product could not
be used for certain goods for which
Egyptian was employed, and the man-
ufacturers were willing to pay 11
cents per pound more for the Egyptian
goods in which either class could be
used. The expense of producing Egyp-
tian cotton was great because the lat-
ter had to be irrigated.

Robert W, Cooper, president of the
British Hosiery company of Olneyville,
R. 1., presented figures to show that
the cost of producing the grade of
g0ods manufactured by bis firm is $1.68
per dozen in the United States and 85
cents in Germany. The labor cost is
72 cents in the United States and 24
cents in Germany. Workmen in the
American mills earned $12 a week and
women $6, while men in Germany made
$: and women $1.75.. In behalf of his
firm he asked a duty of 40 cents a
dozen and 30 per cent ad valorem, §1
cents a dozen protection being needed
to place the American goods on the
market on an equity with the Germans.

Mr, Payne, of New York, incidentally
said that freights from Germany to
New York and Chicago were often as
cheap as from New England points to
the same cities.

James Talcott; of the American
Hosiery company of New Britain,
Conn., manufacturers of full fashioned
hose and underwear, stated that at the
present rate of 50 per cent ad valorem
his mills had been idle or running on
limited time under' the Wilson law. The
rates should be raised high enough to
give the government revenue or to keep
out foreign goods . H. Binyeu, of
the Philadelphia Iéni ng mills, stated
that the hose manufacturers would
later present a schedule of rates de-
sired by them.

Robert Pillings, of Philadelphia, rep-
resenting the mapufgcturers of cotton
hoslery, gave notlce,, that he would
later submit a e{v‘{n favor of some
changes in the schedule. The main
difficulty with the present schedule, he
sald, was in the jmpgrtation of fash-
icned goods, mostly.from Germany. In
reply a question by Mr. Dingley as
to the labor conditigns in Germany, he
sald the wages here were four times
those paid in Germany.

At the afternoon session silk and silk
gocds were taken up. P. F. Stoner, of
Wrightsville, Pa., filed a brief asking
for a new classification of embroidered
curtains and other embroidered goods.
He asked for both an ad valorem
and a specific duty. W. H. Chapman,
a sllk button manufacturer of East
Hampton, Mass.,, made a brief argu-
ment in favor of gilk buttons

in the sllk 1. C. Hovey, of

New York, representing the Textile
Manufacturers association, appeared to
make a general argument in favor of a
return to specific duties. The subject
of undervaluations leading to exten-
sive frauds on the revenue, he urged,
should be carefully examined by the
committee. He said he had made an
extensive tour abroad last year to look
into the subject, and as a result he ap-
pealed to the committee to look care-
fully at every schedule to see if it
could not wipe away every loophole
by which the dishonest importer got
the advantage of the honest men. Mr.
Hovey was also connected with the
board of general appraisers in New
York and said he was more Interested

in the administration of the law than .

in the duties imposed. He expressed
the opinion that the specific dutles
where levied were a perfect remedy
against fraud, but he realized that spe-
cific duties in many cases were im-
practicable. In reply to questions by
Mr. Dingley, he said that the duties
imposed by Great Britain, France and
Ggrma.ny were almost exclusively spe-
cific.

“I know of but two countries,” said
he, “which cling to ad valorem duties.
One is the great United States and the
other is Turkey.” (Laughter.)

Mr. Hovey severely scored the “stool
pigeons,” to whom imported goods were
consigned, and declared that so long
as these stool pigeons were permitted
to receive goods for the real owners,
so long would the government be de-
frauded. He personally did not see
why the responsibie consignee could
not be made to go on record. He gave
it as his opinion that on silks, owing
to undervaluations the government
received but 35 per cent, while the duty
was 45 per cent. This completed the
hearings for today and the committea
adjourned until tomorrow at 10 o‘clock,
when the sugar schedule will be taken
up.

RADICAL PENSION CHANGES,

Two Rules That Will Do Away With
Useless Detail,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 29.—Two radl-
cal changes in the procedure of the
rension office have been made. All
claims for increase, save in extraordi-
nary cases, hereafter will be sent direct
to the medical division of the bureau
without having to be passed upon by
the board of review as has been the
custom for vears. This action is taken
on the ground that the bulk of in-
crease cases involve only the medical
act and that much routine detail in

going through other channels of re-
view will be saved. Another step in
the simplification and quicker adjudi-
cation of claims is that hereafter there
will be no necessity for cases before
the board of review being passed upon
by three or four examiners. This has
been teh practice, but Commissioner
Murphy has filxed the number of the
examiners who must review each claim
at two. This, he thinks, will minimize
errors and delay and be of benefit to
the service. Both rules are in line
with a decision to abolish useless de-
tail in pension adjudication.
