VARIOUS CAUSES CONTRIBUTED TO
HELP OUT THE STRONG BULL
MOVEMENT.

COARSE GRAINS RELATIVELY FIRM

Corn and Oats Mande Fractional Ad-
vances While Hog Products Were
Weak and Declined-

CHICAGO, Dec. 20.—Wheat today advanced
nearly 2c, the market showing more strength
than it has for some weeks. Foreign and
domestic statistical news was all very strong,
and altogether smothered the effect of the
troubles in the financial world may have had.
Corn and oats were relatively strong, closing
3%c and %c higher respectively. Provisions
on the contrary were weak and declined 7i%c.
Wheat was strong from the start. Opening
quotations were from ¢ to .c higher, partly
because of the Liverpool opening advance of
3,d, and partly of the feeling that local finan-
cial trouble was over. Opening transactions
for May were over a range of from 82%c to
821%c. It soon began to gather additional
strength, and got as high as 823%c in about an
hour from the opening. Various causes con-
tributed to this advance, not the least of
which were reports on the Russian winter
wheat crop, showing a decrease of 80,000,000
bu from last year's figures. To lend strength
to such figures, Boston and other Atlantic
ports reported large clearances. Later
Liverpool quotations, however, came
34d lower for January, and a bank failure was
reported from Minneapolis and ancther from
Roanoke, Va., the effect of which upon
the wheat market was a temporary reaction
to 823%gc. It did not take long to recover
from its easier feeling, and about 12 o’clock
it was bringing 83%c. Closing cables had in
the meantime been received showing moderate
advances at Berlin and Paris, and a recov-
ery at Liverpool of 1%4d more than it had
lost. While Bradstreet's world's vyisible
phowed the heavy decrease of 2,555,000 bu as
compared with 7,000 bu decrease on the cor-
responding week of the year before, it was
disappointing, inasmuch as an even heavier
decrease had been looked for.

After dropping hack, however, to 83c, the
fArst impression regarding Bradstreet's was
soon corrected, and on the wave of buying
which followed the price of May rose to 833c.
July was relatively stronger even than May,
Rs was seen in the narrowing of 1lc per bu
In the spread. Yesterday the discount of
uly from May was 5lc: today is was re-

uced to 43¢ per bu. During the last hour
the volume of trading increased and the
price gradually rose to 84c under liberal cov-
ering by shorts. The strength was main-
tained to the end, the closing price for May
being 837%@84c.

Corn was 'sustained to some extent by the
strength of wheat. Trade, except during the
last few minutes, when shorts made a small
scramble to cover, was very quiet. May
opened unchanged at 253c, and. gradually
advanced to 26%¢c, closing firm at that figure.
The market for oats was a dull one, with
prices confined to a narrow range. The firm-
ness in wheat caused a similar tone, and at
the close values showed a gain of k@%ec over
yesterday’s final quotations. May opened at
20c, sold at 19%c, went up to 20%c, and closed
with sellers at that price. Atlantic port
clearances were heavy, amounting to 283,000
bu. Provisions took little comfort from the
strength in wheat and corn. The hog mar-
ket was weak, and that was enough appar-
ently to give a downward direction to the
?roducf.a. At the close May pork was about
Jec lower at $7.62@7.85; May lard about 5c
lower at $3.971%; May ribs 6c lower at $3.95.

MINNEAPOLIS GRAIN.

MINNEAPOLIS, Dec. 29.—Wheat opened
higher this morning, with the undertone

much stronger than yesterday, the feeling be-
ing general that wheat is still cheap at rul-
ing prices. The financial troubles existing,
however, tead to check trade, and as a result
we have to record an inactive market, though
strong as to values. An advance of a full
cent was scored by 11:15 a. m. for May
wheat, with but very little trading done.
Crop damage reports were very numerous
from Illinois, Indiana and Ohio, and the
trade is beginning to think that there is
something in these reports. The legitimate
position of wheat is strong enough to warrant
higher prices without Kkiiling the common
crop, and if ‘it were not for financial troubles
we would see higher prices now. Many are
confident that May wheat will sell near 90c
before the 15th of next month. There is more
inquiry from abroad today for both wheat
and flour. tusslan official estimates make
the total wheat crop 129,680,000 bu; rye, 708,-

720,000 bu. This makes the Russian wheat
crop £0.060,000 bu short for 1896, Clearances
from the seaboard were very large, being

706,000 bu from the four chief ports. New
York advised of a moderate new export trade.

May wheat opened at 80c, against 795%@
79%c yesterday, advanced to 803%ec, lost e,
gained %c, lost l%c¢, and firmed up to 8034c
by ncon.

NEW YORK, Dec. 29.—Special cable and
telegraphic dispatches to Bradstreet’s, cov-
ering the principal points of accumulation,
indicate the following changes in available
supplies of grain last Saturday, as compared
with the preceding Saturday:

Wheat—United States and Canada, east of
the Rockies, decrease, 579,000 bu; afloat for
and in Europe, decrease, 1,976,000 bu; total
decrease world’s available, 2,555,000, Corn—
United States and Canada, east of the Rockies,
increase, 2,009,000 bu. Oats—United States
and Canada, east of the Rockies, increase,
1,069,000 bu.

The more important increases in available
stocks of wheat last week, not covered in
the official visible supply statement, are
100,000 bu each at Port William, Ont., at
various Manitobe storage points and in North-
western Interior elevators in the Unitea
States and 30,000 bu at Omaha. Correspond-
ing decreases include 44,000 bu in Chicago
private elevators, 42,000 bu at Galveston,
39,000 bu at Minneapolis private elevators and
29,000 bu at Louisville.

LONDON A MODERATE PURCHASER.

The Execution of Buying Orders for
Foreign Account One of the
Favorable Factors,

NEW YORK, Dec. 29.—The stock market
today failed to display any improvement over
the recent light records of business. A
stronger tone was apparently chiefly due to
covering of shorts. There was a continued
absence of commission business, and the rally
was Inspired by more cheerful advices in
relation to the Western bank situation, a
reported easier trend to money in London
and a weaker tendency in the market for
foreign exchange. In a few of the more ac-
tive specialties manipulation for a rise was
evident and favorable sentiment also resulted
from moderate purchasing orders for foreign
account. Despite the heaviness of exchange,
experts expressed conflicting views as to the
immediate movement of that market. The
point of uncertainty is the amount of ex-
change that has been hoarded and the prob-
able extent of renewals of maturing loans in
the coming month. The preponderance of
opinion is, however, in favor of lower ex-
change notes. Ther was but little news of
importance bearing upon the market, the
action of the court in granting a temporary
injunction restraining the payment of the
Manhattan dividend not being known in the
street until after the close of business. Busi-
ness was extremely dull during the forenoon,
but in the afternoon session a degree of com-
parative actlvity was reached. Manhattan
and Tobacco covered a wide range, but left
off at net improvement of % @1 per cent. In
connection with the last mentioned company
the old reports of a probable entente, or at
least a compromise being reached between
the conflicting interests were employed. Read-
ing displayed heaviness around midday on
realization, but a decline of about a point
was subsequently fully recovered. Delaware
& Hudson broke 2 per cent on rumors of a
divided sentiment among the directors re-
garding the dividend policy. Up to this time
there has not been any reliable indications
of a change of programme, although it is an
open secret that the company will show less
than 6 per cent earned for the year. The
stock made o recovery of a point.
